A season of discontent, strained
emotions and conflicts of opinion on the
Belleville High School football field
came (o a head last Monday when a
group of irate [ans, parents and players
asked the Board of Education not to
rehire head football coach Thomas Testa
for next fall.

Speaking for a group of approximate-
ly 20 parents and players, former resident
Anthony Pratola charged Testa with
“irrational...irresponsible...and
egotistical”™  behavior, unbefitting his
position as a teacher and coach. -

Despite objections by some Board
members that the group's attack was “‘a
kangaroo court,” Pratola, who is
currently vice president of the South
River Board of Education, enumerated a
list of “totally objective and substan-
tiated™ grievances that were, he said,
cause lor Testa's dismissal.

On that list of grievances were charges

Incumbe

Incumbent  Schaol Board member
James Risoli this week became the third
and possibly last candidate to announce
his bid for the upcoming annual Board of
Education election.

Risoli, a staff assistant for the Public
Service Electric and Gas Company, is
seeking a second term on the Board, vy-
ing for one of two open seats with
challengers Michael Chieffo and Rocco
Constantino.

Though the deadline for filing
nominating petitions with the School
Board is today at 4 p.m., according to
Bodrd secretary-business administrator
Mrs. Mary Shader, no one other than the
three announced candidates has even re-
quested a petition to fill out. Petitions re-
quire ten signatures and are available at
Mrs. Shader’s office. Should no other
candidates file by today, the field would
be the smallest since 1973 when only only
three candidates lasted out the campaign,

Risoli, who finished second in the
1972 election, is the only incumbent seek-
ing reelection this year. Board member
G. Fred Burlazzi, whose term also ex-
pires next month, has said he will not

that Testa destroyed team morale by
cutting seniots, belittled injured players,

In one instance, said Pratola, Testa
called one of his players *an S.0.B.,”
and in another was reported to have fail-
ed (o supply photographs one player
needed for @ scholarship potentially
worth $20,000. Testa also belittled a
player, said the group spokesman, for an
mnjury that later required surgery,

While the Board members promised
they would schedule a full hearing of the
Tttty gritty™ complaints next month, for
the most part they remained silent, ask-
ing few guestions of the parents and
players as they added their remarks to
Pratola’s. The Buoard was aware of the
dissatisfaction prior to the meeting, said
president Matthew Pica, adding that
Festa. parents. players, Board members
and director of athletics Herman Wische

would all be brought together for a dis-
cussion prior to rehiring.

Earlier in the proceedings, as in-
dividual players stood to express their
dissalisfaction with the coach, Board
members G. Fred Burlazzi and Mrs,
Viola Spray voiced concern over what
Mrs. Spray termed “‘a kangaroo court.”
“IU's not right,” she said, ‘‘to have
children condemning their coach without
him here.” Burlazzi commended the
students, all of them seniors, for their
courage, but said the group's approach to
the situation was “poor.” “It won't do
the system any good,” he said, and
recommended a private session.

Of the players at the meeting, two
were among those cut from the team ear-
ly in last year's grid season, “*Most of the
juniors don't like him,” noted James
Mauncele (Pratola's brother-in-law),
“bul they're afraid to talk out.”

AL other portions of the group's

As an incumbent, said Risoli this
week, his approach to the campaign will
be, by necessity, different from that of
the challengers. *‘When you're an in-
cumbent,” he pointed out, “'it's different.
You run on your record.”

The betterment of communication
throughout the school system has been
one of Risoli's prime concerns during his
tenure, he said, and he is presently in sup-
port of improving the system's physical

fucilities, Belleville's school buildings are
in “‘a deplorable state,” he said, adding
that he is behind a complete renovation.

Noting that his position on improving
the present school facilities might cause
some voters to view him as ‘‘a spender,”
Risoli added that he holds a ‘“‘deep in-
lerest™ in protecting the taxpayer.

Despite the fact that Belleville has the
lowest per pupil expenditure rate in

The Board was scheduled to again dis-

cuss the situation in private Monday
night, said Pica, who also promised to
notify Albanese and his group of the
Board’s decision. prior to taking public
action on it,

Alfter the meeting, Albanese said he
suggests the Board prove that if Greco
had not resigned he would still be
superintendent. **Failure to do so0,” he
said, “will infer that there must be some
motivation on the part of certain
members to dismiss him,”

Pica admitted to the Times/News
that there are some members of the
Board who would prefer not to kee
Greco on. That's why the Board is still
discussing Greco's resignation in private,
he said.

Playhouse

Chieffo is concerned
about economic slump

Michael Chieffo, first an-
nounced candidate for the
Belleville Board of Education,
this week gave additional in-
sight into his platform and the
type of campaign he will be
running.

He is concerned he said,
about the ‘‘inflation,
stagflation, recession” the na-
tion is going through, and
how Belleville and its school
system will be able to cope
with it. And he is concerned
about the psychological and
philosophical effects that such
an economic slowdown can
have on the people of the
town, on the students, and on
the directions local education
will take.

“Due to the economic un-
certainties we are now ex-
periencing,” he said, “‘costs
must be carefully monitored.
There may even come a time,
although none of us really
wants (o believe it, when
things must be pared from
future budgets.” But he also
sees the pitfalls of such a low-
level economic climate, and
the need to maintain and in-
tensify the quality of educa-
tion offered to Belleville's
young despite possible *‘hard
times.”

“*Under such circum-
stances a careful choice of the
priorities must be made,” he
explained, “and it must be a
choice that is responsive to
the needs and desires of the
community.” But most im-
portant, he feels, “is to guard
against simply accepting the
inevitabliity of a less am-
bitious level of operation.”
Instead, he said, ‘“‘we must
find new and creative ways to
fight against and overcome
our current fiscal doldrums.”

Besides a stand for prudent
money management o get the
most mileage out of the
Belleville tax dollar, (without
shortchanging the school
children in anyway) Chieffo is
most interested in seeing to it
that *‘the student who
graduates from the Belleville
school system does not [ind
himself ill-equipped to take a
productive role in our
society.”

With unemployment
figures rising at a rapid rate,
and experts predicting a situa-
tion unknown since the

Depression of the 1930's, ‘it
is important to realize,"
Chieffo points out, ‘‘that it is
not because there are no jobs
available. While certain
M.A's and M.B.A's and
Ph.D.’s are finding it in-
creasingly difficult to gain
employment, many employ-
ment opportunities are also
going begging. Rewarding
careers in law enforcement,
paramedical work, nursing,
and a wealth of areas requir-
ing manual skills are available
even now — and there are too
few applicants to fill the
gaps.”

“We should make sure
that the students in our school
system are exposed to the
significance and fulfillment of
-knowing a trade, and knowing
it well, in addition to
academics. Our local dis-
tributive education program
should be sufficiently expand-
ed so that every young man
and woman is aware of the
opportunities and alternatives
available. A college education
is not necessarily for
eyeryone, nor is it necessary
for everyone. A balance
program of educational op-
portunities is important.”

Of course, said chieffo, it
is not the business of a board.
member to formulate
curricula — *‘that's for the
professionals, the experts —
but it is the business of a
Board of Education to show
foresight in making sure that
as many options as possible
are available to the school-
children that the board
serves."”

- Finally, the attitudes of the
young people and the
citizenry of the town is as im-
portant as the fiscal and
educational climate, Chieffo
said. “‘*As the Bicentennial
approaches,” he explained,
“we have a perfect chance to
re-examine the hasic tenets on
which the American way of
life has been formulated,
through which the American
way of life has been for-
mulated, through which
American government
operates. Perhaps some
cooperative Bicentenniul-type
effort ol project, involving
both the general community
and the school system, can
help us to get back to the

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Let’s do
some undoing

To paraphrase the oft quoted section
of Ecclesiastes, to everything there is a
time to do and a time to undo. And as
this biblical wisdom applies to the
entrance to Branch Brook Park on
Franklin Avenue near Belmont, the
Times/News thinks it's time to do a lit-
tle undoing.

Last week, Belleville’s leaders again
pressed the county to move the present
park entrance south on Franklin
Avenue a short distance to the traffic
light at Belmont Avenue next to Clara
Maass Hospital. As it exists now, Mayor
Joseph McGreevy rightly points out,
the park entrance in front of the
Andrew Jergens plant is exceedingly
dangerous. Anyone who has ever tried
to use that short piece of roadway, par-
ticularly in leaving the park to head
south on Franklin Avenue, would un-
doubtedly agreé whole-heartedly with
the Mayor.

Cars zipping along Franklin, especial-
ly downhill from the north, are hard
pressed to stop when someone pulls
out of the park in a left hand turn. Cars
headed north see cars entering the
road only at the last minute, The situa-
tion is compounded by a sharp bend in
the road and a small hill to the south of
the intersection.

Our only quarrel with the alternate
plan, besides the fact that it would cost

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taxpayer money, is that it seems un-
necessary,

The whole park entrance, come to
think of it, seems unnecessary.

Let's face it. Cars using the park
entrance are mostly trying to avoid the
traffic light at Franklin Avenue and Mill
Street, about 200 yards north. Mill
Street, despite the atrocious condition
of the road surface, serves asa main
artery, for trucks and cars, through the
park. Park Drive brings southbound
traffic to almost the same place as
would Franklin Avenue southbound.

If Branch Brook Park is a park, why
not use it as one, instead of a scenic
thoroughfare? To our way of thinking,
the best thing to do would be to simpTy
close the dangerous park entrance, rip
up the blacktop, sod the whole thing
except for a walkway or bicycle path,
and forget about it,

Motorists who want to cross the park
only have to drive one extra block from
Belmont to Mill Street, where they can
also enter the park. Southbound traffic
can use Franklin Avenue.

Pedestrian and cycling park users
may use the new entrance in peace,
and Belleville is rid of one threat to life
and limb. It would only cost the county
the wages of three men with
jackhammers, some top soil and sod.

Let’s undo it.

Vets must wait

As a result of inaction by the Depart-
ment of Institutions and Agencies,
more than 250 eligible disabled New
Jersey veterans are still waiting to be
admitted to the Soldier’'s Homes at
Menlo Park and Vineland. This fact was
brought to light today by James H. Hall,
State Commander of The American
Legion. In making the announcement
publicly Commander Hall also men-
tioned that a resolution urging the State

that the doors may be opened. The

The latest news is that 14 grants to
municipal environmental commissions
have been **Deferred” by the Department
of Environmental Protection, even those
which have been approved by the Depart-
ment and whose hapless recipients have
already committed their towns to expen-
ditures, Of a maximum $2,500, the grants
must be matched by local sources, so some
towns are faced with obligations they can’t
mect.

Such an extension can help DEP meet its
backlog of problems if the operation is
properly orchestrated, doing a better job
with the money available.

Teacher strike is averted

One year ago

An unexpected Sunday meeting
brought Belleville teachers and the Board
of Fducation together after avoiding a job
action threatened by Belleville teachers
almost a week ago to step up contract
negotiations with the Board of Education.

Members of the Belleville Education
Association who voted to stage the action
would have entered and left the school with
the bell schedule and would have perform-
ed only their teaching assignments, with no
non-contractual duties.

An agreement was reached, however, to
call off the action and go to the bargaining
table after a meeting was requested by
Board President Lawrence Schwartz.

Mrs, Norma McCool, announcing that
she would not seek reelection to a fifth
term on the Board of Education a month
previously, closed the door on a 12-year
term, in which she fought for and gained
many improvements in the Belleville
School system, and in which she fulfilled a
pledge to a deceased teenaged daughter's
request for her mother to continue working
on her many projects.

Throughout Mrs. McCool's years on
the Board she was instrumental in bringing
about the reconstruction of gyms of two
Belleville schools, thus ridding them of
safely hazards, and in the construction of a
new high school,

With work at a standstill because a
wage settlement had not been reached with
150 non-uniformed town employees in ad-
dition to the state of disruption brought
about by faulty computers, the Depart-
ment of Revenue and Finance, Town
Treasurer Francis McCoy announced that
no calculations were as yet made for the
1974 municipal budget.

Attorneys for Essex County Number
One of the New Jersey Civil Service
Association were scheduled to respond to
the commission’s only answer to thy

Belleville unit's salary requests and 15 non-
wage demands. A few weeks before, the
Board of Commissioners agreed to grant a
$500 across-the-board increase over the
next two years to each of the 150 associa-
tion members on the Town Hall payroll.

Ten years after having performed
duties as Editor of the Belleville Times
School Page, Marlise James, former town
resident, had her first book published. The
non-fiction book, entitled, ‘“The People’s
Lawyers,” marked a 10 year climb up the
ranks of the nation's free lance writers, for
the now married Mrs, Marlise La Duke,
who was making her new home in Reno,
Nevada.

For the sixth year in a row, Belleville’s
churches celebrated a “Week of Prayer for
Christian Unity,” a series which inlcuded
churches and clergymen from most Chris-
tian houses of worship in town,

The services were held at the Belleville
Reformed Church followed by a fellowship
in the church hall.

Five years ago

U.S. Attorney Frederick Lacey’s much.
publcized probe into organized crime
reached into Belleville and indicted Joseph
Biancardi, a teamsters official and former
State Assemblyman, Lacey also ordered
grand jury appearances for Mayor Ken
Smith and Anthony “‘Jack Panels” San-
toli, also of Bellevirlc.

Biancardi, who was negotiating a labor
contract in Nutley's town hall when he
learned of the indictment, was scheduled to
be arrainged on embezzlement and con-
spiracy charges. He was later cleared of all
charges. i

Mayor Smith, who stated that he had
been called to answer questions concerning
Belleville residents, had not been called.
Panels, referred to frequently in the
**DeCarolo tapes” and alleged to be a close
friend of reputed Syndicate leader, was un-
available for comment.

Mayor Ken Smith’s proposed flight
into the future via a mass modernization
project for the town was to be a solo trip
into fantasyland. The Board of Education,

toying with the idea of joining a town-wide
effort to modernize, stated that it would
not participate in the project,

“Though we do not disagree that our
schools need modernization, we cannot
take part in the bond effort at this time,"”
Board Attornzy Max Schwartz stated.

Speaking for fifteen minutes before the
Town Commission, the representative of
the Board stated that the litigation
between the two bodies required that his
client withdraw from the Mayor’s proposal
to modernize all town owned buildings
through a multi-million dollar bond issue.

And so fizzled the great bonfire that
would have remade Belleville, due to inter-
department rivalry and feuding.

Ten years ago

At the annual meeting of the DeWitt
Savings and Loan Association, Belleville
resident John P, Dailey was elected
president.

The Town Council was informed that
attorney Emil Wulster of Hackensack
would not accept the post of special
counsel to the Town. Councilman Robert
Westpry made the surprise announcement
to the council, charging that Wulster refus-

.ed to accept the post because of an

editorial printed in the Belleville Times.

Mayor Nuncio Pico kicked off the an-
nual Cookie Sale of the Girl Scouts when
he purchased a box of each of the five
varieties of cookies from Camile Di Costa,
who represented Belleville's over 700 girl
scouts.

A new Dylan:
a new album

In four years Bob Dylan seemed to lose
his charm and flavor. He struck out on
tangents for too short a time leaving his
songs as weak as castles in the sand.

Then along comes ‘“‘Blood On The
Tracks" to prove that Bob Dylan is just as
brilliant as he ever was. It is an album with
enough zest and intrigue to let his fans say,
“Okay, Bob, we'll forget the last four dis-
asters."

On this album is the magic of the
mystic. The lonesome hobo singing songs
to melt your heart and ease your troubled
mind. It has the sweet country taste of
“Nashville Skyline’" and *“John Wesley
Harding."

The first track, “Tangled Up In Blue,”
is a bouncy ballad of a rambling roving
lover. I's the story-telling Dylan of the ear-
ly sixties once again. The genius is back!

In “Simple Twist Of Fate,” Dylan
sings in a mature Rod McKuen rasp
whispering a secret in a song.

“You're A Big Girl Now" is full of
clear country pictures. It has four too
many “l dropped a bowling ball on my
foot" yells. Here is a pleading love song
with mature “Big Girl” lyrics.

Paranoia has been evidenced in some of
Dylan's earlier songs (e.g. ‘‘Postively
Fourth Street”). It is evidenced here in
“Idiot Wind," a song about what it's like
to be a star. Sounding like a left-over from
“Planet Waves” (ugh!), ““Idiot Winds" is
my least favorite cut,

“You're Gonna Make Me Lonesome
When You Go" is a fast rolling bitter-
sweet prophecy of poetic imagery.

“Meet Me In The Morning" is a wail-
ing blues song with that familiar in-
coherent nasal twang of Dylan’s, This s
one cut worth passing over.

Eric Weissberg and Deliverance are
most noticeable on “Lily, Rosemary And
The Jack Of Hearts,” a fun hoe-down song
about gambling and dance hall gals in the
old west. Slowly the plot unfolds in this
ballad not to be confused with Lily Of The
West (her name was Laura.)

One might expect another “Girl From
The North Country” in “1f You See Her,
Say Hello."” If you do you're in for a sur-
prise, Dylan’s sadness brings out the beau-
ty of this song. His feelings are real.

The best song from Bob Dylan in four
years is the lively peom of whispered words
called “Shelter From The Storm.”

“Buckets Of Rain” ends the album
with its gentle sweet music and jelly
sandwich lyrics. It's pleasant enough to
make me start the record over again.

“Blood On The Tracks™ is surely for
any Dylan fan worth Bringing It All Home
to.

dals smashed about 12 windows in
classroom doors on the first floor and ex-
tensively vandalized the principal’s of-
fice, writing obscenities on the walls and
furniture and taking $2.50 from a desk
drawer, said Deputy Chief Haight.

School Board president Pica said that
the spot where the vandals entered
School Seven was well lit, and he believed
the smashed window should have been
noticed by police cars cruising the area.

*What annoys me most,” said Pica,
“is that the persons who got into the
school apparently had time to sit down,
have a cigarette, make soup and coffee
for themselves, drink beer, and then go
on and tear the place up. The place where
the entry occurred is well Iigﬁlcd, and it
should have been obvious to anyone
patrolling the area that a break-in had
occurred.”

Earlier this month, Pica sent a letter
to Belleville Police Chief Joseph Smith
requesting, *...cooperation in closer sur-
veillance of school property on weekends,
after school hours annfho{iday periods.”
Chief Smith stated that in response to the
request he had, “notified the men to in-
crease their watch on the schools,”” Smith
added, however, that his police force
doesn't have the manpower to give the
schools constant surveillance.

**We just can't guarantee a policeman
will be there every time. We have a lot of
territory to cover. Auxillary police hours
are limited and they don't patrol long
enough to assure total coverage of the
schools. People seem to think a police
force is like a rubber band, that can be
stretched out to cover everything, but it
just isn't' like that,”

These two break-ins are only the most
recent in a series of attacks against
school property. According to Pica,
School Number Seven alone has been
entered illegally five times in the past
nine months, Lasi faii, the school was
broken into and approximately $1,000 in
musical instruments were stolen. The
total loss for the high school in equip-
ment over the past year is estimated at
$1,300.

According to School Board president
Pica, estimates as to the cost of these
crimes are far below their actual expense.
“The figures presented only represent
material found missing from the schools,

«

community at large.

“All the missing equipment and the
damage done to school property will have
to be underwritten by tax dollars. If the
cost of repair and replacement of school
property continues to rise, it could be
rellected in an increase in local taxes.
Everybody in Belleville ends up paying
lor the destruction done.” |

Solutions to the problem, say of-
ficials, are difficult and expensive. Pica
and Chief Smith have considered putting
men in the buildings on weekends, but the
plans have been discarded as bein
prohibitively expensive. Pica estimat:
that, including benefits, the cost to put a
custodian in the building on a midnight to
eight shift would cost about $850 per
weekend to cover all school buildings:
The School Board has been looking into
the possibility’ of installing ‘burglar
dlarms in the schools, and has received a
$3,500 quote on a system for School
Number Seven. Superintendent Greco
said the Board is now waiting for'a quote
on a system for both the High School and
School Seven. If a price is received: that
cdn be accomodated in the current school
budget, Greco said he believes the board
members will approve the installation of
the systems by June. He conceded,
however, that it is possible that the town
may have to wait until a vote on the bond
issue next fall. 1
_ It is possible, according to school of-
ficials, that if the thefts continue, they
could have a great impact on the sports
er(_)gram at the High School. Herman

On a seasonally adjusted
basis, the index rose 0.4 per-
cent following a 0.8 percent
increase in November, a 0.9
percent rise in October and a
1.0 percent increase in
September. In the last quarter
of 1974 monthly price in-
creases averaged 0.7 percent
compared to a I.1 percent
average rise in the previous
quarter.

The December rise largely
reflected sharp price increases
for a number of food items
such as sugar products, milk
and bakery products, Other
consumer price rises included
electricity charges, rents,
cigaretts and medical care.
Partially offsetting the effect
of these upward movememts
were price declines for
women's and girls’ clothing,
footwear, meat products,
fruits and vegetables, used
cars and gasoline.

Over the year ending
December 1974, the area CPI
rose 10.8 percent — . the first
month since August with a
less than I 1-percent rise. The
food index rose 12.1 percent
over the year; housing was up
10.8 percnt, Transportation
prices were up 10.1 percent,
with private transportation
rising 12.5 percent and public
transportation up 2.3 percent,
The medical care index rose
14.0 percent. Apparel prices
increased 8.2 percent since
December 1973.

Increases ranged from 1.6
percent in Detroit, and 11.9
percent in Los Angeles to 12.0
percent in Chicago, and 12.6
percent in Philadelphia. Since
the 1967 index base period,
prices in the New York area
have risen 61.7 percent, out-
pacing the increases in the
other areas, Prices rose 59.2
percent in Philadelphia, 56.2
percent in Detroit, 53.2 per-
cent in Chicago and 50.0 per-
cent in Los Angeles.

The New York-
Northeastern New Jersey
food index rose 1.2 percent in
December, largely because of
a 5.6 percent increase in the
other-foods-at-home index as
sugar products and egg prices
rose sharply. The dairy
products index was also up
substantially by 3.2 percent,
largely due to higher prices
for milk. The cereal and
bakery products index rose
2.6 percent, with price in-
creases reported for cake and
bread. Fruits and vegetables
declined seasonally by 1.8
percent.

The housing index rose 0.7
percent over the month.
Rents, collected bi-monthly,
rose 1.2 percent between Oc-
tober and December. The gas
and electricity index was up
sharply by 3.9 percent in
December, reflecting higher

electricity prices; fuel oil .

prices were down 1.2 percent,
Homeownership costs rose
0.3 percent.

The apparel index, which
typically remains unchanged
in December dropped 1.7
percent. The women's and
girls’ index declined substan-
tially by 3.7 percent as prices
were down for women's coats,
dresses and sweaters and girls'

|raincoats and skirts.

Footwear prices declined 3.5
percent reflecting lower price
tags on women's and
children’s shoes, Men's and
boys’ apparel, typically down
in December, rose 0.7 percent
primarily due to higher prices
for men's jackets.

The (ransportation index
rose 0.7 percent over the
month. Private transportation
was up 0.6 percent, reflecting
higher prices for automobile
insurance and parts such as
tires and batteries, Partially
offsetting the effect of these
increases were lower prices
for used cars and gasoline.
The public transportation in-
dex rose 0.8 percent, primari-
ly reflecting higher air fares.
The medical care index rose
0.8 percent, as prices were up
for physicians' visits, health
insurance and prescriptions.

The December increase
brought the arca’s Consumer
Price Index to 61.7 percent
.above the 1967 base. With the
December index at 161.7
(1967-100), the area consumer
now has to spend $!6.17 to
buy what $10.00 was able to
buy in the 1967 base period.
Expressed as purchasing
power, the dollar in December
1974 was worth 61.8 cents in
1967 dollars and 61.9 cents in
1957-59 dollars.

Blue Shield reports
growth in past year

Growth of its two highest
payment programs, im-
provements to bring better
service, and a special com-
mittee to look out for the in-
terest of consumers were the
major concerns of Blue Shield
of New Jersey during 1974,

As a result of special
promotional and marketing
cfforts, the Plan at year-end
1974 had more than 1,075,000
persons enrolled in the two
programs which provide
better payments.

These are: The Series 750,
a fixed-fee schedule, which
provides paid-in-full benefits
for families with incomes
below $12,000 a year for eligi-
ble services rendered by par-
ticipating physicians; and the
Usual, Customary or
Reasonable Fee program
(UCR) which provides paid-
in-full coverage for eligible
services by participating
physicians regardless of the
amount of subscriber income.

The Series 750, introduced
in late 1973, is available to in-
dividuals and groups, while
the UCR program is available
to groups as small as four,

here was an increase of
some 380,000 persons in those
programs over year-end 1973,
In -addition, some 600,000
municipal and state
enjployees have been enrolled
for Series 750 comverage
effective July, 1975.

Blue Shield is endeavoring
to phase out the Series 500

Fee schedule, its lowest pay-
ment program.

The Plan is now serving
more than 54 percent of the
population of New Jersey, an
increase of three percent over
year-end 1973, with almost
four million persons enrolled.

In efforts to improve ser-
vice to subscribers, Blue
Shield installed three new
systems in 1974, the effects of
which should be clearly
demonstrated by mid-1975.

These are: The STAR
(System for Telephone Ad-
ministration Response), ah
clectronic telephone monitor-
ing system designed to im-
prove the efficiency of service;
the CRT (Cathode Ray
Tube), a processing system
designed to cut the claims
processing time in half; and
for Medicare Complementary
subscribers, a coordinated
Tape-to-Tape program with
Prudential which enables
faster claims payments.

Not yet fully operational,
the CRT is expected to bring
vast improvements in claims
processing as more equipment
is delivered.

While exact figures are not
yet available, Blue Shield's
reserves for the protection of
subscribers are known to have
dwindled considerably from
the $15 million level at year-
end 1973, precipitating plann-
ing for application for rate in-
creases in early 1975.
