Belleville and America 
for fencing star Donna Stone

Off-Broadway?

Donna Stone, a native o f Belleville, 
is fighting for the gold —  a gold med­
al in 1996 Olympic Games.

Stone, 38, lives in Lincoln Park and 
works as assistant director o f  physical 
medicine and rehabilitation at Hack­
ensack' Medical Center. She has 
returned to the ranks o f amateur fenc­
ing after her retirement in 1991.

Stone has returned to the sporting 
world after International Olympic 
Committee recently decided to pre­
sent women’s epee in the 1996 
Olympics.

“ M y ultimate goal is to make the 
U.S. Olympic Team,” said Stone. 
“Competing in front o f a home town 
crowd would be the thrill o f a 
lifetime.”

There are three forms o f fencing 
practiced: epee, foil and sabre. Epee 
fencing is derived from the original 
dueling sword concept meaning “ first 
blood.”

In an epee bout, the entire body is 
the target area. Whoever hits his 
opponent first, scores a touch, or “ first 
blood,”  and with each touch a point is 
awarded.

Foil fencers use a lighter and small­
er weapon. Quality, not quantity is the 
foil fencer’s goal. Fencers gain points 
by hitting the target —- the torso —  
correctly. Sabre fencing originated 
during the days o f  calvary. The wea­
pon is used in a cutting fashion and 
the opponents must hit from the waist 
up.

Stone has competed in international 
tournaments and knows the stress o f 
competition well. “ People do not real­
ize the physical or mental effort it 
takes to attend these tournaments,”

jump on a plane and fly to another 
country, compete and then hop on a 
plane and go to work the-next day.”

While fencing may seem like an 
individual sport, rules mandate that 
epee fencers congeal as a team. This 
concept is reinforced by the relay 
scoring system. With this system, the 
team’s total Score is the accumulation 
o f each team member’s points.

“Everyone works toward the same 
-goal: to w n r as~a team,JHsaid~Stone: 
“That may mean you go into the bout 
knowing you have to be the agressor 
and attack or just defend yourself by 
staying away from getting h it”

Stone was introduced to her 
beloved sport in junior high school in 
the township recreation program. For 
the next two summers, Stone worked 
at increasing her knowledge o f the 
sport.

Stone discovered the competitive 
nature o f epee when she entered New 
York University. Stone sought private 
lessons in Tony Orsi’s gym in Ruther­
ford, and Orsi served as Stone’ s per­
sonal coach until 1984.

Stone decided to hone her skills, so 
she sought Jerzy (Gryzmski, a Polish 
epee champion and former coach of 
the Olympic silver medalist team in 
Moscow.

is totally committed to the sport o f 
fencing.”

Stone’s biggest fans, her parents,

brother and sisters, have supported 
her and helped her along the way.

Stone has competed at the 1987, 
1990 and 1994 U.S. Nationals; 1989 
World Championships; and earned a 
gold medal at the 1995 Pan American 
Games in Argentina.

As Stone continues to practice, her 
commitment to epee grows stronger 
every day. “M y  ultimate dream is to

Bobby Dominick’s new $70,173 
‘job’ put on hold by Council

Plans to combine the positions o f  construction code offi­
cial and building inspector were put cm hold during the 
Belleville Township Council's Work session Monday until 
the private session discussion, following the insistence o f 
Councilman Victor Canning.

The code official's salary would increase from $55,816 
to $70,173 under the new plan, but proponents believe the 
township would save money.

Currently, both functions are performed by one man 
who receives “ more than $70,000”  Township Manager 
Steve Cuccio said.

Canning insisted the matter be discussed in private, as 
he believed several questions had to be answered to avoid 
“ criminal”  liability on the part o f  the council.

Canning alluded to previous private discussions on the 
construction code official, but did not elaborate.

Private council discussions are reserved for personnel 
and legal matters exclusively, raising speculation about 
criticisms o f  Bobby Dominick aired at meetings during the 
past year.

Belleville Board o f Education Trustee Frank Montagna 
had delivered a stinging criticism o f  the building inspector 
during the previous public council meeting, saying the 
township was doing little to root out illegally converted 
residences.

Citizens have complained to the council on several 
occasions that illegal boarding houses and apartments 
reported to the township are not closed down.

Montagna accused the inspector o f  not following up on 
anonymous tips, while allegedly revealing the names of 
complaintants to the alleged owners o f  illegally converted 
properties.

“ The issues that have to be resolved we should do in 
private,”  Canning said.

Senior housing
Mayor Jim Messina updated council members on the

status o f senior housing, and admitted previous o ffer®  may 
have been done backward.

“W e have reviewed and discussed ad museum^ Messi­
na said o f  the project. “W e should have designated the 
developer first, and then gone to look for a rnon-profilica^a- 
nization to run it.”

The land offered by Essex County for senior ’housing «at 
a price o f  $425,000 has a time limit attached. I f  IM le v ilfe  
purchased the land but could not fund the project, the land 
would revert to the county and die money would ;be ta t .

Messina noted that financing, designating a dovdlqpor 
and other aspects o f  the project must be reviewed, and !ifae 
council committee will make recommendations dftnr an 
evaluation o f options.

Tighter accounting
Deputy Mayor Tom Spillane and Canning urged ¡tighter 

accounting for money spent on the upcoming League (iff 
Municipalities convention.

Canning asked that employees and board members siib- 
mit information on what activities and seminars ¡they w ill 
be attending at the convention.

He also said only board chairmen should haive^esqnsiwx 
paid by the township.

The planning board has requested three rooms for mem­
bers at the convention, while the zoning board o f adjust­
ment has requested seven for its menlbers.

The board budgets would pay for members’ expenses, 
but that did not convince Canning.

“That’ s fine. Th a i next year when their budget aromas 
up I am going to say that is where some fat is”’Hie adMitte 
council.

Spillane also wanted more accountability, saying some 
people went to the convention as a vacation.

Last year’s convention brought no complaints jab out'.the 
expenses o f township employees, but several council 
charges to the township, with liquor and 3  aim. room-aer 
vice, raised criticism from Spillane.

Mustard gas, other toxics 
cleared at chemical plant

The New Jersey Department o f 
Environmental Protection recom­
mended in a draft decision filed at 
Township Hall to let nature do the rest 
o f the clean up at the Research 
Organic/Inorganic Chemical site cm 
Main Street.

Citizens will have until Oct. 6 to 
submit comments on the plan to DEP.

The draft decision marks the final 
phase o f a pollution disaster that 
began in 1983, when the Belleville 
Fire Department responded to a 
dumpster fire at the company and 
asked DEP to check on the site.

County prosecutors later executed a 
search warrant, and found numerous

problems with chemicals at the 
company.

The first contractor to work at 
Research removed 1,000 drums o f 
chemicals from the factory. D EP con­
tractors later removed 12,000 addi­
tional containers o f  waste.

The U.S. Army removed some 
mustard gas from the site, and 230 
pounds o f  radioactive materials also 
had to be disposed.

The cleanup was performed 
between 1984 and 1987. Once com­
plete, the DEP began to assess the 

residual contamination to the soil and 
groundwater.

Some o f  the pollutants found in lest 
samples included 1,1,1 trichlor-

oethane, nitrobenzene, mophihittsHe, 
1,1 dichloroeihylenc, benzene, S,# 
dichloroethane, zinc, manganese, 
lead, cadmium, chromium, arsenic, 
antimony and aluminum.

The soil composition and ground­
water flow tended to make itheprillut- 
ants flow horozontally rather tthan 
penetrate the depths.

Although the cleanup was reported 
to township officials HVthe trnie/legàl 
action concerning the land forced 
township commissioners rto testsp 
information confidential.

Historians have used Bibles not 
only as historical reference but also as 
material culture —  facts —  pertaining 
to the past. I have consulted family 
Bibles now and then to ascertain dales 
o f births, Baptisms, deaths, etc. 
Because no one would dare place a lie 
in the Bible, the marriage dates are 
also refreshingly honest, as they admit 
from time to time the birth o f a child 
before the vows.

When John Jay, who wrote a few o f 
the articles in “The Federalist”  with 
Alexander Hamilton and James Madi­
son, and later was to become chief 
justice o f the U.S. Supreme Court, 
was asked, as he lay dying, i f  he had 
any message to give to his children, he 
replied, “ That they have a Bible.”

In my living room, a white-covered 
Bible rests through the seasons and 
each Christmas our daughter Suzanne 
opens it to the Gospel o f the Birth o f

Christ. For years, it was placed on a 
table, where below bur daughter Laur­
ie Anne carefully placed the manger 
and the Holy Family with the farm 
animals and a shepherd.

Although I am unlike Daniel Web­
ster and William Jennings Bryant and 
assorted clergy hereabouts, I do not 
read the Bible through each year. I 
read Paul’s letters most o f all and 
sometimes the major Jewish prophets. 
In my Heritage Book Library, I have 
Proverbs and the Psalms. I read the 
latter but hardly ever the former.

One o f these days, in this area per­
haps, folks will get together to exhibit 
family Bibles, those o f  multiple gen­
erations o f happenings. I am sure sev­
eral would go back to the early 1800s, 
as does General Joseph Bloomfield’ s 
gift to the Church on the Green in 
Bloomfield. I have a hunch that the 
Dutch Reformed Church near the Pas­
saic in Belleville has an ancient Bible.

The great English religious leader, 
George Fox, wrote somewhere that to 
read the Bible in the fields o f the Lord 
was “ nearest to Him”  than being sea­
ted in church during a boring sermon. 
He has a point.

When I,was at St. Benedict’s Prep, 
the Benedictines advised us not to 
read the King James Bible. I was 
excused from that mandate, however,

as I had been given dispensation to 
read “ Protestant” books as I had been 
selected to take a course, called apo­
logetics, and it was expected that I 
know the arguments o f other faiths as 
well as those in defense o f  Roman 
Catholicism. No harm, so no fouls 
were called. I was allowed to read 
Luther’ s commentaries on the Bible, 
which was a remarkable journey for a 
young man in a Roman Catholic prep 
school in the mid-1940s.

The Bible is forbidden in any form 
in public school courses today. The 
courses discuss books commenting on 

the worst o f evils and the best o f  vir­
tues, but specifically exclude the 
Bible. Is not ;this the most serious 
example of book-banning?

Anyway, late on Jan. 1 each year, 
John Adams entered items into the 
Adams family Bible. This greatest o f 
American families, with so many suf­
ferings to humble its achievements, 
had time to record the births and the 
deaths. One wonders what thoughts 
went through John Adams* mind thus 
consumed.

Writing in a family Bible on New 
Year’ s Day or on any day is a custom 
we should return to. . . in our town.

Here in the U.S., courses in leadership training, fundraising, finance and 
career development are o f enormous benefit to Hadassah membership, and 
attract large numbers o f Jewish women to its doors.

Northern New Jersey has a regional Hadassah chapter in Clifton, with local 
chapters in Bloomfield, Montclair and one chapter for Belleville/Nultey.

Crystal Van Morn, office administrator at the Clifton branch conveys an opti­
mistic trend in Hadassah. “ Our numbers are steady, but there is a big push 
nationally. We have younger chapters attracting younger people. This region 
has roughly 15,000 members.”

With enthusiasm for Jewish learning, passionate love o f Israel and apprecia­
tion o f the rituals that pass from mother to daughter, Hadassah is there to fill the 
gaps when parents and grandparents live too far away to attend holiday and life 
events;

I ladassah-sponsorcd Young Judaea runs the country’ s most extensive Zionist 
network o f clubs, conventions, summer camps and Israel tour-study programs.

Young Judaea covers 15 regions. It touches the lives o f more than 6,000 
young people, sending some 700 a year to Israel on study/tour programs.

Barbara Siegel o f  Bloomfield is enthusiastic about Hadassah. “ I have been 
active for more than 20 years, but I have been an official men&er sauce 1988 Jit 
is fantastic. My mother Norma is the reason I began participatir^.”

Barbara’ s grandmother, Francis Kesselman, was a founding member o f the 
Bloomfield Chapter.

Rose Koster o f Nutley began her Hadassah days 40 years ago. do-gocxl 
work. W c support Israel in many facets and we take care o f  Jewish youth-groups 
in this country.”

Hadassah is in the forefront o f health care, and is respected internationally for 
bringing world-class medical technology to the Middle East. The Hadassah 
Medical Organization’ s Ein Karem complex serves more than 550,000 patients 
a year. It houses the “ most advanced”  oncology, organ transplant and maternity 
units anywhere from Rome to Tokyo.

Established in 1933, Youth Aliyah has 72 centers that provide places to live, 
study, work and dream for more than 16,000 teens —  immigrants to Israel with­
out families, and Israeli teens from disadvantaged homes.

“We want Jewish youth to participate,”  said Janet Fuchs o f Belleville. “ l  am 
in my 35th year and respect everything we try to accomplish.”

Fuchs is vice president o f  the Belleville/Nutley Chapter.
Roselle Kirshcnblut o f Nutley has been participating for more than JO  years 

and has every intention o f continuing. “When 1 went to Israel is was amazing. 
You walk along the streets and you see the Bible.”

Hadassah members also focus their time on community projects that effect 
social change. Hadassah women volunteer their time to visit the elderly at tocal 
homes for the aged and to care for babies bom with AIDS. They foster women’s 
dialogue groups on Black-jcwish relations and meet with local politicians when 
anti-Semitism or hate crimes threaten to shatter the peace o f mind everyone 
should be allowed to feel.

1 ladassah members are proud o f their accomplishments, but believe the role 
o f Hadassah in the U.S. and in Israel has never been more erucUl regarding 
health, life  skills, Jewish growth and continuity.

“ I am enchanted with the Montclair Chapter,”  said Arden Epstein o f  Glen 
Ridge. ’T h e  women are sophisticated and creative. Every age is represented in 
our Chapter and that is a wonderful thing.”

Epstein has been a member for 14 years and is impressed by the monthly 
meetings. “ They arc intellectually stimulating,”  she noted. “ I am thrilled you 
are doing this story.”

‘Crossing the Threshold of Hope’ — preface 
to the awaited visit of Pope John Paul II

Married Couples, I  speak to you o f the hopes and ideals that sustain the Chis- 
tian vision o f marriage andfamily life. You will find the strength to be faithful to 
your marrriage vows in your love fo r God and your love fo r each other andfor 
your children. Let this love be the rock that stands firm  in the face o f every 
storm and teniptalion. From “ Prayers and Devotions, 365 Daily Meditations,”  
by Pope John Paul II, edited by Bishop Peter Canisius Johannes Van Lierde.

As Roman Catholics and Americans o f all faiths await the pilgrimage o f Pope 
Pius II to the New Jersey-New York Metropolitan Area, I have tried to place his 
visit within the Pope’ s published works, specially the recent international best 
seller, “Crossing the Threshold o f  Hope.”

In doing so as a layman, I believe that the essential message the Pope in 
delivering, his “ letter to Newarkers,”  as one might say as one says o f the Bibli­
cal letters, is that this Pope preadhes Christ Crucified and through the sacrifice 
o f His Son, Jesus, ultimate and final salvation is made possible.

Pope Pius II has another message, another “ letter’  ̂ to believers and non­
believers as well. He is calling for, he is leading a crusade hack to the family 
and the values o f the family.

Thus John Paul II writes:
It is clear dial all this means fo r  the woman is not that she should give up her 
feminity, nor lliat site should imitate the masculine character, but the fullness o f 
her hue feminine humanity. This should find expression in the family and out­
side o f it. At the same time, the variety o f customs and cultures should not be 
forgotten.

The family, traditional but not closed as to exclude differences o f family 
units because o f diverse cultural heritage —  the family is the base upon which 
society rests. Pope John Paul 11 thus affirms Mary and Joseph, mother and 
father, as he recalls the Biblical, “ A  man leaves his father and his mother and 
clings to his wife, and the two them become one body.”  To which was added by 
Jesus, “Therefore let no man separate what God has joined.”

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Likewise is the Pope’s message with regard to other faiths— ■ Orthodox JPro- 
testant, Jewish, Buddhist, etc. —  he demonstrates that each such faith is, after 
all, striving for “salvation.”  In a masterful chapter, “ Why So Many ReligionsT 
the Pope describes, clarifies the fundamental, common root o f  foe faiths, not 
bound to the Holy See o f the Vatican.

In particular is his statement that Judaism is “ closest to our own— that o f foe 
people o f God o f the Old Testament.”  He then quotes from Vatican Catracifll: 
The Church o f Christ, in fact, recognizes that according to the divine mystery p f 
salvation the origins o f the Church'sfaith and election are already found in the 
Patriarchs. Moses, and the Prophets. . . The Church, then, can forget neither 
that it received the revolution o f the Old Testament through the people with 
whom God. in His ineffable mercy, made the Ancient Covenant, nor can the 
Church forget that it draws sustenance from  the root ofthe good olive tree onto 
which have been grafted the wild shoots, the Gentiles. ”

In this chapter o f  “Crossing”  the Pope is particularly effective in that be 
draws from his World War II experiences in Poland during the Holocaust o f  foe 
Jews. Secular Jews who reject the social justice concerns o f the Pope, ought to 
read this chapter not only to understand the Roman Catholic acceptance o f 
Judaism, hut also to comprehend how the Church upholds the Covenant o f foe 
Old Testament.

As I write, the Pope is in Africa, another pilgrimage, and the “ letters”  o f his 
visits are broadcast or viewed througout the world. Hence his words are not 
distored and this might explain why he is so popular, with a charisma perhaps 
given to no man or woman.

This writer strongly recommends the reading o f  “Crossing the Threshold o f 
1 lope”  and, i f  folks are so inclinded, a reading o f  the Pope’ s “ Prayersand Dcvo- 
tions,”  to know this holy man in substance and, 1 dare say, to know him  before 
tire mass media inflict their ignorance and bias on his “ letters.”

From his “ letters”  then any person can obtain the essence o f foe Roman 
Catholic credo:

“Ultimately, only God can save man, but He expects man to cooperate. The 
fact that man can cooperate with God determines his authentic greatness. The 
truth according to which man is called to cooperate with God in all things, with 
a view toward the ultimate purpose o f life —  his salvation and divhdzation. . . 
With God. man *creates * the world; with God man *creates ’ his personal salva­
tion. The divinization o f man comes from  God But here, too, man must coop­
erate with God.

“Cooperate with God”  —  so speaks the Roman Catholic Vicar o f Christ an 
Earth.

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And don’t forget to live happily ever after

Something borrowed, something 

blue, something old, something 
new. . . speak with any bride and 
bridegroom three months before their 
wedding and rhymes are not what you 
will hear.

The business side o f  a wedding can 
be stressful. Picking out and trying on 
dresses are what little girls dream o f 
and filling out a bridal registry at 
acre's favorite department store 
sounds like a free shopping spree —  
but that was before little girls learned 
about budgets.

Gone are the days when the bride’s 
parents financed princess weddings 
and the newlywed couple strolled into 
the sunset with enough money for a 
down payment on a house.

Planning a wedding is truly a test o f 
one’s will to enter the sacrament o f 
marriage.

Whether your wedding plans are 
already in full swing or you arc about 
to enter the mad, mad, mad world o f 
the bridal industry — pull yourself up 
by your garter belts and boot straps 
and hang on:

♦  Get organized. Your best invest­
ment just may be a wedding planner. 
Buy a binder with serveral folders for 
each aspect o f your wedding, such as 
flowers, photography, reception hall/ 
catering, etc. This will keep all 
receipts and contracts readily avail­
able at a moment’s notice. Stay organ­
ized —  as the wedding day creeps up 
you may find yourself reaching for 
receipts and refcrals, so be sure to put 
everything hack in its proper place.

♦  D o  your homework. Make a list 
o f each store or boutique you visit. 
Compare prices and quality. Do not 
be afraid to ask questions. Check with 
Better Business Bureau to sec what 
complaints have been filed against an 
establishment and whether those com­
plaints were found legitimate or not. 
The longer your engagement, the 
more lime you will have to “shop 
■around.”

♦  Decide on a budget and stick to 
it. Close family or friends may opt to 
give you a wedding present in 
advance, such as the payment for the 
■ceremony site, bridal headpiece, or 
partial payment for the wedding 
gown. I f  not, find creative ways to cut 
■costs.

The formality o f your wedding can 
ultimately determine the cost. The 
number o f guests invited, time o f the 
ceremony and the bride’s attire will 
affect the degree o f formality.

♦ Stick to your guns. Remember 
that this is your wedding. Ignore the 
hoopla about which aunt is not speak­
ing to whose cousin for something 
that happened 25 years ago. I f  you 
want the bridesmaids to wear black 
dtoes with hunter green dresses and 
your mother protests —  get the black 
thoes. You do not want to look back 
on one o f the most special days in 
your life  and say “ I should have. . .

When dealing with pushy sales 
people, keep in mind that you are the 
customer. In all likelihood, you will 
be spending $500 to $1,000 in any 
given store. You are the one shelling 
out all the cash —  demand some 
respect.

♦ Jewelery: engagement and wed­
ding rings are close to your heart. 
They may be material objects but they 
are representative o f  much emotion 
—  so be sure to buy with your head, 
not your heart. Compare prices. Don’ t 
overlook a local jeweler— hometown 
prices may not be as expensive as you 
might expect. Consider jewelery from 
a television shopping network or re­
setting a hand-me-dowm diamond 
from a mother or grandmother.

♦ The ceremony: adding a special, 
more personal touch is a popular trend 
in recent years. Ceremonies in the 
home, garden, parks, on a mountain 
top or on wind-swept beaches; ships, 
boats, hot air balloons, wineries, art 
galleries, university chapels and the 
evcr-popular town hall are alterna­
tives to the more traditional church or 
synagogue. The ceremony site w ill 
cost anywhere from $50 to $1,500 
depending on the style o f the occa­
sion. I f  you choose an outdoor wed­
ding in a public park, remember to 
include plan B should it suddenly 
rain, snow, sleet or hail —  also, you 
may have to provide your own chairs 
and decorations should your choose a 
unique setting to exchange your vows.

♦ The reception hall: the metropo­
litan area is probably one o f the most 
expensive regions to marry —  but 
prices are competitive. Should you 
opt for a more expensive and reput­
able reception hall, costs can be cut in 
other areas. Many reception halls add 
the wedding cake and an ice sculpture 
in their price. Ask i f  centerpieces for 

the guests' tables are added —  i f  not, 
be prepared to spend about $4 per 
wedding guest for centerpiece 
flowers.

I f  you are . paying per plate and 
children will be attending the recep­
tion, ask your maitre de abouts kids’ 
meals. Most children are not going to 
enjoy Chateaubriand with Bordelaise 
sauce and the price is most often cut in 
half for their meal.

♦ Music: I f  you are marrying in a 
church, the organist’s fee is usually in 
the site fee. Petition a family member 
or friend to sing, play guitar, piano, 
trumpet or violin. If you know no one 
with musical talent, consider cutting 
costs by phoning the music depart­
ment o f a local university or music 
school —  students may be willing to 
accomodate your needs for less 
money. In you enlist an amateur, how­
ever, be sure to listen to their talent 
before making any plans. I f  live music 
is not an option, consider a portable cd 
player for an outdoor ceremony.

Music for the reception can vary in 
price and according to your taste. 
Bands provide live music —  quality 
singers and musicians also cost a

pretty penny. Disc jockeys are usually 
less expensive as a substitute —  but 
be sure the jockey has proper attire; 
check references; see the jockeys in 
action before signing on the dotted 
line; and make sure the jockey’ s rap­
port with guests is one you approve 
of.

♦ Flowers: Consider a silk arrange­
ment —  the bouquet can be used later 
as a decoration or keepsake. For those 
with more simple tastes, a single rose 
can be carried by bridesmaids instead 
o f a larger bouquet. I f  you have any 
talent in the arts-and-cr fts, try your 
hand at a silk flower basket for flower 
girls —  real flowers in a decorated 
basket can run as high as $35 —  and 
they may not make it through the 
night, depending on the child’s 
temperment.

♦ Invitations: Before ordering with 
a private printer, send away for invita­
tion catalogs from bridal magazines. 
By dealing with the manufacturer 
directly you may be able to cut costs. 
Leave lots o f  time for getting invita­
tions. Double- and triple-check spell­
ing before the order is confirmed and 
after your invitations arrive.

Weigh the invitation at the post 
office for proper postage. Never 
assume the invitation w ill cost .32 
cents to mail.

♦ Photography: photos and video 
are the only visual memories you will 
have o f your big day. It is hoped that, 
this is the first and only time you will 
get married, which means there is 
only one chance to capture those spe­
cial moments on camera.

A  reputable videographer some­
times costs more than $2,000. 
Depending on your taste, you may 
want to splurge for the videography 
and skimp on pictures or vice-versa.

You may opt to hire a professional 
photographer and have a family mem­
ber roam about with a camcorder —  
the benefits are that a family member' 
or close friend can be more intimate 
with guests than a stranger hired for 
the day, however, a professional will 
add music, edit, and know what to 
look out for during the ceremony and 
reception.

As an added touch, provide each 
table o f guests with a disposable cam­
era. Ask your guests to feel free to 
take pictures throughout the night —  
you will not be able to see and hear 
everything that night, at least capture 
those silly and sentimental moments 
for posterity.

♦ Limousines: The past two wed­
dings I have attended had no limou­
sines. Usually one o f  the last services 
to be contracted, couples sometimes 
run out o f money by the time limos 
need to be booked.

Transportation can be fairly expen­
sive, especially i f  the last lime you 
rode in a Iimo was the prom —  I have 
yet to see a $99 special for a wedding.

I f  you drive a fancy car or your 
parents do, you may ask them to 
drive. I f  you would like to splurge, 
consider a horse and carriage or an 
old-fashioned trolley car that can 
transport the entire wedding party. 
Wild and crazy gals have been known 
to zoom o ff into the sunset on a 
Harley.

♦  Favors: the most recent trend, 
although much debated, seems to be 
skipping the favors. Neglecting to

send your guests o ff with a cheesy 
present is not a faux paux in 1995, but 
if breaking tradition is not your style, 
consider crafting favors by hand. Pot- 
pouri in a little lace bag or home made 
chocolates in small box —  the ideas 
are endless. Keep away from person­
alized knick-knacks made o f ceramic
—  most guests will chuck the favor in 
a old drawer marked “ wedding 
favors.”

♦  The gown: I f  you can. Order your 
gown and your bridesmaids’ dresses 
from the same retailer —  some bridal 
salons offer a discount to one or the 
other i f  both arc ordered at the same 
establishment.

Consider ready-to-wear evening 
dresses for your bridesmaids from a 
large department store. This is a sure 
bet for rushed weddings and a creative 
alternative to not only cut costs but 
avoid the stress and time o f -fittings, 
alterations and more fittings.

Check the newspaper and consign­
ment shops for a gown from a girl 
whose wedding was cancelled. Ask to 
see the discontinued rack at a bridal 
salon —  some dresses on this rack 
may be half price.

Purchase the gown and accessories 
with an insured credit card to guard 
against theft or damages.

♦  Accessories: Borrow a bridal 
purse or make your own. A  blue gaiter
—  can be made by covering elestic 
with silk or satin fabric. Borrow the 
ring pillow or shop around at a dis­
count bridal warehouse. White shoes 
can be bought at a discount, especially 
around Easter time. Even if your wed­
ding is months away, invest in a com­
fortable pair o f shoes early. You may 
choose to purchase a fancy pair o f 
slippers or white sneakers to wear 
during your reception —  wearing 
heels for six or more hours can be 
painful.

♦ Honeymoon: honeymoon suites 
arc expensive —  three days and nights 
in the Poconos can run close to $1,000 
or more. This is the perfect time to 
cash in on frequent flyer miles or spe­
cial hotel offers from your credit card 
company. Consider a unique getaway 
— -camping out in the Catskills; a bed 
and breakfast in Vermont; a scenic 
train ride to Canada; or a cross­
country car trip to the Grand Canyon. 
Cruises offer all o f your expenses paid 
up front. Island getaways are econom­
ical —̂  competition keeps prices low. 
I f  you arc travelling out o f the coun­
try, prepare passports and visas well 
ahead o f time. I f  your passport is 
within six months o f expiration, apply 
for a hew one —  some countries 
require it.

♦ Odds and ends: do not forget the 
blood test, or the marriage license. 
Check with your home town regard­
ing marriage laws. Confirm all ser­
vices two days before the wedding. 
Do not forget the hotel for the wed­
ding night —  and relax.

Planning a flawless wedding is near 
to impossible —  something, someone 
is bound to mess up, so allow for 
human rarer and remain calm —  it all 
works out in the end.

By the way, live happily ever after.

Raiders open season Saturday 
against swift Hackensack club

The preseason practices are nearly coming to an end 
for Nutley, which opens regular season play at home 
against powerful Hackensack.

As the Nutley High School football 
team prepares for the 1995 season 
opener, which will be played Saturday 
afternoon at 1 p.m. against defending 
league and state champion Hacken­
sack at Tangorra Field, head coach 
Rich SanFillipo is preparing for a 
milestone o f his own —  the 100th 
career coaching victory in his 18 years 
in the business.

During a very successful career at 
Verona, Glen Ridge and Nutley, San­
Fillipo has posted a 98-48-5 record, 
which includes the 1992 North Jersey, 
Section 2, Group 3 championship.

“ I guess i f  you coach long enough 
you’ re liable to get there,”  said San­
Fillipo, who will field a solid team 
that could compete for league and 
state honors this season. “But serious­
ly, not many guys stay in this profes­
sion long enough to get to this point, 
and I guess it will be a defining 
moment in my career. When I finally 
get there I ’ m sure I ’ ll sit back and 
think about all the players who helped 
me win games over the years.”

Whether the milestone is reached in 
Week 2 or Week 3 will depend largely 
on how much Nutley's defense has 
improved. The Raiders will be severe­
ly tested against the Comets, who 
have claimed three straight sectional 
championships and haven’ t lost since 
a Week 3 setback to St. Joseph o f 
Montvale back in 1993.

Hackensack will feature as much 
speed as any team in the state, led by 
All-American back Joe Dawkins, the 
defending state champ in the 100 and 
200. Throw in DB/WR Walter King, 

another All-State track performer who 
caught 29 passes a year ago, and the 
perimeters o f the Nutley defense will 
be severely tested.

The Raiders should be bolstered by 
the knowledge that they stayed in the 
game against Hackensack a year ago, 
(railing by just seven in the fourth 
quarter before suffering a 35-21 set­
back. Nutley should be improved 
from a year ago, while the Comets 
must cope with the loss o f All-State 
back Rashidi Brown to Clemson and 
quarterback Perrin Mosca and the 
entire offensive line.

“ I like the fact w e’re playing Hack­
ensack so early in the season,”  said 
SanFillipo. “ They do play the week 
before against Pemberton, and I hope 
they win. Our kids are excited to have 
this challenge in Week 1. They have 
Dawkins and King, two o f the fastest

kids in New Jersey, so this is a good 
opportunity for our kids. W e ’ re home, 
so poise is one o f the things we should 
have in our favor against them.”

A  big wild card will be the addition 
o f all-around senior Sean Nicol to the 
lineup. Nicol suffered a severe back 
injury early in 1994, threatening his 
ability to ever play the game again. 
Nicol will bring his significant talents 
to the offense at wide receiver and the 
defensive secondary.

“Sean worked with the physical 
therapy guys with the Giants in East 
Rutherford, and they did a great job in 
getting him to this point,”  SanFillipo 
said. “When he’ s healthy I really 
believe he’ s one o f the better players 
around. I ’ m sure they’ ll come a time 
when his injury may be in the back o f 
his mind, hut I really don’ t expect it to 
affect his play at all.”

The schedule does soften for Nut­
ley following the Hackensack game, 
as road games against league door­
mats Paramus and Don Bosco Prep 
will be followed by home contests 
against Ferris (Jersey City), Teaneck 
and Paterson Eostside. The November 
schedule should decide Nutley’s play­
o ff fate, as they must travel to Para­
mus Catholic and St. Joseph before

closing the season on Thanksgiving 
Day at home against rival Belleville.

“ I don’t know what to expect 
against Paramus and Don Bosco Prep, 
because both schools have new 
coaching staffs,”  said SanFillipo.

Blue Chip players lead cil*(3Sl t C r  cl ITT Si

There are always a few high school foot­

ball players each season who gamer the 
most attention from college scouts. These 
“Blue Chip”  prospects can gain a college 
scholarship with a* big senior campaign;

This season there are several players in 
the Wonrall Community Newspapers area 
who fit this description. These few excep­
tional players have already proven then- 
talents on the playing field in previous years 
o f play.

Tw o o f the players in the area —  Anthony 
Lambo o f  Bloomfield and Rob Carey o f 
Nutley —  have already been touted as top 
prospects in a national publication. In the 
Summer 1995 edition o f Bluechip Illus­
trated, both Lambo and Carey were selected 
as two o f  the top players in the Eastern 
Region.

Lambo, a 6-foot-4, 250-pound tight end, 
has both size and speed, making him a major 
attraction to Division 1 colleges. He enjoyed 
a- big season as a junior last year and was 
named to the NNJIL-Atlantic Division first 
team as a tight end. He only caught 14 pas­
ses last season, but that was because Bloom­
field's run-oriented offense needed him 
more as a blocker.

Lambo, a nose guard on defense, has 
4.8-second speed in the 40. He carries a 
GPA o f  3.5 and is being recruited by Divi­
sion 1 powers Penn State, Michigan, Virgi­
nia, Virginia Tech, Syracuse and Nebraska, 
among others.

Carey is another outstanding performer 
who has garnered a lot o f  attention. As a 
junior last year, the 5-11, 185-pound tail­
back rushed for 890 yards and 12 touch­
downs, earning first team NNJIL-Pacific 
Division honors. He was a major part o f an 
offense which scored 251 points, far and 
away the most in the area.

The fleet Carey, who runs the 40 in 4.6 
seconds, is also productive at linebacker and

had 43 tackles and two interceptions last 
season. He carries a GPA o f 3.22 and is 
being recruited by schools such as Penn 
State, Maryland and Florida 

Both Lambo and Carey are among a New  
Jersey crop which is considered one o f  the 
deepest in the country. Many experts say 
this is the best crop New Jersey has ever 
produced.

While those two players will be watched 
closely by college scouts, there are a few  
other players in the Worrall Community 
Newspapers area worth keeping an eye on. 
These standouts should be key players for 
their respective squads.

Newspapers “ Blue Chip”  seniors: 

TH O M A S  H O W A R D , Orange: This 
6-2,290-pound lineman is another Division

A N T H O N Y  PE LLE G R IN O , Nutley: A  
5-10, 205-pound linebacker, Pellegrino 
played the final four games o f last year with 
a broken bone in his foot He still managed 
to finish second on the team in tackles and 
added two interceptions and two fumble 
recoveries. His play at linebacker this season 
could go a long way in determining NUtley’ s 
fortunes.

TY R O N E  F ITTS , Belleville: The Buc^ 
caneers have a dependable running back in 
this 5-8, 175-pound returnee. Last seasorj 
Fitts scored three touchdowns and led Belle­
ville to its first victory o f the season with a 
fine performance against Don Bosco Prep.

H A N E E F  M A V IN , East Orange: 
Mavin is another swift tailback who should 
enjoy a solid senior campaign. The 5-foot-9, 
180-pounder scored only three touchdowns 
last season but should see the ball even more 
this year.

ED W ILC H E R , C lifford Scott: This 
winter, the 6-3 ,180-pound Wilcher w ill be a 
key player for the Scottie basketball squad.

In the tough Iron Division o f  the Iron 

Hills Conference, Roxbury figures to be the 
team to beat this fall. And such traditional 
state powerhouses as Randolph and Morris 
Knolls are also expected to be in the hunt.

But a team to watch this year could very 
well be the Columbia Cougars. Despite the 
fact that the Maplewood school is coming 
o ff a lackluster 2-7 campaign, veteran coach 
Mark Smith appears very confident heading 
into the 1995 season.

“ I know we have a brutal schedule in the 
early going facing teams such as Randolph, 
Morris Knolls and West Morris,”  said 
Smith.

kinds o f problems in the first few games last 
year (going 0-4).”

I f  the Cougars hope to do well this fall, a 
key will be finding a back who w ill deliver 
in crunch time. Last fall, the Maplewood 
school had such a kid in speedster Sha’queel 
Dyer, who set a school single game rushing 
standard with an amazing 282-yard effort 
against Livingston.

“ Sha’quccl won’ t be easy to replace but I 
think w e’ 11 have several capable backs in our 
lineup this season,”  remarked Smith, who 
has coached such outstanding RB ’s as Jason 
Thompson and Dyer. “W e ’re going to have 
a new quarterback this year but I have no 
doubt that w e’ll be able to generate some 
points.”

With the graduation o f Larry Busichio, 
the starting quarterback spot is somewhat up 
in the air. But CHS docs have two Strong 
prospects in junior Rvan James, a kid who 
also happens to excel in basketball, and 
sophomore Carl Thompson. Both young­
sters are skilled athletes and could also find 
some lime at widcout.

“ Both kids have the ability to make things 
happen on the field,”  suggested Smith. 
“ Ryan and Carl each have the kind of skills 
we’re looking for in an option quarterback.”

In the backficld, a kid to-watch for the 
Cougars could be Dar-Dar Payp, a transfer 
from Newark Shabazz. The 5-foot-7, 
155-pounder blends toughness with quick- 
ncss on the gridiron. Along with Paye, the 
other lop player at tailback for CHS figures 
to be junior Ahmad Russell, a strong 6-3, 
195-pounder. And helping the team at full­
back will be Rubel Caldwell (5-10,195) and 
Ryan Mitchell (6-3, 190).

more this fall than they did with Busichio at 
the helm, and a key guy in that department 
will be tight end Brian McKenna. The 6-3, 
225-pounder is a three-year man and Smith 
is “very high”  on.his abilities.

“ Brian is a real good receiver because he 
has great hands,”  observed Smith. "And 1 
also like him a lot because he’ s a tremend­
ous blocker. I f  we go on to have a good year 
this fall, Brian’ s play w ill be a key factor.”

Columbia, a team lacking in the depth 
department, luckily won’ t be lacking in the 
size department this fall. For a change, the 
Cougars have some kids with decent size in 
the trenches and that w ill be a big plus in 
Smith’s view.

Leading the charge for the Cougar line 
will be senior guard BrimCapuio (6-1.230) 
who saw action at tackle a year ago. The 
other starters for CHS up front will be junior 
guard Lee Nemerowicz (6-5, 220), senior 
tackle Bill Prophet (6-1, 225), junior tackle 
Chris Handy (6-3, 205) and senior center 
Chris Scheper.

“Chris isn’t very big at 5-8, 160 but I

s so effective out there because he 
displays great intelligence,”  said Smith. “ It’ s 
important to have a center that works well 
with your quarterback and we have that in 
Chris.”

The Cougars, who gave up a sky-high 235 
points a year ago, should be much stronger 
in the defensive area this fall. Most o f the 
starters on offense will also be playing on 
defense and Smith feels the top kids will be 
able to “do the job.”

On the line, CHS will spotlight Caputo 
and Prophet at tackle, while Scheper and
Nemerowicz w ill handle the chores at end. 
And another kid who could be a key man for 
Columbia’ s 4-3 defensive set up is junior 
end Malt Fleming, a big 6-3, 260-pounder.

McKenna, Mitchell and Caldwell will 
handle the linebacking chores and in the sec­
ondary, the key kids will be junior Derek 
Phillips, Russell, Thompson, Paye and John 
Iantosca, a youngster who will also contri­
bute at widcout on offense.

The running backs will play an important 
role, but Essex Catholic will also look to 
diversify its offense by using the passing 
game more. The Eagles didn’ t have that lux­
ury last year before Mays stepped in at QB.

“ W e’re a much different club from last 
year,”  said Schumacher. “ Our offense is 
multiple.

However, the challenge for the Eagles this 
season is to break into the win column ami 
gain respectability: Following that, Essex 
Catholic football fans can feel a little better 
about the program’s future.

Tornadoes have changes in the air

The Orange High School football team 
enters the 1995 season with several changes 
in the air.

The most important change comes in the 
form o f new head coach Philip Longo, who 
took over the lifeins after veteran Coach Nick 
Varanelli stepped down after last season. 
Longo, 27, has no previous head coaching 
experience but has been an assistant coach at 
the college level. His task is to duplicate or 
exceed the success o f Varanelli, who com­
piled a record o f 25-20-1 in five solid sea­
sons at Orange.

But while Longo is new to the job, his 
task will be made easier this season now that 
Bell Stadium is ready to go. Orange played 
all o f its games on the road last season 
before Bell Stadium renovations were com­
pleted in late November. That allowed the 
Tornadoes to enjoy their Thanksgiving Day 
game at home, although they were defeated 
by Clifford Scott in that contest.

There’s also the fact that several new 
faces join the Orange varsity roster this sea­
son. However, those changes shouldn’ t dis­
tract the Tornadoes from having another 
winning campaign. The Orange squad fin­
ished 5-4 last season and should once again 
be a strong force in the Northern Hills 
Conference-Skyline Division.

“We have a young team this year,”  said 
Longo, who was offensive coordinator at 
Jersey City State last year. “ But we’ re a 
good team and we should be competitive. 
W e'll be in every game, and I think we'll 
surprise some people.”

The Tornadoes will carry a varsity roster 
o f between 37-40 players, which means sev­
eral Orange players will play both ways.
1 Iowever, Longo said those Tornadoes have 
been committed to the team since July, lift­
ing weights and working out in preparation 
for the regular season.

“The mainstays have been here since 
July,”  said Longo. “ 1 haven’ t had one kid 
who’s quit. The kids are pumped up.”

The Tornadoes have several young play­
ers who are vying for starting positions. 
However, some experienced returnees 
ensure that Orange will once again battle for 
a state playoff berth.

The top returning player is senior lineman
----- Thnmun Howard. The ft-foui-2, 290-pouikl

Howard enjoyed a superb junior campaign 
on both sides o f  the ball and was Orange’ s 
best blocker from his guard position. His 
play at guard and defensive tackle caught the 
eye o f Division 1 colleges, who are impress­
ed with Howard's speed and strength.

“ He can run with the best o f them,”  said 
Longo, who said Clemson has shown the 
most interest in Howard. “ He has good tech­
nique on the line. He’ s low and relentless."

Howard is the most experienced o f the 
— Orange linemen, but Longo said he has" 

some other quality linemen. They include 
junior tackle Devon Boyd (6-0, 245) and 
senior guard James Norris (6-1, 220). Boyd 
will serve as one o f the captains this season.

Those big linemen will look to open up 
holes for senior tailback Robert Tynes, who 
will carry much o f  the offensive burden this

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Belleville High School

Bucs seeking rapid improvement

I f  there was a catch phrase for Belleville 

High School prior to the 1995 football sea­
son, it would have to be “ improvement-”

From 1990-93, the gritty Buccaneers 
battled a brutal NNJIL-Pacific Division 
schedule to a virtual draw, posting a respect­
able 16-18-1 record despite often facing four 
or more playoff teams a season.

But Belleville slumped badly in 1994, 
falling to 2-7 after suffering a rash o f inju­
ries that made the graduation o f  a large num­
ber o f major contributors in the spring o f  ’ 94 
even more glaring.

So despite graduating all five members o f 
the offensive line, as well as the starting 
quarterback, Belleville will be looking to 
move up in a rapidly improving league 
which features two sure playoff qualifiers 
(Hackensack and St. Joseph) and two teams 
on the cusp o f  big things (Paramus Catholic 
and Nutley).

Belleville opens the 1995 season on 
Saturday when they take on improved 
Tcancck in Bergen County at 1 p.m.

“ Improvement is certainly what w e’re 
looking for this season,”  said Belleville head

coach John Scnesky, who has a career mark 
o f 83-75-3 in 18 years on the sidelines. “ It’ s 
going to be tough, because our quarterback 
(Sal Berardi) is gone, and all five guys on 
the offensive line graduated. There is a lot o f 
inexperience up front, and w e’re going to 
have to improve rapidly.”

Taking the reins o f the offense this year 
will be senior quarterback Ram Parekh 
(5-foot-7, 135 pounds), a talented k;id who 
needs experience in order to develop consis­
tency. Should Parekh run into trouble, junior 
Rich DeFalco (5-9,180), who will also be a 
starting linebacker on the other side o f the 
ball, will get the nod.

Perhaps the only unit that features some 
returning players is the offensive backfield, 
as seniors Tyrone Fitts and Dave Paladino 
return. Fitts, a 5 -8 ,175-pound running back, 
scored three TDs a year ago. The 5-7, 
150-pound Paladino will be moved from 
fullback to wingback in Senesky’ s attack.

Parekh will also have an experienced 
receiver to look for, as senior Jeff DePeri 
(5-10, 130) is the top returning wideout. 
Paladino will handle the punting and place- 
kicking duties.

Although the majority o f  the jobs up front

were decided following Belleville’s final 
scrimmage at Livingston last week, Senesky 
docs have some bulk at one o f the tackle 
spots to build around. Junior Ernie Campu- 
sano, who is one o f the bigger lineman 
around at 6-foot-5, 320 pounds, will be 
counted on to anchor a line that could be 
overwhelmed on a regular basis.

“ He’s strong and a serious player, and 
he’s working hard at developing the proper 
movement we expect o f him,”  said Senesky. 
“He’s an intense kid, but he just has very 
little varsity experience.”

Other skill position kids Senesky w ill rely 
on are junior Donnell Graham (5-10, 180), 
who will be the starting fullback, and senior 
tailback Joe Romano (5-9, 185), who didn’t 
play last season. Senior Rob Romano (5-6, 
135) will see significant time at wide 
receiver.

Anchoring the always hard-hitting Bucca­
neer defense will be junior inside linebacker 
Chris Zarro (5-8, 175), a returning starter 
who was among the leading tacklcrs on the 

team a year ago. Paladino will solidify the 
secondary, and he will be joined by junior 
Tyree Huffin (6-2, 170), who saw signific­
ant time a year ago.

But beyond that, Belleville has very little 
experience and depth, and they will have to 
improve rapidly in an unforgiving confer­
ence. But the future does look bright —  the 
Bucs have just nine seniors on the roster.

“ The future to us is right now,”  said Sene­
sky, dismissing any notions o f  1995 being a 
rebuilding year. “ I still enjoy getting pre­
pared for the season. This is a good group to 
work with, and there is a lot o f  unity and the 
work ethic has been real good. I think w e’re 
more together as a team because nobody has 
anything made.”

In his first season as a head football coach 

on the high school level, Frank Bender 
guided Woodbridge to a 9-2 record and the 
Central Jersey, Group 4 state championship.

Brarman, who is a senior from Cedar Grove, 
should fill that role in 1995.

Along with Brannan, some o f the other 
good ones on the Pirate defense will be line­
men Dave Peraa (5-11, 245), Matt Champ- 
ton (6-4-, 235)i Ron Rosama-(6-Or'235)-and 
Joe Stephenson (6-2, 225). A ll four seniors 
saw significant playing time a year ago 
under John Allen. In addition, the 50 defense 
will spotlight such capable youngsters as 
defensive backs Donald Bell and John W al­
ter and rovers Jason Martin and Charlie 
Messano.

Last year, the Pirate offeree spotlighted

back Mike Melchionda, who rambled for 
542 yards, and quarterback Joe Pcraino. 
This fall, the leaders for the Pirate attack 
should be junior signal caller Jim Dooley, a 
youngster from Maplewood, and a strong 
running crew o f  Brannan at fullback and 
Bell, Walter or Martin at the tailback slot.

“ I feel that w e have a real good group o f 
runners,”  commented Bender. “ Jim will do a 
fine job for us at quarterback once he fully 
leams our system, but it will be a big help to 
have him surrounded by some quality peo­
ple in the backfield.”

Seton Hall, which will basically operate 
out o f the I set, will be a team that depends 
heavily on the kid at tailback. And when that 
youngster happens -to be Bell, the SHP 
offense will even be more dangerous. Bell, a 
6-0, 170-pounder from Hillside, also hap­
pens to be a fine receiver and will see some 
action at wideout

Up front, Pcma will handle the chores at 
center, Champion and Rosania will play at 
tackle and Stephenson and senior Dave Car- 
linhos (5-10, 200) will start at guard. That 
group should be able to provide some good 
protection for Dooley &  Co.

Seton Hall, which ended the ’95 cam­
paign with a terrible 31-0 setback to a weak 
Livingsion Club, also has some olher quality 
kids on offense. Junior Kyle Grove is a fine 
wideout, as is Messano. And Messano will 
also be a key for the team at both place kick­
er and punter.

“One problem wc might have in the early 
going,”  said Bender, “ is that a few o f our top 
receivers are injured. Jeff Miller could be a 
big-play man for us but he probably won’t

Bender, who sparkled in college as a 
defensive back for Montclair State, admits 
he would like to have “ a bit more depth”  on 
the squad. But he's fairly pleased with the 
size he has and feels that as long as the key 
guys stay healthy, the Pirates are more than 
capable o f having a successful season.

“ W e’re in a very tough league but I expect 
us to be competitive,”  said Bender, who 
coached in the college ranks at Montclair 
State, Kean and Jersey City State “The thing 
is, I stress equal importance for offense, 
defense and special teams.

A s  the state re v iew s  its fu n d ing plan fo r  sch oo l districts, one area w h ich  can­

not b e  o ve r lo o k ed  is p rov id in g  state aid fo r  sch oo l bu ild ing  m aintenance and 

construction.

Th is su ggestion , m ade b y  A n th on y  P ilo n e , principal o f  M y rt le  A ven u e  

School in  Ir v in g to n  and presiden t o f  the N e w  Jersey Principals  and A d v iso rs  

Association , and m an y others w e re  m ade du ring a pub lic  hearing on  the quality 

o f  education in  the state T u esd ay  n ight.

S ince the state Suprem e C ou rt ru led in  A b b o tt  v. B u rke  that N e w  Jersey ’ s 

school fu n d ing fo rm u la  was u nconsitu tional, the state Departm ent o f  Education 

has been  hostin g  pu b lic  hearings to  re c e iv e  c it iz en  input about w hat public 

schools should p rov id e . Th e exac t question  asked  was: “ W h a t are the e lem ents 

o f  schoo lin g that arc essential to  p rov id in g  a ‘ thorough and e ff ic ien t ’ education  

and, therefore, are those fo r  w h ich  funding m ust b e  guaranteed in a ll school 

districts throughout the state?”

“ O ne c lem en t m ust b e  in p la c e  —  a com m itm en t to  ensure an environm en t 

that is con d u c ive  to  learn ing,”  P ilo n e  said. T h a t  environm en t a lso  shou ld b e  fre e  

o f  v io len ce  and drugs and g iv e  students access to  com pu ter tcchno lgy , he 

added.

T o  aid in  the pu b lic  d iscussion , the state has m a d e  a va ilab le  “ C om prehensive 

Plan fo r E du cationa l Im provem en t and F in an c in g ,”  an in terim  report o f  the 

sta le ’s fin d in gs  and intentions. In  that report, the idea l student to  com puter ratio 

w as 5 -to - l.  P ilo n e  said in  h is sch oo l there arc 6 50  students and 40  com puters 

and i f  the state is  g o in g  to  p rom ote  those idea ls  it  should back  it up w ith  state 

aid. H e  su ggested  specia l funds that w ou ld  target tech n o logy  and financia l 

awards b e  on  a p e r  pupil basis.

U nfortunately, P ilo n e  said, the state’ s com preh en s ive  p lan  is “ s ilen t”  on 

school bu ild ings* Irv in g ton  exper ienced  “ p o s it iv e ”  results after tw o  new  

schools w e re  constructed and o ve rc ro w d in g  w as allev ia ted .

G len  R id g e  B oa rd  o f  Education  m em bers L y n n  John and C aro l H arpster said 

their d istrict re c e iv e d  less and less state aid the last three years and taxpayers are 

fee lin g  the p in ch  as m ore  p roperty  tax is  le v ie d  to  fund the education  budget.

“ M an y districts p ro v id e  qu a lity  education  at a reasonable price,”  Harpster 

said. “ Y o u  ca n ’ t p en a lize  h igh  perfo rm ers  to  h e lp  c o v e r  lo w e r d istricts.”

She added the fu n d ing fo rm u la  p laces an u n fa ir burden o n  taxpayers, espe­

c ia lly  as the state in com e tax is  ro lled  back. T h a t tax was in itia ted  fo r  education 

and the burden is b e in g  sh ifted to  p roperty  tax as the govern or reduces the 

in com e tax, H a rp s te r  said.

John said a  “ o n e  s iz  fits  a ll”  approach w il l  n o t w ork  and the state should 

re v iew  its p o l ic y  on  tenure, state health  insurance p lan  and mandates on  trans­

portation and spec ia l education. “ W h y  should transportation co s t as m uch as the 

education,”  she asked.

D ava  B e rez in , co -presiden t o f  the South O ra n ge -M ap lew oo d  P T A  P resi­

dents’ C ou nc il, sa id  the state shou ld  not ju st lo o k  at w ays  to  h e lp  the 3d  specia l 

needs districts.

Based on  these m eetings, O so r io  d ec id ed  to  fo cu s on  the issue o f  fam ily  sepa­

ration, e sp ec ia lly  on  parents and ch ildren  w ho' d o  not k n ow  each  other because a 

parent is incarcerated. T h e  artw ork is d es ign ed  to  function  as a veh ic le  to con ­

front the d is in tegra tion  o f  the con tem porary fa m ily , w hether from  separation by  

prison or a parent h o ld in g  dow n  tw o  o r  three jo b s , and to p rov id e  tools to help 

ho ld  fam ilies  together. It a lso em phasizes h o w  im portant strong fam ily  bonds 

are to the happiness and success o f  the ind iv idual.

T h e  installation consists o f  tw o  s leep in g  quarters ■—  the fa ther’ s stark prison 

c e ll ju xtaposed  against the textural opu lence  o f  his son ’ s bedroom . Projected  on 

oppos ite  w a lls  o f  each  room  are v id eo  in te rv iew s  w ith  the rea l- life  father and 

son. T h e  tw o  talk about the im pact o f  the fa th e r 's  incarceration  on  the fam ily , 

and both revere  the m other fo r  a badge  o f  honor, w h o  p la ys  the k ey  ro le  in 

hold ing the fa m ily  together during this try in g  tim e. T h is  m arks the first tim e 

O sorio  has w ork ed  w ith  v id eo  p ro jec tion s  and a  d ia lo g  b e tw een  tw o  d ifferen t 

spaces.
