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Cranford PB hears report on areas
possibly in need of redevelopment

CRANFORD — Cranford is looking
toward change as the township discusses
certain areas in need of redevelopment.
The scope of the Aug. 19 Planning Board
hearing was solely to discuss which areas
are in need of these changes; members
were not making policy. The areas up for
discussion are properties that would be
designated as condemnation areas in need
of redevelopment.

The presentation was made by Cranford
Township Special Counsel of Redevelop-
ment Michael Ash, along with the board’s
regular planning expert from Maser Con-
sulting, Nick Dickerson, who was appoint-
ed to conduct the preliminary study.

With Ash, Dickerson discussed and
presented testimony related to the poten-
tial designation of certain properties as
condemnation redevelopment areas.

“The formal title of the report is ‘Con-
demnation Area in need of Redevelop-
ment Investigation: Cranford, New Jer-
sey, Union County, Block 193 Lots 6.01,
10, 11, 12, 13, 14 dated July 2020,” Ash
said at the meeting, which was held via
Facebook Live. “In addition to the two
documents we've prepared for the board,

the redevelopment law also provides for
written comments — written submissions
to be available, considered and reviewed
by the Planning Board in this type of rede-
velopment designation hearing.”

Ash said he had received two corre-
spondences from members of the public
— one of which came from Cranford resi-
dents Barbara and Frank Krause.

At the meeting, Dickerson provided
background for the redevelopment process.

“This Planning Board typically hears
applications and applies a statute known
throughout New Jersey as the Municipal
Land-Use Law,” Dickerson said. “Tonight,
were focused on a completely different
law. It’s a different statute, and it’s known
as the Local Redevelopment and Housing
Law. It's in partnership with the munici-
pal land-use law, but it's a separate body
of law and there’s a specific process iden-
tified in the redevelopment law that
allows for municipalities, as they have
throughout New Jersey, to unveil them-
selves as a planning tool. It's a planning
tool that allows for the reconsideration,
redevelopment and rehabilitation of prop-
erties in very specific and targeted areas in
a municipality. Since it is separate from
typical zoning processes, the procedure

a planning

and process flows from the powers in the
redevelopment law.”

According to Dickerson, the Redevel-
opment Process is an eight-step process
starting with the governing body of the
municipality. This process allows a town-
ship committee to authorize a municipal
planning board to undertake a study and
hire a planner, who prepares a report. The
findings of that report are then presented
in a public hearing, which is Step 2. The
Aug. 19 meeting was that hearing.

According to Dickerson, based on a
compilation of documents, reports, testi-
mony, public comments and the written
submissions, the Cranford Planning Board
will now move to Step 3, which is to make
a recommendation to the Township Com-
mittee as to whether or not the properties
meet the criteria under the redevelopment
law. The Planning Board members

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County and Kean U. announce innovative initiative

UNION COUNTY — The county of
Union will continue to operate its free
COVID-19 testing site at Kean University
throughout the fall semester under a
first-of-its-kind partnership that will pro-
vide testing for the campus community as
well as opportunities for research and
student employment, Union County
Freeholder Chairperson Alexander
Mirabella and Kean President Lamont
Repollet recently announced.

The county, which was the first in New
Jersey to operate a COVID-19 testing site,
will expand the partnership to provide a
valuable public service for Union County
residents and first responders from across
the state while enhancing academic
coursework, internships and employment
for Kean students.

“The pandemic presents challenges on
every front, but it also creates unique
opportunities like this one for government
and higher education to work together,”
Mirabella said. “Combining forces like
this not only helps the county to fight the
spread of COVID-19, but also provides
Kean students with hands-on experience
in fields ranging from data analysis to
public health management to crisis com-
munications.”

Repollet said the decision to keep the
testing site operating on campus through-
out the fall semester was made in keeping
with the university’s longstanding com-
mitment to public service and in response
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to requests from the university communi-
ty for efficient testing and contact tracing.
The combination of significantly reduced
campus density and continuous access to
testing will help the Union campus to
operate successfully throughout the
semester, he said.

“This partnership is an opportunity for
Kean to demonstrate its innovative
nature as well as its strength in applied
research and public service as it pursues a
long-term goal of securing research uni-
versity status,” Repollet said. “Working
together, this initiative can show immedi-
ate results to benefit not only the campus
community but also the county and the
state of New Jersey.”

Gov. Phil Murphy acknowledged the
“one of a kind” partnership between
Union County and Kean University.

“I congratulate and thank Union Coun-
ty Freeholder Chairman Alexander
Mirabella and Kean University President
Dr. Lamont Repollet,” Murphy said. “This
is a unique opportunity for those in public
office and in our higher education settings
to work together to not only defeat this
virus, but to train the next generation of
virus-fighters.”

Ada Morell, chairperson of the Kean
board of trustees, also noted that the part-
nership moves the university forward in
areas of research, public health and public
service, and provides students with
internship and job opportunities at a time

when such opportunities are scarce.

“It’s good to see Kean and Union Coun-
ty taking a challenging situation and turn-
ing it around to benefit our students and
faculty,” Morell said. “This initiative will
further enhance the world-class education
we provide by expanding research and
service where it is needed most.”

The university and the county also are
pursuing plans to create a unique and effi-
cient one-stop COVID testing center by
seeking certification for Kean University
laboratories to process samples taken at
the county testing site. Kean currently has
the technical ability to process samples, but
it requires federal approval to operate its
labs for such a purpose. As demand grows
for this type of processing, the university,
with guidance from the state, hopes to
secure the approvals later this year.

“With leadership and support from the
state of New Jersey, this one-stop COVID-
19 testing center would be the first of its
kind on a New Jersey college campus and
would enhance the county’s ongoing
efforts to stem the spread of the coron-
avirus,” Repollet said.

Chairman Mirabella said the possibili-
ty of using Kean’s labs to process nearly
2,500 to 3,000 samples each week would
revolutionize the current operation by sig-
nificantly reducing wait times for test
results.

“This could be a game changer for coun-
ty residents and really all of New Jersey,”

Mirabella said. “The faster we can provide
people with test results, the more effective
they can be in isolating and the more effec-
tive we can be in contact tracing.”

State Sen. Joseph Cryan, whose district
encompasses Kean University, said, “His-
tory will mark this moment with the
observers and the doers. And while
around the country, institutions of higher
education are changing their fall semes-
ters to remote instruction, Kean Universi-
ty is adapting its programming to move
beyond classroom teaching and into a
real-world practicum.”

State Sen. Nicholas Scutari, a Kean
alumnus, said, “The development of these
services will be absolutely essential to
managing the pandemic in Union County
with the fall season fast approaching. We
must be able to diagnose those who use
the test center quickly, and it creates an
opportunity to draw upon expertise of the
Kean faculty and the energy of its stu-
dents. Once again, Union County is lead-
ing the way in the battle against COVID-
19, and I applaud the many partners who
have come together.”

Union County opened its COVID-19
testing site at Kean University on March
23 and has administered more than
43,000 tests since that date. The county
also has expanded community testing and
outreach.

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Union BOE hears report about new virtual features

UNION — In a detailed presentation,
the Union Public Schools superintendent
outlined the district’s plans for reopening
in September at an Aug. 18 Board of Edu-
cation meeting held via Zoom.

Union Schools Superintendent Grego-
ry Tatum discussed recent assessments
surrounding a safe reopening of schools.

“Since our last meeting, a number of
questions have arisen regarding the safety
and opening of our schools in September,”
Tatum read during the meeting. “As I've
reported in the past, the CDC and guid-
ance from the state continues to change.
As we all know, the governor announced
that all school districts may elect to begin
the school year in a virtual format. The
following assessments having been con-
ducted in our district facilitated discus-
sion to reopen safely.

“Supervisor of buildings and grounds
reported that all classrooms in the district
have some form of proper ventilation,” he
continued, referring to Barry Loessel. “He
has identified that all schools have three or
more windows (per classroom) that now
open. However, there are areas within the
district that do not have windows in some
office space areas. Mr. Loessel assessed the
ventilation system in every school. He
reported that all systems are working with
the appropriate air flow. New filters have
been installed and all rooftop air condi-
tioning and heating units have HEPA fil-
ters and have been installed.

“Additionally, all window units have
the proper filters installed. However,
there are some areas in the district that
will need renovation repairs. It was also
reported that some of these repairs may
be completed prior to the school’s opening
but he could not offer a guarantee that
this will happen. I was also informed that
he will have all the schools tested for air
flow respective to COVID-19,” he added.

Tatum also touched on staffing and
supplies.

“At this time, approximately 300 staff
members have initiated requests for a
leave of absence or to teach remotely,”
Tatum read. “This will have a direct
impact on the hybrid programs because of
the difficulty to staff for class size for in-
person instruction reflecting social dis-
tancing requirements of 6 feet. School
supplies are arriving daily. However,
some of the personal protection equip-
ment happens to be on back order and will
be required to start the school year in an
in-person fashion. This is an issue many
districts are facing around the state.”

Tatum outlined his reopening recom-
mendations for the school year.

“Therefore, I am recommending that
our district begin the 2020-2021 school
year in a virtual format,” Tatum read. “I'd
like to establish a benchmark date of Oct.

15, 2020, to assess our progress toward a
possible reopening of the district with a
hybrid program on Nov. 1, 2020. [ must
caution everyone that this date will be
subjected to changes should the district
not be ready with all of the requirements
to restart the hybrid model.

“I'm also recommending a revised cal-
endar that would begin instruction on
Sept. 9, he continued. “It will provide
additional preparation for our district's
possible opening with the remote plan.”

According to Tatum, the administra-
tion and board would further discuss vir-
tual learning at each school in an Aug. 20
planning session.

Assistant Director of I'T Craig Wojcik
provided an overview of the virtual con-
cept and what will be available for stu-
dents and teachers.

“We've been working to bring some
resources into the district to be able to pre-

pare us as we potentially move towards vii
tual instruction,” Wojcik said during
meeting. “Over the summer,
been working on is the Teacher Technology
Team, better known as the T3, which has
been providing training throughout the dis-
trict to our district staff. So far,
weekly training starting at the end of June
and we've done three per week up until the
end of July, and then starting in August,
we've been doing six per week. We've done
a total of 40 training sessions to date. We've
been averaging around 200 teachers per
week showing up to our trainings.

“The T3 is working towards creating
consumable information for the teachers,”
Wojeik said. “Our YouTube page is avail-
able for teachers to go back and rewatch
the videos that we've been posting. We're
continuing to work now to prepare those
same types of consumable content for our
students and parents. When we do go to
the virtual environment, they’ll have some
resources at their disposal to make sure
that they're trained on what they need to
do on their end.’

According to Wojcik, the district
brought in a new digital platform for the
2020-"21 school year

“First, I want to start with G Suite,
which seems like something we've had for
a while. But one of the moves that we've
made is to go to Enterprise for Education,’
Wojeik said. “What that will do is, as
Google rolls out their new features, specit
ically on Google Meet, we will have those
in-district. But this upgrade also provides
a lot of other features to the district that
will be valuable to us as we move forward.”

This new platform provides teachers
with better options to monitor students
work.

“This will provide all of the staff access
to Plagiarism Checker,” Wojcik said
“They can actually check students’ work
against the entirety of the internet, as well

Freeholders celebrate ‘county commissioner’ name

Board of Chosen Freeholders welcomes a
new state law that changes the names
“board of chosen freeholders” to “board of
county commissioners” and “chosen free-
holder” to “county commissioner” for all
21 counties in New Jersey. Gov. Phil Mur-
phy signed legislation Aug. 21, and the
changeover will take place in 2021.

The title “freeholder” dates back to the
1700s. It refers to white male property
owners who had clear title to their land,
reflecting laws that effectively prevented
most women, and practically all black
Americans, from holding public office in
New Jersey.

“This freeholder board strongly sup-
ports the Black Lives Matter movement,
and we support efforts to break down the
barrier of structural racism in all its
forms,” Union County Freeholder Chair-
person Alexander Mirabella said. “This
change in title will finally put to rest a cen-
turies-old concept of civic participation
that is out of step with the diversity of our
population and inconsistent with the
principles of equality.”

“County commissioner’ is an inclusive
title that celebrates and respects all citi-
zens who seek to participate in the civic
fabric of our community,” said Freeholder

Union County Freeholders Rebecca Williams, Angela Garretson and
Andrea Staten join Gov. Phil Murphy in a bili-signing ceremony in Trenton
on Aug. 21 for a new state law that changes the title of ‘freeholder’ to
‘commissioner.’

Angela Garretson, who sponsored a free-
holder resolution in support of the name
change and worked with colleagues at all
levels of government throughout New Jer-
sey to advocate for the change. “As one of
five women on our nine-member free-
holder board, I understand the historical
significance and need for change. I am

especially proud of the transition to a title
that fully embraces the contributions of all
women, minorities and/or nonprivileged
members into the democratic process in
New Jersey.”

“We continue to strive to represent our
ever diversifying constituency,” Freehold-
er Andrea Staten said. “As an African

board, this new title is a positive and sig-
nificant change for county freeholders
throughout the state of New Jersey.”

“As the late, great Toni Morrison
noted, language is something that we ‘do,’
it is the action verb that we perform daily.
With the change to county commissioner,
the state of New Jersey acknowledges that
the path toward an equitable and inclu-
sive society requires that we pay attention
to how we use language to represent both
ourselves and the people — as commis-
sioners, we are entrusted to serve the peo-
ple with all the meaning with which that
word is invested,” Freeholder Rebecca
Williams said.

Collective efforts to modernize the title
have been undertaken periodically in
recent years. These efforts gained
momentum in recent months, following
the murder of Minneapolis, Minn., resi-
dent George Floyd. The widespread
actions, including many in New Jersey
and Union County, challenged the persist-
ence of institutional and structural racism
in America and raised awareness of the
Black Lives Matter movement and racial
inequities, at a time when the COVID-19
crisis has underscored disproportionate
impacts on health and food security.

Fatal shooting in Plainfield is being investigated

PLAINFIELD — A shooting that left
one man dead and another seriously
injured in Plainfield on Aug. 20 is under
active investigation, acting Union County
Prosecutor Lyndsay Ruotolo and Plain-
field Police Director Lisa Burgess jointly
announced on Aug. 21.

The deceased victim has been identi-
fied as Cory Johnson, 30, of Plainfield.

Just before 8:30 p.m. on Thursday,
Aug. 20, members of the Plainfield Police
Division responded to a report of gun-
shots on the 400 block of Grant Avenue
and found Johnson and a second adult
male shooting victim, according to the
preliminary investigation.

Johnson was subsequently pro-
nounced dead, while the second victim

RAHWAY — A Union County man has
been indicted on charges of making cor-
rupt payments to a public official, wire
fraud and using a facility in interstate
commerce to facilitate bribery, U.S. Attor-
ney Craig Carpenito announced Aug. 19.

Jeanmarie Zahore, 56, of Rahway, is
charged in an indictment unsealed Aug.
19 with one count of making corrupt pay-
ments to an agent of a local government
receiving federal funds, two counts of wire
fraud and one count of violating the Trav-
el Act to carry on bribery. Zahore made
his initial appearance before U.S. Magis-
trate Judge Cathy Waldor and was
released on $100,000 unsecured bond.
No date has been scheduled for Zahore’s
arraignment. ;

According to the indictment, Zahore
was the sole owner of JZ Nettech, a com-
puter consulting business that he operat-
ed out of his residence. On Sept. 15, 2015,
the City Council of Orange Township

passed a resolution awarding JZ Nettech,
without competitive bidding, a $350,000
emergency contract to install a computer
networking system at a municipal com-
plex that housed the Orange Municipal
Court and the Orange Police Department.

From August 2015 through at least
Nov. 23, 2015, Zahore engaged in a
scheme to offer and give corrupt cash pay-
ments to an unnamed Orange public offi-
cial, called hereafter Individual 1, to influ-
ence and reward Individual 1 for using
Individual 1's influence to arrange for
Orange to award JZ Nettech the emer-
gency contract and to facilitate payments
from Orange to JZ Nettech.

After communications between Zahore
and Individual 1, at a meeting at the
Municipal Complex on Sept. 14, 2015,
Individual 1 advised a senior court official
of the Orange Municipal Court and a sen-
ior police official of the Orange Police
Department that there was an urgent need

This investigation is being led by the-

assisted by members of the Plainfield
Police Division, Union County Sheriffs
Office Crime Scene Unit and Union Coun-
ty Police Department Ballistics Unit.

At the meeting, during which Orange
City Council members raised questions
about the selection of JZ Nettech as the
vendor for the Municipal Complex Proj-
ect, Individual 1 did not disclose that Indi-
vidual 1 had engaged in communications
with Zahore since at least Aug. 31, 2015.

On Sept. 17, 2015, after Zahore and
Individual 1 texted about Zahore’s invoice
to Orange and meeting with each other,
Zahore sent an email to Orange Employee
1, attached to which was a JZ Nettech
“invoice related to the 1st stage of the
project” seeking a payment of $115,000.
On the same date, Zahore sent a text mes-
sage to Individual 1, stating that he had
sent the invoice to the employee and ask-
ing if Individual 1 wanted a copy.

On Sept. 18, 2015, Zahore sent an
email to Orange Employee 1, attached to
which was a revised JZ Nettech invoice,
still seeking a payment of $115,000, but
now indicating that $34,460 of the
$115,000 was for the “Purchase of wiring

UNION COUNTY — The Union County
Freeholders COVID Response Team is
conducting a text message survey of
Union County residents who have
received free COVID-19 tests at the coun-
ty’s COVID-19 Drive-Through Test Center
and the Mobile Test Unit. First respon-
ders and front-line health workers who
work in New Jersey are also eligible to
receive free tests regardless of residence,
and are included in the survey.

The test center and mobile test unit are
initiatives of the freeholder board in
response to the COVID-19 outbreak. The
test center was the first county-based
facility of its kind in New Jersey. It has
conducted more than 40,000 COVID-19
tests since opening at the Kean University
campus in Union Township on March 23.

The mobile test unit travels to various

four counts of wire fraud and three counts
of student aid fraud in connection with
student financial aid obtained for his

According to the indictment, Salters
was a principal of Media Allies LLC, a
company that purportedly provided public
relations services. Salters signed, filed and
caused to be filed with the IRS U.S. Indi-
vidual Income Tax Returns, Forms 1040,
for tax years 2013, 2014 and 2015, each of
which contained a written declaration that
it was filed under penalties of perjury.
According to the the indictment, each
Form 1040 falsely stated that Salters’ busi-
ness income was zero and his total income
was zero, when, in fact, Salters and Media
Allies had substantial gross receipts in tax
years 2013 to 2015, as well as tens of thou-

Salters allegedly reported false infor-
mation about his income in connection
with his dependent child’s application for
student financial aid. From January 2014
to May 2017, Salters reportedly engaged
in a scheme to defraud the U.S. Depart-
ment of Education, the New Jersey High-
er Education Student Assistance Authori-
ty and a university in New Jersey where
Salters’ dependent child was an under-
graduate, by submitting and causing to be
submitted materially false information
underreporting Salters’ income, including
the information provided in his depend-

UNION COUNTY — Union County
Clerk Joanne Rajoppi urges voters to
familiarize themselves with vote-by-mail
procedures in advance of receiving their
vote-by mail ballot for the Nov. 3 general
election. By executive order of Gov. Phil
Murphy, the General Election will be held
mainly through vote-by-mail ballots.

“Although the July 7 primary election
was conducted by mail, the process is still
new to many Union County voters. It is
important for every voter to understand
how to fill out and return their vote-by-
mail ballot, to ensure their voice is heard
on Election Day,” Rajoppi said. “Inaccu-
rate information can easily travel across
social media, which makes it all the more

important for voters to become familiar
with vote-by-mail. Vote-by-mail is a reli-
able and accurate way to vote.”

Vote-by-mail ballots will be mailed to
voters beginning this September. The
mailings will continue through the first
week of October.

To help voters learn about voting in the
general election, Rajoppi has posted fre-
quently asked questions on the county
clerk’s elections website, unioncoun-
tyvotes.com, and on the free Union Coun-
ty Votes mobile app. Among the most fre-
quently asked questions are:

Who is going to automatically
receive a vote-by-mail ballot?

All active, registered voters will auto-

matically be mailed a vote-by-mail ballot.
Be sure to read the instructions carefully
before filling out the ballot.

Do voters need to file an applica-
tion to receive a vote-by-mail ballot?

No. Vote-by-mail ballots will be sent
automatically to all registered voters for the
Nov. 3 election. Gov. Murphy’s executive
order acts as the application from the voter.

Can I vote at a polling place?

A limited number of polling places will
be open on Nov. 3 for voters who are dis-
abled and need to use a voting machine.
Any other voter coming to the polling
location to vote will be given a paper or
provisional ballot.

How can I return my VBM ballot?

ent child’s Free Applications for Federal
Student Aid, or FAFSAs.

The count of subscribing to a false tax
return, statement or other document is
punishable by a maximum of three years in
prison; the count of wire fraud is punishable
by a maximum of 20 years in prison; and
the count of student loan fraud is punish-
able by a maximum of five years in prison.
All three counts are also punishable by a
fine of $250,000. The count of failure to file
a tax return is punishable by a maximum of
one year in prison and a fine of $100,000.

The charges and allegations contained
in the indictment are merely accusations,
and the defendant is presumed innocent
unless and until proved guilty.

will consider the entire report and decide
whether they agree with the conclusions
that all, some or none of the properties meet
the criteria under the redevelopment law.

According to Dickerson, Steps 4 through
8 can be implemented or not. Step 4 would
be a determination of whether the Township
Committee agrees with the Planning
Board’s recommendation. In Step 5, if a
redevelopment area is established, the
township may prepare a Redevelopment
Plan. Step 6 describes the Redevelopment
Plan, which is planning documents that
includes new zoning for the redevelopment
area. In Step 7, the Redevelopment Plan is
introduced by the Township Committee,
reviewed by the Planning Board and then
returned to the Township Committee for
public hearing and adoption. Finally, at Step
8, following the plan’s adoption, redevelop-
ers may be designated and development
plans submitted for review and approval.

During the meeting, Dickerson pre-
sented a process timeline to date. On Feb.
11, the Township Committee adopted Res-
olution No. 2020-131, requesting investi-
gation of Block 193, Lots 6.01, 10, 11, 12,
13 and 14, as a Condemnation Redevelop-
ment Area. Days later, on Feb. 19, the
Planning Board authorized Maser Con-
sulting to conduct the investigation. And

on Aug. 19, the Planning Board held the
public hearing on the investigation report.

According to Dickerson, who reviewed
Block 193 in downtown Cranford, the area
is a compilation of six properties.

Lot 6.01 is municipally owned. It con-
tains the fire station, public parking lot
No. 1 and a municipal fueling station. It
measures approximately 1.38 acres and is
the largest lot of the study area. According
to Dickerson, the lot has clear signs of
deterioration.

Lot 10 is a one-way driveway and park-
ing lot. It measures 3.082 square feet and
is entirely impervious. Lot 11 is the Cran-
ford Animal Hospital, which is located
between Lot 6.01 and Lot 10. It is just over
1,143 square feet, and only minor deterio-
ration was observed.

Lot 12, at the corner of Springfield
Avenue and North Avenue East, includes
a gas and service station. It is 7,482
square feet. The lot has had a history of
contamination and environmental inci-
dents, according to Dickerson

Lot 13 is a mixed-use retail/services
and residential building measuring at
6,607 square feet. Minor signs of deterio-
ration were observed. Lot 14, a vacant
building, is township owned and has
shown deterioration of the building over
time. It measures 7,532 square feet.

According to Dickerson'’s findings, Lot
14 meets the requirements for Criterion
“a,” which describes buildings as substan-
dard, unsafe, unsanitary, dilapidated or as
lacking light, air or space. Lot 14 also

meets the requirements for Criterion “b,”
which refers to buildings previously used
for retail/shopping or other uses that can
fall into such a state of disrepair that they
are untenantable. Lot 6.01 meets the
requirements for Criterion “c,” which
describes vacant land that is owned by the
municipality, the county, etc., that has
remained unimproved for 10 years prior
to the adoption of the resolution.

Multiple lots 6.01, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14
— met the requirements for Criterion “d,”
which are areas with buildings or
improvements that are detrimental to the
safety, health, morals and welfare of the
community.

Lots 10, 11, 12 and 13 met the require-
ments for Criterion “e,” which is described
as a growing lack or total lack of proper
utilization of areas caused by a number of
conditions, resulting in stagnant or not
fully productive conditions of the lands
potentially serving useful and valuable for
contributing to and serving the public
health, safety and welfare.

The entire study area of downtown
Cranford met the requirements for Criteri-
on “h,” which is described as the designa-
tion of the delineated areas, which is con-
sistent with smart growth planning princi-
ples adopted pursuant to law or regulation.

as our local storage on Google Cloud.
More importantly, it allows us to deter-
mine where our students’ data is stored.

“GoGuardian Teacher is a difference
maker when it comes to virtual instrue-
tion,” Wojcik explained. “One of the
things we tried to do when we were in the
classroom was to break down the four
walls of the classroom and create oppor-
tunities for the students that we couldn’t
provide inside the physical walls of the
classroom without the technology.
GoGuardian Teacher provides teachers
real-time viewing to the students’ activity.

workers because of lockdowns as a
result of COVID-19, many people are running out of
money. They are forced to choose between feeding their
families or paying utility bills or rent. And while many
landlords have been understanding, they need money,
too, which means eviction notices will soon be sent out.

New Jersey has specific rules with regard to evic-
tion notices. To terminate a tenancy early, a landlord
must have a cause, or a legal reason. The most com-
mon reasons are because a tenant fails to pay rent,
violates the lease or rental agreement, or commits an
illegal act on the premises. If evicted for failure to pay
rent, a landlord is not required to give the tenant
notice. The only way a landlord can remove a tenant
from a rental unit is by winning an eviction lawsuit.
Unfortunately, lawsuits cost money and, if a tenant
can’t afford to pay rent, paying for defense in a lawsuit
will probably be beyond their means as well.

Gov. Phil Murphy suspended evictions in New Jer-
sey on March 19. This eviction moratorium, however,
only lasts for two months after the governor calls an
end to the COVID-19 crisis in the Garden State; that
statement of crisis currently expires Aug. 31. This
means the eviction moratorium ends Oct. 31. At that
point, rents will be due, and any rent you didn’t pay
will become back-rent and be owed as well. The
Department of Community Affairs does have rental

speaking with your landlord to work out a payment
plan to avoid having an eviction action filed against
you. Executive Order No. 128 allows tenants to
request in writing that their landlords apply their
security deposits to rent they owe during a public
health emergency.

Unfortunately, there is no magic solution to handle
this problem. This is a financial problem few ever
imagined facing. Other than court hearings, the only
other assistance tenants can seek is the federal CARES
Act, which prohibits covered landlords from filing an
eviction complaint for nonpayment of rent between
March 27 and July 25. That time has now lapsed. As of
March 13, New Jersey'’s electrical and gas utilities vol-
untarily suspended utility shut-offs, and that suspen-
sion appears to be ongoing.

The DCA is encouraging subsidized tenants to use
the online portal at www.assistancecheck.com to sub-
mit documents or to send documents through the
mail, making sure to keep copies. Subsidized tenants
who have questions can contact the field offices or use
the main customer service line at 609-292-4080 or
customer.service@dca.nj.gov. This is an especially dif-
ficult time for everyone, but our government can only
offer assistance if it is contacted, so those in need
should do so immediately.

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‘The Fairy’ visits my garden each year

I love all kinds of roses and have as
many in my garden as I can cram into the
limited sunny space, My “favorite” is usual-
ly the one in bloom at the moment, though
I do have a few that are especially dear to
my heart. Rosa “The Fairy” is one of them.

You have probably seen “The Fairy,” as
it has enjoyed enduring popularity since it
was introduced in England back at the
height of the Great Depression in 1932.
Everything about the shrub is small. It
grows about 3 feet tall and wide, with arch-
ing canes that are home to small leaves
and perfect, double pink flowers borne in
sprays or clusters. Those blooms average
about 1.5 inches wide, opening with soft
pink petals that age to nearly white. The
owner of a historic house in my neighbor-
hood uses “The Fairy” as a low hedge, and
it is gorgeous throughout the season,
sporting flushes of new blooms regularly,

from mid-spring through late fall. In my
garden, it is untroubled by black spot and
powdery mildew, which is a bonus, since
some of my other roses are not so lucky.
Every rose variety has a unique story,
and the story of “The Fairy” is fascinating.
It is grouped into a class of roses called
“polyanthas,” which comes from Latin
and means “many flowers.” These roses
are characterized by a compact growth
habit and clusters of the blooms. Polyan-
thas have a long history. Their most
notable ancestor is probably Rosa multi-
flora, a white-flowered species rose native
to Japan. These days, we see it every-
where, because it has become a natural-
ized invasive pest in American woodlands,

Election questions
To the Editor:

The following is an open letter I wrote
to to Union County Clerk Joanne Rajoppi:

My name is Carol Mysel. I am a resi-
dent of Cranford and I am very concerned
about my vote, and those of all my fellow
residents of Union County, being received
on time to be counted, given the widely
publicized mail delays with the U.S. Postal
Service. 1 have a number of questions
that, once answered, hopefully will allay
my concerns. I am sending this letter via
the press as an open letter, rather than
directly to the county clerk, because I
imagine that many residents have the
same concerns and questions and will
benefit from seeing the response.

1. Given the delays we all have been
experiencing with mail deliveries by the
U.S. Postal Service, as of now I intend to
put my ballot in an official ballot box to
ensure it is received on time and counted.
Currently, there are only five ballot boxes
in Union County. Is there a plan to dis-
tribute more ballot boxes prior to the
general election, and, if so, how do you
intend to communicate this information
to residents?

2. How do I know the ballot box is
secure and cannot be tampered with?

3. When it is time to empty the contents
of the ballot boxes, will there be represen-
tatives of both parties present to ensure
the counting of the ballots is done fairly?

4. Will ballot boxes be emptied period-
ically during the month of October or only
once, on Nov. 3? If only once, what is the
time by which ballots must be dropped in
a ballot box to be counted? If periodically,
please explain the process by which the
ballots will be stored and counted.

5. For those who plan to vote in person
on Nov. 3, please explain how the voting
process will be different from years past
due to COVID-19.

6. I know that Gov. Murphy issued an

order that all registered voters in New Jer-
sey are to receive a mail-in ballot, but if I
specifically requested a mail-in ballot and
I decide to vote in person rather than with
my mail-in ballot, can I go to my local
polling location to vote on Noy. 3 or am |
required to use my mail-in ballot because
I specifically requested one?

7. If I prefer to personally hand in my
ballot to a person, please let me know to
which locations in Union County I can
deliver my ballot.

Shattering a glass ceiling
To the Editor:

In honor of the 100th anniversary of
the adoption of the 19th amendment, I
give you the following.

A name rarely heard in conversations
about women'’s rights is that of Jeannette
Rankin, a woman who was a lion in the
women’s rights movement. Her strength,
courage and commitment was unbridled.
Rankin was born in Montana in 1888. She
attended the University of Montana and
later enrolled in the School of Philanthro-
py in New York City.

Rankin was the driving force in the
Northwest for the suffrage movement. She
achieved the impossible. This woman ran
for the U.S. House of Representatives as a
Republican in 1916, a time when women
were treated as inferiors by their male
counterparts, which was socially accepted.
Without her own right to vote, Rankin ran
for the office of representative in Congress.
She ran against all barriers of discrimina-
tion, hatred and violence and was elected
to the U.S. House of Representatives in
1916 by Montana voters. Being the sole
woman in Congress, she voted for the right
of women to vote, and, four years later, the
19th Amendment was passed.

Rankin was active throughout her stay

untenanted places and even the odd spot
in home gardens. I have rooted it out of
my own beds twice this year alone.

The flip side of the multiflora rose’s
extremely vigorous nature is that the vigor
has carried over to roses like “The Fairy”
that are descended from it. One parent
rose of “The Fairy” was “Paul Crampel,” an
orange-flowered polyantha that was dis-
covered in the Netherlands in 1930. “Paul
Crampel,” in turn, was a sport, or sponta-
neous genetic mutation, of “Superb,” a
red-flowered polyantha of unknown
parentage, bred in the Netherlands some-

time before 1927. How did the offspring of

red and orange-red varieties turn up with
pale pink flowers? Blame it on the way the
genetic soup responds when stirred vigor-
ously by breeders, or possibly on its other
parent, a cluster-flowered rose called
“Lady Gay,” which is described as having

cherry-red flowers aging to blush.

The breeder responsible for “The Fairy’
was Ann Bentall, the widow of another
breeder, John Bentall. Prior to starting his
own nursery, John Bentall had been a gar-
dener for Anglican cleric and prolific rose
breeder Joseph Pemberton. I have several
of Pemberton's best roses, all in the fra-
grant, hybrid musk category, in my gar-
den. The Pemberton roses also have Rosa
multiflora in their family trees
both Pemberton and Bentall thought high
ly of Rosa multiflora as a breeding subject

“The Fairy” made its way to America
and was introduced here in 1941. Since
then it has blazed a trail through gardens
here and all over the world, loved for its
hardiness, prolific repeat-blooming habit
and overall beauty
smaller landscapes and container gardens

Two lessons were gained: Always read ingredients and it’s healthier and less
expensive to make your own. I went home and created this, which I hope will
be tasty enough for her to eat salads without me standing over her shoulder
pushing the issue.

Soy Sesame Salad Dressing

Ingredients
1/4 cup Tamari, gluten-free soy sauce
1/4 cup avocado or canola oil, or any
neutral oil
2 Thsp. toasted sesame oil
1 Tbsp. apple cider vinegar, more to
taste
| tsp. toasted sesame seeds
1 Tbsp. honey

Steps
Combine all ingredients with a whisk
until fully combined.
Adjust ingredients to make it saltier
or sweeter to your liking.
Store in fridge.
Makes about 1 cup.

have become important, “The Fairy” con-
tinues its hot streak. The shrub has won
all kinds of awards and accolades, includ-
ing the Royal Horticultural Society's
Award of Garden Merit and the Earth
Kind designation from the Texas A&M
AgriLife Extension Service of Texas A&M
University. The Earth Kind roses have
undergone extensive trials under all kinds
of climate conditions and proved them-
selves to be of outstanding landscape
value. Longwood Gardens, in Kennett
Square, Pa., also subjected “The Fairy” to
its own 10-year rose trial. Needless to say,
it came out of the Pennsylvania test
smelling like a rose.

Most roses need lots of sun — about six
hours of direct sunlight per day. Most gar-
deners I know wish they had more sunny
space for roses, tomatoes and all the other
plants that require a good dose of sun-
shine to flourish. Fortunately for all of us,
“The Fairy” can get by with a little less and
can even tolerate very light shade. It is
also relatively unfussy about soil. and,
once it is established, can survive some
dry periods. Aphids may climb aboard

and attempt to suck vital fluids out of the
buds, but they are easily dispatched with a
spray from the garden hose.

For economically minded gardeners,
“The Fairy” is an especially good invest-
ment. Use it as a low boundary hedge or to
flank a walkway. It can also be a mid-bor-
der subject or the star of a large container.
In my experience, the flowers last very
well in cut arrangements and the plant
will immediately start the process of
replacing the sprays that you clip off.
Deadheading also promotes new growth.

Sometimes good nurseries or garden
centers carry “The Fairy,” though right
now it is somewhat late in the season and
stocks of roses are generally low. Order it
for fall delivery from Chamblee’s Rose
Nursery, 16807 CR 363, Winona, TX
75792; 903-882-5153; www.chambleeros-
es.com.

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UC surrogate condemns postal service delays

UNION COUNTY — Union County
Surrogate James S. LaCorte issued the fol-
lowing statement in response to actions
reportedly taken by Postmaster General
Louis DeJoy resulting in delays in the
delivery of mail.

“If accurate, the reports of an intention-
al slowdown in mail delivery go beyond
allegations of election interference to
impact the emotional and financial well-
being of our residents, who are already
coping with the economic and social fall-
out of the COVID-19 crisis as they work

through the process of estate settlement,”
LaCorte said in an Aug. 19 statement, “Any
delay in the normal course of procedure
only adds to the stress and heartbreak of
losing a loved one.

“Postmaster DeJoy has announced his
intention to suspend his actions, but the
damage has already been done. The postal
service must be returned to normal opera-
tions as quickly as possible, and those
responsible for this callous neglect of a
vital, constitutionally mandated service
must be called to account for their actions.”

Cranford resident Barbara Krause, who
spoke during the Aug. 19 virtual meeting,
is wondering what will be built on one of
the lots. She has concerns.

“They’re not making it public,” Krause
said on Aug. 21. “The problem is that they
have a Redevelopment Plan and the munic-
ipal parking lot is included in that. The
municipal parking lot is very important for
the community to have a place to park, to
shop or to go to the municipal building for
meetings. They are not publicizing what
their plan is for that lot, but they did put it
in a Redevelopment Plan. There was infor-
mation, although not made very public at
the hearing they had Wednesday night.”

Krause is concerned that a large apart-
ment building could be built on that lot.

“There is another area, closer to North
Avenue, which is behind the firehouse,”
she said. “That is an area they would also
include in the redevelopment area. There
is a building there that needs to be rede-
veloped. It’s a vacant, boarded building.
They should use that for affordable hous-
ing. My husband and I were mostly con-
cerned about the parking lot being taken
for a building of any kind, perhaps this
four-story apartment building, which has-
n't been made public but there is docu-
mentation. This is kind of a case of smoke
and mirrors, because I'm seeing one thing
but I'm hearing something else.”

The Surrogate’s Office has been experi-
encing delays of up to three weeks in mail
delivery since June, even as the need for
its services has increased significantly
during the COVID-19 outbreak.

In July, the office conducted 64 admin-
istrations and 155 probates, an overall
increase of almost 40 percent compared
to July 2019.

The office of the Union County surro-
gate is responsible for probating wills and
appointing administrators and trustees of
decedents’ estates. In order to help pre-

vent the spread of the COVID-19 virus, the
office has been conducting transactions
through the U.S. Postal Service as well as
by phone, email and fax. The office also
maintains a drop box for contactless
delivery of paperwork.

approximately $10,000 in cash, which
was intended to influence and reward
Individual 1 for Individual 1’s assistance
in connection with the Municipal Com-
plex Project. Zahore characterized those
two cash payments to Individual 1, total-
ing approximately $20,000, in a spread-
sheet that Zahore maintained of expenses
related to the Municipal Complex Project.
Zahore noted each payment as a “gift.”

Each of the following charges carries
the following maximum potential penal-
ties: The count of making corrupt pay-

ments to an agent of a local government
receiving federal funds is punishable by
a maximum of 10 years in prison; the
count of wire fraud is punishable by a
maximum of 20 years in prison; and the
count of use of an interstate facility to
facilitate bribery is punishable by a max-
imum of five years in prison. Each count
also carries a potential fine of $250,000.

The charges and allegations con-
tained in the indictment are merely
accusations, and the defendant is pre-
sumed innocent unless and until
proved guilty.
