Some children have emotio 1 
problems or an insecure home life (an increasing numb 
these days). A few are chronically tired or ill. others 
have perceptual problems or may simply be limited in ^  
telligence. In

People should be aware that children with these problem 
and others, do exist. Schools are helping by identifying theS 
children and recommending proper class placement* 
counseling, or other needed services. Paren ts can help bv 
working with the school to do what is best for each child M 

Community members can help, too, by recognizing that at 
least some small classes and special teachers and programs 
are essential to provide the extra help some children so 
desperately need, and these things do cost money Visit vour 
schools and find out. Teachers believe that all children 
should have the opportunity to develop to their fullest 
capacity, but only the support and cooperation of an in­
formed community can make this possible.

Water quality 
choices loom

Should future water supplies in the South River Basin 
come from ground water or surface water? Will pre­
treatment of industrial wastes in the Lower Raritan Basin 
improve water quality in the Raritan and Millstone Rivers? 
How can urban runoff into the Green Brook and Bound 
Brook be controlled'’ Should Weston’s Mill Pond be aban­
doned as a water supply and recreational area?

These and other questions were reviewed by the 208 Water 
Quality Management Policy Advisory Committee Thursday.

The PAC is a group of area municipal officials, citizens, 
and environmental and industrial interests created under 
Section 208 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act 
Amendments of 1972

After more than a year of identifying water quality 
problems in the study area, the PAC is now in the process of 
formulating a water quality plan for its 35 municipalities. 
Since each area of study region experiences specific water 
quality problems - the PAC has been divided into respective 
basin committees including the Lawrence Brook/ Upper 
Millstone, Green Brook, South River and Lower Raritan/ 
Northeast/ Lower Millstone basin committees. The 
Lawrence Brook/ Upper Millstone committee is focusing 
primarily on lake and pond problems, the Green Brook on 
storm water runoff problems, the South River on ground 
water contamination problems, and the Lower Raritan/ 
Northeast/ Lower Millstone on municipal and industrial 
discharges

East basin committee is reviewing and evaluating 
potential solutions for these area water quality problems. 
The recommendations of the PAC will then be incorporated 
in a water quality plan. This process is scheduled for 
completion later this year.

In addition to the ongoing plan formulation of the PAC, the 
Middlesex County Water Supply Advisory Committee, 
comprised of water surveyors, industrial and citizen 
representatives, has also been reviewing water supply 
alternatives for Middlesex County and especially for the 
South River Basin.

The 208 Water Quality Management Program Staff is also 
obtaining additional participation from municipalities, 
civic, environmental and industry groups through the use of 
a slide/ sound show: “Water Quality Planning: Progress 
and Issues” . The presentation describes the four major 
water quality problems (mentioned above) and alternative 
solutions.

D o n lin  b u ilt top reco rd

Clark Donlin leaves Spotswood this week after four years 
as its Superintendent of Schools.

When he arrived in 1973, he found the public school system 
was “ a collection of 39 classrooms,” with no facilities such 
as multi-purpose or art rooms, no overall maintenance 
program, and no high school. There have been many 
changes since. There are, of course, some things Donlin 
wanted to see accomplished whichhe is leaving undone.

One of Donlin’s maxims about education is “you have to 
have the horses.” With this in mind, he tried to bring 
talented, committed people who like kids” into the schools. 

Under his administration, new positions such as director of 
elementary education and director of plant operations were 
established; buildings are now clean and in good repair, 
which was a “big accomplishment” and is important to 
education, he said in an interview last week.

Many other changes were made on the elementary level, 
but even more with opening of the high school. The science 
center, for example, is called unique by Donlin. Facilities 
and equipment are excellent. However, there was no science 
program on the elementary level. One was established. The 
core of the high school is the media center. An elementary 
library system had to be established The borough has won 
awards for this system, which has been well supported by 
the community, and which has been used as a model for 
other school systems.

Donlin also concentrated on improving reading ability in 
elementary grades, and feels this has been “turned 
around.” Teachers were trained, money was spent, and 
Donlin said there’s been “dramatic improvement.” Work 
Sill needs to be done in this area in seventh and eighth 
grades, he acknowledged

Another program implemented by Donlin is the screening 
of all children who register for kindergarten by the special 
services office. Thus, “ we know what we’re dealing with” , 
Donlin said. Problems can be dealt with earlier in a child’s 
school career, and very bright children can be identified. 
R-esently, the schools are developing a planning model for 
gifted children, although it is not a large enough system for 
fec ia l classes for such children. Special education has been 
“beefed up,” according to Donlin, who feels children in need 
of these classes are  better off in their own community. At 
present, 101 special education children go to borough schools 
and are mainstreamed into regular classes according to 
individual ability.

State awards have bem won also in communications, for 
Donlin’s weekly mailings to the Board of Education, staff 
bulletins, and the mailing of “School Scene” to all citizens.

Donlin said he "just kept 
doing things as they came 
along.” Had he known 
beforehand all that needed- 
to be done, he kids, he’d 
have been frightened about 
taking on the job after 
twenty years as teacher 
principal and assistant 
superintendent in other 
districts.

Looking back over his 
four years as superin­
tendent, Donlin would have 
liked to have seen better 
staff developm ent'  ' in 
Spotswood. Retraining of 
dassroom teachers is not 
required, but Donlin wanted 
to make the school system a 
“model” in this regard. He 
feels “we must reinvest in 
the classroom teacher and 
make it a noble profession.”

As Donlin leaves Spot­
swood to take a post as a 
school program coordinator 
in Atlantic County, travel, 
and spend more time with 
his wife, his ac ­
complishments have been 
characterized by Board of 
Education members here as 
remarkable.

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Parochial schools lose pupils

by Cathy Halpin
MILLTOWN -- Principals of three parochial high schools 

to which Milltown students have flocked in increasing 
numbers in recent years say they’re not overly concerned 
about losing those pupils back to public school in September.

Since 1968, the percentage of Milltown pupils attending 
New Brunswick High has dropped from 88% to 10%, due 
mainly to racial fights and the withdrawal of North Brun­
swick students. The new two-year contract with Spotswood 
High is drawing many pupils back into the public school 
system.

Enrollment of Milltown students at parochial schools as of 
last September was 69 at St. Peter’s, 59 at St. Joseph's, and 
174 at St. Pius. Of that number, 41 Pius students have in­
dicated to Milltown’s school office they will switch to 
Spotswood in September, 11 from St Peter's and five from 
St. Joseph’s. Not all these students have told the parochial 
schools yet, however.

Principals of the three schools told The Sentinel this week 
they do not feel the withdrawal of borough students will 
affect them too greatly.

Sister Patricia McCarthy, Principal of St. Peter’s in New 
Brunswick, commented that a reduction in staff at that

school is expected, but that it has nothing to do with 
Milltown. "We are having a change in staff this veur 
because of a decline in our enrollment over the past' two 
years." Tuition will be increasing to $700 (up $100) next year 
and Sr. Patricia feels this is the reason for the decline St 
Peter’s expects to receive about 10 eighth graders front 
Joyce Kilmer School next year, which is about the same as 
in other years. “We have a lot of brothers and sisters come 
here, and that makes a difference,” she explained Ac­
cording to the principal, only two students have officially 
notified the school they will transfer to Spotswood.

According to Brother Joseph Hoithaus, Principal of St 
Joseph's in Metuchen, no students have indicated they will 
not be returning next year. However, Brother Joseph said 
there is “quite a decline” in next year’s freshman class from 
Milltown. Last year, 20 Joyce Kilmer graduates went to the 
school. This year, only five have registered.

St. Pius X in Piscataway has the most to lose, but the 
principal, Rev. George Brembos, is not concerned about the 
loss of students here, because excluding Milltown, the 
number of applications for entrance for September is 
greater than last year. Rev. Brembos squelched a rumor 
that the school might close over the loss of Milltown 
students. “The same rumor started when North Brunswick 
opened. The school will survive without Milltown,’’ he said

Next year’s tuition at St. Joseph’s will be $900 (up $50) and 
St. Pius’ tuition is expected to increase $100, from $600 to 
$700. Besides the $700 tuition at St. Peter’s, an additional 
$150 will be charged per student for miscellaneous fees

Other transfers to Spotswood this September include 40 
students from New Brunswick High School, one from the 
Timothy Christian School, seven from East Brunswick 
Vocational School, and one from the Greater New York 
Academy. All told, 187 have signed up for Spotswood

Three freshmen, nine sophomores and 13 juniors have 
chosen to remain at NBHS.

Our Lady of Lourdes School will graduate 28 eighth 
graders in June. Of that number, two have registered for St 
Pius, five for St. Peters, five St. Joseph’s, four for East 
Brunswick Vo-Tech, 11 for Spotswood, and one for Manville. 
Sister Emily, principal of the Milltown elementary school, 
said the St. Pius figure is low this year, but the St. Peter’s 
and St. Joseph’s figures are approximately the same as in 
the past.

Row your boat 
in Mill Pond

MILLTOWN -  Boaters will be able to put their oars into 

Mill Pond this spring, with four new aluminum rowboats to 
be rented out by day or hour from a newly-built floating dock 
just behind the Rescue Squad building.

The borough’s Civic Improvement Commission (CIC) hit 
on the idea of boating on the pond two years ago, but it has 
taken that long to straghten out some legal entanglements. 
The biggest one, according to CIC chairman Harold Herbert 
Jr., was acquiring liability insurance; others were obtaining 
a state sales tax stamp (since fees will be charged) getting a 
carpenter to build the dock, and getting the borough’s public 
works department to help put it in place. The dock-launching 
is tentatively set for this Saturday.

Herbert says it will take another week to work out any 
last-minute details before rentals begin. That would put 
opening day on April 9 -  same day as trout season opens. 
Fishermen will be able to cast from the boats.

The CIC was established in the early 1970’s to upgrade the 
pond without using local tax money -- it pays its way with 
donations from businesses and private citizens. A long- 
range goal is to dredge the entire pond.

Several years ago, the commission raised $10,000 to build 
the pocket park along the pond to the rear of the post office. 
The boat project cost nearly $2,000 more -  the boats cost $300 
each, and safety equipment ran a few hundred dollars.

The CIC hopes rental fees will cover operating costs at 
least -- the fees are: $7 all day; $2 first hour, and $1 each 
additional hour, or 25t each additional quarter hour.

Through April, May and June, the boats will be available 
only on Saturdays and Sundays from 8 a m. till 4 p.m 
Beginning in July, the boat schedule will coincide with hours 
at the municipal pool.

Lifejackets will be required for each boater, and must be 
in the boat at all times. Nonswimmers must wear them. No 
alcoholic beverages will be permitted, and renters must be 
at least 12 years old. Anyone under 18 must have his parents 
or guardian sign a release in person. Children under 12 will 
be allowed in the boats if accompanied by an adult. 
Maximum capacity of each boat is 500 lbs.

The Main street and Riva avenue bridges will be the 
boundaries for rowing.

Herbert, a fisherman himself, is excited about the 
project: “I think it’s great. Now to break the monotony of 
the day one can jump in a boat to relax, unwind and enjoy 
nature.”

exams next week
Free oral cancer screenings will be available to Middlesex 

County residents at area hospitals and shopping centers 
next week, part of a county-wide program by the Middlesex 
County Dental Society and Cancer Society.

Dr. Stephen Sklans of Edison, chairman, urged all 
residents take advantage of the brief, painless screenings. 
He estimates this year 17,000 new oral cancers will be 
diagnosed across the country, and there will be between 
7,000 and 8,000 deaths from oral cancers left untreated.

Dr. Sklans added that although cancers of the mouth are 
among the most easily detected 96% of them can be seen or 
felt during a careful examination by a qualified dentist -  the 
death rate from oral cancer has not decreased since 1950 
because so few people take advantage of oral cancer 
screening programs or ask their dentists to check them for 
signs of the disease; chances of treating cancers of the 
mouth are best when the disease is discovered early.

The free screenings will be April 13 at Middlesex General 
Hospital in New Brunswick, from 10 a m. to 4 p.m .; at Perth 
Amboy General Hospital, 6 to 8 p.m.; John F. Kennedy 
Medical Center in Edison, 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. Brunswick 
Square Mall, 11 a.m. to 9 p.m.; and at Woodbridge Center on 
April 15 from 11 a.m. until 9 p.m.

Patients in area nursing homes and hospitals will also be 
screened, with doctors’ permission.

Dentists and other personnel manning the screening 
programs will all do so as volunteers. Dentists who have 
agreed to perform the examinations are Dr. Sklans, who is 
also coordinating the screenings at Kennedy; Dr. Jerome 
Engel,'chairman of the dental department at Middlesex 
General; Dr. John Solomine, dental chairman at Perth 
Amboy General;

EDISON -  The lights go out. By the glow of a small candle 
in a hand-made holder depicting the Boy Scout emblem, 
hands are raised in the traditional scout sign and a chorus of 
young voices recites the Boy Scout oath.

This scene is played and replayed at scout meetings 
throughout the world, but rarely with such spirited joy as at 
the meetings of Troop 114 at John F. Kennedy Medical 
Center.

The scouts of Troop 114 are special. From the youngest, 
age 11, to the older boys who are in their 20's, they are all 
handicapped, disabled in some way. Some have cerebral 
palsy, others, brain damage, and many are in wheelchairs 
or on crutches.

They meet on alternate Thursdays in the auditorium of the 
Robert Wood Johnson Jr. Rehabilitation Institute under the 
direction of Scoutmaster James Moise.

Watching these boys and young men at their meetings 
triggers a startling range of emotions. They give new 
meaning to half-remembered rituals; songs are belted out 
with much gusto and clapping of hands They engage in 
horseplay that is the trademark of boys everywhere.

Tot’s ordeal 
may be over

Any parent knows how special a child is -- how one’s entire 

wor’. ’ begins to revolve around him the moment he is bo.n, 
how precious he becomes after only moments together.

Carol and Daniel Holsten of 38 Howard street, Milltown, 
knew this joy five years ago April 11. But their joy turned to 
fear, and then became a “nightmare” when their son 
Danny, was only two months old and they discovered he is a 
“hydrocephallic” . For some unknown reason, his body 
produces extra spinal fluid that accumulates in his brain.

Since then, the five-year-old has undergone 15 operations 
and been hospitalized 34 times. The first surgery was at the 
age of three months, to relieve the pressure on his brain. A 
tiny tube, about 1/ 8 in diameter, was implanted to remove 
the fluid. His second operation was a week later Many were 
to follow.

The Holstens had never heard of the strange disease 
before it afflicted Danny. “ I think four out of every 10,000 
children are born with it,” Holsten explained. “But Danny 
was lucky.”

The Holstens really do consider themselves lucky. Lucky 
because Danny was not born with the disease. Lucky 
because their child was not paralyzed, nor did he suffer the 
added complication of an open, spine. Lucky, because 
Holsten explained, "We could have lost him during any one 
of the operations .” And most of all, lucky because of his 
loving family . which is now optimistic that the ordeal is over 
for them and for Danny.

It’s been almost a year since Danny’s last setback. Sud­
denly last May, the four-year- old could no longer walk and, 
according to is father, was in terrible pain. He underwent 
surgery in June, after doctors concluded a tube inserted in a 
prior operation must have been irritating some tissue, or 
perhaps not functioning at all. When the doctors operated, 
they could not find the old tube. A trip to the Sloane Ket­
tering Institute in Manhattan, where ultra-sensitive scan­
ning equipment was used, also showed up no tube.

Doctors concluded that Danny had been functioning 
without the tube, but for how long they did not know. Where 
the tube went was also a mystery, and doctors feel it could 
still be lodged anywhere in the boy’s small body. A new tube 
was inserted last May, and Danny has been fine since.
Doctors feel Danny may have outgrown the disease, as a 
certain percentage of afflicted children do.

Danny will start kindergarten next year at Parkview 
School, and his father and grandfather (also Daniel) just 
know he’ll do well. “He’s very bright and alert,' Holsten 
proudly spoke of his son. “ Einstein was a hydrocephallic at 
one time,” he noted.

The blue-eyed, brown-haired youngster with a pair of the 
longest eyelashes on any youngster hugged his daddy, and 
told him what he wants for his very special fifth birthday 
Monday - a fire truck and a lounge chair for the beach.

Danny loves the waves in summer, sleighriding in winter, 
books and baseball. His father, a police officer in Milltown 
for six years, asked Danny what he’d like to be when he 
grows up.

"Not a policeman! I want to drive a wrecker and pump 
gas,” he answered.

Danny often helps out in the family-owned gas station on 
Main street, where he has picked up quite a bit of in­
formation about cars.

Danny doesn’t fully understand what was wrong with him. 
Occasionally, he will say, “I’ve got water on the brain,” but 
fortunately because of his age he will not remember most of 
the ordeal.

He will begin school next year, like any other kid on the 
block. And that ordinary fact of life means so much more to 
the Holstens.

NORTH BRUNSWICK -- Frank Batsch, music instructor 
and band director at the high school, submitted his 
resignation last week, effective this Friday.

The unexpected action has raised some concern about how 
the music department’s and band’s spring schedule will 
proceed, including an April 29 festival, the spring musical, 
“Candide” and appearances at several events, including a 
day at Great Adventure in June.

Batsch could not be reached for comment, but differences 
in philosophy between the Board of Education and ad­
ministration and the band have been apparent over the past 
year. The main disagreement was over fund-raising to 
enable the band to make more appearances, with the board 
sticking closely to its ban on soliciting outside the school 
and maintaining its control over outside activities by 
stressing that since the band represented the school district, 
its appearances should be board-funded.

An appearance by the band at a Rutgers game in the 
Meadowlands last Thanksgiving was at first nixed by the 
administration, but the board was persuaded by the Band 
Parents to allow it to go. But this winter, permission was 
denied for a fundraising drive to collect over $5,000 to send 
the band to the Apple Blossom Festival in Virginia this 
spring. And plans to march in the St. Patrick’s Day parade 
in New York were also scuttled when board approval came 
too late.

Batsch reportedly gave “personal” reasons for his 
resignation and the request that the normal 60-day period 
for leaving be waived. Besides serving as band director and 
teaching three NBTHS classes, he also taught two classes at 
John Adams School.

Contacted last yesterday, Batsch said his resignation was 
mostly due to his wife’s illness. “There have been some 
conflicts,” he acknowledged. “I thought it would be better if 
I got out of education.” He’s taken a job in management at 
the Goodyear plant on Jersey avenue.

Harvey Zelnick, assistant superintendent, says the board 
hopes to fill Batsch’s post quickly and has already scheduled 
four interviews for prospective candidates. He says the 
spring musical and band appearances "may be affected, 
abbreviated or cancelled” according to whether or not a new 
teacher can be hired this late in the school year, but is op­
timistic that “the majority of the program will be on.”

State tallies up tax reform
While you’re rushing to fill out those 1976 New Jersey 

income tax forms by April 15, you can take some comfort in 
the fact that most of the money is being used to help reduce 
your property taxes.

The state, in a campaign to inform taxpayers just how tax 
reform is working, prepared fact sheets applying to each of 
New Jersey’s 567 municipalities. The Sentinel Newspapers 
condensed those into the table printed above for 13 com­
munities in our circulation area.

The table compares how much state aid to education local 
school boards received last school year, and how much 
they’ll get next year, the first full year of funding under the 
state’s “Thorough and Efficient” education law. The 
sizeable boosts in aid helped reduce 1977 property tax rates 
in most towns, and may have contributed to numerous 
budget victories in school elections last Tuesday.

The table also indicates the amounts of homestead rebates 
being mailed to all homeowners in two installments, April 
and October. Annual rebates range between $180 and $200 
per home, regardless of its value. And it notes also how 
much “unbudgeted” state school aid from the 1976-77 year is

NBTHS to
cut courses

NORTH BRUNSWICK- Over 30 course offerings at the 

high school, mostly in art and English, are in danger of 
being dropped for the 1977-78 school year due to their failure 
to attract a minimum number of students.

This prospect has aroused a number of students who had 
already planned to sign up for the courses, and their 
parents. But Harvey Zelnick, assistant superintendent in 
charge of curriculum, while admitting some courses will go 
emphasized “it is too early yet to tell how many.”

“This happens every year,” says Zelnick, noting students 
are just now completing their registration for the fall term. 
“We can’t possibly offer all the courses,” Zelnick added. 
The rule of thumb has been to cancel classes with fewer than 
15 students. “When you consider the expense of a course for 
only six, seven or eight students, it becomes prohibitive,” he 
added. Too many classes with under- enrollments could 
have a profound effect on the cost per pupil for education at 
the high school, raising it from a base of about $2 200 per 
year to as high as $3,000.

In the past, some classes with fewer than 15 have been 
held, but Zelnick said this was allowed when a teacher had 
four teaching periods per day, and could accept a fifth small 
class. A teacher would never be hired just to take an un­
dersized class, he emphasized. Smaller classes have also 
remained when schools had a “commitment” to students, 
such as in advanced studies or Columbia math.

Zelnick noted that other additions to the curriculum are 
often responsible for taking enrollment from other courses. 
“We added a class in note-taking and had 145 students sign 
up for it; some of these might have signed up for the courses 
which are now under-enrolled,” he pointed out.

It will be about another month before final word will come 
on some of the classes, since students can still change their 
minds, or new students may move in. The school is com­
mitted to keeping one English literature course in the 
schedule, despite low enrollment.

For students who must make second choices, the guidance 
department schedules conferences to discuss them. Zelnick 
said most other classes are “still open” at this time, aiidlhe 
school offers a wide range of selections.

Stressing that such dropping of courses is common, even 
in colleges, Zelnick said, “we try to meet as many of the 
students' desires as possible.”

Critics of the cut, however, contend they are unfair to 
students interested in fine arts courses such as studio or 
sculpture. One board member, Mrs. Phyllis Giglio, has 
complained in the past that the school had no fine arts 
coordinator. The board has budgeted to hire one next year.

being refunded to each town, for distribution to all property 
owners May 1. Those rebates will vary depending on one’s 
tax assessment -  the table indicates the amount of the 
rebate for a home assessed at $30,000. The owner of a $60,000 
home will get twice as much.

Local governments are also deriving revenue from the 
income tax, in the form of revenue-sharing funds and in the 
state’s assumption of the coats of senior citizens’ and 
veterans’ tax exemptions. These exemptions were made ud 
out of property taxes in past years. H

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Historians promised museum role
by Louise Saul

EAST BRUNSWICK -  At an emotional meeting Thursday, 
Mayor William Fox, Business Administrator John Runyon 
and members of the Ad Hoc Museum Committee tried to 
iron out the controversy over who will run the proposed 
museum in Old Bridge Village.

Opened Runyon, “We need to talk to one another; the 
museum is a marvelous concept.’’ And Fox expressed 
distress that the Historical Society has disassociated itself 
from the museum, in protest over his decision to place it 
under the supervision of the library board. Fox said this 
represented a new approach, but not a slap at the society, 
which had orginated the museum plan.

In a voice tight with emotion, society president Estelle 
Goldsmith read a statement criticizing a letter Runyon had 
sent to the mayor and council last week. “For you to indicate 
my actions are emotional and show a lack of rational un­
derstanding of the situation seems to be a deliberate attempt 
to undermine my prestige and that of the society. I had 
thought that day was past when men would attempt tc

destroy the credibility of any serious action on the part of 
women by referring to the latter as emotional and 
irrational.” she asserted.

Obviously moved, Runyon said he still thought Mrs. 
Goldsmith had not transmitted the town’s new approach to 
the rest of the society. “ If I was in error,” he added, "I 
apologize. But it wasn’t an attack on you -  you are
emotional, as I am at this time. I was hurt by some of the
things said in the paper. I felt I wasn’t getting through.” 

Patience runs thin in all this, Fox chimed in. He denied he 
was "politicizing” the museum, and also claimed the 
Historical Society should not take all the credit for the 
museum’s progress. “John Runyon personally saved this 
project,” Fox said

Former mayoral candidate Rose Sakel, also a society 
member, then called Runyon’s letter “defamation” of Mrs. 
Goldsmith’s character, adding “our plans are being 
fragmented by politicians.”

“The campaign is over Rose,” an obviously angry Fox 
snapped. “The society is totally disgusted with the political

haranguing in this community,” Mrs. Sakel responded. 
“The only one making a political harangue, Rose, is you," 
Fox responded. “I’m not going to allow this,” Runyon, who 
chaired the meeting, interceded.

“We don’t have to take this,” resumed Fox. “ If we can’t 
discuss the issue without being subjected to this, I’d just as 
soon not have you involved.”

Linda Borsuk interrupted the debate with news the library 
board said recently it planned to hire personnel, and “it was 
also referred to as the new DeVoe Branch Library by 
Librarian George Happ.”

Richard Kadash suggested the library board was “a 
Johnny come lately” and would dilute the museum’s pur­
pose.

“ I’m very disheartened," added Carmela Textor. “We 
don’t know what we’re going to tell people” (who have 
contributed to the museum fund).

Mrs. Sakel described the kind of museum envisioned by 
the society. “We have done so much, cared so much,” she 
added.

Mrs. Goldsmith said the society wasn’t asking to control 
the museum, but wanted assurance it would be involved 
with it.

Fox promised it would, but could not say exactly how. He 
said a museum could be used for other public purposes, such 
as library-community center. He said he’d be upset if the 
dispute dissuaded the library board from taking respon 
sibility, since, with a publicly-owned building and funds 
involved, no private group could be in charge. “People 
expect accountability.”

As the meeting wound up, Fox said the dialogue had 
helped. The others agreed. The mayor promised to meet 
April 27 with the entire Historical Society to explain his 
position. He was noncommittal on a suggestion by several 
museum supporters , he appoint a museum board similar to 
the library board.

What do you do if you’ve 
w itte r  a play and want a 
professional showcase for it 
so that backers and agents 
can see it? If you’re 
talented, capable and op­
timistic you try to have it 
produced at the Lincoln 
Center Equity Library 
Theater -  which is what t llio t 
Donna Wilshire did. Taubenslag

Shell direct two one-act plays in the New York theater 
April 18,19and20a t 4 p.m. — “Millions of Miles,” written by 
EBHS drama teacher Elliott Taubenslag, and her own 
“Molly Bloom," an adaptation of the last chapter of James 

Joyce’s “yiysses.”
Of hundreds of plays proposed for the showcase produc­

tions, only eight are chosen each year, and Taublenslag and 
IVfrs Wilshire, who is spending long days in intense 
rehearsals now, admit they’re excited.

A newly-elected East Brunswick Board of Education

member, Mrs. Wilshire filed her theater plans before filing 
for the board. An actor as well as a playwright, Mrs. 
Wilshire is looking forward to working as a professional 
director, but I think I’ll wait out my three-year term so I 
can concentrate on the board.”

The two plays deal wi th different aspects of sex. The idea 
for ‘‘Millions of Miles” came to Taubenslag when a student 
brought him a newspaper clipping about a 70-year- old 
prostitute arrested in Washington. “The student thought it 
was funny,” Taubenslag said, “but I thought it sad and 
decided to write a play around it, and the sexual hang-ups of 
older people. Now I’m anxious to see it performed.

When the play was read recently at Rutgers, Mrs. 
Wilshire was asked to take a part. “ I loved it,” she recalled, 
“and when I was looking for a mate for my own play, I 
thought I’d try it.”

“Molly Bloom” is about the thoughts of a woman who 
spends the night waiting for her husband to come home. 
“Molly’s neglect by her husband intensifies her aspirations 
to be a singer, putting her sexual needs into a larger context 
-  her need to be important to herself and others,” author 
Wilshire said. “ It’s serious, with light moments.. Elliott’s

play is a light play with serious moments. They really 
compliment each other.”

Taubenslag has taught at EBHS for 19 years, and is 
founder and director of the children’s summer theater. He is 
currently teaching a playwriting course at Rutgers, where 
he occasionally performs. Another of his plays is now being 
produced at the Rutgers Cabaret Theater, a third is entered 
in the May 12 competition for new playwrights at the Bucks 
County Playhouse. And he is preparing for a May 20 oral 
doctoral exam in creative art in education.

Asjred about his busy schedule, Taubenslag, 47, said: 
“Some people play poker or go bowling. I write plays and get 
as involved in the theater as I can.” The father of three 
children, Taubenslag lives at 10 Bruning road.

Mrs. Wilshire, mother of two, lives at 14 Greenbrae court, 
had her own theater in Indianapolis for two years, has 
written and lectures on theater arts.

Admission to the Lincoln Center plays is free, and both 
authors hope backers, agents or angels who frequent these 
productions will approve the work. But the first step alone ~ 
the acceptance of their work by Lincoln Center -  is a coup in 
itself.
