Ms. McClure said the state is
unaware of the PBA soliciting without
being registered as a charity.

To date, Ms. McClure said, all inquiries
about the PBA chapter have come strictly
from members of the press. Without any
formal complaints filed to the division’s

unit on charities, she said no action would
be taken against the organization.

“We do not have written proof,” she
said. “If we get proof we can take legal
action.”

Tax filings for 1993 seem to indicate no
money was collected from solicitations.
The PBA lists on the form only $77,970
collected through charitable contributions,
roughly the amount of money kicked into
the union by its PBA membership.

But although tax filings submitted to
the Internal Revenue Service Aug. 21
seem to indicate the PBA was not ap-
pealing for other contributions, solicitation

letters obtained by The Review prove oth-
erwise.

One letter, sent out in 1993 by PBA
President Alan Engel, is an invitation to
join PBA membership for a fund-raiser “in
the form of a cocktail sip” Oct. 29, 1993 at
the Victorian Manor. Tickets for the event
were sold for $10.

The PBA also held an annual fund-

METUCHEN — While recycling
efforts continue to grow, so do con-
cerns about the town’s effort to so-
licit bids for a recycling truck.

The Borough Council shelved a
contract for a $48,000 recycling
truck last week because only one
company submitted a bid.

The Department of Public Works
(DPW) had suggested the contract
be awarded to Freedman Truck
Center of North Brunswick. But

| the coqncxl tabled the contract

to concerns over how the DPW SO~
licited bids for the vehicle.

Councilman James Conlon, a re-
tired engineer for the Parkway Au-
thority, said in his professional ca-
reer he was taught never to award
a contract when only one bid was
received. “That’s just not permit-
ted,” he said.

Mr. Conlon said this is the sec-
ond time the council received only
one bid for a contract for the DPW.
Last month, the councilman raised
similar questions about a garbage
truck contract. These two incidents
led Mr. Conlon to raise concerns
about how the DPW is writing its
contract specifications.

It is illegal, according to state
bidding law, to gear bid specifica-
tions toward a particular com-
pany’s product and thereby elimi-
nate other companies’ chances of

suceessfully bidding on a contract.

Recycling coordinator Justin
Manley said the DPW is not pur-
posely pushing contracts to any
company. He said the bid specifica-
tions are broad enough to have al-
lowed several companies to provide
the contract.

A clause in the general instruc-
tion to bidders for the recycling
truck states that “the borough of
Metuchen will consider all equip-
ment of equal or greater value and
quality.” This clause allows the
borough to receive bids on other
types of recycling trucks, he said.

“There 15 no bid rigging Five
companies picked up specifica-
tions; only one bid on it. It was 100
percent done legally,” Mr. Manley
said. “We bid the exact same ve
hicle in 1991. At that time, .a differ-
ent company was chosen.”

Mr. Manley added the $48,000 re-
cycling truck would be paid for by
a recycling grant and that with
only one bid the borough has still
found a good value.

The cost of the truck is within
$700 of the price of the last recy-
cling truck purchased (in 1991)
after adding three percent a year
for inflation, he said.

High school students help through work-study program

EDISON — Mayor George Spa-
doro presented certificates of com-
pletion Tuesday to five area stu-
dents who participated in a sum-
mer work-study program at the
John F. Kenney Child Care Center
in Heller Industrial Park.

In their dual roles as teacher’s
aides and pupils, high school stu-
dents Samantha McHugh, Danielle
Fresco, Jennifer Campos, Jerian
Manchee and Kimberly Normant
helped regular nursery school
teachers conduct art, alphabet,
gym and block-building lessons,
but studied each day too how to
best approach such lessons.

According to Donna Lambdin,
the center’s director of education,
some 25 high school students ap-
plied for the five positions requir-
ing nursery assistants to work four
hours, volunteer a half-hour and
study child education for one hour
each day at the site.

A warm personality mattered
much in the selection process,
along with some experience caring
for youngsters. Ms. Lambdin said
in working with the very young, a
gentler personality is sometimes
preferable to one that is “too force-
ful, too much.”

The program, begun as an ex-
periment in 1992, continues to
evolve as an experience for the
teachers as well as the students.

“We were all trained to work
with early childhood education
children,” Ms. Lambdin said, “so
we had to learn to adjust [to teen-
agers]. Now we know better how to
reach them.”

To qualify for the work-study
program, applicants needed to be
entering their sophomore, junior or
senior year at the time of applica-
tion, and to be either a child of a
Heller Industrial Park employee or
an Edison resident.

Kimberly Normant learned of
the program from an “Education
for Parenthood” class offered at
Edison High School, from which
she graduated in June. For her the

EHS graduate Jennifer Campos
chose the child care program over
an offer from the Edison Youth
Services Corps because it was her
last chance to be part of a work-
study program.

Ms. Campos, who also worked
part-time at a food store, was im-
mediately put to work at the child
care center and seen right away by
the children as a responsible adult.

The child care center was founded in 1987 by Ike Heller, the
owner of the Heller Construction Co., as an experiment to
provide day care for the industrial park’s employees and
township residents.

Her summer internship
satisfied one of several semesters’
worth of volunteer work required
of Bishop Ahr students.

“It achieved that and more,” she
said. “You get attached despite the
times you need to stop kids from
biting, hitting or fighting. When all

Edison prepares for busy school year;;

EDISON — As a new school year
approaches, the Board of Educa-
tion continues to juggle numbers
for a planned multi-million dollar

bond referendum.

Superintendent of  Schools
Melindo Persi proposed a $21.9
million repair and maintenance
plan for the district’s schools.
Board of Education President Gw-
ynne Kesselman said the proposal
needs fine tuning if the public is to
vote on a referendum in Decem-
ber.

The board has broken down into
committees looking at the costs of
the proposal, she said.

The proposal includes:

e $1844,775 for improvements to
bring the school into compliance
with the federal Americans with
Disabilities Act;

e $28181,935 on capital projects,
including carpeting and ceilings;

e $$10,190,788 on mechanical mod-
ifications such as repairing roofs,
plumbing, electrical and heating
systems;

e $2.9 million to add 38 classrooms
to meet increased district enroll-
ment;
e $1.08 million in architectural and
engineering fees;

e $275,000 for technology improve-
ments, including installing five
computers at the district's el-
ementary schools and CD-ROMs
with basic reference software for
the library media centers.

Some board members have pub-
licly disavowed the scope of the
referendum, saying it will cost tax-
payers too much money. Instead,
they have suggested a referendum
that would address only the dis-
trict’s most urgent needs.

Board member
said he would approve $4 million
for necessary roof repairs and $10
million in other repairs recom-
mended by a citizens task force.

While board members and the

superintendent battle over the final
referendum figure, they will also
have to deal with a growing school
population.

“One of the biggest challenges is
maintaining our class sizes,” Ms.
Kesselman said. “We don’t know
how class sizes will play out and
whether we have enough teach-
ers.”

Five hundred additional students
are expected to enroll in the dis-
trict’s 17 schools, and 2,000 more
students are expected by the year
2000, according to Sheehan Con-
sulting Group.

While the board looks down the
road, it is also preparing for open-
ing day for this school year.

Assistant Superintendent of Cur-
riculum and Instruction Robert
Ranta said there are no new
projects starting this year. How-
ever, he said the district is expand-
ing several programs started dur-
ing the past few years, including
several elements of “Cultural Un-
derstanding Initiatives.” He said
that means “expanding the SAVE
program in some of the elementary
schools.”

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PBA problems

Consumer Affairs should begin
investigation into union’s finances

The state Division of Consumer Affairs said it needs proof
the Edison Policeman’s Benevolent Association No. 75 solic-
ited without being registered as a charity, before launching
an investigation into the union’s finances.

As The Review reported in July, the Edison PBA has not
filed a charity registration form since 1992, when it reported
collecting $192,532. Division of Consumer Affairs spokes-
woman Pamela McClure said the division probably canceled
the PBA chapter’s registration sometime around Sept. 1993.

Without being registered with the state, a charity cannot
legally solicit funds from the public. Ms. McClure said the
state is unaware of the PBA soliciting without being regis-
tered as a charity.

“We do not have written proof,” she said. “If we get proof
we can take legal action.”

Although tax filings for 1993 (filed with the Internal Rev-
enue Service Aug. 21 of this year) seem to indicate the PBA
was not appealing for other contributions, solicitation letters
obtained by The Review prove otherwise.

In 1994 the state adopted new regulations toughening the
Consumer Affairs division’s regulations and penalties. The
division could then suspend or revoke a charity’s registra-
tion. A judge can also fine charities for not being listed with
the state — a $7,500 fine for the first offense and $15,000 for
subsequent offenses.

Under the law, a charity must file within six months of
the end of its fiscal year. The registration form requires that
charities break down the amount of contributions obtained
through direct mail, telephone solicitation, commercial co-
ventures, door to door, ete.

It is time for the Division of Consumer Affairs to fully
investigate the finances of the Edison PBA, so that we can
get a final determination as to whether the organization has
handled its finances properly.

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Technology is a good investment

To The Review:

Last week the Metuchen Board of Education pre-
sented a plan to bring network communications to
every classroom in town. Anyone who has used the
Internet can tell you how exciting it is — like sud-
denly being in the world’s largest library. The hope is
that this tool will inspire our students to explore on
their own. When you have a child excited about learn-
ing, all else, in terms of skills and knowledge, follows
almost immediately.

Everyone is also interested in the costs which may
be involved. It is clear we have to discuss how these
costs are distributed among our citizens. However, I
hope we will not focus only. on the difficulties, but
also set ourselves the goal of achxeving this vision,

working through or around the problems.

In his presentation, Professor Robert McClintock of
Columbia University brought up an interesting anal-
ogy. He urged that we look at the historical perspec-
tive, and consider how society was changed by new
modes of transportation. Consider what happened to
towns in the West which were passed up by the rail-
roads. Or more recently, what happened to the real
estate values in towns passed over by interstate high-
ways. If Metuchen becomes the site of an on-ramp for
the information superhighway, it is sure to secure
future prosperity for the children of the town, and
ultimately for all of its citizens. That sounds like a

good investment to me.

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Town shouldn’t pay for technology

To The Review:

I was very upset at the special Metuchen school
board meeting on Aug. 22 to find that the board was
giving serious consideration to a proposal by Colum-
bia University’s Institute for Learning Technology
(ILT) and Nynex to serve as a pilot program for one of
ILT’s pilot programs without having any detailed in-
formation.

It would seem to be that if Nynex is interested in
letting schools experiment with technology so that it
can design better networks for its customers that it
would be willing to provide all of the necessary equip-
ment at its expense to the Metuchen schools.

As I understand the proposal, we would provide the
equipment and Nynex would monitor the operation
for research purposes at no cost to themselves and at
considerable cost to the Metuchen taxpayers. If ILT's
program is not a success, ILT and Nynex will disap-
pear to victimize another school system while
Metuchen will be left with a lot of useless equipment.

There are other questions to be asked. First of all,

how many other school districts have been offered
this pilot program and rejected it? Also, how would
the acceptance of this program by the Metuchen
school affect Mr. Lisa’s career aspirations within
Nynex?

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Business-friendly strategy

By DAVID F. MOORE

In New Jersey's current outburst
of business friendliness, Governor
Whitman convened her cabinet to
develop a “Strategy To Advance
Regulatory Reform,” or STARR.

+ Cynics suggest the acronym
means “Strategy To Alleviate Re-
strictive Regulations.”

With the Dow dancing around
the 4700 level, masterful PR pro-
fessionals are needed to make any-
one believe that environmental
laws are damaging business.

With life ever more complicated,
rule-making substituted for good
planning, and a greedy chase for
profit sacrificing long-term public
welfare, some businesses push for
the demise of environmental regu-
lation. After all, it’s the American
way.

We’ve been through this before,

in differing forms. Historians tell of
the resource-exploitive days of the
robber barons, with railroads driv-
én into every corner of the country,
mining and manufacturing invad-
ing rivers and mountains, and for-
ests stripped away.
. The resulting damage led Presi-
dent Teddy Roosevelt and forestry
pioneer Gifford Pinchot to estab-
lish national forests, and institute
programs to protect soil, water and
forests.

Even in the decades since Earth
Day, business interests have tried
to overturn conservation and envi-
ronmental protection measures at
any hint of economic downturn.

bad for the environment

more than 90 days, deserved or
not.

That’s already the law with re-
spect to some programs; now the
scheme is to reduce the Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tion’s (DEP) budget so it can’t re-
spond in the required time, so that
permits get issued by default.

This kind of exercise is a redis-
tribution of income from us aver-
age taxpayers to business. It hap-
pens in two ways. The first is the
DEP income shift from natural re-
source fines and permit fees to
state budget appropriations, mostly
from income and sales taxes. That
change is now taking place, even
without the STARR report.

The ' second is that with the
downsizing of the DEP, rule
changes relaxing environmental
regulations and revision of envi-
ronmental laws, resource depletion,
damage and pollution cleanup fall
on the taxpayers of today and to-
MOITOW.

I know there was fierce infight-
ing within the Governor’s inner cir-
cle, and as a result the STARR re-
port is much better from a conser-
vation point of view than it was in
its earlier drafts. We can thank
DEP, among others, for that.

The Governor has said that
being business-friendly does not
mean that our environment must
be compromised. She is right on
that score, but if all the recom-
mendations of this report are put
into effect, the environment of this
state we’re in is in trouble.

Cadet’s supporters ignored her readiness

“See, I told you so.” If we could
speak to everyone who fought
against women’s suffrage 75 years
ago, I'd bet that would be their re-
action when they heard the story
of Shannon Faulkner and her bid
to join The Citadel.

“Give women the vote and take
away their femininity,” was often
the argument the opponents of suf-
frage made. Obviously, on seeing
this story, they would think their
arguments were valid. To them,
women in combat boots would be
just unthinkable, despite the large
numbers of women who traveled in
covered wagons to lands where
they plowed fields, hewed lumber
and built homes along the men.

The Army, Navy and Air Force
academies have integrated women
into their bastions and what hap-
pened? Nothing, except that the
women succeeded — or failed —
just like the men. The academies
haven’t compromised their stand-
ards, and we have been no less

successful on the battlefields.
There are many who still can’t
stomach the thought of women in
combat boots or as sailors on a
huge troop ship, but few argue
they can’t do the job or that they
lower the standards to be a soldier.

So what’s the fuss at The Cita-
del? Why isn’t it a question of
women’s suffrage? They want, they
say, to keep their school a males-
only institution. Well, fine, let them
do so — everyone has the right to
associate with whomever they
please — just give back the gov-
ernment funds and run a truly pri-

vate school.

Then those Carolinans who want
to send their sons to an elite school
that builds an elite breed of men
can do so. Aren’t they proud that
they subject their sons to up-
perclassmen who can spit into
their mouths, to being forced to
lick the upperclassmen’s boots, to
“assuming the position” to be beat-
en with planks because of some
real or made up infraction. And
aren’t they proud that the sons
who survive all this become the
same type of bully a year later.

These survivors become the
South’s finest gentlemen, who sup-
posedly understand compassion
and kindness and treating their
wives with dignity. But didn’t they
prove themselves by their reaction
to Shannon’s defeat? The more
one hears, the more one wants to
consider whether The Citadel
should be allowed to train our sons,
much less our daughters.

As much as this story has shown

that The Citadel has a great deal to
be criticized for — so has it shown
that those supported Shannon
Faulkner in her quest have as
much to be criticized for. They
spent millions of dollars on argu-
ing her case, but not one to provide
her with a personal trainer to get
her physically ready for the ordeal,
or to provide her with a counselor
to prepare her mentally.

She wasn’t a Jock who would be
ready for an ordeal in brutal South-
ern heat. Nor was she a tough lady
who could continue to take insults
and isolation in addition to the
physical trial. If they really cared
about her, rather than just “her”
cause, they would have recognized
that she was not going to make it.

That lack of perception proved a
major factor in Shannon'’s “failure”
and The Citadel's “success.” And,
in many ways, it was a blow to
women’s rights, which despite 75
years of suffrage still need nur-
turing. :

METUCHEN — The lack of
protective glass in teller win-
dows may have made First Fi-
delity Bank in Metuchen an en-
ticing target for a heist this
summer.

According to Metuchen Police
Lt. Stewart Novick, the robbery
at First Fidelity Bank in
‘Metuchen July 10 was carried
out in a manner similar to two
‘bank robberies in Highland
Park. The robber passed a note
to the teller saying he had a gun
and demanding money. The
suspect recovered the note.

None of the three banks had
protective glass in the teller
windows.

A glass barrier generally “dis-
courages these incidents,” ac-
cording to Paul Levine, a First

. Fidelity Bank public relations
director. He said that was only a
general observation and one
cannot determine the impact of
the glass on specific cases.

“Basically we put glass in of-
fices where experience suggests
there is a higher ... risk of bank

robberies,” Mr. Levine said. “In
our view there is not a high risk
in that (Metuchen) office.”

Highland Park Police Chief
Ronald Haskins would not com-
ment on whether protective
glass could have prevented the
Highland Park bank holdups at
Collective Savings Bank Aug. 12
and United Jersey Bank June 9.

The decision as to whether to
install glass in the teller win-
dows of a First Fidelity branch
is made by the security depart-
ment and the consumer bank-
ing department, according to
Mr. Levine. Both use their judg-
ment to decide whether past
events at that branch would jus-
tify glass.

No decision has been made
on whether to add glass barriers
at the First Fidelity branch in
Metuchen.

“Obviously we have protective
glass in many of our branches,”
Mr. Levine said, “but history
didn’t merit it in this office.”

He pointed out this was the
first time that bank had been
robbed, and one occasion would
not necessarily change the ap-
proach of the branch.

There are many questions to be
answered regarding the J.P.

. League six years ago, is an ever-
growing entity.

As the Sept. 9 season-openers
near, there are an astounding 157
recreation teams and 16 traveling
teams in the EUSA, which cor-
relates to about 2,000 players since
there _are roughly 12 to 16 young-

~ According to league president
“Ken Wilkinson, the number of
teams has been growing from five
‘to 10 percent a year, which is why
it’s one of the largest recreation

programs in the state. Every year
the play is upgraded and more
teamns are added.

The reason for the league’s suc-
cess is simple.

“At the recreation level we stress
our motto of participation for all. If
you have 15 and you're playing 11
at a time, which is typical of soccer,
then you have four sitting out. But
we make sure that the same four
won’'t be on the sidelines at the
end of the game. We encourage
coaches to give all a fair share of
playing time,” said Wilkinson.

The association is broken up into
two sectors, one which handles rec-
reation soccer and the other which
governs the traveling teams. Be-
cause of the numerous recreation
squads, it’s further broken down to
two regions — North Edison and
South Edison. Gene DeLusant is

the North Edison director and Den-
nis Callahan is the South Edison
director and Rudy Kohler is in
charge of the traveling teams.

Toyota’s Paseo drives like a rocket on the road

Toyota is very much in tune with

the wants of American drivers and
goes to great lengths to fulfill the
desires of every potential buyer.
The Paseo proves this point. Its un-
derpinnings are culled from its Ter-
cel sibling but the suspension,
horsepower and styling are
“tweaked” for a more sporting pos-
ture. Bob and Tom Hagin give this
upscale econobox a thorough going-
over.
BOB:The Paseo reminds me of
some of the old British sports se-
dans from the '50s and ’60s. The
Sunbeam Rapier was a tricked-out
Hillman Minx, the Austin-Cooper
was a hot-rod Morris Mini and the
MG Magnette was a high-
horsepower 16/60. The Paseo is a
Tercel with an attitude.

TOM:So the concept of produc-
ing a specialized version of a Plain
Jane isn't new. Standard power in
Paseo comes from a tiny 1.5-liter
inline four-cylinder engine that
usually pumps 100 horses and 91
pounds per foot of torque. But
since we live and work from the
West Coast, our California-spec car
has 93 horsepower and 100 pounds
per foot of torque.

BOB:But even with the power
loss, the Paseo we drove sprinted
around like a little rocket, -thanks
to the DOHC engine and manual
transmission. It's a five-speed unit
and the ratios are very well spaced
except for fifth. That gear is pretty
“tall” and I found it best suited for
highway cruising. It's definitely an
overdrive for reduced engine speed
at cruising.

TOM:The Paseo is definitely not
a true sports car like the Toyota

MR2 but it's lots more practical for
everyday use. The Paseo is front-
wheel drive, which gives good grip-
ping capabilities, and has an eager,
high-revving engine, which makes
the driver want to wind things up a
bit. The car only weighs just more
than 2000 pounds, so even with the
tiny engine, it really screams up
the freeway on-ramp. .

BOB:I felt the same way, Tom.
There’s also a four-speed automatic
available as an option and for
around-town driving, this may be
more useful. Although I've never
tried it, I understand the automatic
isn’t such a hindrance to perform-
ance and since its electronically
controlled by the car’s micropro-
cessor, it never misses a shift and
adjusts to the driver’s style. An-
other around-town advantage is
the nimbleness of its power rack-
and-pinion steering. Lock-to-lock
comes in under three turns, and
the car swings a U-turn in just over
32 feet. The Paseo has MacPherson
struts up front and a torsion beam
rear axle.

TOM:There are other options of-
fered, too. Anti-lock brakes add
$825 and air conditioning is $900
extra. The sporty rear spoiler adds
$375 and alloy wheels run $400
more. And while its back seat is
cramped, the trunk is even small-
er, giving only 7.7 cubic feet of
space, and there’s only a space-
saver spare for emergencies. Un-
fortunately, the full-sized spares
are expensive and take up lots of
room. But since this car is made
for drivers who aren’t loading tons
of stuff in back, those points aren’t
important.

“Tweaking” the suspension,

BOB:Inside, there’s the tradi-
tional Toyota quality in materials
and workmanship. The gauges,
controls and plastics are all done
with the finesse and expertise I ex-
pect from Toyota. But the dash has
a rather strange phenomena that I
can only refer to as “goggle-eyed.”
The instruments simply look

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Restorers bring MGB back to life

There’s a 1965 MGB currently
parked out in front of my house.
It’s hidden from view by a custom-
made car cover that’s in lots better
condition than the MG, and the
cover itself is pretty thread-bare.

Its wire wheels are the only vis-
ible sign that it’'s not a contempo-
rary small sedan of some sort and
occasionally I'll pull back the cover
to show off the old car to the
neighborhood kids. Usually they're
disappointed.

The old Brit is owned by my son
Terry and he’s had it for many
years now. He's storing it at my
place “just temporarily” until he
can get it up to his new home in
the Northwest where he can start
to restore it.

When he was asked by the oc-
casional passing British car enthu-
siast about selling the MGB, a
bored look of disdain crosses his
face and he usually answers with a
simple “of course not.” The enthu-
siast just gives a knowing shrug
and begins a monologue on the
MG breed that tells Terry he’s a
knowledgeable connoisseur and
understands why he has no plans
to sell. He realizes that Terry is an
MGB guy.

When the MGB was introduced
to the world market in 1963, no
one expected a somewhat cramped
two-seater providing only minimal
weather protection would survive
nearly unchanged for 18 years, and
that just more than a half million
would be sold. Its 1.8-liter engine
traced its origins back to the little
B Series Austin sedan engine of
1947 (a mechanism which I had in-
timate experiences with back then)
and the four-speed manual trans-
mission had a “crash” first gear
that quickly wore out and howled
bitterly when used.

The “B,” as it was commonly
called, was the direct descendent of
a long line of MG sports cars, start-
ing in 1924. The marque arrived in
this country just after World War 11
with the rough-riding, but classic
MG TC roadster. The immediate
ancestor to the “B” was the MGA,
a machine that was the offspring of
a wedding of Austin and Nuffield,
two English automakers who found
that amalgamation was the only al-
ternative to shutting down.

The “B” basically used the en-
gine and running gear of its pro-
genitor, but instead of a separate
chassis and softly rounded body,
the “B” was slightly shorter, more
squared off and, for lack of a better
word, somewhat Italian in charac-

ter. In place of the conventional
MG frame, the “B"” was of unit
construction in which the body and
chassis were welded as one piece.

This factor later lead to hor-
rendous rust problems in the MGB
and Terry’s car is rolling proof of
this affliction.

But if I had to offer a single
phrase to describe the MGB, it
would be just one word: Tthe car
was (and still is) “perky.” A more
modern expression would be “user-
friendly.” The car was comfortable
to sit in, easy to drive, and remark-
ably quick. It held the road like it
was riding on rails and delivered
good fuel mileage as well. It’s little
wonder that half a million of them
were sold.

While the MGB remained basi-
cally the same during its almost
two decades of production, it
evolved over the years. The some-
what fragile three-main bearing en-
gine was updated with two ad-
ditional crankshaft bearings in
1964. The “crash” low gear trans-
mission was replaced by a fully
synchronized gearbox in ’67. As
American automotive safety and
emissions standards became more
and more restrictive, the MGB had
to be altered to match, or lose its
American market. The carburetors
changed from the simple dual

Skinner Union side-drafts, to the
same units, but modified for U.S.--
mandated fuel evaporation control,
then to a single Stromberg side-
draft. The performance suffered as
years passed.

The crisp lines of the MGB re-
mained pretty much the same for
18 years, but parts of them were
changed — and not for the better.
The neat little chrome bumpers
front and rear gave way to huge
rubber units that incorporated the
air intake up front. The body was
raised on its suspension to con-
form to American headlight height
requirements.

But after 18 years, the MGB was
getting tired and had few buyers
by beginning of the '80s. The final
run ended in October of 1980.

But that’s not the end of the
MGB, either. British Motor Heri-
tage is the company that is owned
by the parent Rover Group and for
some years has been producing re-
production MGB body shells for re-
storers. Rover had British Motor
Heritage make complete MGBs in
the early '90s and the cars were (or
are) powered by Rover V§ engines.

And if restoring a vintage MGB
is what you have in mind, there is
a thriving aftermarket MG parts
industry that can provide any and
all parts for the job.

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‘Camshaft repairs are too frequent

By BOB HAGIN
FORBES NEWSPAPERS

Q: My 1992 Dodge Daytona IROC/
RT has less than 60,000 miles on
the odometer. In that period of
time, the camshaft timing belt
broke three times. The Dodge deal-
ership has done the replacement
on all occasions with no problems.
What can be done to keep this
from happening again?

A: Fiberglass cam-drive belts are
only good for about 60,000 to 80,000
miles at best, but three in that pe-
riod is excessive.

I contacted the engineering guys
at Chrysler through its media rela-
tions department and was told that
the breaking of the belt on your 2.2
liter engine may be traced to a cou-
ple of causes. The first may be that
the belt tension was incorrectly ad-
justed. The tension on a new belt is
to be set at 110 pounds and 70
pounds on a belt that's been in ser-
vice for a while. The note didn’t
give a plus or minus tolerance, so I
can only assume that it’s necessary
to use a belt tension gauge. I have
to be honest and say that I've
never found it necessary to use one
- but those IROC engines may be
touchy.

The other possible cause is that
you're revving it too high between
shifts. Although the engine will
pull Rapd to 7500 revs, the fuel de-
livery system has a cuc-off system
that shuts down at 7200. If you're
still hard on it at that point, the

on the belt and may cause it to
break. The engineers diplo-
matically said that this was not
suggested in this case.

Q: I own a 1981 Ford Fairmont
sedan. It’s got a six-cylinder engine
and I only use it to go to work and
back. It's really a disreputable
looking car, but it does the job I
need done. I don’t spend any
money on it and just keep the oil
up and put water in it when I need
to. I never take it to a mechanic
and so I'm writing you to ask you
about a noise that I hear coming
from the engine when I leave
home in the morning.

It is a squeal that is so loud that
all the neighbors can hear it. If I
let off on the gas a little bit, the
noise gets less or goes away. When
I step on the gas again, the noise
comes back. I don’t want to go to a
mechanic, but I don’t want some-
thing terrible to happen to this car.
It had 123,000 miles on it when the
speedometer broke some years
ago.

A: The noise you hear is probably
the alternator/water pump drive
belt slipping on its pulleys. As a
quick-and-dirty test, raise the hood
just before you drive off in the
morning and toss a cup of water on
the belt, then get in and run the
engine up a bit. If the noise goes
away for a moment, the belt is the
problem.

The belt gets glossy and smooth

on the part that touches the pul-
leys then it slips on them and the
resulting noise sounds like a crew
of banshees are having a conven-
tion under the hood. Sometimes
you can cure the problem by tight-
ening up the belt so that there’s
just a half-inch of play in it. If it’s
been going on very long, the “V”
part of the pulleys may be too slick
and the slipping may continue.
Then you’ll need a new belt in
which case you’ll need to invest in
some tools or a mechanic’s time.

You can buy a belt dressing at
an auto parts store and try that too.
Old cars are like old people. When
they get older, they need more care
and not less.

Q: My 87 Ford Mustang has a V8
engine and an automatic transmis-
sion. Occasionally in hot weather,
the engine won't restart after I've
run it for a while. If I wait a bit, the
engine will restart. It doesn’t hap-
pen very often, but I'm afraid of
getting stuck somewhere,

A: T'd bet that the starter solenoid
on your Ford is getting ready to
pack it in. This solenoid is a fist-
sized device that puts the current
to the starter. It consists of an iron
plunger that's activated when you
turn the key to the start position. If
the plunger sticks, the starter
doesn’t get current.

It’s also possible that the ignition
switch wiring to the solenoid has
developed high resistance that’s
heat sensitive.

here are some things to remember;
e Air pressure — Check monthly

and abrasions in the sidewall.

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How to attract birds

Feathered friends flock to favorite flowers

ou don't have to stock a
y feeder to make your prop-

erty attractive to birds. The
trees, shrubs and vines growing in
your back yard can sustain the
birds even during a winter as cold
as the one of ’93-'94.

If you're planting a new land-
scape this fall, renovating an old
one or just making some additions
here and there, consider the needs
of the birds.

Shrubs with a dense, twig-like
branch pattern are good for nest-
ing. If they produce berries, they
can also be a food source. Fire-
thorn, viburnum, shrub dogwood,
winterberry holly and star magno-
lia are good examples of plants
that meet these criteria and are
attractive as well. (Try the vibur-
num, winterberry holly and shrub
dogwood if the soil you're planting
in stays damp. They tolerate that.)

Also, if you have a wild or over-
grown area in your yard, you
might find some elderberry there.
If the birds leave any fruit, it’s
good for making wine and jelly.

Plants with pulpy fruit support
the needs of many birds. Thrush-
es, cedar waxwings, robins and
mockingbirds eat the pulp and ex-
crete the seeds, which are then
eaten by the chickadees and spar-
rows. The waxwings sometimes ar-
rive in flocks to feast on the fruit
of trees such as shadbush, also
called serviceberry or shadblow.

Evergreen trees are good for
protection and a source of food,
too. The pines, spruces, firs and
hemlocks you planted to slow
down the northwest wind or hide
unpleasant views are good shelter
for birds. The trees don’t keep the
birds warm of course, but the trees
do reduce the wind chill factor and
keep the rain off somewhat. Also,
the seeds in the cones are full of
nutrients birds need.

Garden flowers we grow for their
beauty actually feed birds as well.
Most people know about sunflow-
ers and mums attracting birds.

Zinnias, marigolds, petunias and
snapdragons also produce seed
birds eat. Horticulturally, the best
practice is to pick off the aging
flowers before they produce any
seed. If your goal is to support a
colony of birds, you should let

these flowers age on the plant so
seeds develop.

We've gotten a few calls in our
office about attracting hum-
mingbirds to the garden. The
plants that really bring hum-
mingbirds in are the trumpet vine,
trumpet honeysuckle, beauty
bush, butterfly bush, weigela, fox-
glove and snapdragon. The birds
are experts at extracting nectar
from deep, tubular flowers, and
the birds’ favorite color is red.

If you have a dead tree in your
yard, consider leaving the tree
there for the birds that nest in cav-

ities. Remove the outer ends of the

branches until you have a main
trunk about 15 feet high with side
branches about 2 feet long. Wood-
peckers excavate holes and use
them for a season. But after that,
they’re home for chickadees and
bluebirds.

A patch of lawn is important for
birds that hunt for soil insects,
grubs and worms. It provides a
viewing area for anyone who
wants to watch all the sround-
feeding birds. A small lawn areca is
the equivalent of a clearing in the
woods.

Special events
and weddings are held in deco-
rated banquet rooms.

Second choice is entrees. Adding
specials to the regular menu, Chef
Carlos Rodriguez offers 55 dishes.
Considering the pastas, seafood,
health-conscious dishes, duck,
steaks, chops and roasts, plus the
international delights, diners have
an incredible array of choices. In-

- ternational dishes include German
pork chops and sauerbraten, Ba-
varian bratwurst, French chicken
forestiere, veal served in Swiss and
Italian ® recipes, and Southern
sugar-cured ham steak and fried
chicken.

If all are as good as the ones we
had, no one will be disappointed.

We began our leisurely meal
with appetizers ($4.95-$7.95) of sea-
food ravioli pomodoro, served atop
a green pesto sauce and red salsa,
and seafood crepes, the latter a
truly scrumptious medley of fish
and creme sauce wrapped in a del-
icate pancake,

The snapper turtle soup ($3. 50)
was good; when we added the
sherry served on the side it was
great. The cold strawberry banana
soup was an outstanding summer
dish.

Salad, served will all entrees,
was the usual blend, but crisp and
cold and decoratively served.

Seafood dishes ($15.25-$20.95)
offer filets of salmon, sole and
flounder, crab meat combinations,
and a broiled combination. The lat-
ter, my companion’s choice, in-
cluded a fresh crab meat cake, suc-
culent scallops and stuffed
shrimps, and flounder stuffed with
crab meat. The $17.95 dish is a
seafood lover’s delight.

We were allowed half-orders of
wiener schnitzel, the house spe-
cialty of breaded veal cutlet, and
an evening special, rack of lamb,
tiny tender larpb chpps pe}'f_ectly

cooked with a raspberry and sher-
ry demi glace.

We ended our meal with two sin-
ful desserts. One was an ice cream,
toasted coconut and liquor combi-
nation that you would enjoy even
if you're not an ice cream aficio-
nado. The other was cheesecake
with fresh strawberries. The straw-
berries were sweet, and the
cheesecake, advertised as “New
York style,” was not; it was much
lighter, much airier and much bet-
ter for an after-dinner feast. _

All entrees include potato du
Jour (this jour fried chips with soft
centers, crispy outside), rice pilaf
and homemade spaetzle. We rec-
ommend you order something
with gravy if you choose the latter;
it needs a covering. Dishes of fresh
glazed carrots accompanied our
meals, good enough for even my
non-carrot-loving companion to
find enjoyable.

Wines are sold by the glass and
bottle. A bar is available for drinks
of all kinds.
