“I have never known a fall without competing, teaching,
or coaching cross-country since | was about 15,” remarks
Eamon Downey, who after 37 years, is stepping down
from his post as the varsity cross country coach (but will
continue teaching history in the upper school).
A competitive track and long-distance runner,
Downey came to PDS in the fall of 1973 to teach middle
school history and to coach the MS and US cross-country
teams. After eight years he shifted from teaching history
in the middle school to the upper school, and soon after,
became chair of the history department.
Downey says one of the highlights of his PDS
coaching career was the 1991-1992 season, when he was still training with
the varsity runners (doing pace work and distance runs), and the team placed
extraordinarily well in the state championships: “One of our stars was Justin
Geisel. We were so good that year—we placed 1, 2, 3, 7, and 11. It was
legendary!”

While Downey says he is ready to move on and leave the team in the
capable hands of its new coach, Merrell Noden, he continues to appreciate the
many memorable seasons of competition, and the sport that he is passionate
about. “If you’re going to go, go out on a high note,” states Downey, who was
named cross-country coach of the year by the Trenton Times last year, and whose
team also recently won the state title two years in a row.

RINCETON DAY SCHOOL
MOURNED the loss of a dear
colleague and beloved member
of the faculty, Jim Walker, who
died peacefully at his home in June.
Beginning his tenure in 1976, Jim
served the school well and fully for 35
years, as Math Department Chair for
18 years, Chair of Academic Affairs
Committee for five years, and, for a
decade, as Dean of Students. On most
fall afternoons, he could be found on
Baker Field, where, as head coach of
both junior varsity and varsity football
for two decades, he and his teams
enjoyed great success, capped by a state
championship in 1980. A recipient
of the Robert C. Whitlock Award for
Distinguished Teaching in 1997, he
embodied the qualities celebrated in the
School’ highest honor for its faculty:
“Exceptional teaching skills, devotion to
students, gentleness, patience, courtesy,
zeal for knowledge, inspiration, and
pursuit of excellence.”

Head of School Paul Stellato observed:
“The qualities that so distinguished Jim
Walker as a teacher, advisor, and coach -
those of honesty, decency, integrity, and
optimism - live on in the scores of stu-
dents who were fortunate enough to sit at
the foot of this master teacher, as they do
in those members of the faculty, staff, and
administration who served with, and were
inspired and encouraged by, this gracious,
patient man. Although he has left us well
before his time, we take great comfort in
knowing that all he taught us - about our
work, ourselves, and our School - lives
on.”

Jim is survived by his wife, Barbara,
long-time member of the Princeton Day
School English department; and his
children, Jeff’88, and Kerry. A service of
remembrance of Jim Walkers life at Princ-
eton Day School was held on Sunday,
June 12, in the McAneny Theater. Here
are some excerpts from the remarks made
at the ceremony:

stin Krebs *96 didnt listen to his grandmother.
he had, he might have titled his recently
leased book “I'm a Yankee Doodle Dandy Too,”
stead of 538 Ways to Live, Work and Play Like
Liberal. He also could have changed the name
of his nationwide franchise, Drinking Liberally,
to Getting Together Over Beverages to Discuss
Politics after he received an e-mail message from an
angry member of MADD (Mothers Against Drunk
Driving). But Krebs prefers liberal use of words
like—well— “liberal.”

“Actually, the Drinking Liberally website
prominently states As you drink liberally, always
drink responsibly,”” asserts Krebs, founder of
Drinking Liberally and its umbrella organization,
Living Liberally. The Drinking Liberally website

Liberally franchise, which includes Drinking
Liberally, Reading Liberally, Screening Liberally,
Laughing Liberally, and Eating Liberally.

“It was the spring of 2003 and the Iraq war had
begun, a pretty depressing time for progressives,”
says Krebs, recalling the nascence of the group
that would become Drinking Liberally. While he
initially felt dismay about the U.S. engagement, he
realized even his own like-minded friends in the
liberal city of New York werent getting involved
and speaking their minds. “A friend and | began
this project to get our own friends to start talking
and thinking about politics in our natural habitat.
Our aim was to connect our social worlds with our
political worlds,” says Krebs.

‘Our aim was to connect our social worlds with our political worlds
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(livingliberally.org/drinkingliberally) is command
central for the 231 chapters around the country
(and four international ones).

Though the name “Drinking Liberally” may
not smack of political correctness, Krebs is PC
in the literal sense. Krebs, who calls himself a
“political and cultural entrepreneur,” advocates
living a life that is truly in harmony with one’s
political ideals (preferably liberal ideals), on a
day-to-day, not once-per-four-year, basis. Political
engagement is at the core of Krebs’ vocation, and
is what launched the momentum of Drinking
Liberally—and ultimately the whole Living

Krebs and his pals would meet every Thursday
night at Rudy’ bar on the west side of Manhattan
to talk politics, and before long friends of friends,
then total strangers, would start showing up.
Purely through word of mouth and a few blogs
and Yahoo groups (this was all pre-Facebook),
attendance was growing exponentially.

The fact that one of the regulars at Rudy’
weekly rants coined the name “Drinking Liberally”
is something Krebs says captures the spirit of the
whole endeavor. Its organic outgrowth to other
pursuits was rapid. “People took the idea and
ran with it and made the idea their own, and it
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spread to other cities. Our own chapters started
meeting at cafes, doing bicycle outings, seeing
movies together,” explains Krebs, who ultimately
developed the Living Liberally brand.

“l always had the political activist’s mindset,”
says Krebs, who currently lives in Brooklyn with
his new wife, Casey Selzer (who one could say
practices birthing liberally—she is a midwife).
While his parents were engaged politically and dis-
cussed current events at home, Krebs cites his years
at Princeton Day School as having a significant

we— people who call themselves
liberals— are all sharing in this
country, whether we'e in the Deep
South or in the Northeast?”
While he tries to encourage
fellow progressives to put their beer,
food, book, and entertainment
allowances where their ballots are across the four
corners of the country, Krebs also spends part of
his work week managing another venture close
to his home, and his heart—The Tank. Krebs co-

impact on his career direction. “PDS is a small
enough school that everyone ends up getting in-
volved in multiple projects,” says Krebs, who seized
this opportunity by joining the performing arts
program, being class presi-
dent, community council
student body president, an
editor of the Spokesman, and
a member of the model U.N.

While he sought to continue a similar
trajectory at Harvard, he found the student
government at the college less fulfilling, and more
akin to “Roberts Rules of Order,” a term he uses
liberally and disdainfully. In contrast, he notes,
“At PDS you became involved because you wanted
to create change; it was a useful, proactive way of
improving the life of students.”

After Harvard, Krebs did some improvisational
comedy, but thereafter decided to take on short-
term projects (lasting no longer than six months)
to test the occupational waters. After a stint
working for Hillary Clintons New York senate
campaign and then in her senate office, along with
a job promoting the New York City park system,
things started to crystallize for Krebs. “One job
arena was becoming clearer: advocacy and public
affairs,” he says.

After his Living Liberally franchise began to
explode, Krebs began hearing more and more
from the disparate chapters around the country,
and about how its members engaged as liberals.
He decided to write a book that told the story of
Drinking Liberally, but also that tackled the topic
of what it means to be a liberal.

“Conservatives have a four-point coda of
their beliefs—strong military, family values, low
taxes, small government—that they can rattle
off. But there isn't necessarily an equivalent for
liberals,” explains Krebs, who nevertheless asserts
that 538 Ways is not “especially a political book.”
“Its about the liberal lifestyle. What is it that

founded The Tank, an uber-groovy, not-for-profit

present an array of eclectic art and performances
at a low cost to the public. “We have done some
political comedy shows, debates, music, film, dance
.. .this theatre is about having a public space where
all kinds of expression can find a home,” he explains.
This concept of an arts “commons” that puts
on an estimated 500 shows a year dovetails with
his 538 living liberally ideals; Krebs equates being
a liberal with the idea that “we’re better off when
we live for each other than when we live only
for ourselves.” With Living Liberally growing at
a rapid pace—all the more fueled by the steady
buildup of the political climate in anticipation of
the 2012 elections— it seems many others around
the country agree. Another pitcher please!

EMPTATION IS A FUNNY THING. Foolish as it might seem, | believe an informed
appreciation and deep reverence for temptation are characteristics of a refined mind and
attentive heart. While school people (and every parent) spend their time trying to convince
their youthful charges of the wisdom of Dryden’ pithy observation, those of us far removed
from our youthful indiscretions to place them in some relief may actually pine for a time when each new
day offered temptations too great to number. We may have become more virtuous. We may have become
wiser. Or we may have chosen to succumb to less venal temptations: collecting wines, growing roses, or
timing the market. Perhaps the shift occurs at the very moment we come to understand the powerful link
between temptation and consequence. (Better shun the bait, than struggle in the snare.) Perhaps we have a
better sense of our responsibility for not just ourselves but for others. Perhaps it is easier to avoid the mess
than it is to clean it up. So how to talk to the school about temptation without sounding like my father?

As | looked out on the audience seated in front of me at the first upper school assembly of the year,
it occurred to me how great the gulfwas between me and them: the span between the graying head
of school and his ever youthful charges was at least forty years and growing by a decade each minute.
Frankly, given the current pace of change in our culture, 1 might as well have been a minor, Old
Testament prophet - the kind our ninth graders come across in Bill Stoltzfus’ Bible class - translating the
Word for those whom he hopes might one day may find the true path.

Yes, my faculty colleagues and | may have less and less in common with these young movers and
shakers, but, in a school community of high achievers and restive strivers, we share an inclination to one
particular transgression: we are daily tempted not to make any mistakes. Many of us (including their head
of school and a host of his faculty colleagues) exhaust ourselves trying to get through the day without
making a mistake. If, in skirting calamity, success attaches itself to this avoidance effort, we are happy to
take credit for the plan. Yet, try as | might, the mistakes rush like a torrent.

What, then, to make of these mistakes, gaffes, missteps tumbles, and wrong turns? As the person
occupying the most formidable bully pulpit in the school, | sent this simple message: | have sworn off the
temptation not to make a mistake and am pleased to report a record of stunning achievement.

The quality of our mistakes matters, though that quality is impossible to measure at the moment
of commission. More important, though, are the nature and quality of our responses: what we make of
our mistakes, how we rebound and reassert ourselves in the throes of disappointment or embarrassment.
Hie mistakes I recall most vividly are those | did not have permission to make; they have proved to be of
little use to me. Those from which | have learned the most | was allowed and encouraged to make. Their
value to me grows with each passing day. Exceptionally equipped as they are, as the mission statement
proclaims, “to prepare our students to act knowledgeably, to lead thoughtfully, to share generously, and
to contribute meaningfully,” our faculty reveals its greatest strength at the moment our students need it
most: in the midst of struggle and disappointment. Cleary, when our students and alumni speak of the
relationships they have developed with members of the faculty, it is likely those bonds did not form and
grow in the midst of unalloyed triumph.

I am no advocate of temptations of a baser sort: sloppiness, carelessness, thoughtlessness. But one
day, in a classroom or on the stage or a playing field, the brightest, most able student among us will
stumble, fall, and wonder if he or she will ever rise again. How he or she rises may prove to be the lesson
of a lifetime. To ask for anything less would be a tragic mistake.

IPad Pilot Program:

A New Vision for Learning and Teaching

Harnessing the Power ofa Singular Device

w T hat if students had at
% [ their fingertips one tool
%/ to help them complete
most, if not all, of the
tasks associated with a comprehensive
project? What if that tool were available
today?

The Middle School students at
Princeton Day School have the unique
opportunity to participate in an
archaeological dig, right here on campus,
each September. This project is an
amazing way for the 5thgrade students
to take part in an integrated learning
experience in the humanities. First, the
students learn about the elements of
culture and how archaeologists use their
discoveries to advance our understanding
of ancient cultures. Then each class
builds their own culture using those
same elements (food, work, religion,
shelter, etc.) and creates “artifacts”
which are buried for another class to
excavate, record, and analyze. Finally,
the analysis is later compared against

the original intent of the students. This
project requires the students to engage
in research on ancient cultures, take
photos of their finds, keep a field journal,
and ultimately create a database of their
discoveries.

The Apple iPad has exploded onto
the cultural scene and in record time
has changed the way people receive
and record information. Though
educators have been exceedingly quick
at identifying the tablet as a device for
the classroom, many have struggled with
how to use the tool effectively. It clear
that its benefits for learning are vast:
the iPad delivers text, images, and video
instantly, is kinesthetic, features only one
open screen at a time, has a battery life of
about 10 hours, and, at just over a pound
in weight, is very backpack-friendly
(some might even argue that it replaces
the backpack).

Using the example of the archaeology
project, it’s reasonable to assume that
the students could use their iPad for the

entire project. From doing research on
specific search engine apps, to taking
photographs and recording video, to
keeping a journal on site, to tracking and
organizing their discoveries, to ultimately
having all the information at their
fingertips at any given time, the iPad
would transform the experience.
The faculty and staff of Princeton
Day School have been eager to create
an iPad program for the school that will
enhance the comprehensive and rigorous
curriculum in place, and position
the school as a leader in 21¢-century
learning. Two years ago, a faculty task
force came together with the goal of
utilizing computers and/or devices to
increase student engagement. It was
crucial to be specific in educational
objectives, and to have the ability to
accurately assess the impact of the
device on student engagement. With
the advent of the Apple iPad2, the
group determined that the singular
device offers a new learning style that
is very comfortable for this generation
of students, and allows faculty to both
employ a cross-disciplinary approach and
accommodate different learning styles.
As Steven Hancock, Head of the
Middle School, who spearheaded the
project, recently remarked, “the iPad2
is a relatively new device and has great
potential to positively impact a child’s
educational experience. Schools across
the country are beginning to explore
its use in classrooms, and we believed
the time was right to pilot a program at
Princeton Day School.”

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Launching an iPad Pilot Program
for the Middle School

This September, Princeton Day School
announced the kick-off of a unique
three-year iPad Pilot Program for our
Middle School students, beginning with
a program for 5th and 6th grade students
for the 2011-2012 academic year. At the
beginning of the school year, each 5t
and 6thgrade student was presented with
their own iPad2, creating a 1.1 student to
tablet ratio. The thinking behind piloting
the program with our youngest Middle
School students was that they have yet
to develop a relationship with their
textbooks.

The safety of Princeton Day School
students is always of the highest
priority, which is why the devices will
be managed by the school, and used
solely as an educational tool. And with
the conversation of technology now
focused on one device, families, students,
and teachers are connected to each
other and able to work collaboratively
on issues such as limits, controls, and
opportunities.

A crucial element of the Princeton
Day School iPad Pilot Program is that
PDS faculty are designing and creating

new apps based on the comprehensive
curriculum developed over the years at
the school. Apps now in development
include a search engine called in which
students can research any given topic
(e.g., Islam, the Renaissance), and receive
accurate and appropriate sources for their
work; an online record of student
reading that replaces traditional
book logs; and apps for grammar
and spelling.

The Middle School iPad
Pilot Program is funded through
the generosity of parents and
friends of the school. Director
of Advancement Kathy Schulte
commented, “we are continuing
to seek support from additional
families to completely fund the three-
year program. It is our intention to fully
integrate the iPad into the Middle School
curriculum at the end of three-year pilot
program.”

Exploring U.S. History
on the iPad2

As the Middle School iPad Pilot Program
begins, the Upper School History
Department is launching a pilot project
for the 10th grade class, using the digital

text. Note that this isn’t merely a digital
version of the textbook, but rather a
digitized version of the textbook, which
includes primary source materials
(including songs), podcasts with the
author, quizzes, and the capability to
take notes and highlight portions of the
text. This group of students will use the
iPad version of the text exclusively and
will use the device for all class activities
throughout the year. The remaining 10th
grade students will continue to use the
actual textbook, and will also function
as a control group for this project. Over
the course of the year, the History
Department will conduct surveys to
measure the impact of the iPad version
of the text on the academic engagement
of our students. History Department
Chair George Sanderson, who
spearheaded this project, noted “these
surveys will provide us with important
data for our Middle States evaluation,
as well as for our ongoing evaluation of
technology and student learning.”

Mr. Sanderson went on to remark
“PDS will be perhaps the first school
engaging in this kind of study. We were
interested in creating a specific program
that could be measured accurately.”

“The wisdom and vision Steve
Hancock and George Sanderson bring to
all of their work with student and faculty
now reside in a handheld device,” noted
Head of School Paul Stellato.

“We spent several days visit-
ing him in the hospital. He
was gradually building a little
strength, and his doctors and fam-
ily made the decision to start in-
tensive chemo treatments. During
the time he was starting chemo,
we traveled around Ireland for
a week. His condition had im-
proved slightly upon our return.

“Bill convinced his doctors
that he needed to entertain us in
his own home before we left to go
home, and he was sprung from
the hospital for a few hours for
Sunday dinner. The visit and glass
of wine did his spirits wonders, al-
though he tired very quickly and
asked to be taken back to the hos-
pital before his allotted time was
up. Subsequently he was allowed
home for longer visits and then
was discharged from the hospital.

“He did very well for several
months; his strength improved
and he was able to go about his
business on his own. The doc-
tors tried to treat him, but with
no success. At his request he was
taken home where he died with
most of his family present.”
