THIS has been a week of disasters on the
water which immediately following the ac-
cidents to the Narragansett and Queen, are
calculated to make timid people hesitate to
trust their lives to the tender mercies of
steamboat officers. Monday afternoon,
about five o'clock, the steamboat Seawan-
baka, on her regular trip to Glen Cove,
was burned when off Ward's Island, New
York Harbor. There were alwut 300 pas-
sengers on board, 50 of whom are supposed
to have lost their lives. The fatality would
have been much greater but for the heroism
of the captain who kept his post at the
wheel till completely encircled by the
flames, skilfully guiding the burning
vessel till she ran upon the flats, thus
enabling scores to escape who would other-
wise have been drowned or burned. Tues-
day morning the excursion steamer Long
Branch, having on board 700 children and
teachers of the Hanson Place, Brooklyn,
Sunday School collided with a loaded
barge, by which her bow was crushe^l in,
and a terrible calamity was barely escaped.
Tho school was landed in safety oni the
New York side, and returned to Brooklyn,
disappointed of their anticipated day of
pleasure but grateful for tholr providential
escape. On Wednesday, at Montreal, a
steamer wit1) 50 passengers entering a! lock
of the Lachluo Canal, ran under a full head
of steam against the opposite gate, beyond
which was a wall of water 20 feet high,
which let loose by the destruction of the
gate nfshed out in a desolating torrent
carrying everything before i t The steamer
wrecked by the collision, sank In Avc'min-
utes.
