Ferrets antHUU Ones-Helped—

Ferrets and rats were once used
in the process of pulling electric
cables Into the underground ducts,

rori waa aa foHowo: a rat
was released in the duct in which a
cable was to be installed. A few sec-
onds afterwards a hungry ferret was
.set free to chase the rat. Attached to
the ferret's body was a strong string
which was pulled through tbe duct
E3 the ferret .pursued the rat ffittr
tho next manhole. Once the string
was entirely through the duct a
heavy wire could be drawn through
ta pull in th,e cable. This method
worked well enough except when an
unexpectedly brave rat would turn
in the middle of the duct and give
batUa to.th*. f»rr»t, an_ay»nt .whiok
happened only too frequently.

In" pulling in cables today a
mechanical "ferret" driven by com-
pressed air, is sent through the cable
duct. Wooden rods in short "sections"
and joined by flexible couplings are
also used when, compressed air 13
not available.

tribution systems are remarkably re-
liable. Even should a cable or trans-
former suddenly fail the cable net-
work is so designed that service to
customers is continued.without in-
terruption. :
