Five
or (six dollars, however, is the UBual gum
paidj seven to girls in the silk, velvet |and
other oxpensive departments, and from
sevei) to ten to forewomen, head dress-
mak( rs, <kc Ten dollars a week seems at
first night quite a sum fora woman to earn;
but'i here is to be taken iuto account the
cost tf living, board, &c., dress, which is
veryjdenr—and going out in all weathers is
ruin.qus to clothing—street-car fare pnd
washing. I met one girl who was receiv-
ing eight dollars a week, and she told me
slie (jould not save a cent. She paid five
dollars a week for her board, ^ne dollar
aud e half for washing and car-fare, and
the remainder hardly Kepi her in gloves
nnd ihoes; and when one considers the cost
of t lose very necessary articles it is not
so PI rprising. ;

I ( uestioned another girl who worked as
a dressmaker in a large establisliment. She
recotved six dollars a week, and paid four
dollars for board, having breakfast at 0:30
a. in., taking some slight luncheon with
her,land returning (by special personal
favor) in time for dinner at 7 o'clock. I

A boarding-house is not a particularly
pleasant place to live in at best, but Ihe
clas^of establishments that business girls
can afford to reside in, are cheerless in the
extreme. The girls sleep two, three: or
four] in a room, according to the size, ind
generally two together, and as they are
continually coming and going, one canjiot
be sore of a companion for any length of
timo. In fact, there can be no comfort,1 as
we understand the word, no privacy, no
homlo life at all, only a sort of scramble
throjigh existence from dny to day-r-a
Bcmmblo for breakfast, a scramble to get
to b(uBiuess and a scramble through it, a
stniigle for sitting or standing room in a
car Eome; and if there is to be any amuke-
ment.'it is the worst scramble of all. |
