This is indicated by the in-
complete results of a small
sampling of Herald subscribers
who were polled last week on
their present presidential prefer-
ences.

The Herald mailed cards to
250 subscribers selected at ran-
dom from its circulation lists.
The cards were returnable with-
out signature so the identities of
those replying is mot known:
They were mailed to all neigh-
borhoods of the city. As of this
week, cards were reffirned by
92 of the 250 receiving them,
making a 38 cent response,
an unsually High return for a
mail survey,

Forty-nine stated they intend
at this time to cast their ballots
for Goldwater and 28 stated
they will vote for Johnson. How-
ever of the 28 Johnson voters, 22
signified that although their
votes for president will go to
Johnson, they will back the re-
mainder of the Republican
ticket,

Four said they intend to vote
for neither Johnson or Gold-
water but will vote for other
GOP candidates.

No replies were received to
the question “I intend to vote
fo: other Democratic candidates
but not for Johnson.”

One person said “it is too
early to tell" and one indicated
by a question mark that he was
not yet ready to make a choice
A few made other comments,
such as “No! No!" after Gold-
water’s name and still another
was more explicit in his dislike
of Goldwater,

Norman 8. Hill, Jr., son of
Dr, and Mrs, Norman Hill of 43
Passaic avenue, last week re-
signed his post as national pro-
gram director for the Congress
of Racial Equality (CORE) be-
cause of difference of opinion
over the organization’s election-
year tactics.

Mr. Hill, who was born and
educated here, said he resigned
because he favored a curtail-
ment of civil-rights demonstra-
tions and a new emphasis on
political action during the cam-
paign. He has accepted a post
with the American Federation of
Labor — Congress of Industrial
Organizations at Washington. He
now lives in New York City.

Mr. Hill, who is 30, majored
in sociology at Haverford Col-
lege and studied for an MA de-
gree at the Univeristy of Chi-
cago before joining CORE. He
planned the “sit-in™ for the Tri-
horough Bridge but was opposed
to the plans for.a “stall-in” for
the opening of the World’s Fair
in April. He also was in charge
of organizing the March on
Washington.

Mr, Hill was recently seen on
television during the GOP: ma-
tional convention when CORE
groups picketed the outside of
the Cow Palace at San Fran-
ciseo.

In a letter of resignation to
James Farmer, the national di-
rector of CORE Mr, Hill eriti-

cized the organization for what| £e

he called overdependence on|
|demonstrations. :

“The civil rights movement
and the nation find themselves
faced with. a ‘white backlash’
encouraged by reactionary polit-

August was a record-breaking
jmonth weatherwise, according
to Harold Duflocq, meteorologist
at Union Junior College Mete-

In his monthly report to the
U. S. Weather Bureau, Mr, Du-

‘Businessmen, pooling their information
on the subject, are casting about for ways
and means to halting employee thefts.
Some concerms hire “s, " to keep an
eye on the store or shop. Others have
check-out inspections and package passes
and still others use closed TV to peer into

" the stock room or sales counter.

That the problem is a major one may
be gleaned from the fagt that thefts by
bonded employees totaled §73 million last
year, Thefts by unbonded workers are ad-
mittedly much greater, ‘

One large department store chain es-
timates that employee pilferage equals 1

_per cent of total sales. A small paint fac.
tory was on the verge of bankruptcy until
