TO SEND IN AN ALARM OP FIRE.

Open the box and pull the hook down on the inside door,
once only, and let go. If the tapping of the signal
is not heard within the box, go to the nearest box
and repeat the operation. The key of the box can
only be removed therefrom by an officer of the de-
partment holding a releasing key. Close the door of
the box before leaving it. Do not leave the box until
the arrival of the first apparatus. The location of
the key is to be found on a sign on the pole to which
the fire alarm is attached.
