Parents protest suspensions,
defend varsity soccer coach

Parents of students suspended for
drinking during a soccer trip to Bermuda
have protested the penalties imposed
upon their children.

The parents have also rallied around
Varsity Boys Soccer Coach Walt Leonow
and asked that school investigative proce-
dures be reviewed.

In a petition given to Superintendent of
Schools Mark Smith, parents of soccer
players and other students involved in
the incident asked that the suspensions
be revoked, that no “inappropriate” ac-
tion be taken against the coaches in-
volved, and that school investigative pro-
cedures pertaining to cases like this one
be reviewed.

The high school’s varsity and junior
varsity boys soccer teams resumed play
Tuesday in the wake of a drinking inci-
dent which occurred Oct. 13 while the
teams were visiting Warwick Secondary
School in Bermuda. The incident led to
three-day suspensions of 21 students,
mostly players, the forfeiture of the var-
sity's first-round Union County Touma-
ment game against Rahway on Tuesday,
Oct. 16, and the postponement of a key
conference game with Kearny two days
later. No new date for the Kearmy game
had been set as of Record deadline.

The concerns enumerated in the peti-
tion came as a result of the way some
students were allegedly questioned fol-
lowing the administration’s discovery of
the incident Parents also expressed con-
cern because of the team's automatic
elimination from the county tournament,
especially in light of players who did not
break any rules.

Some of Leonow's students at the high
school, where he teaches physical educa-
tion, also expressed concern for the

> coach by staging a brief sit-in during

homeroom period in the high school
courtyard last Friday moming

Leonow has declined to comment on
any aspect of the incident

Smith, in a meeting last Thursday night
with two soccer parents, said he would
not change the disciplinary action taken
by High School Principal Robert Petix.
Smith said no inappropriate steps would
be taken concerning Leonow and added
that he is always ready to sit down and
review procedures and would do so with
Petix.

Both parents at the meeting, Fd Zad-
ourtan and Jim DiClericos, refused to
comment on the petition,

Smith also said that he shared with the
parents his “disappointment” that thetr
focus seemed to be “moere on the dis-
icplinary actions and the game and not
as much on the problem of teenage
drinking and how 10 address it"

Petix also sald he was “sormewhat dis
appointed there wasn't more outspoken
concern about the violation itsell” during
a meeting the previous night at the high
school with soccer parents

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“The coach gave me four names (of
students) to investigate,” Petix said. High
school administration members then be-
gan calling students down to the office to
discuss the matter, Petix said.

Tuesday afternoon: With the investiga-
tion not yet completed, Athletic Director
Gary Kehler called Rahway High School
to see if the county tournament game
could be rescheduled Rahway had a
game against Scotch Plains on Thursday,
and the second round of the tournament
was Saturday, so the game had to be
played either Wednesday or Friday.

“Gary said they had a problem, and left
it at that,” Rahway Athletic Director Tom
Lewis said. Lewis, in consultation with
his head soccer coach, decided not to ask
his players to play Westfield and Scotch
Plains on consecutive days. Westfield had
beaten Rahway, 10-0, two weeks earlier.
and Scotch Plains would end up beating
the Indians 7-0. Lewis informed Kehler
that Rahway could not play on Wed-
nesday or Friday. Kehler then told Lewis

Westfield would have to forfeit the game.

“There was no choice (but to forfeit the
game),” Petix said. “It was regrettable,
We did try to reschedule the game for
Wednesday, but Rahway couldn’t make it,
and we respect that

“If we had been informed, as we
should have been, about the problem on
Sunday or Monday, we could have done
our investigation and taken appropriate
action and possibly not forfeited the
game."”

Tuesday evening: Some soccer parents
met and dralled a petition to Smith and
the Board of Education citing concerns
about the way the administration inter-
viewed their children, the forfeiture of
the county game, and alleged unfair
blame being placed on Leonow. The peti-
tion was passed around and “if it wasn't
signed by all (of the 30 to 35 parents
present) it was signed by 95 percent,”
said one parent, who would only com-
ment ananymously.

‘Westfield is not immune’
to student alcohol abuse

According to Superittendent Mark Smith,
drinking is a problem among high school
students, but the problem is not unique
to Westfield.

“I believe we have a signiticant prob-
lem in our society with teen drinking,”
Smith said “More specifically in West-
field, I'd suy Westfield (s not unmune to
the problems ot atcohol use and abuse. Tt
is a probiem as itis in all communaties ”

In light of three-day suspeusions of 21
students for drinking while on a Varsily
Boys Soceer trip to Bermuda, Smith and
the high school administration are stand-
ing by district policy. They also say the
schools are doing as much as they ean to
support students and prevent substance
abuse.

“The by the

three-day  suspensions

school 1s a statement that this is unac-
ceptable behavior,” said Cas Jakubik, Di-
rector of Gaidance.

However, Jakubik and Smith both say
the school tries to reach out to students
who may have a problem with drinking
or drugs.

“There are five things a school needs
to do to help young people avoid difficul-
ties with alcohol,” Smith said. “The first
is education.”

Smith said the district has a K-12
health eurriculum, led by Health Services
Director Margaret Khick, which educates
children aboul druygs and aleohol tfrom
day vne in the schools

The second thing  Snuath said  the
schools must provide is counselhing sup-
port. In addition to recular suidance ser-
vices, the district has a ensis counselor,
Janice Sawicki, who is separate from the
chiild study team. Jakuhik said teachers
who behieve a student has o problem are
encouraged to go to her or members of
the child study teant

The third thing, according to Smith, is
that the schools must “provide and sop-
port drug-free social activities ™

“Both the schools and the community
have done many things over the past
three to four years,” Smith said, using the
Night Place, student council dances, and
the appointment of & Youth Services (Co-

The Town Council voted Tues-
day to continue to take out insur-
ance that protects individual mu-
nicipal officials and employecs
against job-related law suits.

The Scotsdale
Insurance company will supply $1
million of insurance that will
cover claims on incidents that oc-
curred prior to Oct. 26, and in-
cludes discrimination coverage.
The General Reinsurance Com-
pany will provide coverage for
claims over $1 million but less
than $3 million, but will not in-
clude discrimination coverage.

The consultant said lawsuits of

this kind can be very stressful to a
municipal employee, stating that
“it is a tremendous human strain.
One thing insurance has always
sought to do is insure piece of
mind.”

Farrow spoke to the council
about the liability coverage at last
week's council agenda session, to
answer questions raised by Coun-
cilman James Hely. Hely had
asked about the necessity of the
policy at a previous council ses-
sion. The council spent most of
the session debating the need for
the policy.

“My position is that I would
urge you (the council) to really
look carefully at this as a chance
for cost savings,” Hely said of the
possibility of dropping the cover-
age. The councilman said that
suits against individuals within
the municipal pgovernment are
rarely successful, giving little
need for the coverage.

The Westfield Board of Health
will conduct a Health Day Sat-
urday, Nov. 10 from 9 am. to 11
a.m. at the Westfieid Y.

The program will offer an ex-
tensive blood screening, consist-
ing of SMAC 26, a Complete Blood
Count (CBC) and a High Density
Lipoprotein (HDL). The bilood
tests will be performed by Roche
Biomedical Labs.

The SMAC 26 is an elaborate
blood analysis monitoring several
bodily functions. The CBC test is a
test including a red blood cel!
count, a white blood cell count,
and differential count The CBC
test may indicate the presence of
infection. anemia, allergics, lung
disease and other test indications.
The HDL test measures factors
protective against coronary hearnt
disease. The SMAC 26 is used in

assessing possible coronary risk
factors.
Robert M. Sherr, director of

health, has noted that anyone tak-
ing the blood test must fast (or 12

Hely also noted that the policy
contained a $15,000 deductible,
stating that if the town defended
an official without this type of in-
surance, it would probably not
cost more than that to do so.

“I don’t think it's terribly diffi-
cult to get out of these kinds of
suits,” Hely said.

Town attorney Charles Brandt
agreed that “not many people win
these (kinds of suits).” Brandt
said, however, that hc spoke with
Dick Cushing, a liability insurance
specialist who works for Scotsdale
and other insurance companies.
“He (Cushing) felt that the last
kind of insurance you would want
to drop would be this,” Brandt
said.

Brandt said that developers
who use suits to sway zoning rul-
ings often name individuals, a sit-

uation where this type of insur-
ance would be beneficial.

Councilman Garland *“Bud”
Boothe said that the policy could
put the town in a difficult posi-
tion, and set up an imaginary sce-
narioc where a town cmployce
slanders a resident while on duty.
If the employec admitted his guilt,
Boothe said, the town would still
have to defend him.

“We'd have to put up the funds
to defend him against another
resident out of town tax monies,”
Boothe said. “That’s an awkward
situation.”

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High decibel noise pollutes health, too

Noise levels have been registered from
sources above and below. They have popped
above the 70 and 80 decibel readings along
the Garden State Parkway near houses. Lo-
calized situations can be alleviated by barri-
ers.

At the same time, noise from upstairs
planes is still battering eardrums below.
Decibel readings from on high have been
gauged at 82 and 83 from 727’s and DC-8's,
respectively, in Cranford. Jerome Feder of
Westfield Citizens Against Aircraft Noise has
scientifically employed a sound level meter
to find decibels up to the 75 mark in West-
field.

There is a similarity in the transportation
metaphors. When the monstrous Expanded
East Coast Plan rumbled overhead, Federal
Aviation Agency public affairs specialist Dun-
can Pardue likened it to adding lanes to a
freeway. So we can be said to be buffeted at
several levels.

The new air routes provoked antipathy ini-
tially as a disruption in the living environ-
ment, negatively affecting sensibilities, aes-
thetics, sleep and other things that people

lump together as “quality of life.”

But it could be worse than that: a health
threat, too. Dr. Robert Oberhand, a leading
ear doctor based here, said noise is another
form of pollution that invades our atmo-
sphere. Any noise over 70 decibels can pose
a health problem, he said after the EECP
debut.

Western Europeans, who have been more
sensitive to noise issues, have used the 70
level as a basis for noise regulation. If you go
above it, you could be breaking the law.
Robert W. Sheehan wrote us about the need
for a noise ordinance in Westfield covering
“torturous sounding equipment” on the
ground, like lawn mowers and horns. If they
can't honk in Paris, why should they beep in
New Jersey? ‘

At best, noise is an irritant. At worst, it
could be health hazard, causing people to
lose sleep, endure stress and possibly suffer
ear damage. Scotch Plains has hired consult-
ants to look into noise, The health side needs
to be examined. The Occupational Health
and Safety Administration is capable of doing
that, if somebody would call them in.

The times when head counts do count

With little federal money coming down the
pipeline to Westfield these lean years, there
is little concern here about the loss of pre-
liminary figures that show a drop in popula-
tion over the past decade from 33,720 to
28,798. Monies for some programs are said to
be “census driven,” that is, available if mu-
nicipalities have more or less people or more
or less income levels. But headcounts can be
crucial. Seventy years ago Union County was
trying to create a park commission but under
state law it needed 200,000 residents before a

commission could be established. It
squeaked by with a few hundred to spare.
Westfield, which was growing fast then, con-
tributed to the margin, which led to the cre-
ation of Echo Lake and Nomahegan parks
plus 16 others. This year's squeaker could be
congressional redistricting. Guesstimates
show that New Jersey’s retention of 14 seats
in Washington hinge on a swing of 60,000
head counts, not many in a state this size. So
there’s bound to be repercussion from the
1980 census just as there was in 1920.

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Criticizes ‘double dip’ by town employee

To the Record:

According to assertions made in
the press, Mr. Frank McDermott,
the Republican county chairman,
is currently paid $10,000 annually
to negotiate with the town’s labor
unions. In January 1986 Mr.
McDermott retired as Westfleld's
labor attorney and began to draw
a state pension. However, despite
being *‘retired,” Mr. McDermott
continued to negotiate on behalf
of the town. Furthermore, regard-
less of the retirement, his law
firm has been hired (presumably
in his stead) to carry on this work
under contract in Westfleld.

It astonishes me that after
boldly admitting to these facts,
members of the town council find
no imprepriety in them. There is
certainly an impropriety in per-
mitting an employee to “double
dip,” regardless of whether he or
she is politically active. To essen-
tially be paid twice from the pub-

lic till for doing the same job is
wrong. Mr. McDermott certainly
has a right to retire as labor nego-
tiator but if he desires to be “re-
tired” why has the council voted
to hire him or his firm to do the
same work?

I don't think that the people in
Westfleld are naive. They realize
that these practices are inherently
unfair and, in the long run are a
drain on our town’s economy, as
well as the state's economy. 1
don't think the Town Council
should have sanctioned this with
their vote.

Furthermore, 1 personally re-
sent the fact that the council has
such a cavalier attitude towards
spending $10000 in taxpayers
money for labor negotiation fees.
Perhaps the council should take a
closer look at whether his job
could be performed by other at-
torneys already on the town pay-
roll. The occasion of Mr. MeDer-

mott’s retirement would certainly
have been a propitious time to re-
think and possibly eliminate this
expenditure, especially in light of
the budget crunch that we hear so
much about from the Republi-
cans.

This is a typical example of why
Westfield needs more Democrats
on the Town Council. It is my un-
derstanding that only the Demo-
cratic councilman, James Hely,
voted not to re-hire the current
labor negotiator or his firm to
carry on this work This was a
strictly partisan vote and one that
in my estimation should have
been more carefully considered.

Matthew Carratura is happy to go to work every day.

Matthew, who was born with Down Syndrome,
works as a kitchen assistant for Mobile Meals of
Waestfleld, which operates out of the basement of the
First Baptist Church on Elm Street.

Matthew, 21, graduated from Westfield High
School in June and is taking part in a three-year
specially funded project funded by the Office of Spe-
cial Education and Rehabilitative Services (OSERS)
out of Washington, D.C., which helps retarded citi-
zens make the transition from school to work. The
project is directed by the Association for Retarded
Citizens (ARC) of Union County in Plainfield.

Matthew got his job at the Mobile Meals of West-
field in April, when Kaye Mortarule, the supervisor/
director of the program, called ARC looking for part
time help. Since he graduated from Westfield High
School, Matthew works five mornings a week stock-
ing shelves, washing pots, taking out the trash, and,
he says, “making sure the floors are all cleaned up.”

“What I like about this job is the people are nice
— and they feed me prefty good,” Matthew smiled.
“My mother thinks I'm doing a good job. My father
says, ‘Keep up the good work.””

“People like Matt belong out here in the commu-
nity,” said Alice Knecht, who works for ARC. Knecht
said programs like the project Matthew is in will
increase awareness about the disabled. “People will
get to know that our disabled people are people like
everybody else,” she said.

Matthew is already reaping the rewards of the
working world. He saved enough money from his
first paychecks to purchase a bicycle, which he rides

“One of the most exciting things is to see Matt
riding a bike,” said Lucinda Gabri, Matthew’s coun-
sellor and the transition coordinator for ARC. She
said that many people with Down Syndrome do not
have the motor skills to ride a bike.

Gabri, who lives in Scotch Plains, cares about peo-
ple thh Down Syndrome for another reason: her
own son was born with it. It is her three-year project
which OSERS is funding.

“The laws governing special education now man-
date transition planning for students 14 and older,”
Gabri explained. “Any student needs support for vo-
cational training, filling out college applications and
Jjob applications. They should have the opportunity
to be as independent as they can. Sometimes we call
it ‘taking protective risks.” " .

When he isn’t working for the Mobile Meals of
Westfield, Matthew has plenty of other interests to
keep him busy. He is a Boy Scout, and is currently
working on a merit badge “involved with weather.”
He is an ambitious scout.

“I have to keep working until [ get to Eagle
(g?cout)," he said. “I have three friends that are Ea-

es.”

Matthew also likes to exercise, “listen to all kinds
of music” (his favorite is rock and roll), ride his bike,
and watch professional wrestling on television,

“I like to read my wrestling books. My favorite is
the Hulkster,” he grinned.

He has also found time to travel, as a representa-
tive of the Down Syndrome Congress. Last year in
Denver, he met a former Miss America, and Chris
Burke, the star of the television show, “Life Goes
On,” who also has Down Syndrome.

to her classmates. She not only
kept her promise, but actually de-
veloped a fluency in the language
she loves.

Holt minored in French while
attending Hollins College in Vir-
ginia many years ago. She belongs
to a French Club in Westfield as a
way to maintain her skills. Today,
they take advantage of the conve-
nience of a community college
that offers them an opportunity to
expand upon their existing know-
how.

"It was a plum that dropped in
our laps,” Gray said with excite-
ment “It's so darned convenient
and an incredible bargain for se-
nior citizens.”

A piano teacher by profession,
she has composed musical pieces
from poctry. She attended the
astman School of Music, and
served as piano nccompanist for
her part, taught music throughout
her adult life in New Jersey and
Long Island. She completed grad-
uate work at the Julliard School
of Music and Columbia University
Teachers College. She recently
completed a singing tour of Eur-
ope with an 88-member chorus.
RBoth women favorably compare
the music with their study of the
French language

“It took quite a bit of courage
poing to Union County College for
the Nrst day,” admits Holt
asked myself, "What am I doing
here”” but then held my head up

and started something wonder-
ful.”

The women laugh at the fact
that their “proper attire” is in
heavy contrast to the casual wear
of traditional college students.
Dresses and pump shocs are
they're meet, rather than jeans
and t-shirts. But they enjoy the
young people just as well, and
vice versa.

“We enjoy our contacts with
professors and students, young
and old,” said Holt, to which Gray
readily agreed, and said, “It helps
our minds from going too stale as
we got, older.”

“Our studies open up new ave-
nues for us,” explains Gray. “Life
is still intriping, even if you're
older in years ™

Despite the fact the two are
“overprogrammed” with thelr
study of culture, Gray culinates
their experience by saying, “We
simply enyoy the magie of learn-
ing"”

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1 September had little rain

but had plenty of humidity

September was a dry month
with normal temperature read-
ings, according to data provided
by Union County College’s Coop-
erative Weather Station.

A total of 2.96 inches of rain fell
on the area for the month, which
is only about two-thirds of the
normal amount of rainfall for Sep-
tember, Of the total rainfall, Sept
22 showed the greatest amount of
measurable precipitation, with a
measurement of .85 inches.

However, the low rainfall was
somewhat more than the record

low, set in 1972, when September
showed only 1.18 inches of rain.

Despite the low rainfall, Sep-
tember was a humid month, as
relative  humidity reading aver-
aged 81.40 percent. One-hundred
percent relative humidity reading
was 63 percent, recorded on Sep-
tember 18.

Temperatures hovered around
normal, with a mean temperaturc
for September recorded at 65.21
degrees. The monthly high was set
on Sept 2 at 89 degrees; a low of
37 degrees was recorded on Sept
18.

Zoning board draws the line on
number of professionals in house

When Dr. Lawrence Sasso appeared before the
Board of Adjustment Monday, the big question was
also an old one; who's on first?

The board was hesitant to grant Sasso's original
request to convert a two-story home on St Paul
Street for use as a professional building, because he
could not guarantee what kind of tenant he would
have on the first floor. '

Sasso stated his intention to share the second floor
with a partner and a family counselor, and said that
he was interested in finding a professional tenant,
such as an attorney, to occupy the first floor. The
psychologist told the board that he was not positive,
however, who he would rent to.

In addition to the three professionals on the sec-
ond ﬂoor.. Sasso said it was possible he would hire a
recepgiomst. though he had never had one before.

Engineer Charles Grimes told the board that Sasso
and his partner would see fewer patients daily than
other types of doctors, such as dentists or general
practitioners, who see several each hour. Grimes
said that the nature of Sasso's profession would
pn_)bably limit him to one patient per hour. This,
Grimes said, would lessen the amount of cars parked
at the office.

As was the case last week with the application for
a doctor’s office on South Euclid Avenue, the board
was concerned with parking Sasso proposed ten
parking spaces for the building, while 13 are re-
quired.

Shirley Ann Fontana, a Tremont Avenue resident
who objected to the South Euclid Avenue proposal
last week, voiced concern over Sasso's application.
Fontana said that while the doctor’s practice may

not tie up parking in the area, there was no guaran-
tee that future tenants would not inundate the area

with cars, should Sasso decide to sell or rent his
office.

“You never have a guarantee of future rentals or
future uses,” Fontana said, “and I'm troubled when I
hear ‘we may have a receptionist, we may not.’ If you,
have three professionals seeing three patients —
that's six cars right there, and who knows about the
first floor tenant?”

Several board members were concerned that there
was no way of knowing what kind of parking needs
the first floor tenants would have.

Board member James Kefalonitis was troubled by
Sasso’s statement that he would possibly have group
therapy sessions in the office, which would pose
additional parking concerns.

“I don’t know what group therapy means in terms
of people,” he said. “Maybe three, maybe five, or
maybe seven people. That defines a group to me.”

Board chairwoman Mary Herberich expressed
doubt that restricting Sasso to having only one pro-
fessional tenant would ease a potential parking
problem.

“I'm not too happy with this (proposal). I don't
kmow if limiting the first floor to one professional is
enough,” she said. “I'm not jumping for joy about
this one.”

Sasso said that he was willing to consider renting
the first floor to residential tenants. “I'm uncomfort-
able to renting residential, but ’'m willing to make a
concession,” he said.

The board approved the application, with the con-
dition that one of the floors be used for residential
purposes.

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Church and temple come ‘full circle’

A rare reciprocation that repre-
sents the coming of a full circle in
the relationship of two Westfield
religious institutions occurs Sun-
day.

The less than startling news is
that members of the First Congre-
gational Church will open their
stewardship campaign at an all
church dinner.

But this will he no ordinary
meal.

It will be taken at Temple Em-
anu-El, and the featured spcaker
will be Rabbi Charles Kroloff.

Selection of the site derives
from practical and symbolic rea-
sons. The Congregationalists are
undergoing a renovation and don't
have a kitchen big enough to han-
dle their big dinner. And 40 years
ago they had hosted the Jewish
community while it struggled to
find the meeting house of their
own,

To Rev. Jehn G. Wightman, “'se-
lection of the temple as the site of
our dinner was easy..a wonderful
solution to our problem. It’s inter-

elsting how we've come full cir
cle.”

The symbeolic circle began at a
time when the Jewish community
applied for a building permit for

At our banquet at the temple
we will complete the circle.

their temple. According to the
temple's official history, a commit-
tce of neighbors objected to the
creation of a place of worship and
prepared to circulate a petition to
be presented to the Town Council.

Fortunately, the history relates,
the fledgling Jewish congregation
had been offered the use of the
parish house of the First Congre-
gational Church courtesy of Rev.
Joseph McCorison Jr., pastor, and
his board. A Congregational elder,
when presented with the petition
opposing the temple for his signa-
ture, refused to sign it.

“The Jews are my guests at my
church and I think they are enti-
tled to a synagogue and I think it's
unfair for them not to have a
place of worship,” he said. “They
are good, quiet, friendly people.”

Thereupon the petition was
squelched and never presented to
the local government.

The juxtaposition involved ex-
tra effort because the Congrega-
tionalists were worshipping in the
Parish House while their adjoin-
ing sanctuary was being built His-
tory records that when the Jews
arrived for services each Friday
night, they would find that every
Christian symbol in use there had
been scrupulously removed.

Wightman related the incident
to his congregation this month,

in

saying that “because we gave, we
are now receiving.”

Paradoxically, Temple Emanu-
El began the celebration of its
40th anniversary this week

Tokens of appreciation from the
young Jewish congregation are
still present at First Congrega-
tional. Red carpeting for the new
sanctuary and a range for the Coe
Fellowship Room were given in
return for the hospitality and
kindness shown them. A B'nai
B'rith tribute in the form ot
scroll hangs in Wightman's study.
It begins: “In recognition of a liv-
ing example of true brotherhood
and democracy in action..” and
thanks the Congregationalists for
enabling the Jews “to worship the
God all men revere.”

The legacy includes a note from
Rabbi Kroloff who wrote: *You
opened your home and your
hearts to us for which we shall be
forever grateful.”

Sunday's dinner “will be a very
special night dedicated to giving
and receiving,” said Wightman.
He plans to present a counterpart
scroll to the temple.

Boothe sees gains in parks,
building upkeep, eyes parking -

“A lot has been accomplished
but more remains to be done,”
Republican second ward councxl
candidate Garland “Bud” Boothe
said in a written statement this
week as he continues his cam-
paign for re-election.

"During the past decade the
council has brought about major
renovation or replacement of im-
portant town facilities,” Boothe
said. “The park in Brightwood
was completed. The baseball dia-
monds at Gumbert Field were re-
aligned and reconstructed. So
were the tennis courts throughout
ww'l ”

“We oversaw the designed and
rebuilding of the nerth side fire-
house, a National and State His-
toric Landmark, and the construc-
tion of a brand new state of the
art library that is the pride of
Westfield,” he added.

On the question of parking,
Boothe said that the town ac-
quired additional parking spaces
in the downtown area by acquisi-
tion of the lot at North and Cen-
tral avenues and other readjust-
ments in existing streets and ar-
eas,

“We did not proceed with a
parking deck as was originally
planned primarily for cost rea-
sons. The costs overall and the
costs per space added for the
deck we planned opposite the
post office ran beyond what any-
one on council thought was appro-
priate,” he said.

“Thus, we are proceeding with
investigations as to the costs of
various deck alternatives on the
lot between Prospect and Elm
streets,” Boothe said “The extra

spaces are needed, but the con-
struction cost is hlgn"

“‘One thing we are very con-
cerned about is that the cost of
adding parking not impact on the
property tax bill. We felt that way
even before the Florio adminis-
tration tax law changes made it
apparent that Westfield taxpayers
are going to be hit hard by school
funding and other changes,” he
said.

Providing adequate facilities for
our police and municipal court
operations is a high priority for
Boothe, he said. “Those of us who
have inspected the area are dis-
mayed at the crowding that exists
for these two vital functions, and
we are impressed with the pa-
tience and dedication of our per-
sonnel under the circumstances,”
he commented.

“I support the plans to move the
police department and portions of
the municipal court clerk function
into the vacated library space,”
Boothe said. “However, that move
can come only as part of a care-
fully planned and executed pro-
gram that will also upgrade the
electrical and mechanical systems
of our 1954 building. We have had
consultants working on these
projects for months and I hope we
will move ahead with construction
in 1991."

The financial constraints of the
school funding laws, the changes
in the municipal cap law and the
overall economy, all will affect
our ability and willingness to take
on big expensive projects. The
municipal building is the big one
staring us in the face now,” ac-
cording to the candidate.

‘Westfield is not immune’
to student alcohol abuse

The Youth Services Coordina-
tor, Smith said, is a position fun-
ded by a grant from the Drug
Free Schools and Communities
Act last year.

The fourth thing the superinten-
dent said the schools must do is
“establish very clear rules on
what the school believes is right
or wrong on alcohol and drug use
to prevent and help students
know where we stand.”

The fifth thing, Smith said, is to
enforce those rules.

“If you have rules and don't en-
force them, you run the risk of
sending the wrong message, Expe-
rience is often the best teacher,”
he said, explaining that if the
rules are enforced, students will
be more likely to learn from them.

Although Smith and Jakubik
both said most parents support
the schools, Smith said parental
support is “one of the things that
always has to be worked toward.”

Jakubik said if he hears of a
student who may have a problem
with alcohol or drugs, he tries to
get the parents involved. He also
encourages the school counselors
to attend workshops to increase
awareness of how to deal with
“kids using illicit drugs.”

Of course, Jakubik said, since
most teens who drink do so on
weekends, it is difficult for the
school to know when there is a
problem. However, when the

school finds a problem, he said, it
does intervene.

“If we become aware of a kid
with a problem, we bring the kid
in and talk to the parents,” Jak-
ubik said. “We do take the initia-
tive if we find a problem.”

The initiative is taken, he said,
“not in a big, loud way, but in a
quiet way, a little bit at a time. We
don’t look the other way.”

“We call the kid in and talk tur-
key with them and get more infor-
mation,” Jakubik said. “It's tough,
because the kids won't always ad-
mit when there’s a problem.”

Often, he added, “It's tough with
parents also because they say, ‘We
did it in high school.’ If the parent
gives up, that’s the last thing. The
kid will think, ‘The most im-
portant people in the world to me
just gave up.’”

If the school counselors believe
there is a problem, they will try to
assess it and make an agpropriate
referral, Jakubik said. Referrals
can be made to places such as
Fair Oaks Hospital, or to a family
or individual counselor.

These instances are rare, ac-
cording to Jakubik

“This is a very academic
school,” he said. “They (the stu-
dents) know that if we find any-
thing on school grounds, we will
call the police in. They want to
get into good colleges, and they
know they can't get drunk on
nights and weekends all the time
and do that.”

Jenkins: let’s be concerned
over Hyatt redevelopment

Gary Jenkins, Republican can-
didate for the Town Council in
the third ward, expressed concern
regarding possible development
on the former Hyatt Clark Indus-
tries site and on adjoining areas
of Cranford.

Jenkins said in a statement that
“improper development on those
sites could produce worse traffic
congestion in the Central Avenue
area of Westfleld and could jeop-
ardize the continued health of the
Westfield central business dis-
trict”

Jenkins noted that the Hyatt site
is undergoing " expected two-
year environmental clean-up fol-
lowing demolition of the ball
bearing plant on the site. The site
is presently zoned industrial, and
Clark is considering a zoning
change to provide for low and
moderate density residential de-
velopment, with a small amount of
commercial development The
residential development would in-
volve a small Mount Laurel set-
aside.

Jenkins expressed support of a
zoning change which would ac-
complish such development, and

expressed opposition to large
scale shopping mall development

on the site. =~
Clark is reviewing its municipal

Master Plan, Jenkins said, and he
voiced support for Master Plan
provisions consistent with the
low-density residential zoning of
adjacent areas in Westfield. He
also noted that Clark has identi-
fied approximately 12 acres of
wetlands and surrounding buffer
zone areas and has excluded
these areas from development, in
accordance with current New Jer-
sey Department of Environmental
Protection Agency regulations.

In neighboring Cranford, re-
forms in the Master Plan are in
place to discourage commercial
expansion of the Hyatt site onto
their adjoining sites. Cranford's
municipal leadership is wary of a
large commercial project that
could jeopardize their recently
renovated downtown business dis-
trict, according to Jenkins.

He said, “1 advocate close coop-
eration between Clark, Cranford,
and Westfield to achieve proper
planning on areas which impact
all three communities.”

“There were definitely concerns
about the way the questioning
happened at school,” the parent
said, citing the length of the inter-
views and the “degree to which
administrators got emotional” as
examples.

“Sometimes a kid would admit
that he had done it (drank), but
that wasn't good enough. They
wanted to know who else had.”

Another parent of a player who
was not suspended said that there

were at times four administrators
questioning one student.

Petix said the investigation was
handled appropriately, though he
did acknowledge an alternative
suggested by parents.

“The alternative, which might
have been cqually or perhaps
more cffective, was a good one —
to call the team together, present
them with the problem and ask
them to work as a team,” Petix
said.

Both Smith and Board of Edu-
cation President Susan Poepper,
who has a son on the team, sup-
ported the high school adminis-
trators’ procedures, but both also
left open the possibility for re-
view,

“It's fine to question from time
to titme the validity of a particular
procedure, but you can’t change
the rules in the middle of the
game,” Pepper said. “I do think
the school needs to take a look
and see if some of the charges
were in fact founded.

“1 have no individual problem
at all. 1 felt my son wus handled
fairly.”

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John Jacobson wrote the book
on the origin of our language

When John Jacobson decided to
write a book about etymology, the
study of words and phrases, he
never imagined that the experi-
ence would be anything akin to
giving birth to a baby, nurturing it
until it reached adulthood, and
then setting it free at long last to
make its way into society.

But these are the terms which
Jacobson used to describe this lit-
erary venture.

“T felt as if the book I created
came to life once I found a pub-
lisher, which, incidentally, took
many months. But then | had to
go through a lengthy and painful
editing experience, somewhat like
helping a child to grow up. Fi-
nally, the baby was mature
enough to be printed and distrib-
uted to the bookstores,” he said.

As befits a word enthusiast, Jac-
obson coined a new word, ‘top-
osaurus” in naming the book. The
full title of his book is Toposaurus,
a Humorous Treasury of Top-
onyms.

In the preface, Jacohson ex-
plained that his book concerns
toponyms, which are words that
are derived from place names.
The last part of his new word,
“saurus,” means “treasure,” so
that toposaurus means, as Jac-
obson writes, “a treasury of words
and phrases derived from place
names, and the etymology
thereof.”

Some of the fascinating stories
that Jacobson tells are about
words which came about as the
result of momentous historical
events, such as:; bikini, bunk, and
balkanization. Other word stories
are particularly interesting to res-
idents of the greater New York
area, such as the origins of “The
Big Apple,” “New York Minute"
and “hooker, " which he traces to
19th century Manhattan Island.

He also tells the story of discov-
ering the origin of a word while
on a trip to Leningrad. His Rus-
sian guide pointed out the mean-
ing of the term “Potemkin vil-
lage,” which Jacobson defines as a
“pretentiously showy or impossile
facade intended to mask or divert
attention from an embarrassing or
shabby fact or condition.”

During the reign of Catherine
the Great, her former lover, Pote-
mkin, the governor of the Crimea,
used funds entrusted to him to
improve the poor conditions of
the villages for his own personal
use. He then built sham villages of
cardboard to fool her, which were
“Potemkin villages.”

Jacobson became interested in
ctymology during high school, and
he began collecting and categoriz-
ing words and their derivations 20
years ago For the past six years,
he has been writing “The Word
Sleuth” column for the Westfleld
Leader, with his wife Josephine

his research, he browses in sec-
ond hand bookstores, keeps
abreast of new publications, and
is continually building his collee-
tion of books on etymology, inven-
tions, and history. As his primary
source, he relies upon the Oxford
English Dictionary.

Jacobson is grateful to have
studied Latin in high school and
college because, he pointed out,
“72 percent of the English words
have a Latin base, and knowing

Latin comes in very handy in un-
derstanding the derivations of
words.”

His next book, which he has al-
ready written, is on the origins of
words and phrases that concern
foods such as “top banana” and
“rhubarb.”

Rut right now in his spare time
he enjoys giving talks on words to
local groups and reading to his
three year old grandson, Victor
John Jacobson.

‘‘Real Estate Lingo”’

Buying and selling a home can be a confusing process. Because
of the terms used In real estate negotiations, it can also be
intimidating.

"There s a smorgasbord of terms used to describe certain
actions in real estate. Wise home buyers and sellers should be

John has developed a list of terms he belleves will halp you
better cope with today's ‘‘real estate lingo.”

Adjustable-Rate Mortgage - a loan in which the interest rate
may go up or down over the years and is keyed to a financial
market index.

Equity - the interest or value which the owner has in real estate
over and above the debts against it.

Escrow - money or other valuables left in trust with a third party
until the fulfiiment of a specific act or condition.

FHA Mortgage - a morigage loan insured by the Federal
Housing Administration.

Fixed-Rate Mortgage - a loan, commonly for a period of 15 or
30 years, that has only the stated interest rate.

Mortgage - a lien on real estate given by the buyer as security
for money borrowed from a lender.

P.I.T.I. - Principal, interest, taxes and insurance. Most residential
mortgage payments include the above and are therefore referred to
as P.LT.1

Points - a point is one parcent of the amount of the maortgage
ican, also called "'discount points.”
