Westfield doesn’t win
in newest FAA jet plan

The Federal Aviation Administration is drawing
heavy fire in the wake of its latest plan to reduce
airplane noise in New Jersey.

At a press conference Monday, Congressman Bob
Franks (13-7) branded the FAA remedy “an outrage,
an allront to citizens throughout Central New Jersey
who have been pleading for relief from the constant
roar of airplanes over their homes.”

Flimkod by Representatives Rodney Frelinghuysen
(R-11) and Frank Pallone (D-6), Congressman Franks
accused the FAA of shifting “the problem from the
hardest-hit coonmunities onto other areas of the state”
and said he woulld oppose the plan.

In addition to the verbal volley, Congressman
Iranks announced that the House Aviation Subcom-
mittee, at bhis urging, was planning a special Congres-
stonal Oversight Tearing on the FAA’s response to

New Jersey’s airplane noise problem.

The Congressman also said the House Transporta-
tion and Infrastructure Committee, on which he
serves, will consider making the FAA an independent

agency.

“At that time,” said Congressman Franks, I will be
proposing to significantly reduce the agency’s bloated
and ineflicient upper management.”

The FAA plan would reduce noise over Scotch
Plains and Fanwood, but have next to no impact in
surrounding towns such as Westfield and Cranford.
The FAA has argued that further noise reduction
would be pursued after the adoption of the first noise-
reduction plan.

The Congressman's drubbing of the FAA is a vic-
tory of sorts for the New Jersey Coalition Against
Aircraft Noise (NJCAAN). The statewide coalition,
which has received political support from Secnator
Frank Lautenberg among others, strongly opposcs the

Two killed as car

splits on

impact

Town, Roselle teens 1n stolen car

A Westfield teenager was killed early Monday
morning after a stolen car in which he and a Roselle
teen were traveling shattered into three pieces after
carecning off Central Avenue and plowing into a tree.

Bernard Williams, 18, of 202-206 Cacciola Place and
Joseph Candido, 19, of 432 West Fourthh Ave, Roselle,
were pronounced dead at the scene. As yet, police
have been unable to determine which teen was driv-
ing the car.

According to police, the teenagers were traveling
south on Central Avenue at a high rate of speed in a
black 1989 Honda Accord. For unknown reasons, the
car ran off the road necar Duakota Strect, glanced off
one tree and struck another.

The passenger section of the car wrapped around
the tree, said Sgt. Philip Lieberman, The front section
of the car, from the windshield {orward, and the rear
section of the car, from the rear windshield back,
broke off and were found a short distance away. Mr,
William's body was vecovered from the car, said the
sergeant. Mr. Candido was found a lew tect away,

“This was the worst I've seen,” said Sgit. Lieberman,
“I've been here 29 yeurs.”

Mr. Williams was attending summer school at West-
field High School. He would bave finished his classes
yesterday.

“Ile’s a good kid.” said Summer School Principal
Stewart Carey. "I never had any problem with Ber-
nard. In the three years I was in my position, I never
had any problem at all.”

WHS Director ot Guidance Cas Jakubik and two
guidance counselors were summoned to the high
school Monday to help students deual with the loss of

their classmate.

“Some of Bernard’s closest friends have taken it
quite hard,” said Mr. Carey. “Counselors are dealing
with them.”

Mr. Williams, who would have been a junior this
fall, attended morning classes at Union County Voca-
tiona)-Technical School in Scotch Plains and after-
noon classes at WHS.

The investigution into the cause of the accident is
ongoing. Toxicology test results, due in six to eight
weeks, will determine if drugs or alcohol played a role
in the crash, said Sgt. Lieberman. The speed of the
car at the time of the accident is as yet unknown;
however, there were skid marks before the point of
impact.

The car involved in the accident was owned by a
Westficld resident. Police believe it was stolen from C
& G Auto Service on Centrul Avenue between Sutur-
day and Monday.

Funeral arrangments for Mr. Williams were not
complete by Record press time at midday yesterday.

Council inches toward

tax overpayment action

Reaction from current and former municipal gov-
ernment representatives to The Record’s investigation
into the town’s history of quictly ubsorbing tax over-
payments ranged from raised eyebrows to raised voic-
es.

900 tax overpayments totaling more than $350,000 to
a general surplus account. During this time, the tax
collector's office never systematically notilied  tax-
payers of everpayments.

The man charged with robbing a
Westfiekd bank with a bogus bomb
and phony pistol two weeks ago is
an illegal alien who has been living
in a Scotch Plains apartment since
MMamh, said FBI Special Agent Ann

Martin Ernesto Rivas, 23, of 1767
Second St. Scotch Piams was
charged with robbing nearly M,
from the National Westminster
bank on South Avenue on July 21.
Mr. Rivas was captured in down-
town Westfleld minutes after the
robbery when he was spotted by a
Westfield traffic cop.

Mr. Rivas is also suspected of
robbing a First Fidelity Bank two
blocks from his Scotch Plains
home on July 18, according to the
FBIL

If convicted of bank robbery, Mr.
Rivas would likely face deportation

after serving a sentence of up to 25
years, said Assistant U.S. Attorney
Aidan O'Connor. “Normally, the
INS (Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service) starts the deportation
process at the end of the term of
incarceration,” said Mr. O’Connor.
Mr. Rivas entered the United
States in 1992 on a temporary visa
which expired in 1903, zaid Agent
Todd. He has been unemployed for
the past two years. His last known
employment was as a construction
worker for Acme Construction in
Plainfield, Agent Todd said.
According to the FBI, Mr. Rivag
is single with no children. His only
family member in America is a
cousin in Plainfield.
According to Westfield police re-

ports, Mr. Rivas approached a Nat-
West teller just before noon July 21

(Continued from page A-1)
know about it.”

That sentiment was echoed by
council members James Hely, Neil
Sullivan, Margaret Sur and Gail
Vemick. The Record was unable to
reach councii members James
Gruba, Gary Jenkins and Michael
Panagos before press time,

Council members Hely and
Greco said it is impossible for
council members to “micro-
manage” the workings of the town.

What shape reform?

Second Ward Councilwoman Sur
said tax overpayments is a “prob-
lem between the homeowner and
their bank.”

“I don’t think the town is obli-
gated to write a letter to each and
every person (overpaying property
taxes),” said Ms. Sur. “It isn't our
fault ... I don't think it should be
an extra burden on the town.”

The councilwoman suggested,
however, the town publish a list of
overpayers in a local newspaper
“out of kindness.”

Mr. Greco defended the council's
motives, but took a different tack
on the town's responsibility to
overpayers.

“Was there wrongdoing? Abso-
lutely not,” said Mr. Greco. “(But)
we as a government should be no-
tifying people. If someone owed

me money, I'd want to know about
it. Wouldn't you?”

First Ward Councilwoman Ver-
nick said she would endorse pub-
lishing the names of overpayers in
a newspaper “followed up through
a mailing” in order that overpayers
“get the reimbursement they de-
serve.”

Councilman Hely was more cau-
tious. “I'm not positive we are
doing it the wrong way. I'm not
positive there is a better way,” he
said. “I am cautiously saying 1
want to look into the matter ... I'd
like to know what other towns are
dOing."

Neighboring towns such as Cran-
ford and Scotch Plains routinely
refund tax overpayments. Scotch
Plains traces all overpayments in
excess of $5. Cranford traces over-
payments in excess of $3. Overpay-
ments absorbed by Westfield range
from one cent to $4,462.39,

If the council decides to overhaul
the tax overpayment procedure,
Mayor Boothe said the body must
ensure the reforms do not go too
far.

“There is also the question about
how much time the town should

spend (tracing overpayments),” he

said. “What would your headlines -

say if somebody spent two days of
overtime trying to refund a $3.46
tax overpayment?”

FAA's plan. NJCAAN is pushing
for an “ocean route” plan which
they contend would quiet the skies
above one million New Jerseyans
by shifting air trafTic cut over the
Atlantic Ocean.

The FAA, however, contends the
ocean route plan would increase
noise for more than 400,000 people
and cause air traffic delays and
safety problems. NJCAAN's plan
has also drawn opposition from
powerful New York Congress-
woman Susan Molinari, a close
ally of Republican Senator Alfonse
D’Amato.

The FAA's solution, dubbed the
“Solberg Mitigation Plan,” is based

on a route first proposed by Scolch
Plains air noise activist and
former NJCAAN member E Den-
nis Hardie. The plan places planes
now concentrated over Scotch
Plains and Fanwood at a higher
altitude and in a wider path over
Union County. Mr. Hardie, who
heads a faction of the Scotch
Plains’Fanwood Citizens Against
Aircraft Noise, is a strong sup-
porter of the Solberg Plan

A 45day comment period on the
FAA’s noise solutions (known for-
mally as the Final Environmental
Impact Study) runs through Sept.
11. If accepted, the report will be-
come final by the end of October
and the Solberg Plan adopted
within a few months.

It is ironic that between
the rising percentage 8f sin-
gle-parent families and the number of them
where the household emotional climate may
have stabilized somewhat in the wake of a
divorce, many single parents report prejudice
toward themselves socially and their children.

Some members of the Single Parent Net-
work complained that teachers and school
counselors can be disappointingly predis-
posed to finding misbehavior in their young-
sters. Somehow, the bias reasons, “‘kids from
broken families are going to have trouble with
their studies, behavior or socialization.”

Single parents’ retort is the family now is
“fixed, not broken.” They ask only that their
children be held to the same standard and
expectations as every other child.

Not long ago, in New Hampshire, a state
known for both its conservatism and its presi-
dential campaign Kkickoffs, President Bill
Clinton and Speaker Newt Gingrich had a
chance to see what they could agree upon, as
well as what they couldn't. On the agreement
side was electoral campaign financing control.

Less reported was a chance interchange by
Gingrich with a fisherman on the Androscog-
gin River, a place known for its fishing today,
and dubbed a “river of wood” 30 years ago.
The cleanup there, and in other streams and
rivers throughout the nation, has been due
mainly to the federal Clean Water Act.

So it was no surprise that the fisherman,
Kim Kipp of Brattleboro, Vt., called to Mr.
Gingrich, “You are the most mean-spirited,
vicious politician we've seen in a long time,”
according to the Boston Globe. He further
said the speaker would be held responsible
for any weakening of clean water regulations
being threatened in Washingion.

The Androscoggin was once an agquatic con-
veyor belt between woodlands and paper

mills, with fishing almost nonexistent, Silt
and bark chips from countless millions of
logs had rendered the river bottom nearly
lifeless until its rejuvenation under the act.

A “debate’” with President Clinton was sort
of a last-minute arrangement, but the result
was more positive from my point of view
because President Clinton and Mr. Gingrich
agreed on an need for cleaning up campaign
financing.

That’s because I think campaign finance
reform is likely to do more for the protection
of the environment than anything else, both
at the national and New Jersey levels.

Government here appears to be for sale to
the highest bidder; financial reward often is
considered a reason for seeking office.

While it is true that votes are needed to win
elections, folks have become so cynical about
the process that fewer and fewer take the
time to vote.

That makes it easy for well-targeted cam-
paigns to pay off, with well-financed voter
contact efforts concentrated on the few peo-
ple who do vote,

There are lots of controls on citizen groups
in terms of how much contributed tax-

deductible money can be used to influence
legislation. Absolutely none can be used to
influence the electoral process.

An organization like the New Jersey Con-
servation Foundation, which I direct, can
spend up to 20 percent of its income on in-
forming the public about legislation, and ad-
vocating a point of view.

Rigid reporting to the Internal Revenue
Service must follow. But no such requirement
is imposed on a business; indeed, it is a busi-
ness expense and therefore deductible!

So how do we get politicians to adopt legis-
lation which would, in effect, lower their in-
comes? Step one, obviously, is for us to vote
for candidates who pledge specific improve-
ments, and then vote against them if they do
not perform as promised.

The key word is “vote!” If we volers are 100
flaceid to go to the polis, as is becoming evi-
dent, we have only ourselves to blame.

So I hope the speaker and the president
can indeed forge an agreement on campaign
finance reform. Such a deal would clean up
not only our political act, but our environ-

Zesty recipes for

Home economist speaks with

More than just a seasonal hobby, backyard gardens offer a great
opportunity for amateur green thumbs to show off the fruits of their
labor.

The zucchini, perhaps among the most difficult members of the
squash family to grow, is also one of the most prized garden harvests.
What better way to display a wonderful garden than in recipes everyone
will love.

Carol Kaiser, home economist for the Rutgers Co-Operative Extension
of Middlesex County said most people who are able to success{ully grow
zucechini usually end up with an abundance of the vegetable. Rather
than letting it go to waste, Ms. Kaiser suggests freezing grated zucchini
(need not be blanched) in amounts equal to recipe requirements. Freez-
ing in slices, said Ms. Kaiser, will ruin the zucchini since it has a
tendency to lose a lot of texture.

There are a number of uses for zucchini, both fresh from the garden
and out of the freezer. Past president of Westfield Rake and Hoe Club,
Linda Parker offered a variety of cooking suggestions for zucchini lovers.

For those who don't mind turning on the oven during the summer
heat, try making a parmesean — just as you would with an eggplant. Or,
take advantage of barbecuing weather to grill slices (lengthwise) of
zucchini, brushed with garlic and olive oil.

Ms. Parker says that the best way to preserve a zucchini harvest is to
freeze some of it and use the rest of it in delicious recipes like these:

Last Sunday, for the first time in the memory
of most Westfielders, the spatulas of the Ex-
cellent Diner fell silent.

Things would be different if owners Steve and
Harriet Frasiolas had their way. Unforlunately,
though they own the diner, they rent the land it
rests on. When their 20-year lease expired this
year, the Frasiolas were unable to negotiate a
renewal,

“We're upset,” said Mrs. Frasiolas., “We're sorry
we're Josing a lot of friends. It was a nice town"

The shiny, stainless steel diner has been a
North Avenue landmark for nearly hall a century.
Built in 1947 by famed diner-maker Jerry
O’'Mahoney, Inc. of Elizabeth, the Art Deco eatery
opened for hash-slinging in Westfield a year later.

The Frasiolas took over the diner 20 years ago

when original owner Louis Lekas stepped down.
Over the past two decades, their diner has be-
come a Westf{ield institution.

The secret of the Excellent Diner, according to
the Frasiolas, lies in its size. With the grill tucked
behind the counter and just seven booths and 22
stools, the Excellent Diner fosters camaraderie.

“It’s easier to talk to people,” said Mr. Frasio-
las. “At big diners, you never see the manager.
People feel at home here. The place is busy and
so noisy, that when you walk in here you don't
feel like everyone is looking at you. You don’t
feel cold.”

The Prasiolas are not sure what the future
holls for them. In the short term, there will be
some late mornings. Then the couple hopes to
get back into the diner business.

“I've been doing this for 30 years,” said Mr.
Frasiolas. “I know nothing else.”

start. Nearly 300 Westficlders left their names
and addresses with the Frasiolas so they could be
contacted if the couple opens another restaurant
in the area.

The future of the Excellent Diner, itsell, prom-
ises to be a bit more unusual. Aftor a trans-
Atlantic journey, the diner is slated to reopen in
the small town of Aalen, Germany.

The Frasiolas sold the diner to Millburn resi-
dent Ralph Palumbo and his partner Bernd Rich-
ter of Germany, Mr. Palumbo said the Excellent
Diner will be shipped, in one piece, out of Port
Eiizabeth to Germany.

“Germany has a passion for 1940s and 1950s
American nostalgia,” said Mr. Palumbo. In the
Fatherland, the diner will be run as an authentic
America diner. The only addition to the tradi-
tional diner menu will be beer.

Last Thursday, at quitting time, Mr, Frasiolas
took off his apron for one of the last times. Un-

quiet; empty save for the Frasiolas and two busy
employees. Lounging in a timeworn booth, seem-
ingly speaking to himself Mr. Frasiolas reflected
on the past 20 years

“It's a fun place, even for us,” he said. “Not ali
the time. We have to work. But, yes, it is a lot of
fun. We can talk, get involved ...”

Mr. Frasiolas stopped, sighed, laughed.

“This is a place you break the rules,” he said.
“A lot of people clear their own tables. They put
their plates in the bin. They get their own coffee
.. Yes, it was a fun place.”

Taped to the front door of the diner in its last
days of operation was a photocopied cartdon..In
the cartoon, a man stands before a darkened res-
taurant with a sign in the window.

Wrestling is a full-time job for
Corey Posey.

While most high school athletes
are spending much of July and Au-
gust at the Jersey Shore soaking
up rays and hanging out at the
beach. Posey is training daily in
preparation for his next challenge.

“I don't have an ofl-season --
wrestling 1s a year-round sport for
me,” said Posey. “There are so
many things to work on and I
don't want to lose anything. I just
want to keep improving and stay
in good shape.”

Posey’s most recent challenge
was the National High School
Championships in North Dakota
last week. The high school event is
the largest wrestling tournament in
the world, featuring many of the
best high school-age wrestlers in
the country.

Posey, a senior ut Westfield High
Schoof, proved he belonged with
the best wrestlers in the country.
He placed third in the Greco-
Roman competition, and fourth in
the freestyle.

“I wasn't happy with my third-
place in the Greco but the
fourth in freestyle was good,” said
Posey. “Greco is my strength and I

think 1 could have won the whole
thing in that category.”

Posey compiled a 9-1 record in
the Greco — but it was the loss
which Posey will remember. He
dropped a 5-3 decision to Adam Ti-
rapelle of California.

“F got up that morning, went to
the event and warmed up,” said
Posey. “But [ had a really bad
warm-up and § just wasn't sharp
for the match. T warmed up but it
wasn't gomd enough and 1 felt sort
of asiteep for the mateh”

There s miuch merit to Posey’s
belief that he should have escaped
his three-man round-robin, After
losing to Tirapelle, he beat Glenn
Pero by five points. Pero had de-
feated Tirapelle by 10 points. Since
all three lost a bout, Pero advanced
because he had the largest point
differential,

“I was really disappointed in that
one bout — 1 should have won,”
suid Posey, who wrestled at 143
pounds in Greco. “It's my best
event and 1 felt good other than
the one bout.”

Posey excels in Greco wrestling
because he’s strong up top. It's not
that he is so much stronger than
his counterparts but he's extremely
sound in that area.

“I just have good technique up
top and that’s the key in Greco,”

said Posey. “It was the event I re-
ally was concentrating on at na-
tionals.”

Since Posey was cutting a con-
siderable amount of weight to
make Greco at 143, he did not want
to weigh-in again at 143 in free-
style. So he decided to compete at
154 in freestyle.

“I wrestled a lot of big guys in
freestyle and fourth place was pret-
ty good,” said Posey, who was 7-2
in freestyle. “I just wanted to stay
real competitive and do the best 1
could.”

Despite his most recent ac-
cornplishment, Posey is still not
prepared to take any time off.
Though the high school season is
still months away, Posey is train-
ing several hours a day to improve.

“It varies from day to day — but
at least two hours of wrestling a
day,” said Posey. “l run every day
to keep up my conditioning and
during the season I try to eat right.
I eat a little white meat and of
course carbohydrates,”

How about an occasional hot
fudge sundae?

“If I didn't do that, I wouldn’t be
human,” he said “I like to have
fun and relax every once in a
while, but my wrestling is real im-
portant.”

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Dodge revives
van’s versatility

FORBES NEWSPAPERS

- Most full-sized vans these days see duty as commercial vehicles
or as car pool haulers. Utility companies have relied heavily on the
full-sized van’s versatility to lock up.and keep dry tools and equ:p-
ment, and their ruggedness in getting heavy jobs done well is
almost legendary.

-But it's the van conversion industry that owes full-sized vans the
muost gratitude, as millions have been converted to campers, school
buses and airport shuttle vehicles. They're even available as rugged
go-anywhere 4X4's, able to reach the most remote of locations. The
Dodge box vans are the Chrysler entries in the field. The Dodge
Ram Van (window-less) and passenger Wagon (with windows) are
offered in 109 and 127-inch wheelbase lengths, in 1500, 2500 and
heavy-duty 3500 model designations.

-Qulside — The Ram Van and the Wagon saw a substantial
réstyle in 1994, with wraparound headlamps and taillights, and a
steep rake in the windshield. Offered in 187-inch, 205-inch and 231-
inch body lengths, seating is available for eight, 12 or 15 pas-
sengers. Side-hinged rear and side doors can be opttonauy replaced
with a sliding version at the side, as well as a wide-opening single
door in back (standard on SLT).

Exterior equipment on Ram Wagon SLT includes chrome steel
wheels, large 6-inch by 9-inch outside mirrors, a chrome grille and
bumpers The Ram Wagon is as tall as it is wide, both dimensions
measuring almost 80 inches.

Inside — While many Ram Vans and Wagons are bought as bare
shells for custom-tailoring to fit a specific job, our test SLT version
was owner/driver targeted and had a cloth, color-keyed headliner,
full carpeting with protective rubber mats, and an upgraded AM/
FM cassctte with four Infinity-brand amplified speakers. Up front
is a locking glove box, and a handy slide-out drawer located under
the front passenger's seat. Its tall center console also serves as an
engine cover and is nicely insulated and carpeted. A covered full-
sized spare tire is located inside the vehicle for casy and clean
access.

On the road — Short wheelbase Ram B1500 wagons come stand-
ard with a 3.9 liter V6 producing 175 horsecpower and 225 Ib-ft of
torque. Our featured test model included the optional ($587) 5.2
liter Magnum V8 with 220 horses and 295 lb-ft of torque. This
engine is in truth the famous 318 CID Chrysler that for decades
has given reliable power for Chrysler cars, trucks and vans. Cou-
pled to the optional ($250) four-speed automatic transmission and
anti-spin rear differential ($257), towing jobs are easy. Dodge boasts
of the Ram Van and Wagon as having the lowest floor height of its
{ficld. That's due to the use of Unibody construction, where a front
subframe is used to connect the engine and suspension compo-
nents. This makes climbing aboard easy, especially when used as
group transportation.

Behind the wheel - The Ram B1500 uses independent front
suspension with coil springs and a solid rear axle with leaf springs
attached. A four-wheel anti-lock braking system (ABS) is standard
on the Ram Wagon and optional ($500) on the Ram Van. There’s
plenty of leg and head room for everyone.

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Rolls-Royce spices

~{The Grey Poupon set just got
&pcwr Rolls-Royce, arguably the
thaker of the highest quality cars in
the world, has just installed some
Jire under the hood of its Silver
Spur Il fourdoor sedan. The Fly-
ing Spur, the first turbocharged
Rblls Royce passenger car in the
cOmpanys history, will be limited
to 50 units together  worth
$11,250,000.

Tom and Bob Hagin spent sone
time shooting the breeze ebout this
“huditional” British sedan, and
Tom got a short family history les-
somn.}

TOM: The Flying Spur certainly
fills the role of “niche” vehicle.
Rolls-Royce believes there are a
few Americans out there who want
a vehicle possessing character, and
want value at the same time. I'm
not so sure about the value part,
but according to Rolls-Royce litera-
ture, 60 percent of all Rolls-Royce
and Bentley cars produced since
.31004 are still rolling. And there
have been only 116,000 made.

BOB: That history lesson they
gave you is a bit hazy, Tom. Rolls
didn't take over Bentley unti '31,
when it became a vietim of the De-
pression. Since then, the Bentley
has been prelty much 1 Rolls-
Royce with a different radiator
shell. But you're sure right about
what Rolls customers look for.
Phey want perfect controls, smooth
power and lots ol real leather and
wood. Flying Spur buyers get all
this, plus a revitalized V8 power-
plant. Nearly 6.8 liters, it now has a
stronger crankcease, more compres-

sion and more efficient induction.
Add to this alllaluminum V8 a Gar-
rett AlResearch intercooled turbo-
charger and horsepower skyrockets
to exotic car levels.

TOM: The Flying Spur also now
uses an elegant Bosch Motronic
computerized engine management
system. As an example, the Bosch
computer tells the turbo to briefly
overboost the engine during
midrange for stronger throttle re-
sponse. Pushing the gas pedal
down at freeway speeds sends the
traffic behind quickly into the dis-
tance. This would be helpful for
business executives or rock stars
wishing to outrun undesirables,
The Flying Spur uses an electronic
four-speed automatic transmission
that makes gear changes unnotice-
able.

BOB: Luxury is what Rolls
Royce is all about, and the Flying
Spur is a hot-rod version of the
luxurious Silver Spur ITl. The in-
terior upholstery is Connolly leath-
er, all 11 cows' worth or 260 square
feet of it, and the headliner and
rugs are wool. Both front seats are
powered and heated, and have a
memory feature that coincides
with the outside mirrors, which are
alsa heated. The leather seats are
hard, like a saddle, and I found the
view outward to he slightly ob-
structed by the window pillars, but
being inside is certainly a treat.

TOM: Recessed in the passenger
side front seat armrest is a cellular
phone, usable to those in the back
scat as well, The Flying Spur
comes with an AM/FM cassette
stereo with 10 speakers and a six-
disc CD changer, I've heard com-
parable sound from other upscale

sedans costing more than $100,000
less, but the Rolls entertainment
system sounds great — and there
is no outside noise to interferc.
Genuine wood cappings are taste-
fully inlaid at strategic locations,
and small walnut tables fold from
the rear of the {front seats for those
in back. Even ils rear seats are
electrically adjustable.

BOB: Flying Spur suspension is
independent front and rear, with
coil springs and anti-roll bars. ls
rear struts are hydraulic and use
automatic leveling to keep the car
flat when there’s a load in back.
The steering is o rack-and-pinion
design, and it takes alrmost 40 feet
to make a circle, Safely features
include anti-lock brakes (ABS),

dual front airbags and three-point
shoulder belts. And with a heft of
almost 5500 pounds, there's ample
safety designed into it. It's quite a
machine.

TOM: Dad, you sound almost
reverent about Rolls-Royce, How
come?

BOB: I guess you never heard
the Hagin family history about the

mode! and 1 had to have the brakes
replaced when it only had 13,000 miles on
it. The shop replaced the front brake ro-
tors, the brake pads and the wheel bear-
ings. Now the car has just under 30,000
miles on it and I'm beginning to feel a
throbbing from the brake pedal when 1
step on the brakes gently. I took it back to
the shop that did the job originally and
was told that I needed to have the job
done all over again. It was a fairly expen-
sive job and I don’t want to have to do it

every year. Why is it buming up brakes so
fast? — B.B. Concord, Calif.
ABetter take your Ford into anocther
shop for a re-evaluation. Things may
not be as bad as they seem. Unless your
original brake rotors were really fried, it's
very possible that you were sold new ro-
tors unnecessarily. Brake rotors can le-
gally be turned down around .080 of an
inch and still do the job. Their minimum
thickness is permanently cast into the
rotor.

Sears lasted in the auto business 1906-
11, when it became obvious to company
officials the cheap car business was best
leflt to specialists like Henry Ford. Sears
didn't try getting into it again until '52,
when it offered the Allstate (like the insur-
ance of the same name), a rebadged Henry

of a myriad of various automotive and avi-
ation parts and in particular, a starter
drive system that made its designer, Vin-
cent Bendix, a rich man. In addition,
“Bendix brakes” is not so much a collec-
tion of parts as it is a complete system.
Among other produets Bendix fathered
was an automobile that bore his name.
From 1907-10, the company built a high-
wheeler with solid wheels and a small
four-cylinder engine. It was a dismal fail-
ure, but Bendix kept his dream alive, and

in '34 he had a high-tech front-drive all- .

however, and caused some very high class
automobiles to be built from '20-32.

In those days, using “propriety parts”
meant an auto maker bought all its major
components from independent parts man-
ufacturers, assembled them and clothed
them in its own body. E. Paul did just that,
but used only high quality parts to make
luxury vehicles. Will Rogers, the famous
comedic political commentator of the time,
owned a du Pont town car, as did several
other notables of the day.

E. Paul du Pont also made forays into

racing. A privatcly-owned but factory-
backed du Pont roadster was entered in
the 24 Hours of Le Mans endurance race
in 1929 (it didn't fare too well); at the Indy
500 it also fell flat. The du Pont suc-
cumbed to the maladies of the Great De-
pression in 1932.

BRIGGS & STRATTON — Like auster-
ity in your personalized transportation?
The Briggs & Stratton of 1919 would have
been right up your alley. two seats on a
platform, a wheel at each corner, a steer-
ing system that was fully reversible and a
drag brake on the rear tires. The power
train took the form of a fifth wheel which
was attached to the rear of the platform
and carried a lawn mower two-horse motor
on its fender. No lights, no body and no
suspension. A bit rough on the country
roads and cobblestone streets of the day
which might account for it's less than out-
standing public acceptance.

Consolidate daily errands and short trips:
Some trips may be unneccessary, Also, travel
when traffic is light to avoid stop-and-go condi-

Stop idling around: Shut off the engine while
waiting for friends and family. And since today's
cars and trucks are designed to warm up quickly,
forget those 10-minute warm ups in the morning.

Maintain the engine: A well-maintained engine
burns less fuel. Follow the service schedules listed
in the owner's manual. Replace fluids and fiiters as
recommended; have engine performance (rough
idling, poor acceleration, etc.) correcied at a repair
facility. Given today's high-tech engines, it's wise
to have engine performance work done by techni-
cians who have earned ASE certification.

If you change your driving and maintenance
habits, you will see: improved gascline mileage,
extended vehicle life, better resale value and a
cleaner environment.

Motorists who change their driving and vehicle
maintenance habits will see beller gasoline mile-
age, help the environment and extend the life of
their vehicles, according to the experts at the Na-
tional Institute for Automotive Excellence, a non-
profit group that certifies the competence of auto-
motive technicians. Here are some of their rec-
ommendations:

Check tire pressure: Underinflated or poorly
aligned tires waste fuel — the engine must work
harder to move the vehicle. Consult the owner's
manual for the recommended tire pressure. An
alignment may be warranted il the tread is wear-
ing unevenly or if the vehicle “pulls” while being
driven on a flat road.

Lighten up: Remove unnecessary items from
the vehicle, paying particular attention to the
trunk. Less weight means better mileage. Avoid

carrying luggage on the roof, since this increases
wind resistance.

Drive sensibly: Observe speed limits, Avoid sud-
den accelerations and hard braking. Use cruise
control on highways to keep o steady speed. Anti-

when our thoughts turn to a new
car or truck. The ravages and
bleakness of winter are over and
the idea of a fresh set of wheels is
almost as good as a vacation.

But what to do with your old ve-
hicle can be a problem. If you're
buying a fresh-off-the-showroom-
floor machine, the traditiona}
method of disposal is to trade it off
to the selling dealer. That makes
life simple. If the trade is a
“cream-pufl)” the dealer will detail
it and put it on his lot. If, on the
other hand, your trade is a '‘roach,”
he'll sell it off to a used car dealer
who specializes in cheaper ma-
chines or to a scrapper for recy-
cling. Either way, it's out of your
hair and you can go on to other
things.

The other alternative is to peddle
it off yourself. This is an attractive
prospect to many and there are
“amateurs” who make a sideline
(albeit quite illegal) of buying cars

Damon Runyon novel. These are
the techniques they use and you
might be interested in emulating
them to dispose of you own vet-
eran.

PREP THE VEHICLE — Walk
around the vehicle wearing the hat
of a prospective buyer. Note the
items that would keep you from
buying it for top dollar. If it's grub-
by and needs cleaning up, start,
there inside and out. My son Andy
tells me that a commercially-
available wool sweater cleaner does
a great cleanup job on auto carpet-
ing but it takes lots of scrubbing.
The trunk should be cleaned and
scrubbed too, and the spare tire
and jacking tools should be clean.
If they're dirty and rusty, it makes
the potential buyer wonder how
the rest of the car was maintained.
If the engine is grubby, wash it ofl
with an engine cleaner and change
the oil and filter. Buyers always
pull the dip stick to see how clean

fresh oil. Check the radiator cool-
ant, too, and make sure it’s clean
and green. If the tires are less-
than-great, invest in a set that's
used but not abused. Make sure
everything (lights, wipers, heater,
air conditioner, ete)) all work,

SET THE PRICE — Forget the
Blue Book. That's for banks. Check
what other cars like yours are list-
ed for in the classified auto ads of
this paper or in local used car flea-
market periodicals. Set your price
accordingly but expect to bargain
— it's part of the game for most
buyers. Call sellers of cars like
yours after a week or so and sce if
their cars are still available. If
they're gone, they priced thein
right.

PREPARE THE DOCUMENTS
— Make sure you have the owner-
ship certificate, the registration
and an official blank bill of sale on
hand when you start the operation.
If you don't have them, get dupli-
cates from your Department of
Motor Vehicles immediately.

Study dissects flat tax

A flat tax that eliminates the deductions for mortgage interest
and property taxes would have serious negative consequences for
the nation's homeowners, according to a study by DRI-McGraw
Hill, a global consulting and information firm with more than 300

professional employees specializing in economics-driven business
“A simple postcard tax return appears to be very attractive,” said

Sue Humphrey, president of the Somerset County Board of Re-
altors. “However, a flat tax that does away with deductions for
mortgage interest and property taxes, has consequences that prior

to this study, have not been fully understood.”

The DRI-McGraw Hill study indicates a flat tax without the
mortgage interest and property tax deductions would cost Ameri-
ca’s 64 million home owmers nearly $1.7 trillion,

“Put another way, the average homeowner would lose 15 percent
of his or her home’s value within two years,” Ms. Humphrey said.
“This loss in home value would occur in spite of the lower interest
rates projected under a flat tax.”

Sales and housing starts would also be affected negatively Ac-
cording to the study, implementation of a flat tax system would
cause existing-home sales to be 19 percent lower than sales under

‘Why, what is pomp, rule, reign,

ollywood would have
us believe that being

an archaeologist
means avoiding an-
cient boobytraps,
fighting off scores of enemies at
every turn and finally finding that
rare, priceless relic,

While Dr. Indiana Jones makes
for a glamorous fantasy on the sil-
ver screen, that's not quite the re-
ality.

Dr. Alan Cooper, an archaeolo-
gist and teacher at Morristown-
Beard School, has his own ideas of
what the science is all about,

“Archaeology is not the study of
the dead, but the study of life,”
said Dr. Cooper, who works on two
sites in Readington and Basking
Ridge.

Unlike the wild Indy, most ar-
chaeologists’ time is spent on re-
search, writing and cataloging,
with only one-fifth of their time
spent in the ground, he said.

The goal of the archaeologist is
to “reconstruct how people lived,”
he explained, and to “repopulate
the world with people who no
longer live.”

“Archaeology is a perfect inter-
disciplinary vehicle,” Dr. Cooper
said. “It combines the physical and
natural sciences with sociology,
civics, geography and history.”

Indiana Jones just does not
measure up.

“What we do is hot as danger-
ous, but just as exciting,” he said.

And exciting it is. In our own
back yard, many relics are now in
the hands of those who can under-
stand their significance, plus there
are new digs underway to find
even more.

Directed by Dr. Cooper, the ex-
cavation of the Lord Stirling
Manor house in Basking Ridge
turns up 18th century artifacts of
ceramics, glass, nails, brick, mortar
and plaster. Bits of Brilish por-
celain pieced back together form a
bowl made in England in 1755.

Designed by English architect
John Edward Pryor and built 1761
63, the county estate was the home
of the Earl of Stirling, William Al-
exander, from 1763 until his death
in 1783. Afterward, the home went
through a “checkered history” and
eventually was destroyed by fire l{l
1920, Dr. Cooper said.

Other homes were built on the
original foundation, he said. The
property, located at the Environ-
mental Education Center, is now
owned by the Somerset County
Park Commission.

At one time you could sign up to
help with the digging, but for now
the excavation’s focus is on orga-

nizing what was found.

Excavation is much more than
the actual digging in the dirt.

Even without new discoveries,
“the Lord Stirling dig is alive and
well,” Dr, Cooper said. For three
years, once a week, the volunteers
have met to tag and document
findings gathered from the past
eight years of excavation,

All 75,000 pieces (wow!) must be
cataloged and analyzed. Some of
the analyzing is done by Dr. Coo-
per's group, but some pieces are
sent to outside experts lending
their talents to the excavation, Be-
cause the off-site experts are doing
a favor, they only examine the rel-
ics at their convenience, which ul-
timately drags out the process.

Another task for the archaeolo-
gist is to write down everything,
from where exactly the artifact
was found on the site to how old it
is.

While the Lord Stirling ex-
cavation is eight years old, another
project, the Lenape Meadow Ex-
cavation, began only a few weeks
ago ir an area near the manor
house,

In a large meadow on the envi-
ronmental center property, Indian
material remains dated 2,0004,000
B.C. are the latest discoveries, Dr,

Cooper said. Three types of spear
heads, chips of flint and jasper, a
couple of knife blades and a pos-
sible fireplace are the new trea-
sures. The Indian tribe that left be-
hind the relics are only known to
us as a "late archaic” group, he
said. Without written record there
is no way of knowing what they
called themselves.

Also at the same location are
traces of later Indian life dating
approximately 1 A.D,, as well as
Colonial artifacts.

All this and work has only just
begun.

“There is a real potential for this
to be another long-term ex-
cavation,” Dr. Cooper said. “It's
quite important to the history of
the area.”

Readington also has some rich
soil full of relics waiting to be dis-
covered.

Last year, the Readington Town-
ship Museum began a children’s
archaeology day camp for fifth.
through eighth-graders, under the
direction of Dr. Cooper. Campers
learn how to excavate a site and
what the science of archaeology is
really about,

They experiment with field
methods on the 18th century site
at the Eversole-Hall House on
Main Street, next door to the town-
ship’s municipal building.

The camp, already filled to ca-
pacity, runs July 10-Aug. 11 and
costs $55 a week.

“There is a lot of stuff out
there,” muscum director and coun-
ty historian Stephanie Stevens
said. “It's just like a regular dig."

At the first week of the camp’s
second year, I watched 12-year-old
Adam Freegood use a hand-held
trough to dig at the dirt in his
group's 2-by4-foot square. Adam
first became interested in archac-
ology when exploring the property
of a 1800s South Orange house he
once lived in. By using a metal
detector, he looked for things of
interest. Now he has gone from
finding door knobs and bottle caps
to a real chunk of New Jersey his-
tory.

“When I found out about it (ar-
chacology camp), I sort of jumped
at it,” he said.

Adam plans to continue dab-
bling in archaeology as a hobby,
but at least one of the campers has
his sights set on the glory of mys-
terious findings.

“I want to be the one who opens
up the Sphinx,” 12-year-old David
Lynn said.

Dr. Cooper also found his in-

' cientists call them beneficial

insects, but it's easier to

think of them as good bugs.
They prey on the insects that dam-
age our garden and landscape
plans. They don't bother people,
pets, or plants. Most are not well
known and rarely noticed.

In order to lure beneficial in-
sects to our garden, we need to
grow the plants they like, Some
plants (such as sunflowers) have
nectar outside the flower, where
it's easy for the good bugs to
reach. Others, such as sweet alys-
sum and candytuft, attract aphids,
which excrete a nectar-like sub-
stance known as honeydew, a fa-
vorite food for beneficials.

Plants with small shallow flow-
ers, such as Queen Anne's lace
and those in the daisy family,
allow beneficials to feast on pollen
casily. There are two kinds of ben-
eficial insects — predators and
parasites. Predators kill pests out-
right. Hungry ladybugs are re-
ported to eat 60 aphids per hour.
Others, like the spined soldier bee-
tle, stab their victim with sharp
mouth parts.

Parasites use the hody of their
victim to produce offspring. For
example, they lay their eggs inside
or on the body of the prey. The
eggs hatch into larvae that cat the
pest insect slowly until they are
ready to become adults.

Two plants that attract good
bugs are Cosmos and Coreopsis,
both showy members of the daisy
family with bright yellow flowers.

They start blooming in June and
don't stop until October, Both of
these plants attract several preda-
tors—ladybugs, lacewings, and
flower flies (or syrphid flies),

They also bring in tiny parasitic
wasps such as those that attack

the hornworm, a large green cater-
pillar that defoliates tomato plants.
You'll know the homworms have
parasites if you see white spindle-
shape cocoons on the backs.

It's best not to kill these, by the
way, 50 the adult wasps can
emerge from those cocoons and
survive in your area. Just put
them somewhere away from your
tomato plants.

Goldenrod is another daisy rela-
tive that attracts ladybugs. It also
brings in soldier beetles and a ben-
eficial called the big-eyed bug.

This last insect is the predator
that feeds on chinch bugs, a major
pest of turf grasses. If you're grow-
ing roses, broceoli, or eggplant, the
good bugs may never take the
place of pesticides.

Still, if you're patient and willing
to experiment, you can make the
good bugs work for you,

The patience comes into play
when you see the pest and the
beneficial insect on the plant at
the same time, Then you wonder i
the good bugs will cat all the pests
Waiting to see if it happens is the
experiment.

Sometime in our lives, we may
have thought we'd die of a broken
heart. We don't die of a broken
heart, exactly, but heart disease is
the number one killer in the U.S.

We die from hearts that have
been abused by eating artery-
clogging food and using too much
salt. We die of not exercising
cnough or overexertion — incon-
sistent activity and t0o much
stress. Some stress is good and
necessary, but being in a constant
state of araety — whatever the
cause — combined with & couch
potato lifestyle is an unintentional
suicide trip. Stroke is the third
most common cause of death.

Through dietary changes, you
can try to prevent the onset of
these conditions,

My cooking is not the number
two killer, but I stopped cooking
just in case. If you have been told
to cut back on salt, you can make
foods tasty by using flavorings,
spices and herbs.

To enhance the taste of beef, use
bay leaf, marjoram, nutmeg, onion,
pepper, sage, thyme,

To lamb, add curry powder, gar-
lic, rosemary, mint.

"I'd pork, add garlic, onion, sage,
pepper, oregano.

To veal, add bay leaf, curry pow-
der, ginger, marjoram, oregano. To
chicken, add ginger, marjoram,
oregano, paprika, poultry season-
ing, rosemary, sage, tarragon,
thyme.

To fish, add curry powder, dill,
dry, mustard, lemon juice, marjo-
ram, paprika, pepper.

Try to incorporate as many of
these low fat foods into your diet
as possible (no, not all at the same
time); baked, broiled or poached
chicken and turkey without the
skin: fish and lean cuts of meat,
skim or one percent milk, low-fat,
low-sodium cheeses; fresh, frozen
or canned fruit and vegetables;
plain rice and pasta.

Try some English muffins, ba-
gels, sandwich breads and rolls,
soft tortillas; cold, ready to eat ce-
reals and cooked hot cereals that
are low in sodium. Voice of doom,
gloom or choice: don't think of eat-
ing these foods as dieting, but as a
lifestyle change to improve your
chances for living longer and
healthier (If you choose not to
make these changes, it may just
scem like you're living longer, be-
cause you're in poor health and
your life has become less produc-
tive and more painful). We need an
attitude adjustment to become a
healthier society.

Each of us plays head games to
cither face reality or deny it. I
have some willpower not to buy
the fattening stuff when I'm food
shopping,

But, if I buy it, I'll eat it. At-
titude is important at the, same
time, at the same place, b\t about
different stuff.,
