Snow piles 2 cents on tax rate

Westfidders displeased with the hike in
the municipal tax levy should forward at
least some of their complaints to Mother
Nature.

Nearly half the increase is due to the now-
infamous Blizzard of '96, said Town Admin-
istrator Ed Gottko.

Municipal taxes will rise 4 cents per $100
of assessed value in 1906 — an increase of
$69.60 for the average WestDeWcr with a
home assessed at $174,000. Blizzard-related

snow removal costs account for 1.8 cents of
the growth — or $31.32 for the average
homeowner.
. Combined with the proposed school tax

increase of 8 cents per $100 of assessed
value, the average Westfielder can look for-
ward to paying $208.80 more in property
taxes in 1996.

The proposed 1996 municipal budget,
which was tentatively adopted by the Town
Council Feb. 27, totals $21,807,062 - an in-
crease of $333,245 from the year before.

Pension costs increased $180,000, said Mr.
Gottko. Last year they decreased $365,000.

Also, the proposed Elizabethtown Water
Company rate hike will add $50,000 to the
town's expenses in the last five months of
1996 alone, said the administrator.

In addition, municipal court revenues
were off $70,000. That drop, said Mr. Gottko,
was due to the fact the town had caught up
with the backlog of ticket scofflaws in pre-
ceding years.

Helping to ease the blow, Westfield meter
attendants issued 2,000 more tickets in 1995
than they did in 1994.

To trim expenses, the town is paring six
positions through attrition and are spread

throughout several departments.
The impact of the newly negotiated police

contract, which includes drastically lower
starting salaries, has yet to be determined.

The council will have a public hearing on
the budget and vote to adopt or amend it on
second reading Tuesday, March 26

The 1995 property tax rate in Westfield
was $3.66 per $100 of assessed value. Of
that, $2.35 went to the school district, 79
cents went to the county and 52 cents went
to the town.

The average Westfielder paid $6,368.40 in
property taxes in 1995.

Westfield's proposed Special Im-
provement District is going along
just fine, thank you, and should be
approved "in the next month or
so" ... at least that's the assessment
of Michelle Picou of Westfield
MainStreet

But dissenters at a public hear-
ing Tuesday night urged the Town
Council to put the brakes on the
planned district until a series of
grievances can be settled.

The Special Improvement Dis-
trict (SID) would levy an additional
tax of 14 cents per $100 of assessed
value on 52 southside and 1S7
northiid* property owners. The
$140,500 raised would be dedicated
to capital improvements and pro-
gramming in the district The town
would kick in another $140,500 in
"in-kind" services.

The main gripe of SID op-
ponents is not the district itself,
but the management corporation
which would be formed to run it

That corporation, an outgrowth"
of the current Westfleki Main-
Street, would be comprised of 11
members appointed by the mayor
and council. They are: four district
property owners, two district busi-
ness operators, four Westfleki resi-
dents and one member of the
council. At least one member must
be a member of the Westfleld Area
Chamber of Commerce.

One busings owner told the
council the proposal "smacks of
nepotism, if you would, and good-
old-boyiiim."

Union County Prosecutor's office confirmed "D-N-
R" — short-hand for "do not resuscitate" — "Give
Organs" and "A-" — the woman's blood type —
were written on Mrs. Bauer's abdomen in blue
ball point pea Beneath the grim message, Mrs-
Bauer scrawled her signature, the detective said.

The telephone in the Durham home of Mrs.
Bauer and her lft-year-old daughter was discon-
nected last week.

Acting Union County Prosecutor Edward Neaf-
sey said he believed Mrs. Bauer acted alone in her
mission to kill her husband.

"The only angle (being investigated), at least
right now, is how did she get the gun and hollow
point bullets into New Jersey," said Mr. Neafeey.

Hollow point bullets are illegal in New Jersey.
"They explode upon impact," said Mr. Neaftey.

"They are much more destructive of human flesh
than normal bullets."

Westfield Police Chief Anthony Scutti told The
Record Mrs. Bauer legally purchased her handgun
from a sporting goods store in Durham. The
woman received a pistol permit from the Durham
County Sheriffs Office last December.

Toxicology reports, which will show if Mrs. Bauer
was on medication at the time of the shootings,
will not be in for seven-eight weeks. Mrs. Bauer
reportedly suffered from psychological problems
throughout her life, said a member of her family.

An unspecified medication was also found in the
rental car the woman left at the Westfleld north-
side train station. Along with the medication, police
also found a pair of binocular* and a light-colored

wig.
Chief Scutti said authorities may never know if

the Mrs. Bauer used the wig and binoculars to
stalk her husband before killing him.

"We don't know if she was up here or not prior
to entering The Leader (office)," he said

What is known is Mrs. Bauer was brought to the
Durham train station by her daughter Lacey. The
woman took an Amtrak train to Philadelphia. Au-
thorities believe Mrs. Bauer took a cab to Borden-
town, where she rented a Ford Contour from a
Hertz rental agency, using the last name of a previ-
ous husband Mrs. Bauer checked into the For-
restal Marriott Sunday. Shortly before 4:30 p.m.,
she entered the Elm Street office of the Westfield
Leader.

Mrs. Bauer spoke pleasantly with her husband's
mother, Westfield Leader Associate Publisher
Kathleen Bauer, as she waited for the publisher to
return from an errand Kathleen Bauer and two
employees were in the newspaper's outer office
when the murder/suicide took place.

Though Jeffrey and Meta Bauer were married
less than three years, Mrs. Bauer filed for a divorce
last November, said Prosecutor Neafsey. The cou-
ple had married July 16, 1993. It was the second
marriage for Mr. Bauer, the third for Mrs. Bauer.
They had no children together.

Mr. Bauer had lived in Durham before assuming
control of The Leader after his brother died

Mr. Bauer was buried Friday in a small, private
ceremony at Fairview cemetery. He is survived by
his mother and a son, Andrew, of Pennsylvania.

The field of candidates vying for
three seats on the Westfield Board
of Education narrowed by one last
week with the withdrawal of chal-
lenger Carol Phelan.

Mrs. Phelan cited time con-
straints as the reason for her with-
drawal.

Still in the race are incumbent
school board President Susan Ja-
cobson and challengers Mike Far-
rell, Arlene Gardner, Frances
Masterson and Annmarie Puleio.

Also facing the scrutiny of the
voters is the district's proposed
$48,728,989 school budget. The pro-
posed budget has an increase of 3.4
percent over that of 1995-1996. If it
passes, the average Westiielder will
pay $4,228.20 to support town
schools this year (see chart on this
page).

Mrs. Phelan, a mother of three
children in the school district, has
been a resident of Westfield for 22
years. She has been involved with
numerous community organiza-
tions, which, before her exit from
the race, she maintained would
benefit the board.

With just five school board hope-
nils competing for three open
seats, the results of the April 16
election is sure to please the major-
ity of the field. Last year's hotly
contested election, which had one
two-year and three three-year seats
open, drew nine candidates and a
nearly unprecedented 27 percent
registered voter turnout. like the
candidate field, however, the turn-
out in this year's election will likely
be smaller.

Ms. Jacobson has stressed her
experience on the board in her re-
election bid.

Mr. Farrell, who finished 191
votes shy of a board seat last year,
has cast himself as the candidate
who will ask tough questions.

Ms. Gardner said she supports
"creative, collaborative" ap-

proaches to maintain school funds.
Ms. Prances has made the main-

tenance of "age-appropriate" mate-
rial in the district's Health and
Family life Curriculum a center-

piece in her campaign.
Ms. Puleio said she wants "rigor-

ous program evuluation(s)" to en-
sure Westficld's curriculum is up to
snuff.

Interest in principals
From budgets to school spirit to top-notch
academics to high morale, principals are it

Much hand-wringing goes on among school
board members and candidates, superinten-
dents of schools and assorted parents and
;teachers about "the quality of education."
: The questions echo through national media
news programs as well as neighborhood coffee
•Watches: Are test scores really high enough?
;Is it too easy to get an "A?" Is discipline at a
level where it needs to be to foster learning?
Is student and faculty morale noticeably posi-

«tive and steadily building? Does advanced
placement have a real meaning? Would uni-
forms for students help the learning climate?
Are computers in the classroom the answer, or
just another costly diversion?

As the well-meaning and the experts debate
such quandaries, time slips by, grades
founder, morale drifts and another class of
seniors graduates without much really being
done to help all those behind them. The cycle
is perpetual, or so it seems.

Perhaps in the midst of all the rhetoric and
the loud ticking of the school clock, more at-
tention ought to be given to the school build-
ing principals. They are in literally and figura-
tiely the right position to both listen to such
concerns and to respond to them. Consider
these facts that illustrate their potentially piv-
otal role in casting the qualitative direction
their staffs and students should take:

Q\ The state's annual "report cards" focus
on individual school buildings. Students' per-
formance on standardized tests, class sizes,
faculty education levels and more? left-
handedly emphasize the fact that in parents'
eyes public education comes down to tliat
building and its principal and faculty.

0 The primary confluence of students, par-
ents-taxpayers and faculty occurs in the local
school building. School board meetings and
even school elections just never pull turnouts
like a school play or pai-ents night. These
events are really when* public cducution
meets the consumers nine times out of 10,
And here is a major opportunity for the princi-
pal as in-building manager to meet the pub-
lic's demand for ({utility face to face.

G3 Each year, the state asks that educational
goals be set by a school building-orient**! com-

mittee of principal, faculty and parents. The
process is little-publicized, although results
have to be posted with the state at year's end.
But again, the state is acknowledging the im-
portance of the school building as focus for
identifying and satisfying parents' expecta-
tions for quality public education. What a role
opportunity here for a strong principal to set
high goals — and guide the school community
toward meeting them for the good of the stu-
dents.

0 Returning to the national media, con-
sider the number of student achievement sto-
ries that have keyed on the children's school
principal. It's almost never the superinten-
dent, faculty or parents who provide the lead-
ership that brings about such positive excite-
ment and achievement. It takes a motivated
principal.

[7) Principals are among the administrators
whom the state has identified as now requir-
ing a special mix of their own academic
achievement plus classroom experience to
qualify as a certified education administrators.
Again, the state is acknowledging principals'
potential for fostering real leadership and real
achievement, building by building, student by
student.

[7] Seasoned principals with both classroom
and administrative experience know how to
turn on teachers and students. They also
know, at least as importantly, what turns
teachers and students off. This knowledge is
irreplaceable and should be fully utilized in
the buildings-up revitalization of our school
systems.

Bolstering principals' morale could start
with a symbolic hug from parents. Principals
don't necessarily have to be literally hugged
by parents; they'd probably appreciate more
having a cull from a parent volunteering to
help in the classroom or in any other way that
lends iiersonul and moral support to the cause
of rejuvenating learning.

League backs state's juvenile reforms
To The Record:

The League of Women Voters
commends Governor Chriostine
Todd Whitman for promoting re-
form of the juvenile justice system
now under way in New Jersey. A
new state-level agency, the Juve-
nile Justice Commission, has been
created to oversee all facilities, ser-
vices and sanctions for juvenile of-
fenders, including programs on
county and local level administered
by county youth services com-
missions. Paul Donnelly, former
deputy director of the Texas Com-

mission on Children and Youth,
has been appointed the com-
mission's first executive director.

A key element of the new sys-
tem is its emphasis on community-
based programs for delinquent
youth, including programs for pre-
vention and early intervention. Re-
search studies analyzed by the Na-
tional Council on Crime and Delin-
quency indicate that services and
sanctions for juvenile offenders are
most effective when provided in
the community with the support of
families, schools, churches and

other concerned Individuals and
agencies. Long-term studies also
show that pre-school and family in-
tervention programs for children at
risk can significantly reduce later
criminal behavior. Adequate fund-
ing is essential to ensure the suc-
cess of these programs; past re-
form efforts failed due to insuf-
ficient funding.

The League of Women Voters
believes that New Jersey has taken
an important step toward achieving
an accountable, efficient and effec-
tive juvenile justice system. With

the new system in place, and the
provision of adequate resources, we
have an opportunity to reduce ju-
venile crime and violence and in-
crease the safety of our neighbor-
hoods.

regarding the curricula to admin-
istrators and faculty in order to
achieve certain and consistent im-
provement in student performance
and test scores. The experience
and competence to conduct the
most rigorous program evaluations
and refinements will be required
in order to maintain a high level of
excellence in times of fiscal re-
straint The superintendent will
represent Westfield's concerns to
the larger academic and political
community.

And finally, the superintendent
will appreciate the strengths and
achievements of Westfield's
schools and especially of its com-
mitted teachers and administra-
tors. He or she will respect the
tradition of parental participation
and encourage the ongoing sup-

port and. advice of the community
at large as well.

Mike Farrell: As we begin a new
era in the Westfield School District,
we should look for very specific
qualities in the new superinten-
dent of schools.

First and foremost we need to
look for someone with a proven
track record of raising levels of
competence within their district.
The state's analysis of the Early
Warning Test clearly shows West-
field as having a problem at the
intermediate grade levels and with-
in the district a distinct separation
of skill levels between Edison and
Roosevelt The fact that the Board
of Education has formally recog-
nized this problem means that we
should seek someone with the abil-
ity to address a key issue like this.

Secondly, we might look at ask-
ing the new superintendent to be-
come a Westfield resident It's im-
portant for a key, highly paid em-

ployee to have a personal stake in
the entire community.

We should use this opportunity
to totally update the current job
description of the superintendent
The present job description was
created in the mid-1970s.

The recent community survey
shows that the level of education of
the residents has changed during
the past 10 years. These parents
have as many expectations for
their children as their predeces-
sors. Their personal life experi-
ences have made them understand
the effect that technology is having
on their lives and careers.

Lastly, we need a leader who will
continue to aggressively pursue
outside funding, like grants, corpo-
rate donations, etc., to help offset
the growing burden on the taxpay-
ers. The private sector understands
the need for strong public educa-
tion and is much more supportive
than ever before. Someone who

has the desire to reach for the
highest performance goals in the
state should be our top priority in
Westfield.

Arlcne Gardner: The next super-
intendent for the Westfield School
District will face many difficult de-
cisions. We need an administrator
who has exceptional leadership
abilities, I would look for the fol-
lowing qualities: intelligence, open-
mindedness, integrity, a willing-
ness to work hard, the ability to
bring together diverse viewpoints,
respect for the rights and needs of
others, and courage. The new su-
perintendent must be able to think
clearly and creatively in order to
maintain the highest educational
standards within budgetary con-
straints. He or she should be open-
minded to a variety of viewpoints
in order to maintain community
support for our schools but have
the courage to make difficult deci-
sion! about school facilities, cur-

"jTrances Masterson: There are

ifthny qualities that a superinten-
dent must have in order to advise,
a*)ist and carry out his duties ef-
fectively.
.jThese qualities would include a

participation with the state De-
partment of Education and with
federal agencies in the develop-
ment of policies and activities for
thj» improvement of education,
knowledge with what is happening
on Ihe state level with our tax dol-
lars, personal characteristics and a
similar philosophy to the board of
education, school principal's and
thfe superintendent's central staff.

The Board of Education sets ob-
jectives based on the needs and
wants of the community. A few
1995-96 objectives which need to
be carried out would be:

• Continue technology integra-
tion into the instructional program.

• Complete a study on how beat
to measure student achievement
and district performance.

• Increase the percentage of
Westfield students who score in
the highest level of the state's
Early Warning Test in grade 8.

The new superintendent must
work closely with the board of edu-
cation in developing a "game plan"
in regards to budget and tax esti-
mates for the school year.

The superintendent works close-
ly with the principal of each school
and it is imperative that he de-
velop positive relationships with
each principal in our district The
superintendent is the chief liaison
between the Board of Education

and our schools.
The central staff is broken down

into specific departments in order
to properly handle the many de-
mands of the school district. A pos-
itive relationship with the central
staff is essential in order to run the
district effectively.

In addition to having positive re-
lationships with the board of edu-
cation, central staff and school
principals, I would look for a su-
perintendent who has the foresight
in the ever-increasing field of tech-
nology, experience with dealing in
overcrowding and success in in-
creasing student achievement

A fresh approach to old and new
problems would be key to my su-
perintendent search that would
lead the Westfield School District
into the next century.

Susan Jacobson: Our new super-
intendent should be an experi-

ground. We must be able to con-
firm a demonstrated record of suc-
cess and leadership as a superin-
tendent in another district This
superintendent must be well re-
spected by that board, staff and
community.

Communication is an important
part of the superintendent's role.

Being a
good listener is an important skill
and includes being sensitive to the
needs and concerns of various con-
stituent groups including students,
parents, staff and the community
at large. The superintendent also
must demonstrate the ability to lis-
ten to and respect those with dif-
fering views.

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Volvo's 960 wagon deserves to be a sell-out in 1996
By TOM
FORBES CORRESPONDENTS

Volvo is a very old and revered
name in the U.S. The Hagins liked
Us new 960 wagon, but father Bob
disapproved of its frills. Son Tom
reminds him that he doesn't teem to
disapprove of its "sleeper" perform-
ance factor when it comes to stop-
light drag racing. The 960 wagon
has a manufacturer's suggested re-
tail price of $35,760; $37,135 as
tested.

Tom — I'm surprised Volvo
doesn't sell out of 960s every year.
It comes standard with almost
every automotive convenience
item known to man, yet stays well
below the competition's prices.

Bob — I guess that I'm still liv-
ing in the past and I'm not quite
sure I know what you consider a
low price, but our test wagon is
approaching $40,000 — which is
not cheap by any standard.

Tom — Unless you're in the
Rolls-Royce or Ferrari category,
Dad. But let's look further into
what the 960 buyer gets for his or
her money. As far as comfort goes,
all D60s get automatic climate con-
trol. You just set a predetermined
temperature and leave it be. It also
conies standard with cruise control,
|x>wt>r windows, door locks, mirrors
and front seats, and a power glass
moonroof. And that's not all.

Bob - OK, Tom, but there are

some things I could do without,
like the optional leather upholstery
and the moonroof, but I certainly
can learn to get cozy with the ad-
justable lumbar support on the
front seats, heated outside mirrors,
intermittent wipers and integrated
front fog lamps, all of which are
standard equipment

Tom — We're still not done with
the standard items, Dad It comes
with super-plush Door mats, light-
ed vanity mirrors in the sun visors,
a leather-wrapped wheel and a tilt
steering column. And it has that
great feature that stores the driv-
er's seat position in a memory, so
when you drive it, all you need to
do is push a button and the seats
go to where you want them, which
is way different than where I set
them.

Bob — That's true, Tom. I've no-
ticed that you set the driver's seat
tilted way back, like you're cruising
the boulevard on a Friday night
and I always have to change it
hack to a "normal" position.

Tom — Cruise in a Volvo? Come
on, Dad. But I did take it to the
mountains, where the strong inline
six gave plenty of power to climb
up and over the 7,000-foot passes
with ease. It uses a dual overhead
cam unit with four valves per cyl-
inder which has been tweaked to
provide increased torque at lower
rpms, but at the expense of a few
horses.

The 960 wagon borrows distinctive styling cues from rtt sedan counterpart: aerodynamic contours, Independent Mult I link rear
suspension, clean, uniquely Swedish Interior styling and another Swedish tradition, carrying capacity.

Bob — But the loss isn't some-
thing you can feel, and the differ-
ent cam profiles of the '96 version
make it more user-friendly around
town. The automatic-locking dif-
ferential and the automatic trans-
mission mode that starts the car
from third gear no doubt helped
your traction up in the snow coun-
try to reduce wheelspin on ice. But
Tom, we haven't even discussed its
safety features yet

Tom — That's where things re-
ally get good. The 060 comes with

four airbags up front — one in the
steering wheel, one in the dash
and two in the sides of the front
seats. Also, there are three-point
seat belts for all passengers in-
cluding the person in the middle
near seat who usually has to make
do with a lap belt. Also, there's
headrests at all five seating posi-
tions, along with automatic ten-
s i o n s on the front belts.

Bob — The 960 uses daytime
running headlamps, as well as a
rear fog lamp that is just a little

brighter than a traditional tail lamp
but I'm still not convinced it helps.
Volvo also builds its cars with lots
of high-strength steel inside the
doors, and reinforcements in front
to strengthen the chassis against
direct and offset frontal collisions.

Tom — It reully is a jungle out
there — but it hel|>s that ull 060
models hove four-wheel disc
brakes with a sophisticate! four-
channel anti-lock braking system.
The system works great and really
helps pull the car down quickly

from sixxxk — without kicking the
brakes. It also helps that it's a
wagon uml 1 ran IU all my ski stuff
inside.

Hob — Volvos haw always had n
reputation for safety ami Ix'intf
rugged H"d this ni*w DUO lives up to
thut reputation. And it's perform-
ance fnetor is a, real "sleeper" in
that this SRil) we tried WJIS a wagon.
From u stop li^ht it it-ally .sizzles
and surprises other drivers.

Tom — Especially when it's driv-
en by an old guy with white hair.

Sticky shift lock puts the brakes on owner's motoring
tj The shift lock on my Subaru Legacy

wugnn is doing too good a job. About every
third nmc I start the car after it has been
sitting overnight or all day at work, the
button on the shifter will not depress so 1
cannot get the car out of park. I am very
careful Ui keep my foot on the brake be-
fore [ even touch the shift lever. Some-
times if I play with the brake pedal, it will
unlock Hut twice I had to remove the
center console and the park brake lever

cover to override the shift lock. Now I just
leave the console open.

The dealer's service department has
been unable to fix this. They have lubri-
cated the linkage and replaced the "con
trot panel." They have also contacted the
Subaru national hotline and they still have
no answer. But just the fact that this proJ>
tern ts outlined in the owner's manual
leads me to believe that my problem is not
unique.

A. Sometimes you have to go to the top

in order to get answers to what should be
minor problems. I called the Subaru main
headquarters in New Jersey and was told
that its technical guys are aware of the
problem and are working on a solution.
The person I talked to said that they sus-
pect that the lubricant (grease) used in the
actuating electrical solenoid plunger is too
heavy and produces too much drag.

Another suspected area is in the neutral
safety switch, a device that prevents the
car from being started while it's in the
Drive position.

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Audi's A4 sedan is the carmaker's best vehicle yet

Bob Hagin's Audi experiences go
back to (he days token he owned
and drove a 1978 five cylinder
Audi 5000 sedan. He remembers it
with mixed emotions. Tom Hagin
only remembers that it was a far
cry from the Audi A4 he's testing
with his dad this week. The Audi
A4 has a manufacturer's suggested
retail price of $26,500; as tested,
$31,615.

Tom — This is the best-looking
Audi yet It uses a radically arched
roof line, sloping hood and a short-
er, but wider profile that's just
plain handsome. This is fortunate
for Audi, since there's lots of com-
petition in the $30,000 near-luxury
car market The company has done
quite a job of modernizing the A4's
exterior, and the standard 16-inch
five-spoke alloy wheels seem to
complete the package. The com-
pany has rounded the shape of the
car to produce a remarkable .29
drag coefficient, which slices the
wind and increases fUel mileage,
without making it look like a Star
Wars lunar machine.

Bob — That's not what you said
when you climbed in the back seat,
Tom. You complained of it being

too tight back there for your tastes
and your head rubbed the roof
near the back window. But I like
the car. It gives that classic Ger-
man car solidness, especially so in
ride quality. Its chassis is notice-
ably suffer than the Audi 90 model
it replaces, even though it's shed
over 150 pounds. What I like best

is all the new front suspension
technology Audi put into produc-
tion. I'm just lukewarm to front-
wheel-drive with any car, but Audi
has all but eliminated the pesky
torque steer - a pet peeve of mine.

Tom — Right, Dad. The front
suspension uses an unequal length
A-arm setup, but by using four

separate links, each with its own
ball joint attachments, the wheel is
steered from an axis that's been
pushed well outboard of the ball
joints.

Bob — And what happens is the
car's "virtual" steering axis is just a
smidgen from the center of the
wheel, which nearly eliminates

torque steer. Now, not only do >ou
get the advantages of front-wluvl-
drive (good traction in snow, com-
pact design and less cost), you
don't have wrestle with the stix-r-
ing wheel at full throttle. Torque
steer was a problem with the "78
Audi 5000 I owned and on the Uir-
bocharged version, it was even
worse. The extra power kept you
on your toes in the rain.

Tom — Speaking of power, Dad,
the A4 uses the same 2.8 liter V(5
Audi's been using for a few years
now. It has a east iron block anil
aluminum cylinder heads, along
with 12 valves and single overhead
camshafts. With just 172 horses,
it's smooth but not fast.

Bob — True, Tom. 'Hie A4 looks
much like a car Uiat should be
very fast, but its acceleration is
more adequate than furious. New
this year, however, is a five-speed
automatic transmission like that
used with a few luxury cars costing
over 50 grand. It is electronically
controlled, and its computer will
choose instanUy between 200
"maps" to match shilling patterns
to the way the car is driven.

Long, proud history of the Studebaker Corp. — yes, Studebaker

During its 114 years of exist-
ence, the Studebaker Corpora-
tion made some pretty in-
novative and interesting ve-
hicles. It produced horse-

drawn wagons for the Union Army during
the Civil War, entered its own team of
racers in the Indy 500 during the '30s, and
produced the EuroAtnerican "GT" look of
1953.

But to me, the most memorable of all its
products was the Starlight Coupe circa
1947 to 1952. I was driving a 49 Stude-
baker Champion Starlight Coupe when I
met and married my wife, Carole.

Before you label me maudlin and senti-
mental, 1 must point out that the Starlight
Coupe was a member of the Studebaker
lineup that burst on the American car
scene in 1946 with a design that was miles
ahead of the competition. It was lower
than cars from the competition by leveral

inches, with an "envelope" body (front and
rear fenders integral with the body) that
featured fenders almost as high as the
hood. This came at a time when other
American car makers (save for the maver-
ick Kaiser) relied on pre-war designs that
utilized detachable front and rear fenders.
It avoided the slab-sided look of the Kaiser
by blending the front fender lines with the
body just behind the center of the car, and
stamping onto it a non-detachable rear
fender.

But best of all was the design of the rear
windows of the two-door and it was a
stroke of genius to label it the Starlight
Coupe. Just the name evoked visions of
moonlit rides under a canopy of stars with
the radio softly playing romantic melodies
like Moon Over Miami or Start FeU On
Alabama. The rear window wrapped from
door-Uxioor and in truth, looked a bit like
the canopy windows of a World War II
bomber.

This flirther capitalized on the romantic
notions of the day.

The interior of the Starlight Coupe (and,
indeed, all of the "modern" Studebakers)
had probably 10 percent more interior
space than its pre-war predecessors as well
as its contemporary opposition. By moving
the engine to a location over the front axle
line (another Studebaker innovation), the
rear seat could be placed 5 inches lower
and made 10 inches wider, another advan-
tage for a romantic young couple.

Mechanically, those old Studies weren't
as progressive as their styling alluded. The
engine that powered my first Starlight
Coupe (I eventually owned three) was a
little 170 cubic-inch Hothead six that pro-
duced around 80 horses and hadn't
changed much since "39, Its claim to fame
was that when it was teamed with the
three-speed transmission and equipped
with an overdrive, it could achieve 30 mpg.
Gasoline then cost about 30 cents per gal-
lon, so mileage wasn't a major consider-
ation.

And I always found it interesting that
when the drivellne was put Into overdrive

and the car was under way, the operator
could shift gears without using the clutch.

When I first acquired my '49 version, it
was leaning precariously to the left, like a
front spring had collapsed or the suspen-
sion on that side had broken. This was the
main reason I was able to buy it so cheap
from its original owner in 1958. Being a
mechanic, I felt that there was nothing
under there I couldn't fix, so I jacked it up
for an inspection. I found that the suspen-
sion springing relied on a single trans-
verse (crossways) leaf spring that was an-
chored to the frame in the center by two
"U" shaped bolts. One had broken, caus-
ing the sag. I bought a new bolt for about
a dollar and raised the car to instill) it. I
was surprised and amused to find the re-
mains of four more broken bolts on top of
the spring. The previous owner had the
job done several times and, tiring of pay-
ing for the repair, passed it to me.

After our nuptials, Carole and I bought
two more Starlight Coupes to replace their
compatriots that 1 sold for a profit Both

were Inter versions (a '50 and it 'SI) that
enjoyed a styling fad that consisted of a
large "bullet nose" up front It was strictly
for style and looked much like an aviation
propeller without the blades.

Actually, Sturfc-buker made two Starlight
CouiJfs, the small Champion model and a
larger, more powerful Commander. I never
owned a Commander, with its 100-horse
"big" six engine and later in '52 with an
overhead valve V8.

Stuik-ljiikcr went on to another futuristic
and more "Ktiropoan" design in 1953,
which became even more noteworthy than
my Starlight Coupe-. Unfortunately, bad
times were ahead fur the company and by
l9Wi, the St.udeljak<T name was just an-
other footnote in automotive history.

But somewhere in my photo archives I
have a re-ar-vml shot of a '49 Studebaker
Starlight Coupe (well past its prime) onto
which some wag hud roughly painted the
legend "Ain't I afe Grand."

And at leust in my case, it certainly was
the truth.

Timing belt troubles
trail Toyota owner
FORBES CORRESPONDENT

QI have a 198C Toyota Celica. It has been
dependable with the exception of the tim-
ing belt, which I've been told lasts about
60,000 miles. My first timing belt broke at

32,000 miles — a fluke, according to the dealer.
The second one broke last week at 75,000 miies.
The dealer (the same one) had no explanation.

Do you have any comment or advice? I do a lot
of night highway driving and I am losing my faith
in this car. I guess replacing the timing belt every
30,000 miles is cheaper than a new car, but can I
tiust it considering its history?

— J.It. Eugene Ore.

AYou're right — a new timing belt every
30,000 miles ia about twice as often as nor-
mal. You don't mention ir the belts actu-
ally broke or if "teeth" were stripfxxl off".

Anything that puts an "abnormal" amount of dratf
on the belt could cause the teeth to rip.

Besides driving the camshaft, the lH.lt .spins the
water pump and is tightened by a tensioner. If a
water pump has a bad bearing or seizes momentar-
ily, it will pull teeth off of the lx«lt. I'm told that the
very latest replacement pumps have a small
"shoulder" built in and this may havi> I*-en done to
keep the belt better located. Although it's not men-
tioned In the Toyota service sequence, it's a n***'
idea to have the tension on the belt checked and/or
adjusted at every 15,000-mite service by a me-
chanic who has had lots of Toyota ex|ierienee.

QMy 1993 Chevrolet truck has just over
60,000 miles on the odometer. The oil
gauge has started jumping up mid down
even at a steady spivd, but it doesn't go

below the 30 PSI mark, tiist spring 1 changed the
oil sending unit, but it still has the .same problem.
la there any possibility that it would Ix- anything
other than a faulty oil pump?

AIn order to look up a problem that might
be common to a [Nirticular vehicle, we
need to know more than just the brand.
We like to have the chassis tyi>e (C 1500,

etc.) as well as the engine type (V8, V6, etc.). If we
know the particulars, we can check it out rather
that give a ball-park guess.

I've never really trusted electrical pressure and
temperature gauges and when a problem shows
up, I always install a temporary mechanical unit
and then go for a long ride. If the problem goes
away, I know to start with the wiring, gauge and/or
the pressure sending unit If it doesn't go away, I
know to look into the oil pump and/or the spring-
loaded oil pressure relief valve system. If the pres-
sure is actually going abnormally high sporadically,
then dropping down to a more normal level, I look
into a sticking pressure relief valve. 1 don't know
exactly where it's located in your engine because I

don't know what type engine it is.

Q] have a '93 Ford diesel-powered pickup
with an automatic transmission. I think it
has a positraction rear end. At 50,000
miles, 1 drained the differential and re-

placed it with synthetic gear lube oil. Will this
synthetic oil shorten the life of the positrnction
rear end? I think that the truck is a one-ton.

APositraction is a brand name for a par-
ticular type of limited slip differential. It
uses sets of clutch plates pressed together
to progressively engage the rear wheel on

your truck that needs traction. To know if you
have one, most differentials have code plates
tacked on and your Ford (in your case) parts per-
son can identify it for you.

To see if it works, lill one rear wheel with the
engine shut off, put the transmission in neutral,
disengage the parking brake and rotate one rear
wheel by hand. If it turns easily, the Positraction
unit is adjusted too tight, worn out or it's not Posi.
'Hie synthetic oil muker should lie able to tell you
if its product is suitable.

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Oddball automobiles still spark fond memories

Being a sports and foreign car mechanic
in the '50s and '60s was great fun. There
were always a bunch of eccentric cars to
repair, mostly owned and driven by ec-
centric people. Over a 20-year span I
worked on many, but only a handful are
committed to my memory. The following
are a few "oddballs" from my post

Allard — Sidney AUard was a British
hot-rodder who built sports cars using
hopped-up Ford parts. His J2 model was
an early road racing favorite in the late
'40s and early '50s, but in most cases, they
arrived in this country sans engine.

I was asked to help Les Cave install a
flathead Mercury engine in one and was
amazed to find that the quality of con-
struction was awful. Once we got it going,
it handled horribly and was about as com-
fortable to ride in as going over Niagara
Falls in a canoe. That Allard experience
was my first exposure to the fact that
"Made in England" wasn't always synony-

mous with "quality."
Excalibur — Bob Potter, a friend or

many years and a dealer in unusual cars,
appeared one day with an Excalibur. De-
signed by Brooks Stevens for Studebaker
as a show-stopper for the New York Auto
Show in '64, the Excalibur resembled the
1929 Mercedes Benz SSK roadster, but
was built on a modified Studebaker Hawk
chassis and used a supercharged V8 en-
gine.

It was a show-stopper alright, but wasn't
enough to save Studebaker. After its de-
mise, Stevens went into'production him-
self but subsequent cars used Chevy VB
engines. Potter had one of these, a '66
model, and my Excaliber experience came
from this car. It weighed about 2,200
pounds and produced about 325 horse-
power, so drivers always had their hands
fid). Potter still owns the car, and as a
dealer has sold and repurchased his Ex-
calibur several times over the past 30
years.

Oellow — Among the other oddballs
that Potter owned was a '51 Dellow, a

quirky little low-volume British sports car.
Unfortunately, the "sport" in which it was
intended was called English Trials com-
petition — a hillclimb held on muddy
slopes. The speeds were very slow and the
idea was to make it as far as possible be-
fore bogging down.

Potter sold his Dellow to a friend, Marge
Wilson, and as there were no "trials" to
enter here, Wilson decided to drive it in
our club autocrosses. By design, trials cars
are tall, narrow and very light at 1,100
pounds, so the Dellow was ill-designed for
autocrossing which requires higher speeds
and a low center of gravity, Wilson tipped
it over the first time out and immediately
sold it back to Potter.

Subaru 360 — Malcolm Bricklin is a
name well-known to auto enthusiasts (he
produced the Bricklin SV gull-wing sports
car in the mid-'70s) but he made his mil-
lions in the hardware business before he
was old enough to vote. In the mid-'60s he
became the U.S. importer for Subaru, a
chapter in its history that the company
must now view as a nightmare.

Bricklin brought in a shipload of Subaru
360 sedans and traveled the West Coast
selling them to dealers. The 360 was a
really tiny car that used two forward-
opening doors and a 16-horsepower, two-
stroke engine. In its homeland, the 360
was intended as minimal transportation in
crowded Japanese cities. The dealership I
was working at picked up the franchise
and a half-dozen cars and began selling
them off. Ours was a suburban dealership
and our customers were accustomed to
lots of highway driving, which beat the
engines to death.

We had many of them returned and it
was up to us mechanics to figure out how
to get them going again. The final blow
was when a smashed 360 arrived con-
nected to a wrecker. While traveling on the
freeway, the passenger-side door flew open
and, acting like an airplane's rudder, made
the car instantly turn right and roll down
an embankment The plastic top popped
off and the occupants ejected. At that
time, the dealership's owner disposed of
the remaining inventory and parts.

Goliath — The Goliath was a small Ger-
man car that was bought to the U.S to
gain some market share from Volkswagen
for Goliath's parent company, Borgward. It
was powered by a well-built l.l liter foiir-
cylinder "pancake" engine. We had to
overhaul one that came into the shop and
after a long search, we acquired enough
parts for a rebuild, but couldn't and a shop
manual. After laboriously cleaning and re-
assembling the engine, my mechanic rein-
stalled it and topped off the oil. When oil
began to drip from the radiator petcock. It
was then we realized that the cylinders
weren't part of the block and needed to be
removed for tho installation of a rubber
seal. We found some in Canada several
weeks later and I then vowed not to repair
unusual cars without having its manual.

Those were great days to be involved
with the foreign and sports car business,
but I view them as I do my two years in
the Army: I'm glad I experienced them
but I sure wouldn't do it again.

When it comes to fuel, gas is gas

QThere is something I've al-
ways wanted to ask an expert

(since my two "experts" differ in
opinion). You seem knowledge-
able in auto maintenance, so per-
haps you will know the answer.
Is there any difference between
the name-brand gasolines and
the fuel that you can get from
"cheapie" stations? My dad says
there is, but my husband says
there isn't.

I've heard of people who have
had car trouble and were told by
their mechanics that it was the
result of using "bad gas." Please
explain the difference, if there is
any. My husband says that you
won't answer this question so
you ciin prove him wrong twice
with your reply.

A Huw can I resist a challenge

"""like that? The truth is that
the discount (I hate the word
"cheap") gas stations can and do
buy whatever gas is available at
the best price and also what's the
most available. Living in a refin-
ery town, I've seen tankers come

out of some pretty high-class out-
fits and dump it right into the
local convenience store storage
tanks. I've also bought gas at
these places and the engine in
my not-so-high performance car
pinged so loud I couldn't hear
the radio.

Off-brand gas can vary in oc-
tane rating (although they're not
supposed to) and in rare cases,
can actually contain contami-
nants, although these may have
come from the storage tank
under the pumps. I've bought
"stale" gas (it smells like varnish)
and gas with a high sulfUr con-
tent The problem with high-
sulfur fuel is that it can wear fuel
injector tips as well as make the
exhaust fumes smell like rotten
eggs. It's smart to try a half-
dozen gallons of no-name gas at
first just to test the quality.

Otherwise, stick with a name
brand. Then if you have a prob-
lem, you have someone to gripe
to.

QWe have a 1986 Jeep 4X4
Cherokee with a 2.8 liter en-

gine and an automatic trans-
mission. The engine has been re-
built and has about 17,000 miles

on it Recently it's developed an
oil leak from the rear main bear-
ing. The leak is small, but messy.
Various manufacturers claim to
have products that can be added
to the crankcase to cure this
problem. Are these products safe
and effective? Do you recom-
mend them?

— J.C. Walnut Grove, Calif.
A l never recommend any

chemical product that claims
to fix things. Nothing is going to
grow material back on a leaking
seal, but in some cases it will
soften a seal somewhat which
swells it a bit It's usually some-
where in the neighborhood of 5
percent — which isn't much —
but it may be enough to get tho
seal doing its job again. Don't bet
on it, however.

I don't think the stuff will hurt
your engine, however. Make sure
that your engine isn't building up
excessive crankcase pressure and
pushing out the oil through a
weak seal Maybe the PCV valve
is sticking. But the only way to
make sure the leak stops is to
replace the seal.
