IN MEMORIAM
Miss J. Isabella Dodds was a well-known, well-loved teacher and friend

vvhom no one will or can ever forget. Although mere printed words can never
express the depths of our sympathy and sorrow, it is our sincere hope that
this memorial to Miss Dodds will continue to honor and preserve her memory
among us as the years pass.

Her willingness to help those in need was far beyond her duty. "She
devoted her life to the students and made their interests and problems her
own." Among other things she helped many students obtain scholarships, who,
otherwise, might not have received the opportunity for a college education.

Although Miss Dodds had been ill for about two years, her sudden death
in February, 1954, came as a great shock to all of us. Born in Claremont,
Minnesota, Miss Dodds lived and taught in Westfield for nearly twenty-six
years, first as a teacher of German and English, and later as the guidance
director. Her undergraduate work for a Bachelor of Arts degree was com-
pleted at Macalester College, St. Paul, Minnesota.
