Dear Mom,

This afternoon I attended the wedding of my old friends Prudence Goocher
and Terrence Farfaglia, and I thought you'd like to hear all the news about my
old chums. It was held in a huge, modernistic church designed by Hugh Clark,
and constructed by the Bonnetti-Post Construction Co. As I entered the church,
Art Strock and Bill Darby, accompanied by Edda Leonhardt's violin, were sing-
ing a duet of "Oh Promise Me," and shortly after, Maestro Mackenzie's organ
broke into the glorious strains of Mary Harbin's "Take Me Back to Seaside
Heights." It was a moment beyond description when dear old Prue came trip-
ping (think I'm kidding?) down the aisle in her elegant gingham gown de-
signed by Suzanne Ullrich of the Roberta Harten Shops. Her jewels by Charles
Koos were stunning! Prudence was attended by her high school chums, with
Judy Varnum, who has just made "grotesque" a household word, as maid of
honor. Her bridesmaids were Nancy Brunton, Barbie Bunker, and Carroll
Farrand, all three of whom had giggling fits while walking down the aisle.
Sue Fortenbaugh was flower girl, quite appropriate after her recent thesis con-
cerning "The Life Before Birth of the Petunia." Terry had chosen Don Damron
to be his best man. The radiant couple repeated their vows before the Rev.
Robert Rescorla and then turned to face Jim Bigelow's popping flashbulbs and
the onslaught of rice.

An elegant reception followed at the world-renowned Moffett-Christiano
Hotel, with Susan Ruckert and Mike Tierney as co-hosts. The catering service
was handled beautifully by the Mereness, Incorporated, firm, while Skippy
Adrian acted as coordinator in her position of mistress of ceremonies.

Suddenly a hush fell upon the room and the guests gave a cheer as the
1968 Olympic Swimming Team consisting of Terry Bentley, Jay Pierson, Dave
Frantz, Tom Hill, Wayne Kochenderfer, Ken Weyman, and Pete Wilday en-
tered. Following the team were their lifesavers, Elaine Monti and Karyl
Wheeler, and timer and scorer George Rochat. During the hub-bub of then-
entrance I noticed the Mother of the Year, the former Mary Laffan, who was
explaining that the ten kids had been left in the expert care of Meg Cowles,
professional baby-sitter.

In the center of the room Barbara Yoder and Bruce Dunning were dis-
cussing the phenomenal success of the Trotman-Novello rock 'n' roll singing
duo. Nearby was sportswriter, Jim MacBean, recently returned from his Uni-



versal Tour with the outstanding sports figures of the decade; namely, Fred
Schmidt, Tom Sisko, John Guthrie, and Stanley Luebeck. With them were
George Reasor, Bill Lane, and Jody Freeman who had been originally included
in this group until they decided to combine talents and become professional
gigglers. Following close behind Jim was his ever-present battery of secre-
taries, headed by Christa Klappert, and including Judy Umstead, Barbara Wat-
son, Margaret Williams, and Christine Roney. Jim told me that his next tour
would feature Swifty's Nifties, nationally known basketball team consisting of
Jo Ann Myers, Joann Sexton, Debby Burnham, Cindy Baker, and Plum Jensen.

Hilarious laughter was heard across the room, and when I rushed over, I
heard the end of one of the Fisher-Creed jokes (pat. app. for). At the same
time, Drude Sparre and Art Lepow were having a heated debate about woman's
role in society, when Elizabeth Putnam, president of the Universal Federation
of Women's Clubs entered, gavel in hand. Just then Susan Phillips' Expert
Taxi Service delivered Lynda Wright and Joyce Muller, joint Queens of Cuba,
to the door. With them was Peggy Loeb who apologized for being late, ex-
plaining that she had had car trouble. She immediately cornered Dave Luers-
sen, the friendly financier, and talked him into a loan on a new car.

As I strolled into the ballroom, I saw Bob Heras, owner of a model agency,
dancing with Emily Spencer, her brilliant tooth paste ad smile flashing radiantly.
At that moment Linda Smith, decked in mink trapped by Abe Bell, cut in,
and the couple waltzed off. Coming through the door was Beebit Bourns, one
of America's ten best-dressed women, on the arm of Tom Davies, proud owner
of a new haberdashery store. Behind them Janet Carlisle, this year's Mardi
Gras queen, hurried in to join the fun.

When the dance ended, Bill's band played a magnificent fanfare, and in
walked Ferris Buck and Jack Reis, co-stars of the current Broadway hit "Twelfth
Onion," written by Mike Bristol, directed by Paul Burbage, ticket sales managed
by Norman Bendel, and financed by Jay Pierson, America's most successful
businessman.

It seemed all too soon an ending when the guests gathered to bid Prue
and Terry a fond farewell, as Jerry Garrison's helicopter zoomed in to rush
them off. As I turned to leave, I saw Prue slip into a pair of Snazzy Sneakers,
fashioned by Idamae Trenner and Audrey Gehrlein. Then, with a gleam in
her eye, she tore across the room to recapture the fleeing Terrence.

I guess our Ii'l old class of '58
did all right for itself, eh Mom?
