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United Fund Notes Milestones;
Concentrates on Future Goals

The United Fund of Westfield,
which has been aiding local organi-
zations for decades, recently kicked
off its annual fund-raising campaign
with a goal of $615,000.

According to its Executive Direc-
tor, Linda Maggio, the United Fund
allocates moneys each year to the
organization�s 20 member agencies.
Its top contributions this year went to
the Westfield �Y,� the Westfield Com-
munity Center and Youth and Family
Counseling Service � a total of more
than $297,000.

In addition, the United Fund has
contributed more than $200,000 to
17 other agencies which also serve
town residents.

Mrs. Maggio reported that the non-
profit agency works in conjunction
with the United Way of Union County,
and has been raising funds for area

programs for over 60 years.
The organization started in 1937

as the Westfield Council of Social
Service Agencies, and quickly be-
came known as the Westfield War
and Community Fund.

In 1957, it became incorporated,
and has been helping to fund needed
services to Westfield residents ever
since.

The 20 member agencies of the
United Fund collectively provide a
wide range of human services, in-
cluding day care for children, health
care for senior citizens, instruction to
mentally and physically challenged
individuals, and substance abuse and
family counseling, among other ser-
vices.

According to Mrs. Maggio, strict
criteria must be met before becoming
an agency to receive allocations from
the United Fund.

�First, the agency must provide

services to Westfield residents,� stated
Mrs. Maggio. �Also, an independent
review committee carefully reviews
agency applications. Each applica-
tion is very lengthy and includes
financial data, statistics of those
served, and descriptions of all pro-
grams,� she added.

She concluded that the committee,
made up of appointed Westfield citi-
zens, then makes decisions for re-
warding funds based on Westfield�s
need for the programs being offered.

According to the Executive Direc-
tor, there are many levels of giving to
the United Fund. �A group that I am
especially proud of is a group that
started 10 years ago called the Pillars
Club,� stated Mrs. Maggio. �This is
a group of Westfield residents who
give $500 or more to our campaign,
and usually provide half of our yearly
goals,� she noted.

Ms. Maggio explained that there is a
booklet of thanks that goes out just to
members of the Pillars Club, and is
never published publicly. According

Watchung Catch Basins Proposed;
Task Force Report Due Mid-October

Two alternate sites for storm water
catch basins have been identified in
the Borough of Watchung by the
Green Brook Flood Control Com-
mission Task Force in an 11-page
draft of a report made public last
Thursday. One of the detention ba-
sins is proposed for a northern corner
of Weldon Quarry, and the other is in
the Watchung Mountains gorge along
New Providence Road.

The basins proposed for the gorge
would require the re-routing of New
Providence Road.

The Task Force was charged with
searching for options to two dis-
puted storm water catch basins pro-
posed for Union County�s Watchung
Reservation as part of a United
States Army Corps of Engineers
flood control project. The action
was taken after United States Sena-
tors from New Jersey Robert

Toricelli and Frank Lautenberg
sponsored a bill that eliminated
Federal funding for the $362 mil-
lion project in August 1997.

The flood control project, in the
planning since the early 1970s, is
intended to mitigate storm water
flooding downstream from the
Watchung Mountains, in parts of
Union, Somerset and Middlesex
counties. The one-year task force
includes representatives of the com-
munities of Scotch Plains, North
Plainfield and Plainfield, that suffer
periodic flooding during severe
storms. County representatives are
also task force members.

The task force is expected to ap-
prove the revised report pinpointing
two new basin sites on Thursday,
October 15.

A larger gorge basin would detain
storm water in areas both above and
below Valley Road. A smaller or so-
called �modest� gorge basin would

detain flood waters only in the region
below Valley Road.

According to task force member
Joe Skupien, representing Somerset
County, either of the proposed gorge
basins alone would still require at
least a second catch basin, to provide
flood control for downstream com-
munities equivalent to the Army
Corps plan for water detention.

A catch basin carved out of Weldon
Quarry would tie in with the even-
tual closure of the quarry, located in
Watchung.

The quarry basin would be avail-
able in eight years, the task force
said. The entire quarry would be
exhausted and closed within the next
30 to 40 years.

One estimate puts completion for
the entire flood control project by
2011.

Task force members said although
the Watchung Borough officials claim
the closed quarry site could poten-
tially be developed as an industrial
center, others have said it seems un-
likely the Borough could develop a
commercial lot over such a deep,
large hole as the quarry.

Evidently, the task force report
will say that a quarry catch basin
alone could replace the two disputed
storm water catch basins in the Res-
ervation, by holding a greater vol-
ume of storm water than either pro-
posed gorge basin.

An engineer and planner connected
with the project, J.B. Wiley, said
Weldon Quarry owners have not said
they are opposed to the notion of a
catch basin at the site, but neither is
the proposal a done deal.

A Berkeley Heights councilman,
Thomas Battaglia, told the task force
in the public meeting last week, that
he �does not trust what the Commis-
sion is doing,� apparently referring
to the Flood Control Commission as
a whole. The Flood Control Com-

Town Bank Oct. Opening Likely;
FDIC Approved, Finances Strong

The Town Bank of Westfield offi-
cials are aiming to open the new
bank�s doors in early October, Presi-
dent and Chief Executive Officer of
the bank, Frank Goffreda, said this
week.

The venture, the first locally-owned
bank in the town for 70 years, was
originally slated for opening right
after Labor Day. As renovation of the
bank�s offices in a 1920s-vintage
building at the circle on South Av-
enue in Westfield nears completion,
Chairman of the Board Ronald J.
Frigerio said he can hardly wait for
the official opening.

A study done several years ago
indicated there was a demand for a
locally-owned bank that would offer
good service and reasonable rates.

So, two businessmen and a banker
started gathering shareholders and

the $6.2 million needed to finance
their dream.

Mr. Goffreda, the banker, said he
has over 25 years of banking experi-
ence and was a management execu-

tive with the former Fleet Bank in
Westfield.

Chairman Frigerio is a founder of
Amalgamated General Agencies, an
insurance firm, and is a former
Westfield mayor. Along with raising
capital for the bank, he also tempo-
rarily housed the bank offices on
Grove Street.

Director of the Board, Anthony
DeChellis, the third member of the
dream team, owns Westfield Plumb-
ing Supply. He explained that dis-
couragement with what turned into
�long distance banking� as banks
consolidated and offices were some-
times as far away as Pennsylvania,
inspired him to change things.

�We want to go back to old-fashion
services,� he explained, with the com-
munity-based bank.

Sure enough, Mr. Goffreda said
that during the development of the
institution, �We tried to posture our
thinking as to �how would I be af-

Housing Entity
Garners Support
Among Officials

The Westfield Town Council Tues-
day night gave a thumbs up to move
ahead with a proposal by two former
councilmen to create a housing com-
mission for the town.

The commission would be respon-
sible for identifying residential hous-
ing properties in need of rehabilitation
grant money and low interest loans.

It would be operated by a volunteer
board with no money appropriated
from town funds, and would assist
property owners in making applica-
tions for grants or low-interest loans.

According to Fourth Ward Coun-
cilman Lawrence A. Goldman, mem-
bers of the commission would be
appointed by the Mayor and con-
firmed by the Town Council.

Members would be sought from
concentrated areas identified as those
in need of rehabilitated housing al-
though place of residence would not
be the sole factor in determining
board membership.

Kenneth L. MacRitchie of Trinity
Place, former Third Ward Council-
man, explained that the commission
would be responsible for looking at
all housing projects in the town.

Just two weeks ago, the council
decided to let former Mayor Raymond
W. Stone head the town�s effort in
establishing a Neighborhood Preser-
vation Program (NPP) with the goal
of being included in the state�s pro-
gram.

Established in 1975, the state pro-
gram is administered through the
Department of Community Affairs.
The program primarily funds owner-
occupied housing.

Unlike the Housing Commission,
though, the NPP covers just the Cen-
tral Avenue corridor including South
Avenue, Grove Street, Cacciola Place
and Windsor Avenue.

While a paid director would be
hired to run the NPP, Mr. MacRitchie
has noted that the housing commis-
sion would operate on a volunteer
basis.

In addition to these two programs,
Westfield residents can apply to the

Union County Multi-Jurisdictional
Housing Rehabilitation Program.
Owner-occupants of one- to four-
family dwellings may apply for fi-
nancial assistance in order to make
needed structural repairs.

Financial assistance is available
under the program for renovation or
replacement of substandard heating,
electrical and plumbing systems,
structural repairs, insulation and
other construction work needed to
upgrade a housing unit.

The program provides up to
$20,000 per unit for homeowners
who are eligible for the program.

Mr. MacRitchie noted that the
multi-jurisdictional program does not
fund rehabilitation of rental housing
units, something that would be in-
cluded under the Westfield Housing
Commission.

Currently, an inventory of housing
deficiencies is being prepared for
both apartments downtown as well
as residential housing throughout the
town.

According to a memorandum from
Mr. MacRitchie to Mayor Thomas C.
Jardim and the council earlier this
month, the commission would be
chiefly responsible for identifying
housing units in need of rehabilita-
tion, and for reaching out to indi-
viduals who cannot afford to reha-
bilitate their homes in order to ar-
range applications with appropriate
housing programs.

Councilman Goldman said the
commission would be a �corollary
program� to the exterior property
maintenance code. During the
council�s deliberations on the ordi-
nance last year, some residents ex-
pressed concerns that they might be
fined for not maintaining their homes.
They said some people in town sim-
ply cannot afford such improvements.

Mr. Goldman said the housing
commission would help these prop-
erty owners make such repairs.

Mr. MacRitchie has identified four
housing priority neighborhoods
which the commission would focus
on. These include West Broad Street,

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to the United Fund�s data, the Pillars
Club contributions for 1997 totaled
$346,012.

Mrs. Maggio was also very enthusi-
astic about some new projects that the
United Fund is working on, including
a Westfield Organizational Resource
Directory (WORD), a survey to help
coordinate all volunteerism in
Westfield, and a community calendar.

She explained that a Resource Di-
rectory would serve as an invaluable
tool to those residents who are new to
Westfield and need information on
daycare or other types of services.

The directory will not only include
information on human services, but
also town government, arts and the-
aters, special interest clubs, organiza-
tions and recreation programs.

�This a very exciting project,� said
Mrs. Maggio. �It will include many
more listings than just the 20 organiza-
tions we aid in funding.�

Mrs. Maggio explained that com-
munity calendars are already up in the
schools and that the United Fund is
presently working with a team of AT&T
researchers on a project called
�Westfield at a Click,� which will serve
as an Internet directory of upcoming
events.

Mrs. Maggio added that there will
also be what is known as a �Caring
Box,� which is provided through a
grant from the Westfield Foundation. It
will be published monthly in The
Westfield Leader and developed on
the Internet to encourage community
response to what the Executive Direc-
tor described as �special timely volun-
teer and/or material needs of commu-
nity organizations.�

Lastly, Mrs. Maggio talked about
another new project which is expected
to benefit the senior citizen population
in Westfield. It involves finding help
for those seniors requiring such ser-
vices as transportation or home repair.
Presently, the United Fund is working
on circulating a survey to determine
what services are needed.

When asked about this year�s kick-
off, Mrs. Maggio responded, �in my 24
years of working on behalf of the United
Fund, I am really excited about this
year�s campaign because many of the
projects that we are working on have
so much of the Westfield community
working together.�

mission has asked the Federal gov-
ernment to fund flood control mea-
sures after a particularly severe storm
nearly 30 years ago resulted in six deaths
and thousands of dollars worth of dam-
age. Councilman Battaglia questioned
whether the task force had considered if
the basins were even necessary.

The Berkeley Heights community has
opposed the two basins proposed for the
Reservation by the Army Corps last year.

Berkeley Heights refused to join the
task force, although Mayor Daniel A.
Palladino, III, met with its members on
one occasion to discuss flood control
options, task force members said.

The Connell Company, with main
offices in Westfield, also owns com-
mercial property in Berkeley Heights
bordering the two disputed basin sites.
Councilman Battaglia claimed Connell
would file for a reduction in property
taxes if those basins were to come about,
citing a lowered property value.

An attorney for Connell has said the
water detention basins would flood
portions of the commercial site.

In contrast, Chairman of the Task
Force and Berkeley Heights resident
Dr. Robert Hlavacek said the Army
Corps indicated the basins would have
no impact on the communities of
Watchung and Berkeley Heights.

U.S. Congressman Bob Franks
brokered a deal last year allowing con-
struction to begin on other parts of the
flood control project with Federal fund-
ing, while local officials hammered out
an agreement on the disputed Upper
Basin portion in Union County. The
Army Corps got another $100,000 to
rework the catch basin part of the project.

The Task Force report confirms that
three-quarters of the area that dumps
water into Scotch Plains at Route 22
during a storm, is in the Watchung
Mountains. This would indicate a need
for water detention in the mountains.

Task force member Joe Skupien said
if the gorge basins were to come about,
�there�s a potential to get a better New
Providence Road out of it.�

There will be a drive- up teller and
an automated teller machine (ATM),
as well. There will be no 800 toll-free
numbers or telephone answering
machines, Mr. Frigerio emphasized.
Customers will be talking to real
people.

Mr. Goffreda said the bank will
offer traditional passbook savings
accounts in conjunction with state-
ment savings.

�I ordered 2,000 passbook savings
books,� he said, �and we may run
out.� Customers may also opt to open
holiday savings clubs.

Yet, there will also be high-tech
computers and Federal Reserve Bank
wire service in operation at the bank,
for transfers of funds. Certificates of
Deposits will be competitive, Mr.
Goffreda remarked.

This week, Mr. Goffreda reported
that the community bank qualified
for Federal Deposit Insurance Cor-
poration (FDIC).

And just because the doors on the

building are not yet open yet, doesn�t
mean business can�t begin.

�We have one mortgage commit-
ment now,� President Goffreda said,
and at least another 10 applications
are in the hopper.

Under the law, the bank can loan
money before the opening of the build-
ing, but may not accept deposits.

Scotch Plains resident Mae
Goldweitz was appointed Vice Presi-
dent and Branch Manager of the
institution in late August. Ms.
Goldweitz�s banking experience
spans at least 30 years, the majority
of it with local institutions.

Germaine B. Trabert, a Westfield
resident and former Zoning Board of
Adjustment member, was named to
the bank�s Board of Directors in Sep-
tember.

The second floor of the bank will
have a board room that complete
with a marble and wood fireplace.
Bank officers said they have offered
use of the room to community orga-
nizations.

�We�re a local controlled and
owned bank.

added.

Madison Avenue, and residential
housing above stores in the down-
town area, in addition to the Windsor-
Cacciola area which is included in
the NPP.

Mr. Goldman, Chairman of the
council�s Laws and Rules Commit-
tee, called the proposal �something
that is good and that we ought to
pursue.�

Councilman Goldman explained
to the council, through a memoran-
dum, that at a recent committee meet-
ing Mr. MacRitchie and former
Fourth Ward Councilman Donnell
Carr said the commission �could also
seek financial support from commu-
nity-based charitable organizations
as a means of supplementing the
limited funding available from exist-
ing sources such as the Union County-
sponsored Multi-jurisdictional Hous-
ing program.�

Unlike some towns in the county,
Westfield does not have an employee
whose primary function is housing
rehabilitation.

Mayor Jardim said the commis-
sion will help Westfield have a �more
coordinated fight� to gain housing
rehabilitation funds.

First Ward Councilman Gregory
S. McDermott, although supportive
of moving ahead with the program,
expressed concerns that the NPP and
the housing commission would be
going after the same funding sources.

He said he would like the two
groups to concentrate on one neigh-
borhood first, possibly starting on
the Central Avenue corridor.

Mayor Jardim said programs will
have to be operated in conjunction
with one another due to the limited
amount of money that Westfield will
receive to upgrade its housing stock.

Mr. MacRitchie said the goal over-
all, �is to get the grant money into
Westfield.� He said half of the county
program�s funds wind up in Hillside
and Roselle.

First Ward Councilwoman Gail S.
Vernick said she believes the com-
mission should be started as a �pilot

program.�
Third Ward Councilman Neil F.

Sullivan, Jr., noting the �myriad� of
housing problems in Westfield, said
the council needs to move forward on
the plan �with an open mind.�

The councilman suggested the
town consider a senior citizen handi-
work program which could be ap-
plied for through the Union County
Community Development Grant pro-
gram.

Councilman Sullivan said this
grant, in the range of $10,000, could
fund some of the professional work
necessary through the housing pro-
gram.

Town Attorney Charles H. Brandt
was asked to prepare an ordinance
creating the commission for the
council�s Tuesday, October 6, agenda
meeting.

In other business, Mr. Brandt was
asked to draft an ordinance to specify
the town�s road improvement policy.

This followed a tense discussion
between Councilman Sullivan and
fellow Third Ward Councilman John
J. Walsh regarding a proposed reso-
lution drafted by Mr. Walsh.

Mr. Sullivan said, in calling the
resolution inaccurate, that it has not
been town policy to deny paving of
streets if property owners refused to
pay the assessment for paving the
shoulder of the road and for curbing.

He said Mr. Walsh�s resolution
indicated the town has been denying
full-width (from side to side) paving
for people not wanting to pay for
assessments for the paving of shoul-
ders and for curbing � which he
called inaccurate.

Councilman Walsh said the town
did, at one point, deny paving projects
for streets where residents did not
agree to pay for the assessment.

Councilwoman Vernick said the
resolution �gives the impression that
there was no full-width paving of
streets (in the past) if they (property
owners) did not have curbs.�

She said it was a long-time policy
not to pave streets without curbing
due to a belief by officials that such
streets would deteriorate at a faster
pace. Later on a pilot program was
created to see if paving could hold up
without curbing.

Town Administrator Edward A.
Gottko noted that the town has not
reconstructed streets with municipal
money in cases where residents have
not signed a petition for the town to
complete such improvements.

He said the town �used other
means� such as Union County Com-
munity Development Block Grant
Funds and the state�s Transportation
Trust Fund when petitions for im-
provements were not presented to the
town.

In some cases, Mr. Gottko said,
residents did not want improvements
and, thus, the streets were not paved.

The Administrator noted that the
town has incurred $100,000 in costs
related to the severe thunderstorm
which ripped through Westfield on
Labor Day.

Of that sum, $57,000 was related
to overtime expenses. Another
$34,500 has been spent for the rental
of a grinder by the Department of
Public Works.

Curbside pickup of storm debris is
expected to conclude in mid-Octo-
ber, when the fall leaf pickup pro-
gram begins, according to Town
Engineer and Director of Public
Works Kenneth B. Marsh.

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Watchung Catch Basins Proposed;
Task Force Report Due Mid-October

Two alternate sites for storm water
catch basins have been identified in
the Borough of Watchung by the
Green Brook Flood Control Com-
mission Task Force in an 11-page
draft of a report made public last
Thursday. One of the detention ba-
sins is proposed for a northern corner
of Weldon Quarry, and the other is in
the Watchung Mountains gorge along
New Providence Road.

The basins proposed for the gorge

would require the re-routing of New
Providence Road.

The Task Force was charged with
searching for options to two disputed
storm water catch basins proposed
for Union County�s Watchung Res-
ervation as part of a United States
Army Corps of Engineers flood con-
trol project. The action was taken
after United States Senators from
New Jersey Robert Toricelli and
Frank Lautenberg sponsored a bill
that eliminated Federal funding for
the $362 million project in August
1997.

The flood control project, in the
planning since the early 1970s, is
intended to mitigate storm water
flooding downstream from the
Watchung Mountains, in parts of
Union, Somerset and Middlesex
counties. The one-year task force
includes representatives of the com-
munities of Scotch Plains, North
Plainfield and Plainfield, that suffer
periodic flooding during severe
storms. County representatives are
also task force members.

The task force is expected to ap-
prove the revised report pinpointing
two new basin sites on Thursday,
October 15.

A larger gorge basin would detain
storm water in areas both above and
below Valley Road. A smaller or so-
called �modest� gorge basin would
detain flood waters only in the region
below Valley Road.

According to task force member
Joe Skupien, representing Somerset
County, either of the proposed gorge
basins alone would still require at

least a second catch basin, to provide
flood control for downstream com-
munities equivalent to the Army
Corps plan for water detention.

A catch basin carved out of Weldon
Quarry would tie in with the even-
tual closure of the quarry, located in
Watchung.

The quarry basin would be avail-
able in eight years, the task force
said. The entire quarry would be
exhausted and closed within the next
30 to 40 years.

One estimate puts completion for
the entire flood control project by
2011.

Task force members said although
the Watchung Borough officials claim
the closed quarry site could poten-
tially be developed as an industrial
center, others have said it seems un-
likely the Borough could develop a
commercial lot over such a deep,
large hole as the quarry.

Evidently, the task force report
will say that a quarry catch basin
alone could replace the two disputed
storm water catch basins in the Res-
ervation, by holding a greater vol-
ume of storm water than either pro-
posed gorge basin.

An engineer and planner connected
with the project, J.B. Wiley, said
Weldon Quarry owners have not said
they are opposed to the notion of a
catch basin at the site, but neither is
the proposal a done deal.

A Berkeley Heights councilman,
Thomas Battaglia, told the task force
in the public meeting last week, that
he �does not trust what the Commis-

SP-F Fourth Grade Teacher Wins
Computer Grants for Entire Class

Thanks to the initiative of fourth-
grade teacher Eloise Schundler, the
Howard B. Brunner School in the
Scotch Plains-Fanwood district will
soon house a prototype classroom
that will integrate computer technol-
ogy into daily class work.

Mrs. Schundler obtained a grant
from the Miles Hodsdon Vernon
Foundation of Sleepy Hollow, New
York, to fund the project. The foun-
dation provides financial support to
activities that benefit children. �Once
completed,� said Brunner�s Interim
Principal Jeffrey Ross, �this will be a
near state-of-the-art facility.� The
former Director of Instructional Tech-
nologies for Scotch Plains-Fanwood
schools, Mr. Ross indicated that the
prototype classroom and the grant
money behind it fit neatly into the
district�s VISION 21 initiative.

VISION 21 is a program designed
to challenge the school�s professional
staff to meet the needs of students of
the �information age.� The district
seeks corporate partnerships to help
fund the implementation of its tech-

nology plan at the elementary, middle
and high school levels.

The district launched VISION 21
in February 1998 with Lucent Tech-
nologies and the Merck Institute for
Science Education and Prudential.

�We want to make the prototype so
successful that other VISION 21 part-
ners will get interested in setting up
classrooms like it at our other
schools,� explained Mr. Ross, who
complimented Mrs. Schundler for
her initiative in pursuing the grant.

What was originally conceived as
a plan to add three or four computers
for students in her classroom ex-
panded into a request for 20 comput-
ers, desks, a laptop computer and
large-image projector. It also includes
air conditioning to offset the heat
generated by the computers, and car-
peting to absorb the sound.

After Mrs. Schundler won the ini-
tial $40,000 grant, the foundation
invited her to come back for more
funding. Her follow-up grant was
$26,500.

�It was a space problem that caused
the project to expand from what I
originally envisioned,� said Mrs.

Schundler, who has taught at Brunner
for 10 years. �For example, if we
were going to put two children on
one computer, where would the com-
puter go?� Evidently, this led to
considering a need for more com-
puters.

SOME KRAMER PARK RESIDENTS RESIST STREET NAME CHANGE

Scotch Plains Looks at Estimated Tab
Of $240,000 for Clean-up From Storm

As a result of the Labor Day tor-
nado touchdown in the region, Scotch
Plains residents will be picking up
the tab for at least $240,000 in
township�s clean-up costs from
downed trees and branches, accord-
ing to estimated released Tuesday by
Township Manager Thomas E.
Atikins.

Under an emergency appropria-
tion measure, existing funds will
cover the expense.

�We have some latitude,� Mr.
Atkins said, referring to the avail-
ability of funds for clean-up, �until

we see what funds from state and
Federal sources we receive, because
of this emergency.�

Mr. Atkins noted in a recent letter
to the Township Council that Fed-
eral Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) grants would not
be available until early in 1999.

�If we do receive funding, any
revenue can be inserted as an offset
to help reduce the tax burden next
year,� Mr. Atkins stated.

Nearly $100,000 alone is pro-
jected for grinding and dumping the
tree debris collected throughout the
township, according to estimated
figures from Mr. Atkins. A huge

�tub grinder� rents for $4,000 a day,
according to officials. Other equip-
ment purchases and rentals of trucks,
back hoes, and chain saws will run
the township an estimated $60,000.

Another $68,000 is projected in
overtime wages for police and public
works officials.

The volunteer fire department
looked like a winner when Fire Chief
Jonathan Ellis reported to Township
Council members during a public
meeting on Tuesday, that his depart-
ment spent $300 during the storm
emergency period.

In a different matter, some resi-
dents of the Kramer Park manor
neighborhood near Congregation
Beth Israel returned to tell council
members that they objected to as-
pects of the street name change of
Clifford Street to Shalom Way this
past June.

At that time, some residents voiced
objections to the measure, and others
asked for time to discuss the proposal
with the township.

However, when Councilwoman
Irene T. Schmidt made a motion to
indeed table the proposal, she could
not find a second, and the name
change was approved, 4 - 1.

On Tuesday, Councilman Robert
Johnston admitted that, �Maybe the
solution is to leave both names there,�
on the street.

The temple is the only address on
Cliffwood Street and Shalom Way.

Washington Avenue resident Sam
Manigault told the council this week,
�I�m here to talk about
the...mishandling of the re-naming
of Cliffwood Street.� Earlier, Mr.
Manigault submitted a petition with
100 signatures opposed to the mea-
sure and asked the council to rescind
the action.

Councilman William F.
McClintock, Jr., responded, �We have
not rejected the petition. We are will-
ing to consider what Mr. Manigault
has to say.�

Sheila Manigault explained that a
big part of the issue over the street
renaming, was the process.

�We feel that we were totally ig-
nored. We were not considered.
There�s no doubt it should have been
handled differently,� Mrs. Manigault
said.

Another resident, Michael Green
of Lincoln Avenue, said a follow-up
community meeting after the council
voted to approve the name change
was sparsely attended by residents
because �they just felt like it was no
use � it was a done deal. The process
was unfair.�

Richard Samuel, a member of the
group, suggested the street carry two
names. He said he discussed the issue
with Mr. Manigault earlier, privately.

Consumers Presented Facts
About Secured Credit Cards

The winter 1998 issue of Consumer
Action News presented the results of a
survey of secured credit cards.

According to Dr. Karen Ensle of
Rutgers Cooperative Extension of
Union County, a secured card is a credit
card backed by money that is deposited
and kept in a bank account. The ac-
count serves as security for the card. If
you don�t pay a bill, for example, the
money in your account can be used to
cover the debt.

She noted that all the banks sur-
veyed by Consumer Action, a San Fran-
cisco advocacy group, will accept
people who have no credit history, such
as those with no information on file
with one of the major credit bureaus.

This makes secured cards a viable
option for young adults just entering
the job market, according to Dr. Ensle.
Some cards are easy to get, while oth-
ers have strict guidelines about income
and past credit history, she observed.

Most issuers require that there be no

late payments recorded on an
individual�s credit report in the last six
months, she said.

She noted that many secured cards
are now available without the large, up-
front �application� fees which were typi-
cally required to obtain a card years ago.

Dr. Ensle revealed that secured cards
usually have annual fees. On 17 of the
21 surveyed cards, these fees are $25
or higher. She said many unsecured
cards, on the other hand, have no an-
nual fees.

Interest rates tend to be higher, as
well. About half of the 21 cards sur-
veyed have annual percentage rates
(APRs) of 18 percent and higher, Dr.
Ensle confirmed.

The amount of deposit required of
borrowers varies. Although the typical
minimum deposit is $300 to $500, the
survey found five issuers that required
$250 or less. Most banks allow depos-
its and credit lines up to $5,000, ac-
cording to Dr. Ensle.

She noted that most secured card
issuers surveyed reported payment in-
formation to one or more of the major
credit bureaus, helping card holders
build a credit history.

She suggested that before signing up
for a card, an individual should be
certain that the issuer will not flag the
card as a secured card in its reports to
credit bureaus. This could hinder one�s
efforts to build a good credit history.

Consumer Action noted that secured
credit cards may be a good way to
establish or re-establish credit, but that
they tend to be expensive. Their advice
is to consider secured cards as a �step-
ping stone,� and that an individual
should try to graduate to an unsecured
card as soon as he or she can.

The 17th Annual Harvest Festival
will bring Colonial America to life
once again this Sunday, September
27, at the Trailside Nature and Sci-
ence Center in Mountainside from
11 a.m. to 5 p.m.

Presented by the Union County
Board of Chosen Freeholders and the
Division of Parks and Recreation,
the festival will take place rain or
shine within the beautifully scenic
Watchung Reservation � Union
County�s largest park.

After 16 years of success, the festi-
val continues to improve with the
passage of each year, according to
Betty Ann Kelly, Trailside�s Festival
Coordinator since 1990.

�Years ago, the main focus of the
Harvest Festival celebrated the time
of year when farmers would enjoy the
fruits of their labor,� she recalled.
�But over the years, the festival�s
popularity grew, and so did the focus,
which in turn called for additions� to
the celebration.

Today, the festival is a colossal
event featuring a huge variety of
events and exhibits aimed at educat-
ing and entertaining the whole fam-
ily about Colonial history and Native
American life.

There is something for every age at
this festival, according to Ms. Kelly.
For children, there will be a petting
zoo, pony rides and tug-of-war games
almost every hour. In addition,
Lenape Indian-style face painting,
authentic Colonial-era children�s
games such as Trundle the Hoop,
graces, marbles and jacks will also be
featured.

Children and adults will also have
an opportunity to take part in hands-
on Colonial and Native American
arts and crafts demonstrations, such
as candle dipping, creating Native
American jewelry, canoe building,

stained glass, Colonial doll clothing,
lace making, blacksmithing, quilt-
ing, soap making and even spinning
using wool sheared from sheep on
the premises.

Authenticity is the key here: all
demonstrators will be wearing pe-
riod clothing as they recreate Colo-
nial and Native American culture
through arts and crafts presenta-
tions. Almost all arts and crafts
will be available to purchase as
well.

Music and dance will also be im-
portant aspects of the festival, with
some distinguished performers slated
to appear at this year�s event.

The Second New Jersey Regiment
of the Continental Line (Maxwell�s
Brigade-Helms� Company), will
present a reenactment of a Revolu-
tionary War encampment. Dressed
in authentic period clothing, mem-
bers of this recreated military unit
will demonstrate wartime skills and
crafts.

The Second New Jersey Regiment
has several films and television docu-
mentaries to its credit, which have
been broadcast on the Discovery
Channel and during special pro-
grams about the American Revolu-
tion on the Arts and Entertainment
network.

In addition, Kenneth Little Hawk,
an actor of Mohawk and Micmac
descent, will share with visitors in-
formation on Native American In-
dian culture, traditions, dance and
musical instruments in an interac-
tive lecture, storytelling and musical
demonstration format.

Mr. Little Hawk is a member of the
Screen Actors Guild and Actors Eq-
uity, and has appeared on stage, in
films, television and concerts
throughout his career.

Additional entertainment will in-
clude the Manahata Indian Arts
Council�s �Red Hawk Dancers,� a
five-member dance troupe which
aims to develop a greater understand-
ing of Native American culture
through social dance, art, music and
folklore.

Honing in on some more Ameri-
can history, the �Golden Age Re-
trievers,� a string band duo versed in
fiddle, banjo, guitar and autoharp,
will showcase their diverse reper-
toire of songs, including selections
from the Colonial and Revolutionary
War periods.

Some Colonial magic will be con-
jured up by William Meyers, who
uses live animals and early Ameri-
can-style props in his act.

Trailside has added more food ven-
dors this year, according to Ms. Kelly,
who will offer such traditional spe-
cialties as corn on the cob, pork
shishkabobs, beef barbecue, grilled
chicken and baked potatoes from the
fire pit, as well as freshly-squeezed
lemonade.

United Way of Union County Begins
Campaign With Annual Day of Caring

The United Way of Union County,
based in Elizabeth, kicked off its an-
nual fund drive with its sixth Day of
Caring, an event aimed at showing
volunteers how their donated dollars
are being spent.

Over 400 volunteers from Union
County companies performed ser-
vice projects last Friday and Satur-
day. The Day of Caring was launched
nationally in 1987 as a way to pro-
mote United Way-sponsored pro-
grams while simultaneously begin-
ning the organization�s annual cam-
paign.

The Union County program kickoff
included a Jamboree at the Engel Se-
nior Adult Day Care Center at Catho-
lic Community Services in Cranford,
featuring stimulating activities such
as a game of Jeopardy. Catholic Com-
munity Services is just one of 84 pro-
grams which are funded through the
United Way of United County.

This year, United Way of Union
County, one of eight United Way chap-
ters in the county (including the United
Fund of Westfield), has set a cam-
paign goal of $6.35 million.

Pilar Lopez, Communications Di-
rector for the United Way of Union
County, said a volunteer committee
decides where best to allocate cam-
paign donations.

She noted that the Day of Caring
volunteers participated in 39 differ-
ent projects. In addition to the Engel
Senior Adult Day Care Center, Day of
Caring events featured volunteers
from Schering-Plough Corporation in
Summit working one-to-one with
physically and mentally handicapped
children at the YWCA. Their five-
hour day together included gymnas-
tics and swimming.

Juvenile offenders currently on pro-
bation from the county�s Juvenile De-
tention Center did their required com-
munity service project by laying wood
chips on the grounds of the Roselle
Day Care Center.

In Westfield, Union County em-
ployees assisted in preparing meals
for the Mobile Meals of Westfield
program. Also, Kemper Insurance
employees volunteered their time at
the Westfield Community Center on
West Broad Street by participating in
interactive activities with senior citi-
zens before serving them lunch.

United Way officials noted that a
loss of high paying jobs in the county
has had a definite impact on United
Way fund-raising campaigns. In fact,
since 1980, Union County has lost
some 55,000 high paying manufac-
turing jobs � employment which led
to some sizable donations to the United
Way, according to Dell Raudelunas,

Chief Professional Officer of the
United Way of Union County.

These jobs have been replaced by
lower-paying service industry employ-
ment, thus requiring more people to
make up what a few individuals used
to donate, said Ms. Raudelunas.

Dennis Poller of Westfield, Presi-
dent of the United Way of Union
County�s Board of Directors, said
the United Way works hard at devel-
oping new corporate fundraising ac-
counts to make up for lost donations
due to the shrinking county economic
base.

Larry J. Lockhart of Manhardt
Sharkey & Gorman, Inc. in Cranford,
Vice Chairman of this year�s United
Way campaign, noted that each year,
the United Way loses 10 to 15 percent
of its donation base from the previous
year, as people and companies move
out of the county.

Mr. Lockhart, thus, emphasized the
importance of generating donations
throughout the county. He noted that
90 percent of the donations collected
goes directly to United Way member
agencies.

�One of the nice things about the
United Way is that you can personal-
ize your giving. So you can designate
who you want to give your dollars to,
while also contributing to the com-
munity as a whole,� he explained.

He said the most convenient method
of donating to the United Way is a
payroll deduction, although major gifts
are also accepted.

Mr. Lockhart said donations go a
long way �to fill the gaps that govern-
ment doesn�t always fill.�

One thing which remains crucial to
the United Way reaching its campaign
goal is corporate sponsorships. One
of the more active firms in Union
County is Merck & Company�s
Rahway facility. Previously headquar-
tered in the city, Merck has moved to
White House Station.

Five Merck employees took part in
last week�s events at the Engel Adult
Day Care Center. Other participants
included Union County government
employees and representatives from
Hoffman LaRoche, Lucent Technolo-
gies, Dun & Bradstreet and Summit
Bank.

Mr. Poller noted that this year�s
volunteers might head up an employee
campaign drive, with each serving as
a team captain, to raise donations for
the United Way.

Mr. Poller, an Exxon retiree who
has been volunteering with the United
Way since the early 1960s, said the
organization funds a number of pro-
grams, including neighborhood com-
munity centers, care centers for se-
nior citizens, and organizations dedi-
cated to those afflicted with condi-

tions such as cerebral palsy or mental
illnesses, or treatment for drug addic-
tion.

The United Way also helps with
social problems, whether it be drug
abuse treatment or helping people
move from welfare to work and a
more meaningful life.

Mr. Poller noted that the United
Way Board of Directors includes rep-
resentatives from non-profit agencies
and industry, as well as public offi-
cials and educators.

�Its a wonderful board because they
combine practicality with a good
heart,� he said.

Mr. Lockhart noted that the Day of
Caring gives volunteers the opportu-
nity �to see their dollars at work�
while also interacting with senior citi-
zens, children and other county resi-
dents who are receiving services
through United Way funded agencies.

Stender recently announced that the
county is implementing a stepped-up
tree-planting program in response to the
damage caused to county trees by the
severe storm which struck the area Sep-
tember 7.

�Because of the state�s inaction re-
garding damage from the Labor Day
storm, we�re taking action of our own,�

Freeholder Stender said. �Our trees have
a great environmental as well as finan-
cial impact on the communities in Union
County.�

Mrs. Stender is expected to empha-
size the county�s commitment to replace
its fallen trees at a tree planting cer-
emony in Fanwood today, Thursday,
September 24. The event will be held in
LaGrande Park in recognition of the
borough�s annual �Fanny Wood Day�
celebration which takes place on Sun-
day, September 27.

Working with the Shade Tree Advi-
sory Board and the local shade tree com-
missions in the county�s 21 municipali-
ties, Mrs. Stender said she wants the
county to replant the appropriate species
of tree at each site affected by the storm.

�This is an important quality of life
issue, especially in Plainfield, Fanwood
and Rahway, whose trees were among
the hardest hit by the storm,� Freeholder
Stender said. �It will take years to re-
place the majestic trees that fell on Labor
Day, but we have to begin the process
now without any further delay,� she con-
cluded.

Freeholder Ruotolo Presents
Project to Aid Senior Citizens

Union County Freeholder Mary P.
Ruotolo recently unveiled a plan de-
signed to serve the senior citizens of
Union County, particularly those who
are disabled, homebound or termi-
nally ill.

�This pilot project will allow the Cen-
ter for Hope Hospice to further serve the
needs of the senior citizens of our county,�
Freeholder Ruotolo said. �It will provide
services that are not now available and
allow seniors to receive care while they
remain in their homes.�

The proposal would fund a $165,000
pilot program over a two-year period.

The plan would expand a daycare pro-
gram that focuses on the needs of the
terminally ill, as well as functionally
disabled and aged residents of the county.
The second part of the plan would allow
the Center for Hope Hospice to expand
its senior outreach program to senior
citizen housing buildings throughout the
county.

The Center for Hope Hospice cur-
rently operates an adult daycare program
for the residents at Peach Orchard Tow-
ers in Linden, and plans to soon expand
its services to a second senior building,
Muraski Towers. The program operates
five days per week, and the Center for
Hope Hospice is seeking to expand it to
include senior citizens from the surround-
ing community.

This grant will allow the Center for
Hope Hospice to double the number of
seniors served in Linden, and to open

another adult daycare center in the county
by the end of the year.

�The program will involve the cre-
ation of a pioneering adult daycare pro-
gram,� said Peggy Coloney, Director of
the Center for Hope Hospice. �With the
county�s help, we can take our efforts to
the rest of the senior buildings in Union
County.�

The center now provides outreach ser-
vices to seven public senior citizen hous-
ing buildings in Linden, Cranford and
Union. These services include health
screenings by a nurse on the site and
medical referrals if necessary; the assis-
tance of social workers, and counseling
by qualified individuals who can give
financial advice, complete medical forms,
help with family matters, or whatever
the need might be.

Freeholder Ruotolo�s proposal would
allow for the expansion of these outreach
services to 13 additional senior housing
buildings by the end of the second year.
The program would then be implemented
at 20 senior housing buildings, serving
approximately 4,000 residents.

The project would also help the center
develop its intergenerational activities,
such as its program in which seniors
volunteer as reading tutors for children.

�This proposal will enable elderly and
disabled people to be more self-sustain-
ing,� Mrs. Ruotolo said. �It will assist
them in remaining in their own homes
and in taking an active role in their
communities.�

Union County Prosecutor Recalls Successes
In Law Enforcement After First Year in Office

Union County Prosecutor Thomas V.
Manahan of Westfield has a lot to smile
about. After just a year as head pros-
ecutor, his office has been credited with
many accomplishments.

Mr. Manahan, who was appointed
by Governor Christine Todd Whitman
and approved by the State Senate, firmly
believes that his entire office should be
commended for successfully combat-
ing crime.

�It�s team work, and I have a great
team to work with,� he said.

Lately, Mr. Manahan has been in-
volved in advancing computer technol-
ogy at the District Attorney�s office.

�In this way, we can combat crime
better and update our records faster,�
he explained.

The Prosecutor is planning to spon-
sor a symposium on what is called
�Identity Theft,� in which perpetrators
employ credit card fraud to obtain a
consumer�s identity and access that
individual�s credit card information.

Those in the banking field, law en-
forcement, and the legislature need to
be aware of this new sophisticated way
of stealing, according to Mr. Manahan,
who said Russian and Chinese orga-
nized crime factions have entered this
arena.

Adopting an individual�s identity,
added Mr. Manahan, can also be done
in other ways. When he recently ap-
plied for membership at a video store
and the staff asked for his Social
Security number and date of birth, he
said he refused to volunteer the infor-
mation.

�This should not be the requirement
for an individual to enroll in a video
club,� the Prosecutor stated. �This in-
formation is private and should not be
accessible,� he added.

�These are the crimes of the 21st
century.� Mr. Manahan observed.
�Once you turn over this information, it
can be duplicated immediately and all
your private information can be ac-
cessed and sold to the right buyer.�

The Prosecutor said he believes nar-
cotics enforcement is another area of
particular concern. In Union County,
he has doubled the size of the narcotics
strike force. He has additionally asked
town police chiefs, 16 other Union
County law enforcement officers, and
others to work together to deter crime.

Westfield officers have been part of
the heightened narcotics policing, Mr.
Manahan revealed, noting that once
they go through the training process,
they become better narcotics officers.

He cited Berkeley Heights � where
officers have been trained to combat
narcotics � as a community which has
not experienced narcotics crimes. The

special training raises an officer�s level
of awareness, the prosecutor noted.

Mr. Manahan said he learned, in his
first year as head prosecutor, of the
wide-scale prostitution problem in
Union County. He found it disturbing,
he indicated.

�We had to go to local homes and
commercial establishments to get to the
root of the problem,� he acknowledged,
adding, �It was a street-level situa-
tion.�

�We are going after this problem
much more aggressively,� he contin-
ued. �It�s particularly popular with
massage parlors in Plainfield and Eliza-
beth. At one time, there were two of
these establishments in Westfield, too,�
he said.

Another area which the county

Prosecutor�s Office has dealt with over
the past year is juvenile convictions.
This year, five juveniles from Union
County were convicted for the torture
and murder of a woman from Plainfield.

Mr. Manahan believes this latest
wave � as he describes it � of homi-
cides by juveniles is gang related.

�It�s part of a gang initiation � a new
form of organized crime. They are only
organized to commit crimes,� he said.

�The problem nationwide with juve-
niles is a lack of family structure,� he
added.

Mr. Manahan recently started an eth-
ics program for all law enforcement
officers.

�It�s not that there was a lack of
ethics. We wanted the law enforcement
community to have the right judgment
when making decisions on the job,� he
explained.

According to the Prosecutor, the eth-
ics training was implemented after au-
thorities learned of circumstances in
which some members of the Elizabeth
Police Department engaged in conduct
which involved compromise of duty as
well as incompetence.

After that, Mr. Manahan said, he felt
officers should be required to enroll in
ethical training.

A different program that his office
has been credited with is the Auto-
Theft Task Force which is shared with
Essex County. This is one of the most
successful anti-crime units, Mr.
Manahan said, and has received na-
tional media attention.

The Task Force is essentially respon-
sible for the reduction of car thefts, he
explained. Mr. Manahan credits Tom
Desastro, Commander of the unit, with
its high success rate.

Prosecutor Manahan also credits
Dave Regal, Chief of Investigations,
with making a difference. Mr. Regal is
a respected 28-year veteran of law en-
forcement in Union County.

�He�s one of the reasons this office
works so well. We have the right team,�
stated Mr. Manahan.

Next month, the Union County
Prosecutor�s Office will be moving to a
new building on Rahway Avenue in
Elizabeth. �We�ll be the only tenants of
that building,� Mr. Manahan noted.

The new office will feature a new
computer system in cooperation with
Computer Square, Inc., of Edison.
The system, known as InfoShare, will
let a user browse, view and print files
from other departments, including per-
sonnel, investigative, trial and appel-
late.

Yet another program, originally be-
gun in Boston, is the Anti-Violence
and Anti-Drug Community Coalition.
This program, which will be operated
out of an office in Plainfield beginning
Thursday, October 15, asks all mem-
bers of the community to take part in
combating crime, Mr. Manahan indi-
cated.

Law enforcement works with resi-
dents of a particular area who have a
stake in reclaiming their neighborhoods,
Mr. Manahan said. The clergy and
schools are also involved, he added.

Mr. Manahan remarked that he is
very concerned about keeping schools
safe in today�s world. �We must work
with our children at home and monitor
the Internet. Today, the Internet pro-
vides ways for someone (to learn how)
to build weapons and how to join hate
organizations,� he warned.

The pornography and the pedophiles
are not monitored on the Net, and we
must realize that our children are using
the Net often,� he added.

He emphasized that the public must
learn to deal with this problem in an
effective way, noting that many parents
are not computer literate and therefore
not capable of monitoring their
children�s online activity.

�We�ve seen cases that seem like le-
gitimate Web sites but, with more re-

search, turn out to be illegal,� he stated.
In an effort to keep the community

updated on law enforcement initiatives,
Mr. Manahan noted that his office is
reviving a quarterly newsletter to show
�how our office is contributing to make
our world a safer place to live in.�

Goodbye is our final word on this
subject. It became popular in 16th
century England and was spelled
goodbwye, a condensed folk render-
ing of God be with you. May that
always be the case.

2 popcorns
In this betting-crazed era of Powerball

lotteries and polyester grandmas bus-
boogying their way to the casinos, you
might think it curious that they don�t
make more movies about gambling. See
Rounders and you�ll be reminded why.

In essence, even the best of this genre
are one-note affairs unrealistically glam-
orizing the life and times of a compulsive
gambler. Like Eddie Felson (The Hus-
tler, 1961) or Axel Freed (The Gambler,
1974), these tarnished heroes, despite
their betting affliction, have a suggested
nobility that overshadows the seedy com-
moners their addiction forces them to
mingle with. In short, they think they�re
�something else,� and you know how
low-life bullies feel about that.

What else is there to say on the sub-
ject? Winning feels great. Losing feels
yecch. And if you don�t stop gambling
despite perennial losses, you�re a mas-
ochist who�s bound to be jacked-up by
gangsters. Movies focusing on such folk
inevitably emulate the very syndrome
they dissect, shaping the plot into one big
bet: Will this particular gambler be the
one to beat the daunting odds? Rounders
follows suit with few surprises.

The latest handsome stereotype to out-
shine his roguish milieu is Matt Damon
(Good Will Hunting) as Mike
McDermott, a young card sharp with
poker skills to match his looks and lik-
ability. With his gaming Jones in remis-
sion following an opening scene setback
that was supposed to catapult him to the
Las Vegas Poker World Series, Mike
shares his New York digs with attractive
fellow law student/love interest, Jo
(Gretchen Mol). It�s her contention that
Mike can better put his native skills to
use in a court of law.

But then Mike�s childhood friend, the
cruising-for-a-bruising Worm (Edward
Norton), is released from prison. Of
course you don�t need poker smarts to
read this hand. It�s apparent that all of
girlfriend�s reformist work is a mere
house of cards. In less than 24-hours, the
bad influence from Hell sees to it that,
not only does Mike lose all his money,
but that he is now in debt for $25 thou-
sand to a life-threatening loan shark.

What follows as Mike and Worm try to
meet their do-or-die deadline is an enter-
taining but ultimately hollow buddy-
buddy odyssey through the underbelly of
high-stakes card playing, from gangster-
run back rooms with speakeasy
entranceways to the legitimate glitz of
Atlantic City. Along the way, they meet
a colorful cadre of Runyonesque charac-
ters.

Earning top supporting honors is John
Malkovich as Teddy KGB, an eccentric
gambling den boss with strong ties to the
Russian Mafia. Mr. Malkovich�s comi-
cally suspect but nevertheless amusing
accent proves the icing on an over-the-
top performance to be prized for its chutz-
pah. Also good despite a script that sup-
plies too few inspired lines, Edward
Norton in the Devil�s advocate role re-
minds of those recklessly sociopathic
bad boys Sean Penn and Eric Roberts
used to portray.

Other players of thespic note include,
John Turturro as uncharacteristically
thoughtful Joey, the steady-as-she-goes
gambler who hasn�t had to do real work
in 15years; Martin Landau as Petrovsky,
Mike�s schmaltzy but terribly sincere
law professor; and Michael Rispoli as
Grama, the most repugnant heavy you
will encounter at the movies this year.

Perhaps director John Dahl hoped these
rather entertaining caricatures would
compensate for poor plot exposition and
a screenplay that is as unambitious as it
is weak. But it�s no dice. Despite all the

scruffy characters and locations, the work
is antiseptic. It�s as if Disney had de-
signed a Living On The Edge ride that
mimics the travail of a compulsive gam-
bler � simulating the up-and-down mood
that comes from being on a self-destruc-
tive jag, but sparing us the nitty gritty.

While director Dahl correctly appreci-
ates that the life of an addictive person-
ality can seamlessly run day into night,
the film�s ebb and flow fails to convey
the brutally red-eyed exhaustion that
accompanies a gambler�s lifestyle. One
perfunctory attempt at realism has Mike
and Worm mercilessly beaten by some
poker-playing state troopers they try to
scam. But pain in Rounders, both mental
and physical, is never permanent. The
vivid thrashing is followed by that magi-
cal recuperation that can only occur in
Hollywood.

Had the director played his cards right,
he might have upped the ante by paying
more than just lip service to Mike�s
scanty law school career or by imbuing
the barely existent romantic angle with a
little more significance. But by offering
no vision past the next card game, Mr.
Dahl stacks the deck against himself.
Hence, the smart money will sit this
hand out until the diverting but emotion-
ally flat Rounders is available on video.

Across the nation, children and fami-
lies are settling into the familiar
rhythms of school life � class sched-
ules, homework, lunches, sports and
after-school activities. But as this
school year begins, there is an added
tension among parents, teachers and
children � the fear of crime, drugs and
violence in our schools.

Violence and crime in our schools is
a legitimate concern for parents, chil-
dren and educators. According to the
National School Safety Center, 42 in-
dividuals were killed in schools across
the nation during the 1997-1998 school
year, up from 25 deaths the year be-
fore. Of particular concern, according
to the organization�s report, were the
19 multiple killings which took place
in the last school year, when there had
only been four.

According to the center�s report this
year, violence in schools occurred in
all sorts of settings � in urban, subur-
ban and rural schools, among wealth
and disadvantaged districts, at all grade
levels. It warns parents not to assume
�it can�t happen here.�

�Such violence is less a function of
the location of the school and perhaps
more a function of the way in which
television and computers � and to
some extent, movies � bring commu-
nities news of the latest crimes and the
technology available for making and
using weapons of destruction,� the re-
port says.

As a parent and as the former Presi-
dent of Union County�s largest school
system, I share these concerns. Two of
my children graduated from public
schools and a third still attends. My
concern about their education and safety
led me to serve on Elizabeth Board of
Education from 1993 to 1997, and to
chair the district�s security committee,
where I worked closely with former
Union County Prosecutor Drew Ruotolo
to develop anti-crime and anti-violence
initiatives.

Our experience in Elizabeth showed
that parents, students, police, teachers
and members of the community must
work together to prevent crime and
violence. The involvement of parents,
in particular, was critical. When disci-
pline at school is reinforced at home,
students are more likely to respond.
Teachers spend many hours with our
children five days a week, and can
often give parents insight on their be-
havior or activities, so communica-
tions between the home and the class-
room are critical.

We also found police participation,
lectures and demonstrations in the
classroom from the earliest grades build
bridges of respect and trust between
children and law enforcement. One of
former Prosecutor Ruotolo�s many ideas
for building these bridges was a bas-
ketball league, begun in one of the
county�s most disadvantaged neighbor-
hoods, officiated and coached by law

enforcement personnel. Students and
officials got to know and build mutual
respect for one another because their
encounters were on friendly ground.

We need more opportunities like this
� opportunities for young people, par-
ents, teachers, police and the commu-
nity to work together to identify poten-
tial problems and build stronger rela-
tionships.

That is why, as Chairman of the
Union County Board of Chosen Free-
holders, I will work with the board and
the County Manager to take the follow-
ing steps over to address school vio-
lence:

First, Union County has a responsi-
bility to help schools educate children
in an environment free of violence and
inappropriate behavior. We plan to ini-
tiate a toll-free number which will
provide a vehicle for students to report
crimes, ask for help with bullying,
violence, gangs, weapons or drug ac-
tivity.

Sometimes students are worried
about reporting a problem to an offi-
cial while in school, so this will given
them an opportunity to pick up a phone
outside the school and ask for assis-
tance.

Next, the county will help schools
establish violence teams comprised of
police, parents, students, educators and
community and business leaders. These
teams will meet regularly to compare
their ideas and perspectives.

The teams will be encouraged to
develop a school violence master plan
which addresses school safety, the pres-
ence of drugs and weapons in schools
and student discipline. This should
include strategies from districts where
disciplinary procedures and drug eradi-
cation efforts have worked well.

Finally, we need to engage schools
and communities to work together.
Communities should create well-su-
pervised �safe corridors� to and from
schools. Along the way, families would
keep an eye out for disturbances and
misbehavior.

In return, schools should allow com-
munities to utilize their facilities after
hours, so that community groups and
families have a place where they can
engage in supervised, productive ac-
tivities.

Communities are often rated by the
quality of their schools. It has an im-
pact on the value of property, on deci-
sions about the locating of businesses
in the area and, of course, on the over-
all quality of life for children as they
become adults.

All of us, regardless of whether we
have kids in school, have a stake in
making schools places where children
are nurtured and protected while they
receive a world-class education. As
elected officials and as members of our
communities, building safer, better
schools must be among our top priori-
ties.

I�m glad that Westfield Mayor Tho-
mas C. Jardim is calling for the creation
of a jitney, or shuttle service, to help get
Westfield�s parking-deprived commut-
ers to and from the train station and our
non-driving senior citizens around town.

Commuters and seniors definitely need
help getting around Westfield. And West-
field desperately needs local public trans-
portation. I know that Mayor Jardim rec-
ognizes this need.

A jitney service is an essential start,
but it won�t entirely meet the myriad of
transportation needs within our town.
What Westfield also needs is a dispatch
taxi service.

When I moved here three years ago, I
was amazed to learn that unless I hired an
airport limousine (for a minimum cost of

at least $10 for a one mile ride), that it is
impossible to hire a taxi for transporta-
tion in Westfield, to get door-to-door
service to and from the train station when
you don�t have a parking spot or your
spouse can�t pick you up; to get to a
doctor when you�re disabled or too sick
to be behind the wheel yourself; to trans-
port a non-driving babysitter and her
charge; to simply get around town when
you�re either too young or too old to
drive, or when you just don�t have access
to a car. (Or when you just don�t want to
deal with the hassle of finding a place to
park downtown.)

Several veteran Westfielders I�ve spo-
ken with have told me that there used to
be a successful, independently operated
dispatch taxi service in town, but that it
closed a few years ago.

They offered two possible reasons for
the shut down: Some say certain influen-
tial residents felt that a taxi service was
�seedy� and could enable �unwanted�
people from other communities to travel
throughout our town. Others say that the
town (or the county?) suddenly raised the
taxi company�s insurance requirements
so high that the owner couldn�t afford to
stay in business.

During the 1996 election, a town coun-
cilman/candidate actually told me it
wouldn�t be safe to have a taxi service in
town since taxi drivers often aren�t safe
drivers. Frankly, I think being in a li-
censed taxi is a lot safer than having to
cross some of Westfield�s treacherous
streets, and it�s certainly as safe as, or
safer than, walking long distances in the
dark or in the rain or cold.

Other Westfield-like communities
throughout the tri-state area are able to
have safe, useful, affordable dispatch
taxi services. Why can�t we?

I wish Mayor Jardim luck in achieving
federal, state and NJ Transit funding for
a local jitney or shuttle service for West-
field. And I praise him for his initiative
and efforts toward that goal. But I also
ask him, and our other town leaders of
both political parties, to work to encour-
age the creation of an independently op-
erated, properly licensed dispatch taxi
service for transportation in and around
Westfield.

In Scotch Plains, volunteers par-
ticipated in an after school cooking project at the
Jewish Community Center of Central New Jersey.

Other projects involved Merck employees doing
repairs at the Washington Rock Girl Scout Council
headquarters in Westfield, while some of their col-
leagues donated time to the Boy Scouts of America
Watchung Area Council in Mountainside, where they
helped paint and clean up the exterior grounds.

The United Way works to link services together to
assist individuals in need. For instance, a battered
woman might not only need shelter but counseling,
help in locating a job, daycare for her children, and
transportation.

While the United Way of Union County chapter has
a financial campaign goal of $6.35 million this year,
the United Fund of Westfield has set its goal at
$615,000.

We commend all the volunteers who give their time
to this fine organization, for the countless hours they
put in to help individuals and families right in our own
backyards.

SCOTCH PLAINS -�There is a clear
need for open government in Scotch
Plains,� stated Franklin P. Donatelli,
Tarquin Jay Bromley, and Geri Morgan
Samuel, Democratic candidates for
Scotch Plains Township Council. The
threesome charged this week that �on-
going events have raised serious con-
cern about the way the all-Republican
council conducts township business.�

Mr. Donatelli stated, �At times, the
council attempts to belittle residents
and their inquiries by questioning a
citizen�s length of residency in Scotch
Plains. As a lifelong Scotch Plains
resident, I believe that how long any-
one has owned a home in Scotch
Plains should have no bearing on how
a citizen is treated by the council.�

�Moreover, the council should not
be looking at a resident�s political
party registration when townspeople
bring concerns before the council. As
a former, long-time Republican, I
find it offensive that one�s political
affiliation should affect the kind of
treatment a resident receives when
appearing before the council.�

Mr. Bromley added that, �There is
a distinct drifting away from the coun-
cil being accountable and responsive
to the public.

Mrs. Morgan Samuel commented
that, �At the September 16 council
meeting, one of the council members
abstained from voting on a issue re-
lated to land development. When a
citizen asked what the council�s policy
was on disclosure of conflicts of inter-
est, the member of the council who
abstained from voting volunteered that
she had had a conflict of interest on
the previous vote but that there was no
need to explain what the conflict was.�

The Union County Board of Cho-
sen Freeholders held a press confer-
ence Tuesday afternoon at the Union
County Administration Building in
Elizabeth to announce an upcoming
Economic Mission to Portugal.

A group of 16, including govern-
ment leaders and business people,
will travel to Lisbon, Portugal to-
morrow, Friday, September 25, as
representatives of the NJPAT (New
Jersey Portuguese American Trade).
Their mission is aimed at attracting
greater economic investment in the
county.

The group will meet with Portu-
guese business leaders and govern-
ment officials, including Prime Min-
ister Antonio Guterres, during the
visit which will end on Friday, Octo-
ber 2.

Union County Freeholder Donald
Goncalves stated, �This mission is a
unique opportunity to meet directly
with the business people and policy
makers with whom we can forge
stronger economic ties.�

In addition, Assemblyman Joseph
Suliga, representing the 20th Dis-
trict, said, �The idea is to build new
friendships and economic ties for the
betterment of Union County and the
state of New Jersey as a whole.

�There is nothing like person-to-
person relationships and understand-
ing other cultures,� he continued.

�I take personal interest in repre-
senting our culture and people to
other cultures; this is very impor-
tant to build relationships and
friendships. I am proud to be part
of this delegation; this is a great
opportunity,� Assemblyman Suliga
noted.

Chester Holmes, a Union County
Freeholder and delegation partici-
pant, expressed his enthusiasm for
the mission during the press confer-
ence, saying �I am very excited and
interested in this delegation. It will
bring some closure to trade that
should come into Union County.�

Mr. Holmes also noted that �this
entire trip will not cost the taxpayers
a dime. This mission is being funded
by individual finances.�

The group will tour the facilities of
the Expo �98 �world�s fair� and meet

with former United States Congress-
man Tony Coelho, head of the Ameri-
can Pavilion at Expo �98, along with
the United States ambassador and
American trade officials.

The Expo �98 site is a formerly
contaminated refinery site in Lisbon
which, through a $3 billion project,
was cleaned up and redeveloped into
a glittering showplace.

�The Expo �98 facility is an excel-
lent example of urban redevelopment
and what once-abandoned
�brownfields� (in Union County) can
be turned into with the right eco-
nomic investment and hard work,�
Mr. Goncalves said.

�In Union County, where we�re
working to bring new life to our old
industrial landscape, that knowledge
could be put to good use,� he ob-
served.

Added Mr. Holmes, �Union
County�s active Portuguese-Ameri-
can community already has strong
cultural, social and even familial ties
with the people of Portugal. If we can
build on that to promote greater eco-
nomic investment and job-creation
here, all residents of the county will
benefit.�

Some other delegates taking part
in the mission are Rahway Mayor
Jim Kennedy; Elizabeth City Coun-
cilmen Tony Monteiro and Manny
Grova, Jr., and business leaders
Carlos Silva of Silcon Construction
in Elizabeth, Ray Tomasso of
Tomasso Oil of Elizabeth, and Helder
Mendonca of Mendonca & Suarez,
one of Elizabeth�s largest accounting
firms.

�I look forward to meeting with
Portuguese investors and attracting
them to do business in Union County,�
said Mr. Silva.

The NJPAT is an independent, non-
partisan organization incorporated
in 1997 and headquartered in Eliza-
beth. It was founded to foster rela-
tionships among Portuguese-speak-
ing New Jersey businesses and indi-
viduals, and to establish a network-
ing vehicle for these entities.

Mr. Greco Proposal Favors
Streamlining Town Services

Norman Greco

Norman Greco, independent
Mayoral candidate in Westfield,
said he believes that, �Westfield�s
high tax base entitles our residents
to a reciprocal level of service.�

Mr. Greco said he feels there are
immediate changes that can be made
to town government, streamlining
services for all residents. As an
example, he said the creation of a
�Pothole Hotline� would address
daily concerns regarding simple
road repair on a �very timely ba-
sis.�

�Similarly, we need to make our
Building Permit process more �user-
friendly.� This will be accomplished
by creating formal deadlines for
each step in the permit process.
Specific appointments will be set
with each homeowner for the Build-
ing Inspector to perform his job.

�Each inspector will be equipped
with a beeper and cellular phone
for use during his business day to
keep homeowners informed of any
scheduling changes,� Mr. Greco ex-
plained.

Additionally, Mr. Greco will
implement a study to synchronize
the traffic light pattern of down-
town Westfield in an effort to re-
duce gridlock.

Mr. Greco complimented the
�commendable� manner in which
the Police, Fire and Public Works
Departments handled the Labor Day
storm.

However, he said he would like to

institute a tree-trimming mainte-
nance program, thereby reducing
damage during future storms.

Under the direction of the Ameri-
can Red Cross, Mr. Greco said, if
elected, he intends to form desig-
nated �comfort stations� for town
residents during emergency situa-
tions. �Communication with resi-
dents during these very difficult
emergency situations is crucial. In
order for Westfield to improve its
services, it must not only be proac-
tive in its approach to town gov-
ernment, but it must be decisive in
the implementation of a strategic
plan,� the candidate stated.

�Similar to our parks and fields,
Westfield�s roads also leave a last-
ing impression upon visitors to our
town. Gravel and liquid tar is no
longer an acceptable method of road
improvement. We must implement
a long-term strategic plan to re-
pave each street in Westfield.

�Ironically, a road projects plan
was presented to our current Mayor
and Town Council in November of
1997. For nearly a year, this pro-
gram has been under �discussion�
without any action being taken,�
he said.

Mr. Greco stated that, �A sense
of urgency regarding this project
should have been created a year
ago when this proposal was sub-
mitted by the Town Engineer.�

In conjunction with a strategic
replacement plan for town roads,
Mr. Greco said he would institute a
corresponding downtown sidewalk
replacement plan created by the
Public Works Committee.�

Mr. Greco stated that, �A uni-
form sidewalk appearance will en-
hance the image of our downtown
area.� As part of this future re-
placement program, Mr. Greco said
he will be asking the Public Works
Committee to investigate the pos-
sibility of placing heating cores in
the sidewalks of the downtown dis-
trict to help eliminate hazardous
winter conditions.

�This is the common sense, busi-
ness-like approach I will bring to
Westfield government if elected,�
the candidate stated.

WESTFIELD - Noreen Lund, the
Republican candidate for the Third
Ward seat on the Westfield Town
Council, has called on the govern-
ing body to fund open space projects
in the Third Ward.

Ms. Lund, citing the funds that
were originally allocated for the
creation of a �pocket park� at the
old Excellent Diner site, said that
these resources represent an impor-
tant opportunity for Westfield.

�I am concerned about the condi-
tion of many of the parks and recre-
ation facilities in Westfield, espe-
cially here in the Third Ward.

�The town has responded by cre-
ating an ad hoc committee to con-
sider how to spend these funds. This
does not make sense to me. The end
result will be different organized
interest groups asking for money,
possibly more, for their pet projects.
The Third Ward will once again be
short changed in such an environ-
ment.

�I think that the Town Council
should have had a contingency plan
for those resources. Our existing
fields and parks have been identi-
fied as deteriorating and in need of
maintenance for quite some time,�
Ms. Lund said.

Sycamore Field was singled out
by the candidate as a safety problem
requiring special attention.

�That field is used by so many
soccer players who have little broth-
ers and sisters, and unfortunately, it
is so close to the road, and by a busy
intersection of Central Avenue and
Sycamore Street. I worry about par-
ents trying to watch both the game
and keeping their small children
from running out into traffic or chas-
ing a ball that goes into the street.

�Those moneys could be allo-
cated for a fence, if not around the
entire field, then at least around the
playground on the east end of the
field. The field also could use some
improvements to decrease the risk
of injuries. Both of these initiatives
would be positive steps towards in-
creasing public safety and enjoy-
ment for the residents, and those to
come,� Mrs. Lund stated.

The candidate also agreed with
former Westfield Mayor Ray Stone�s
recent suggestion at the ad hoc com-
mittee meeting, of devoting re-
sources to the �pocket park� on
Central Avenue between Krauzers
and The Sock Company.

�Central Avenue is a gateway to
Westfield. Investments to help en-
hance an area that is used and seen
by many people, which quite possi-
bly impacts their first impression
of Westfield, is worthy of consider-
ation. This is an existing open-
space that should be maintained.

�The message would be a positive
one that the town is committed to
revitalizing the area, which is just
beginning,� the candidate noted.

The south side train station was
another location that Ms. Lund
pointed to which could benefit from
a needed facelift.

�So much money has been in-
vested in the rebuilding of our train
station, why not add to those im-
provements by redoing the flower
beds along South Avenue and im-
proving the plantings in the park-
ing lots?� the candidate suggested.

�The south side of Westfield has
much charm and character, yet the
public areas here do not reflect that
due to neglect,� Ms. Lund con-
cluded.

WESTFIELD - Westfield  Demo-
cratic Third Ward Councilman John J.
Walsh has commenced his reelection
campaign with a focus on his achieve-
ments while in office, the projects he
has initiated and his efforts to keep
property taxes down.

�My work, my votes and my advo-
cacy have been based solely on the
merits of the issues, on improving the
lives of Westfield residents and the
preservation of all that is good in West-
field,� Councilman Walsh commented.

Councilman Walsh pointed out that
he has had to answer to no one, other
than the citizens of Westfield, on the
positions that he has taken.

�There is no caucus telling me how
to vote,� Councilman Walsh said.

Councilman Walsh is Chairman of
the Town Council�s Public Works Com-
mittee and has led the council�s discus-
sions on a road improvement program
under which the town will pave more
roads than it has in the past.

He said the town normally spends
about $150,000 for municipal road
improvements, according to Council-
man Walsh. However, this is an insuf-
ficient amount to keep up with the
paving needs of the streets.

The town submits four streets for
eligibility for state Transportation Trust
Fund grants, but only one or two streets
are chosen by the state for re-paving.

Councilman Walsh said he believes
that this leaves a gap in Westfield�s
street paving.

�There have been some streets that
have been submitted twice to the state
for the grant and have been rejected.
There are other streets that will never
be eligible for state funding, because
they have no inter-municipal connec-
tions.

�These roads are only getting patch-
work repair and we need to embark on
a major project, as they are slipping
through the cracks with the current
method of funding street improve-
ments,� Councilman Walsh stated.

The councilman said he is �sensi-
tive� to the fiscal impact of increasing
funding in the town budget for road
paving, but points out that the paving
can be done with capital funds that will
be freed up by the expiration of the
town�s current municipal bond, which
will expire in the year 2001.

The Public Works Committee is now
actively choosing streets to participate
in this program.

Councilman Walsh is also Chair-
man of the Ad Hoc Committee on
Parks and Fields which is considering
projects that might be eligible for fund-
ing with Union County�s matching
grant of $100,000.

As a  1997 member of the Law and
Rules Committee, Councilman Walsh
helped draft the exterior property main-
tenance code which set a minimum
level for housing conditions in town.
He also helped draft the shade tree
maintenance ordinance.

As the Town Council�s liaison to the
Recreation Commission, Councilman
Walsh pushed for a plan to create a
Parks and Fields Maintenance Depart-
ment to be partially-funded by users of
the fields.

The Recreation Commission is cur-
rently considering Councilman Walsh�s
proposal.

�If we are to make any lasting im-
provement in the parks and fields,
without burdening the general taxpay-
ers, this is the route that we have to go,�
commented Mr. Walsh on the pro-
posal.

Councilman Walsh also pointed to
his record on taxes.

�It was Councilman Goldman and I
who led the fight to lower the tax
increase in 1998 by taking a small
amount of money from a very large sale
of assets fund. It had minimal effect on
the fund and provided some relief to
the taxpayer,� Mr. Walsh said.

Councilman Walsh also trimmed
the budget with suggestions for lower-
ing some unneeded surplus during
budget hearings.

Councilman Walsh was born in
Philadelphia and graduated from St.
Joseph�s University and Villanova
University School of Law. He is a
partner in the firm of Freehill, Hogan
& Mahar in Manhattan and New Jer-
sey and practices maritime personal
injury law.

He is married to Dr. Joanne M.
Walsh who is a supervisor at Lucent
Technologies. They have four chil-
dren. After having been defeated by 50
votes for the Council in 1994, Council-
man Walsh was elected by a 500 vote
margin in 1996.

End of FAA Jet Noise Test

Downtown Westfield Vitality
Among Mr. Stoner�s Priorities

Democratic Seventh Congressional
District candidate Maryanne S.
Connelly recently pointed out in a
press release that she supported rout-
ing local aircraft over the ocean in an
effort to lessen jet engine noise in the
region.

�I was the first congressional chal-
lenger to support ocean routing. My

involvement as Mayor with the jet
noise activists led me to take a firm
stand early,� the candidate stated.

�I am pleased that the 260-degree
test ends today (September 15), but
what the FAA (Federal Aviation
Agency) and elected officials do next
will have the real impact on this
issue,� she said.

The test involved aircraft making
a 260-degree turn after takeoff from
Newark International Airport, thus
placing them over industrial areas
such as Carteret. Jet noise activists
contend the test has created an in-
crease in noise for residents.

�For four months the Federal Avia-
tion Administration tested their �260-
degree turn,� and for four months the
residents affected by the test have
protested the increase in noise over
their communities.

�Even FAA officials have admit-
ted the failures,� stated Mrs. Connelly.

�As a Mayor and Councilwoman,
I have been involved with jet noise
activists for 12 years. Our communi-
ties have waited long enough. It�s
time to test ocean routing now,� Mrs.
Connelly added.

The candidate said she is against
moving the noise from one commu-
nity to another and thus supports
ocean routing as a �viable solution.�

Mrs. Connelly is opposing three-
term, incumbent Republican Con-
gressman Bob Franks of Berkeley
Heights. The district includes West-
field, Scotch Plains, Fanwood and
Mountainside.

Currently Mayor of Fanwood, she
is retired after 28 years with AT&T.
Mrs. Connelly also served as Police
Commissioner of Fanwood for nine
years and said she helped lower the
crime rate in Fanwood.

Mayor Connelly is the immediate
Past President of New Jersey Elected
Women Officials.

WESTFIELD - The vitality of
downtown commerce is one of four
top priority concerns identified by
Westfield Town Council Democratic
candidate Joe Stoner as he campaigns
for a seat from the Second Ward in
the Tuesday, November 3 election.
