IT HAPPENS that the parcel given
to the state in that deal was Columbia
Lake, where the utilities had a small,
outmoded hydroelectric plant;

After all that swapping around, the
state is now minus the 30-odd acres
represented by Columbia Lake, thanks
to Interstate Route 80. Columbia Lake
wasn’t too hot a park in the first place,
but it’s no park at all now - and (Eerc‘s
no substitute either. Senator Case’s idea
sounds like effective land use law to
most environmentalists ['ve talked to.
Once we've managed to set aside land
for public open space use, and then built
our:towns around it, it’s no time for
thinking that parkland like it is unused
vacant land! Just try to find comparable
land and Jet’s see what its real value is!

A Complaint of sex. dis-
crimination under Executive
Order 11246, as amended, has
been filed with the Depart-
ment of Health, Education
and Welfare by the New
Jessey. Women's - Equity- Ac~
tion League (WEAL) against
Montclair State College,
Upper Montclair

WEAL charges that
Montclair State College has
not only followed a pattern of
sex discrimination in filling
administratsve posts in the
past, but, that they have made
no effort to overcome the
effects of past discrimination
Only one woman, an affir-
mative action officer, holds a
position in the top 23 ad-
ministrative posts, In the last
two years, several positions
have opened in administration
which have neither been an-
nounced ror advertised on or
off campus. These include the
Vice-President of Academic
Affairs, the Dean of the
School of Mathematics and
Sciences, - the Vice-Provost,
the Registrar, the Assistant
Director of Student Ac-
tivities, and
the Media Center.

In-the faculty, women are
clustered primarily in the
lower mrks Although women
fill 32% of the 469 faculty
positions, over 7% of the
women are Instructors and
Assistant Professors, the two

lower  faculty ranks, while
only 57% of the men are in

these two ranks: Figures from
individual departments con
firm this disparity. In the
Communication Sciel nd
Disorders Department, the
four full Professors and the
two, Associate. Professors are
men wh women have
received 20% of the Ph.D's
granted in this area in the last
ten years

In the Physical Education
Department there are three
men, but only one women full
Professors, five men but only
one woman Associate
Professors and three men but
only one woman Assistant
Professors. Women have
received 27.4% of the Ph.D,’s
in this area in the last ten
years.

Fhe Commissioner said the
sign-removal project will be
carried out with special task
force in a three-stage
program. The work will be
carried out with Federal-aid

funds from the various
Federal Highway Beautifica-
tiog "Acts. The Federal

Highway Administration will
reimburse the State 75 per-
cent of ll costs

The first overall objective
of thie three:phase program is
to remove illegal trespassing
signs and at the same time im-
prove traffic-safety and road-
side appearance. The second
and-third phases are designed
to conform with the Federal
Highway Beautification Acts
through eventual clearance in
rural areds and near in-
terchanges of signs to a dis-
tance of 660 feet on each side
of State highways.

The fjrst sign removal
stage, scheduled to be com-
pleted within six months, is
designed to eliminate signs of
all types illegally erected in-
side of highway rights of way
on State property

The second phase, relating
to the beautification program,
is to remove signs and
billboards erected since
passage of the Beautification
Acts in rural unzoned areas
within 660 feet of each side of
the highway fear- i
terchanges. These are illegal
and can be removed without
compensation to the owners.
