A newspaper becomes more or less of an institution. A small town 

newspaper, such as we are, becomes more than an institution in many minds. 
A newspaper is supposed to print the news. Only in its editorial columns 
is it supposed to express the viewpoint of the man who owns the newspaper.

It is surprising sometimes how quickly we can lose the temporary sup­
port of individuals, and just so that this is not one-sided, we gam friends 
sometimes, from very unexpected sources. All of this, however, is human 
nature. We feel that the small town newspaper fluctuates m  the esteem of 
its readers to greater limits than the large town newspaper. Nobody, for 
example, refuses to buy the “Newark Evening News” or “Star-Eagle’ be­
cause of the stand the News or Star takes on any one subject. Nobody who has 
read the “Sun” for.years would refuse any longer to buy it, because of its 
stand on any one subject. You certainly would not condemn a friend of 
yours because of any one peculiarity, and yet a great number of people, 
seem to feel that a small town newspaper must be infallable. It must al­
ways please them without regard to the other fellow. If we were to be 
able to please all people at all times, the result would be exactly like the in­
dividual all of us know, the one who never takes a stand on anything, the 
one who is always the same under all circumstances. We say he is nice, but
“colorless.”

A newspaper cannot be “colorless.” A newspaper must.give expression 
to the likes and dislikes of what it believes to be the majority opinion. 
Don’t condemn your town newspaper simply because it does not at all times 
agree with you. Think of the number of times it has agreed with you and 
give it the support and the-“breaks” you would give an individual under 
similar circumstances.

The English players who have been 
trying out the informatory double seem  
to like it very much but, with their 
customary independence, they have 
refused to adopt all of the American 
rules. The following quotation from an 
article on the informatory double by a 
well-jpown English writer should be 
very interesting;

“So " far as can be observed^ the 
epidemic of doubling informatoruy is 
abating, and this double is being played 
in a much more restrained manner than 
a few months ago. There appears to be 
a general desire to make the use of this 
double as simple as possible, so tha t 
every player readily knows whether a 
double by his partner is informatory 
or business. The Americans, as usual, 
are making this convention a very 
complicated one, but so far as this 
country is concerned, the informatory 
double seems to be played on the 
following lines:

“1. A double of ‘one' of a suit or of 
'one No-Trump' is an Informatory 
Double whether the doubler or the 
doubler's partner has previously bid 
or not.

“2. A double of *two’ of a suit is
Informatory unless the doubler or the 
doubler’s partner has previously bid.

“3. A '1ouble of 'three' of a suit or of 
-‘Two No-Trumps' Is always Business.

"There is common sense in the 
above, because one practically never 
wants to double ‘one No-Trump’ or 
‘one’ of a suit for Business purposes, 
and these doubles can therefore always 
be Informatory; while for the opposite 
reason, a double of ‘two No-Trumps' 
or of ‘three’ of a suit should always be 
for business purposes.”

Whether or not you agree with the 
English view-point of the informatory 
double, you cannot help but admit that 
it is a sensible one and probably pre­
vents much of the confusion that is 
prevalent in America.

Public Service Gives 
Interesting Figures In 

20th Annual Report
The rep o rt of Public Service Cor­

poration  of New Jersey  for the year 
1928, which covers also the  opera­
tions of its subsidiary u tility  com pan­
ies, is being m ailed to Corporation 
stockholders in  an ticipation  of th e  
annual m eeting which is to be held 
on Monday, A pril 15.

The repo rt which is signed by p res­
ident Thomas N. M cCarter, shows for 
the year operating  revenues for the 
Corporation and subsid iary  u tility  
companies of $125,528,580.36 an  in­
crease over 1927 of $10,522,671.73. 
N et incom e from  operations am ount­
ed to $36,972,494.81, an  increase of 
$4,901,777.49; o ther income, $3,- 
089,961,85, an  increase of $2,183,- 
783.57; income deductions, includ­
ing fixed charges, $17,090,267.06, a 
decrease of $1,552,312.80. The bal­
ance rem ain ing  fo r dividends and 
surp lus am ounted to $22,972,189.60, 
which was $8,637,873.85 la rg e r th a n  
the 1927 balance.

The Corporation paid during 1928

dividends on its preferred  stock 
am ounting to $6,701,194.93, leaving 
a  balance of $16,270,994.67 earned 
on common stock, which was equal to 
$3.28 a share  on the  stock ou tstand­
ing a t th e  end of the  year, or $3.51 
a share on the average num ber of 
shares ou tstanding  during the  year. 
There was paid  in  common stock div­
idends a  to ta l of $11,163,424.91, 
while the  sum  of $5,107,569.76 was 
added to consolidated surp lus a t the  
end of th e  year. Of to ta l operating 
revenue, $58,860,099.12 was derived 
from  electric operations; $28,683,- 
36S.97 from  gas operations and  $37,- 
985,112.27 from  transporta tion , of 
which la tte r  am ount $18,902,609.82 
came from  m otor bus operation, $16,- 
S65,016.73 from  s tree t car operation; 
and $2,217,485.72 from  ferry  and 
tavieab operation.

T he Consolidated balance sheet of 
the Corporation and  its subsidiary 
operating  com panies as of December 
31, 1928, shows assets of $600,348,- 
443.53 of which $549,885,781.82 is 
represented  by fixed capital.

Satistics of operating  companies 
show sales of electricity  am ounting 
to 1,406,258,947 k ilow att hours, ex­
clusive of energy furn ished  for the 
operation  of. the  s tree t cars of Public 
Service Coordinated T ransport, an  in ­
crease of 172,274,895 k ilow att hours 
over 1927; and  sales of gas am ount­
ing to 23,826,833,203 cubic feet, an 

Increase  of 1,250,576,836 cubic feet, 
w hile 643,134,181 passengers w ere 
carried  on s tree t cars and buses, an  
increase of 15,981,168.

A n analysis of the  traffic sta tistics 
show a  decrease of 29,504,597 in  the 
num ber of s tre e t car passengers and 
an  increase of 45,485,765 in  the  num ­
ber of bus passengers. “This re su lt” 
the repo rt points out, “ is accounted 
for by the  substitu tion , in  m any in­
stances, of bus fo r car service and  by 
additional bus lines taken  over or 
pu t in  service.” F o r th e  first tim e in 
Public Service h isto ry  bus revenue 
exceeded car revenue, although  the  
num ber of ear passengers still sub­
stan tia lly  exceeds the num ber of bus 
passengers.

There was an  increase in the  num ­
ber of stockholders accounts on the  
books of the  Corporation, December 
S i, 1928, as com pared to December 
31, 1927, of 9,113, th e  actual num ber 
of stockholders on the  form er date, 
w ith  duplications elim inated, being 
80,532.

Em ployees of the  Public Service 
companies on December 31, 1928, 
num bered 19,941 and  th e re  was paid 
during  the  year $37,487,048.39 in

salaries and wages.
D uring the year taxes am ounting 

to $13,618,959.60 accrued against 
Corporation and its  subsid iary  com­
panies, an  increase over the  previous 
year’s taxes of $1,430,903.29. F o r 
the operating  com panies taxes am­
ounted to  10.7 per cent of th e ir  
fross and  26.6 per cent of th e ir  n e t 
earnings.

Concerning the  transpo rta tion  s it­
uation, P residen t Me C arter says; 
“ Substan tial progress was m ade dur­
ing the  year in  carry ing forw ard th e  
policy of coordinating transpo rta tion  
facilities. Our efforts are directed 
tow ards th e  creation  of a tran sp o rta ­
tion system  in which s tree t cars, bus­
es and o ther un its as th e ir  operation 
m ay be undertaken , w ill be utilized 
so as to provide a maximum service 
and effect economy by th e  elim ina­
tion  of waste and duplicate service 
and the com bination of construction, 
m aintenance and operating  activities 
to reduce overhead expense.”

P residen t M cCarter reviews the 
h isto ry  of the  Corporation during  the  
twenty-five years of its existence, and 
says as to prospects for fu tu re  
grow th: “ Because Public Service
companies operate in  a section of 
New Jersey  th a t, in regard  to both 
population and  in d u stria l activity, 
shows an  increasing ra te  of growth, 
and  because new uses a re  being con­
stan tly  found for the  u tility  services 
which Public Service provides, i t  is 
safe to assum e a continuing g rea t in­
crease in business.”

RAPID interchange of business and the quick transporta­
tion of goods in the United States, coupled with almost in­

stantaneous means of inter-communication by telegraph, tele­
phone and wireless, have welded the coun­
try into an economic unit. The nation is not, 
in a business sense, conducting its affairs in 
water-tight compartments, as in a measure 
it did in the days of slow travel and remote 
places, but styles, methods, commodities 
and business practices flow freely today in 
all directions.

the country. Particularly necessary in this 
connection is the establishment of uniform 
financial and banking practices so as to fa­
cilitate the flow of trade along accepted and 
understood lines.

Banking in the United States is recog­
nized as a semi-public type of business and is therefore sub­
ject to laws to define the scope and character of its activities.

they come from both state and fed­
eral authorities. The national banks 
are all chartered by the federal gov­
ernm ent and therefore operate on the 
same lines in every state of the 
Union, but there is no such regu­
larity in respect to the conditions 
under which the state banks chartered 
by the respective forty-eight states 
must conduct their business. All state 
banking codes, while they have simi­
larities, also have many great dissimi­
larities in respect both to the na­
tional bank laws and the banking laws 
covering state bank operations in oth­
er jurisdictions.

Bankers Move for Uniform Laws
The State Bank Division of the 

American Bankers Association, which 
la tter includes in Its membership 
banks of all descriptions throughout 
the country subject to all the varia­
tions of state and federal banking 
laws, is committed to the effort to 
bring about greater consistency and 
uniformity among the statu tes of all 
these various jurisdictions. This body 
is conducting a vigorous nation-wide 
campaign urging that active steps be 
taken to secure greater co-ordination 
in banking legislation, more equitable 
conditions and more uniformly effi­
cient public supervision of banks in 
the several states.

The organization is particularly con­
cerned with fostering this movement 
to bring about more uniformly desir­
able conditions throughout the United 
States in respect to the public super­
vision of banking institutions by the 
sta te  banking departments. It is on 
record as favoring the policy that the 
im portant office of state bank commis­
sioner should be kept as free from 
entangling partisan politics as the ju­
diciary itself and should be complete­
ly detached from all other functions 
of state government.

It is also on record as favoring the 
policy that the tenure of office of state 
bank commissioners should be made 
more secure and lasting than is now 
the case in many state jurisdictions 
and that this important public officer 
be granted sufficient compensation 
and discretionary power so that the 
office shall attract and retain the serv­
ices of men of outstanding executive 
ability and successful banking expe­
rience.

It is also a part of this policy that 
the bank commissioner’s ability to 
serve well should be strengthened by 
providing him with adequate forces of 
bank examiners, selected on the basis 
of merit from men having the requi­
site qualifications of honesty, ability, 
training and banking knowledge to 
carry out the duties of their offices on 
the highest plane of usefulness to the 
public as well as to banking

The Trend of State Laws 
The Association’s State Bank Divi­

sion has recently concluded a nation 
wide survey of state banking legisla­
tion and conditions and in general has 
discovered a definite trend along the 
following lines:

There is a distinct tendency among 
the states to raise the minimum capl 
tal required for banking institutions 
to 125,000 and also to give the hank 
commissioners or the banking boards 
sole power as to the granting »of char­
ters for new banks, thus enabling 
them to use discretion as to the need 
or desirability of added banking facili­
ties o r the fitness of the organizers' fd 
enter the banking field. In this con 
aeetion many states are creating 
banking boards to act in an advisory 
capacity with the state bank eommis 
doners.

There has also been observed 
tendency to increase the compensa­
tion of the hank commissioners and to 
lengthen their terms of office and to 
give them power to appoint necessary 
deputies and examiners so as to build 
up an adequate force to carry out their 
responsibilities and duties An impor­
tan t augmentation of the powers of

bank commissioners in some states is 
found in laws giving them complete 
charge of insolvent banks and their 
liquidation as distinguished from more 
costly liquidation through the courts,

in the Public Interest
Distinctly in the public interest are 

laws prohibiting or limiting an officer 
or director of a  bank from borrowing 
from his own bank unless his col­
lateral security is approved by a  m a­
jority of the board of directors of the 
bank. Also there is recent legislation 
noted providing for closer supervision 
and regulation of building and loan 
associations, credit unions, finance 
companies and private banks.

In some states measures hare been 
enacted broadening the field for in­
vestment of funds of savings banks 
and trust companies, which have ma­
terially enhanced the service th a t 
these institutions can render, particu­
larly in the way of co-operation with 
their customers in personal financial 
m anagem ent Another type of legis­
lation, important especially to bank­
ing In view of the frequent efforts to 
defraud banks, is tha t which makes 
the issuance of worthless checks ft 
misdemeanor with specific penalties.

The State Bank Division of the 
American Bankers Association en­
dorses in the fullest degree In princi­
ple the development of banking laws 
along the foregoing lines and is active­
ly engaged in fostering the spread of 
such legislation wherever its services 
are considered useful both to banking 
and to the public. Uniformly sound 
banking institutions and practices, to­
gether with common methods and un­
derstanding, will materially add to the 
convenience, efficiency and safety of 
business in serving the well-being of 
the pubiic in all parts of the nation, 
especially in those transactions involv­
ing dealings between different locali­
ties.

'HY, in spite of all the ad­
vances which have been 
made in American cooking 

during recent years, do v e still 
hold a position inferior to the 
French in the culinary art?

The answer, according to Louis 
Diat, chef of the Ritz-Carlton Hotel, 
New York, lies largely in a differ­
ence in attitude. The a \eiage 
American housewife looks upon 
cooking as a form of drudgery. 
The French housewife knows it is 
one of the fine arts. Because of 
her attitude, the American woman 
is often content to prepare a mere­
ly passable meal. She seldom both­
ers about developing the delicate 
nuances and blends of flavors. The 
French, woman, on the other hand, 
feels tha t any dish which falls 
short of its full potentialities is a 
serious reflection upon her ability.

Restoring Lost Flavors
“Take American vegetable dish­

es,” Monsieur Diat says. “So fre­
quently they are almost tasteless. 
There is, though, no reason why 
they should he, although we have 
here a  condition you do not find in 
other countries. Most French and 
otheT European cities are surround­
ed by truck farms. The farmers 
bring the ir vegetables into the  
cities in the evening of the day on 
which they are picked, and they 
are sold the next morning. In 
America, many vegetables aTe 
brought from points four and five 
days distant from the market. Dur­
ing ail of this time they are losing 
some of their natural sweetness.

“But although the vegetables 
purchased by the  French house­
wife are usually fresher than ours, 
she takes pains to bring out and 
accentuate their distinctive flavors. 
Over here, we do not take such 
pains. Most of us have not learned, 
for instance, how to use sugaT in 
cooking vegetables. The French 
cook will add a little sugar while 
cooking peas, carrots and other 
sweet-juiced varieties. The sugar 
does something we do not entirely

understand. It does 
not change the flavor, 
but it restores any 
sweetness that has 
been lost, and makes 
the vegetable taste as 
if it had just come 
from the garden. Only 
recently have Ameri­
can cooking experts 
discovered this secret, 
and it is not yet shar- > 
ed by many house­
wives.”

The original flavors 
of canned and dried 
vegetables can also he 
restored to a great ex-

ten t by the use of sugar, according 
to Monsieur Diat. No more sugar 
should be used than will make up 
the sweetness which has been lost. 
The amount varies with the differ­
ence in  the natural sweetness of 
the different vegetables. In cooking 
m ost of the sweet-juiced varieties, 
from a  teaspoon to a tablespoon of 
sugar should be used for each 
quart of canned vegetables, and 
for each, quart of w ater in which 
fresh vegetables are  boiled.

Louis Diat has been chef of the 
New York Ritz-Carlton for eight­
een years. Before coming to the 
United States he was the assistant

chef, first of the Paris Ritz, and 
then of the Ritz in London. Dur­
ing the time he has been in th is  
country, he says, the quality of 
American vegetables has shown a  
steady improvement. Today, Amer­
ica grows as fine vegetables as are 
produced anywhere in the world. 
Long transportation hauls do pre­
sent a  special condition, but it  is 
one tha t is easily offset.

The Cook's Responsibility
“There is nothing magical or 

mysterious in  F rench cooking,** 
Monsieur Diat says. “Nor is it ever 
extravagant. The French cook 
sticks close to nature, and tries al­
ways to preserve her original fla­
vors. Cooking is looked upon as an 
a r t requiring subtlety and imagina­
tion. It is recognized tha t the cook 
makes or m ars the dish. Here, too, 
the cook is alm ost wholly responsi­
ble for the quality of th e  product. 
If American vegetable dishes a »  
often tasteless, the remedy lies la 
better cooking."

AMERICA LEADS THE 
WORLD IN SAVINGS

The past year saw the greatest 
gains in savings in a  single twelve- 
month ever recorded in the United 
States, bringing the total savings de­
posits in banks to over $28,400,000,000 
on June 30, 1928, held in more than 
53,000,000 individual accounts, it is 
reported by the. American Bankers As­
sociation. These are the biggest fig­
ures in this field shown by any coun­
try in the world.

These figures are indicative of pros­
perity more general than any time 
since the business depression of 1920, 
the report declares. Only three states 
failed to show a gain and the 1928 
volume of savings constituted an in­
crease of more than $2,327,000,000 
above' the 1927 figure. The gain per 
inhabitant for 1928 over 1927 was $17 
and the gain in number of savings de­
positors was 2,496,079, an increase 
of 5.2% as against a growth in the 
population of the country of 1.2%.

The gain in savings per inhabitant 
in New England and the Middle At­
lantic states over the previous year 
was $36. These groups of states, with 
29.9% of the population of the United 
States and 52.8% of the total savings 
deposits, have the largest savings rate, 
$461 per inhabitant, of any area in the 
world. The per capita savings for the 
United States as a whole this year 
stands a t $237 as compared with $220 
last year.

TO COST $14,000

Purchase of New Engine 
Will Be Put Up To 

Nutley Citizens
N utley w ill h a re  an additional 

com bination pum per and hose m a­
chine in its fire fighting departm ent, 
provided the citizens of the  town ap­
prove it purchase. »The apparatus 
w ill he of 750-gallon capacity and 
w ill contain 800 feet of hose. The 
cost w ill be $14,000, and th e  m a­
chine w ill be of the  Am erican La 
type. A hearing  on the  ordinance 
au thorising  its  purchase, in troduced 
a t the  m eeting of the Board of Com­
m issioners Tuesday night, w ill be 
held on April 9.

Follow ing up a petition  received 
last weelc from  several citizens liv­
ing near Passaic avenue and  Center 
stree t, asking th a t som ething be done 
to prevent accidents there , Mayor 
E rnest P. Cook reported  th a t he had 
w ritten  to the  county au thorities. He 
said he had  placed a policem an there  
and a t Center s tree t and Union ave­
nue, both in  civilian clothes, to check 
up the  violations of the  stop-street 
ordinance. As a resu lt a  cam paign 
was s ta rted  on Monday, which re ­
sulted  in the  issue of sixty-four sum ­
m onses on th a t day and twenty-sev­
en Tuesday. The m ayor added th a t 
th e re  w ill be no “reconsideration” 
of tickets issued. He was em phatic 
in  his s ta tem en t th a t m otorists in 
N utley and o ther m unicipalities w ill 
have to be educated to the rules.

Several citizens w ere p re sn t to ob­
ject to some of the  provisions of the 
ordinance calling for the w idening of 
corners a t Bloomfield avenue and 
Center s tree t and Bloomfield avenue 
and Raym ond avenue. W hen Com­
m issioner Charles A. Sherwood told 
them  th a t the  im provem ent was a 
tow n one, and th a t  the  cost w ill be 
borne by the  tow n actually, they  w ent 
away satisfied.

Com missioner Sherwood resen ted  a 
resolution  to petition  the Board of 
F reeholders to postpone acquisition 
of five-foot strips on e ith er side of 
H igh s tree t un til traffic conditions 
m ake it  necessary to w iden the 
stree t, w hich was tak en  over, two 
years ago as a county road. The 
agreem ent provides the tow n acquire 
the land w ith in  sixty days of dem and 
by the Board of F reeholders.

Commissioner Sherwood presented 
an  ordinance, also to have a hearing  
April 9, increasing the  fee of com­
m issioners of assessm ents from  $3 to 
$5 for each m eeting.

Commissioner R aleigh S. R ife re ­
ported $354,037.57 unpaid taxes. He 
said special bills w ill be sen t ou t in  
abou t a m onth and th e  cost of th e  
bills assessed on delinquent taxpay­
ers.

An ordinance providing in sta lla ­
tion  of w ater m ains in Hancox ave­
nue between Yale s tree t and W ash­
ington avenue, Lewis, Gabriel and 
W ilson s tree ts  a t  an estim ated cost 
of $12,000, was passed for a  hearing  
A pril 9.

A petition  from  Ceresa Gennaro of 
161 Mt. P rospect avenue, Newark, 
sought perm ission to erect a  gaso­
line s ta tion  a t K ing s tree t and Un­
ion avenue. I t  was referred  to th e  
Zoning Board of A djustm ent. A peti­
tion  from  two property  owners in 
Nelson place asked fo r w ater m ains 
in th a t s tree t between F lorence and 
Cross streets. I t  was re ferred  to the  
D epartm ent of S treets and Public 
Im provem ents. Also re ferred  to th is  
departm ents w ere two bids, one for 
$200 and the o ther for $9 50 to re ­
move two buildings on the  site  of the 
proposed police and fire departm ental 
building a t C hestnut and  W arren  
streets.

Art Editor Talks Oa 
“Home Decorations”

"T he H eritage of B eauty  in Homes” 
was th e  topic of a  lecture F riday  af­
ternoon  by W aiter Kendell Storey, 
a r t  ed ito r of the  New Y ork Times 
under auspices of the a r t  departm ent 
of th e  W om en’s Club of Nutley.

“In terio r decoration is no t a m at­
te r  of periods,” said th e  speaker, 
"b u t the com bining -of lines, form s 
and colors, ju s t as an  a r tis t  does to 
m ake a harm onious p icture, one need 
not be afraid  w ith com bining per­
iod pieces, if done w ith  though t, it  
is not a m a tte r of being areheolo- 
gically correct, bu t being artistica lly  
correct, th a t counts.

“V arious periods are no t ta k en  too 
seriously, as people a re  realizing 
th a t there  is a rela tionsh ip  of periods 
in curves and  lines.” -

Mr. Storey told of d iffe ren t styles 
of fu rn itu re  and influences w hich af­
fected them  th rough  colonial, Louis 
XV ahd XVI, Em pire and D irectoire 
tim es. The vogue fo r Spanish arch i­
te c tu re  and m otives in a r t  th rough  
F lo rida  and the Southwest, he a t­
tr ib u ted  to the rom antic background 
of the country, ,_the furn ish ings of 
these homes being m ore Spanish th a n  
in  homes in Spain, w ith  an  addition­
al com fort and cheeriness to th e  dig­
nity  and au s te rity  which prevails in 
Spanish homes. !

America has modified and sim pli­
fied the various types to  h e r own 
needs, he. said. - The V ictorian era 
has re tu rned , in  th is  sense, because 
of the  com fort of sty le  during  th a t 
era, which again  is appreciated  today.

M odern a r t  today can be d iverted 
into two im portan t groups, m odern­
istic and  contem porary, he declared. 
The form er is “ crazy” and  has no 
reason for being. I t  is “a  product 
or self-conscious artis ts , „ reflecting  
the sam e self-conscious a ttitu d e .” 

Contem porary a rt, Mr. Storey said, 
is em erging from  types of orig inal 
design. Reflecting influences back 
of th e  mom ent. Use of new m ateri­
als and fabrics en ter into these de­
signs, which are practical.

M odern fu rn itu re  w ill come in, he 
said, bu t w ill no t supp lan t the  old 
un til it  proves m ore useful and  rep­
resen ts our tim e and arch itec tu re .

Mrs. G. Roland Boyce introduced 
the speaker, who spoke of the col­
onial atm osphere of the  old club­
house.

restrict traffic rather than aid it. Therefore, it resolves itself down to com­
parative costs and benefits. By installing traffic signals at a charge of less 
than one policeman’s salary a year, that released automatically nine patrol­
men for patrol service. Whether or not the town has benefitted as much as 
is should have by the proper location of these patrolmen, is entirely beside 
the point. If the town was faced with the possibility of having to hire 
seven or eight or nine patrolmen at $2900. a year, or installing traffic sig­
nals at less than the cost of one, its good business to install traffic signals.

The same reasoning applies to the police telephone and telegraph and 
signal system. The cost of maintaining and carrying twice the number of 
boxes and signal lights, is little more than formerly paid the telephone 
company for half as many boxes alone. That again seems to us to be good 
economy.

We feel and have expressed it before, that given the proper kind of 
public officials, what they do in any certain instance is exactly the same as 
we would do under the circumstances. The difference between the average 
man and those officials, is that the man on the street has only half the in­
formation. The News has no criticism or fault to find with the operation 
of the Department of Public Safety for the past year. The town has been 
made a better place to live in.

\ PROGRESS
I t  has been said that “nothing” can stand still. We must either 

progress or go backwards. Youngsters say that in a different ways ^What- 
ever goes up must come down.” Regardless of how they say it, we all 
admit it is true. The same thing applies to a town. No town can afford 
to stand still. No town can afford long to refuse to put in these visible 
signs of progress that sister towns are installing. To do so means that the 
deadly parallel between your town and some other town is being constantly 
drawn. We are surprised therefore every- once in a while to hear criticisms 
regarding the installation of various improvements.

In  the case of Belleville, however, the criticisms are doubly unwar­
ranted. Towns throughout the country are busily installing traffic sig­
nals. Belleville’s traffic signals as they finally will be, are considered the 
last word in traffic engineering. All traffic signals show colors. There is 
not anything new about that, but there is something new in the working of 
them. The things you never see, the method of replacement, the fact that 
no reasonable change can be made that Belleville cannot make with practi­
cally no great expenditure. In  other words, it is the engineering brains 
that went into the traffic signals that has made this system the system that 
is called by traffic engineers thruout the country, the last word in traffic 
signals. That is, of course, cause for pride, civic pride, if you will.

Apparently that is not enough however, because a lot of our people say 
we have gotten along for a good many years without them. That is true. We 
.got along without the sewing machine, the electric light, the telephone the 
Radio. There is nothing we can say to those individuals that would be con­
clusive.

For those however, who really would like to know the truth, we refer 
you to a law passed by the Legislature a few years ago which said in effect 
that the police must get one day off in every, seven. That meant that Belle­
ville had to hire a new policemen for every seven, if the town was not to

After Driving All Day
Woman Runs Into Tree

A nation-wide campaign to strength­
en plans for preparedness against dis­
aster and for emergency relief has 
been launched by the American Red 
Cross through its Chapters. The pro­
gram is intended to perfect disaster 
preparedness committees in the ten 
thousand communities reached by Red 
Cross Chapters and their branches.

When carried out, through commit­
tees of men and women in the com­
munities, it will insure that should a 
disaster come, an organization for 
emergency relief, including every 
modern method science has perfected 
—such as the radio, the airplane, the 
motor car and watercraft—can be 
mobilized to bring assistance, with 
the promptitude applied by the Red 
Cross in recent major disasters, such 
as the West In-dies hurricane and the 
Mississippi Valley flood.

These enlarged and strengthened 
plans for disaster relief fire set forth 
in  the revised Red Cross manual, 
“When Disaster Strikes,” which has 
been placed in the hands of every 
Red Cross chairman throughout the 
nation. The plan to encourage adoption 
of these added disaster preparedness 
methods was begun a t this time be­
cause Red Cross records—covering 48 
years of disaster relief—show tha t 
the period of the greatest number of 
disasters, large and small, ranges 
from the early Spring through the 
early Fall.

The Record of 48 Year*
A historical summary of Red 

Cross disaster relief since 1882, shows 
that the society was active in giving re­
lief in 938 domestic disasters and its 
expenditures in those relief operations 
were §49,594,000. The three groups 
of calamities appearing most frequent­
ly were: cyclones, tornadoes, hurri­
canes and other storms, 231; fires, 
131; floods, 128.

During this period, the Red Cross 
also has given assistance to distressed 
peoples of other countries in 153 dis­
asters. Total expenditures for relief 
a t home and throughout the world, in 
48 years, amount to §77,354,000.

In the four most recent major dis­
asters, among the greatest which 

have ever visited the American con­
tinent, Red Cross expenditures for re­
lief totalled $29,188,908. Only in the 
event of large disasters such as the 
Florida hurricane of 1926, the Mis­
sissippi Valley flood of 1927, the New 
England flood of the same Fall, and 
the W est Indies hurricane of 1928, 
does the Red Cross seek contributions 
from the general public for relief 
work; and frequently these are not 
ample, as in the four disasters listed, 
the Red Cross donated $1,338,201 
from its own treasury to aid in the 
work. In the event of smaller disas­
ters, the cost of the relief is met 
largely from Red Cross resources.

No Community Immune
No community is immune to great 

disasters of one type or another, the 
manual shows. One preparedness 
measure that can be adopted is a sur­
vey of the surrounding country, with 
the assistance of engineers and other 
experts to determine the type of dis­
aster to which the section is subject.
