EMERGENCY NOTE PASSES WHEN 

BROWN DECLARES ACTION LEGAL
Commission Was Faced With Shortage Of 

$9,000 To Meet Expenses Incident To 
Municipal Election

Following his 'decision Tuesday to 
vote for the $9,000 em ergency note 
to pay bills fo r th e  election, Com­
m issioner W illiam  H. W illiam s de­
m urred  a t signing all checks un til he 
received an  opinion from  Corporation 
Counsel John  B. Brown th a t it was 
legal to have w ork done in  excess 
of $1,000 w ithout first obtaining 
bids.

A lthough lie did not qualify his 
rem arks, a $1,650 item  in the Belle­
ville News bill for p rin ting  200 
copies of 22 election d istric t reg is­
try  lists was th e  item  he had in mind.

Corporation Counsel Jo h n  B. 
Brown yesterday inform ed Mr. W il­
liam s the item  was O. K. and checks 
w ere signed.

Mr. W illiam s dem anded to know 
of Mr. Brown a t the Tuesday con­
ference of the board th a t the action 
in passing on the emergency note, 
by recording the  vote of Commission­
er W illiam  D. C lark from  a  .recessed 
m eeting of the  day before, is “ con­
sis ten t w ith legal procedure.”

Mr. Brown sta ted  such is the case 
and Mr. W illiam s insisted the ru l­
ing be made a p a r t of the  m inutes.

R eferring  to' the  m atte r of record­
ing the vote, Mr. W illiam s declared 
it “sub terfuge ra th e r  than  stra igh t 
out and ou t business m ethods.” 

Commissioner P a trick  A. W aters 
sta ted  th a t “If it is not O. K. le t it 
go upsta irs and be th rashed  out. TO 
my way of th ink ing  it is good busi­
ness to pay these bills th a t have 
been contracted  and .'Save the town 
$2,000 or $2,500 in  litiga tion .”

Mr. W illiam s w anted to .know if 
the election -cost could not have been' 
figured closer. Mr. W aters said no 
doubt it could have been, but he is 
of the opinion th a t it  is better to ap­
p ropria te  less for the  election than 
near the correct am ount, as the tend- 
anc.y would be to spend i t  if a g rea t­
er sum were appropriated .

A special m eeting of the Commis­
sion was called by Mayor Samuel S. 
K enw orthy and held Monday m orn­
ing to record the affirmative vote of 
Com missioner W illiam  D. C lark for 
passage of a resolution authorizing 
a $9,000 em ergency note to pay the 
m unicipal election costs. Mr. Clark 
was headed for Chicago and unable 
to  a ttend  ithe regu lar m eetings Tues­
day afternoon and night.

Commissione!* P a trick  A! W aters 
was the only o ther board member 
present, Commissioner Frank* J. Car- 
rag h e r refusing  to  a ttend  because 
Com missioner W illiam  H.. W illiams 
could not be reached for notice. The 
th ree  m embers, on m otion of Mr. 
W aters, second by Mr. Clark, favor­
ed the note, bu t the vote of four is 
necessary to afford  an .emergency 
m easure, thhe tw o-thirds favor re ­
quired.

Discussing the tw enty-nine investi­
gators employed by the Essex Coun­
ty  superin tenden t of elections to 
check reg istra tions and w atch voting, 
Mr. W illiam s and Commissioner Car- 
rag lier declared a t the n igh t board 
session there  had been electioneering 
by some of them . *

Mr. W illiam s said he had seen one 
■man driving Mayor K enw orthy and 
Commissioners W aters asd C lark in 
an autom obile. The Mayor and Mr. 
W aters replied th a t may have been 
so, since each one on the lis t had a 
certain  am ount of tim e off during 
the  day to ea t and attend  to his own 
election duties.

Mr. C arragher said the  ̂ investiga­
tors had no r ig h t to take p art in th e  
election. Ml*. W aters s ta ted  they 
were sworn to  the ir perform ance of 
duties by the superin tendent and any 
one seen violating his oath should 
have been impeached.

A list ot nam es of the investigators 
was given Town Clerk John  J . Daly 
to read to Mr. C arragher. The la tte r  
had  obtained it from  F ra n k  L. 
Klumb, deputy superin tendent of

to r and from  8 P. M. un til 3:30 A. 
M. on tabu lating  re tu rns.

Mr. W illiam s raised  the question 
of w hether he as director of revenue 
and finance should sign the checks 
for election expenses, w ithout first 
knowing if costs fo r m ateria ls 
am ounting *to m ore than  $1,000 
should not have been handled by ad­
vertising  for bid. Counsel Brown 
said he would subm it a w ritten  opin­
ion to Mr. W illiams.

Mr. W illiam s asked, regard ing  319 
tax cancellations, am ounting to $2,r 
166,' if such were an unusual num ­
ber. Mr. Brown said the books were 
being cleaned of removals, deaths 
and such* and more cancelations 
would be in order. Mr. C arragher 
though t the best th ing  to do would 
be “shu t down the Town H all” until 
th ings were straigh tened .

“I ’ve never seen things the way 
they are now,” Mr. C arragher said, 
and tu rn ing  to Mr. W illiams, added, 
“ I ’ll te ll you why when I ’ see you 
dow nstairs.”

An ordinance was passed on final 
reading raising the salaries of May­
or from  $1,500 to $2,250, and com­
m issioners from  $1,200 to $1,800. 
Mr. C arragher did not vote, bu t said 
the raises were reasonable.

four articles on Belleville Public 
Schools covering a period of tw enty-j 
five years. The articles are  w ritten  
by one qualified to know.

Continuing our account,, of Belle­
ville Public Schools during the past 
twenty-five years, we offer in this 
second section the story of their 
grow th in enrollm ent and a tten d ­
ance.

In 1905, there were enrolled for 
the  year, 1,3.93 pupils in the then 
four schools, of whom 698, or half 
th e  whole num ber were housed in 
old No. One • building. Each year 
since there has been a considerable 
increase in the  to tal roll, except du r­
ing the w ar year, 1917-18 when there 
Was a decrease of 175 pupils. This 
yearly increase has not been uniform  
varying from  a sm allest gain of 65 
one year to 200 in .others of the 
ea rlie r years, and from, a minimum 
of 150 to a maximium of 475 in re­
cent years. The greatest gain was in 
1919,• when the rebound from war 
tim es’ gave us ah increase of 527. 
The cu rren t year is next, greatest! for 
we have a gain over last year of 472.

Our presen t to ta l ro ll is 6,216, 
over four and a half tim es w hat it 
was twenty-five years ago! Our tpwn 
has probably increased about three 
and a half tim es its size in the same 
period, and if our schools had gain­
ed equally in num bers, we should 
have a p resen t roll of 4,900 instead 
of the actual to ta l-o f-6,216. T hat is, 
the  schools have not only kep t pace 
w ith the growing population, but 
have added 1,300 pupils above the 
proportionate gain. This we a ttr ib ­
u te  to two factors ; the g rea t strength  
of. the school system aiid th e  general­
ly increased in te rest in éducation 
and its benefits.

This growth in  num bers has not 
been in equal ration  in the several 
departm ents, âs exhibited in the High 
School and upper gram m ar grade 
increases. In  1905, the one seventh 
grade ro ll was 44 and th a t of the 
eighth  grade was 37, while a t the 
presen t tim e the seventeen seventh 
year classes enroll 514 pupils and itlie 
th irte en  eighths have 412 pupils 
therein . W hile the  schools as a 
whole have m ultiplied themselves 
four and a, half tim es, these two up­
per grades have increased their num­
bers over eleven tim es. ^

The change in the High School 
ro lls is even more m arked, for while 
in 1905 there were 57 in its  classes, 
th is year Belleville H igh SchooTs 
to ta l roll is 804 pupils, a m ultiplica­
tion  fourteen  tim es. . The 138 pupils 
in  the six upper years a t the begin­
ning of the  period have increased to 
1,730, which is 1,253 per cent of the 
original. S tated in another way, in 
1905, less th an  10 per cent of all the 
pupils of Belleville Public Schools 
were above th e  sixth grade, while 
now well on tow ard one-third of the 
whole is above the sixth grade.

Now, we tu rn  to the m atter of a t­
tendance. Before the  present regime 
began, the local percentage of a t­
tendance averaged about 90 per cent 
of the roll, and the  County average 
during the  past quarte r century hafs 
no t been much above tha t. The a t­
tendance of Belleville Public Schools 
for the past tw enty years has aver­
aged over 96 per cent, always being 
over 9 5 . per cent, except during the 
year No. P ou r was burned, and six 
tim es reaching 97 per cent. We be­
lieve his record is no t excelled or 
equalled by any other large school 
system . ,

The six per cent increase over for­
m er figures means 200 pupils more 
a day on an  average past roll of 3,- 
500, which gives us upwards of $4,- 
000 more S tate  money yearly and 
probably about $100,000 in the twen­
ty-five years elapsed, not to  say any­
th ing  as to the re su lt in increased 
prom otion and consequent reduc­
tion  in. costs in the m aintenance of 
re ta rded  pupils. Every m onth dur 
ing these yeai’s, m any classes have a 
better than  99 per cent attendance, 
and frequently  several groups attain  
a perfect 100 per cent. There are 
now th ree  classes in the H igh School 
and  a num ber in the upper gram m ar 
grades th a t are above 99 per cent 
fo r the year. Not long ago an eighth 
grade a t Silver Lake had bu t oxxe day 
of absence for the whole ten  m onths 
and the next year ano ther class in 
th a t school had a  perfect record  of 
no one absent.

During recen t years, the  num ber 
of pupils no t absen t during the year 
has approxim ated one-fourth of the  
to ta l roll, once in a year w ith mild 
w inter free from  disease reaching 
neaiTy 40 per cent of all. A t the 
presen t tim e there a re  1,641 pupils 
who have been p resen t every session 
since la st Septem ber, m any of whom 
have no t been absent from  two to 
ten yeai’s.

The punctuality  record of, Belle­
ville Public Schools has kept pace 
w ith o ther factors in every way. In 
1905, th e re  were 825 ta rdy  cases 
am ong 1,393 pupils, or about one in  
each 600 chances. This year, as­
sum ing the rem aining two m onths on 
the eigh t m onths ' xAte, we shall have 
445 pupils ta rd y  or one late for each 
5,600 changes, a c u t to one n in th  
of the form er ta rdy  record. Actually, 
we have not m uch m ore than  half 
the  ta rd y  pupils of tw enty years ago 
w ith fou r aiid a half tim es as many 
pupils.

perfect punctuality  record for one 
ox* more m onths and th ree  of these, 
Nos. Three, Two and Nine accom­
plished the  fea t thi’ee tim es each. 
This year, No. Two has again been 
w ithout a single ta rdy  child for th ree  
m onths; and No. Nine , has one pei’­
fect m onth and four others w ith but 
a single tardy  case. These records of 
attendance and punctuality  do th ree 
things. They obtain for Belleville a 
larger share of money in the  d istri­
bution of "State funds than  we would 
otherw ise have apportioned to us and 
thus x’elieve the local tax to be x’aised 
for school support. They greatly  aid 
•in the m easure of successful class 
room  w ork and  consequent prom o­
tion, for each day pi’esent means a 
lesson gained. Most of all however, 
they teach our youth  prom ptness and 
regulai’ity  of habits, those th ings of 
so m uch value in the business and 
professional world. Many a Belle­
ville hoy and girl have been a success 
and gained recognition in the ir w ork 
because of the habits of punctuality  
and faith fu lness learned a t school.

S tatistics such as largely m ake up

COOKIES fit adm irably into al­
m ost any menu—and they  are 

specially welcome when .served 
for afternoon te a ; as. dessert; or 
along w ith fru it salads, custards, 
puddings, or ice cream. Also, 
since cookies are hot overly rich, 
m others safely can include them  
In the school lunch box, or give 
them  to the  children when they 
coxae home hungry from classes 
several hours before dinner time.

In  addition to the ir advantage 
of requiring no frosting, cookies 
are much easier to  mix and hake 
than  even the  plainest cake. And 
th is ease of preparation is a  very 
im portant consideration for busy 
women.

Following are several excellent

.. - spend as little time as possible in 
a  hot kitchen:

Cocoanut Jelly Jum bles:— 
y2 cup butter, % cup sugar, 2 
beaten egg yolks, fèw grains salt, 
y2 teaspoon almond, 14 cup more 
of sugar, cups flour, 1 tea­
spoon baking powder; Currant 
Jelly, 2 beaten egg whites. Mix 

: ingredients together smoothly in 
order listed. Make into balls 
with hands. W ith thumb, make 
depression in each ball and fill 
w ith jelly. Sprinkle with cocoa-
nu t and hake 10 minutes./  ^

Peanut Butter Cookies:—
H  cup butter, % cup sugar, % 
cup Peanut Butter, 1 cup flow, 2 
teaspoons baking powder, 2 eggs, 
1/3 cup milk. Ci’eam butter and 
peanut buttex’, add sugar and egg 
yolks. Sift flour and baking 
powder, .and add alternately with 
nxitk. Fold in stiffly beaten egg

whites. Drop from teaspoon on 
greased baking sheet, and bake 
a t 350 degrees for 10 minutes. 
Makes 3 dozen cookies.

Rice Flake Cookies:— SA cup 
butter, 1 cup sugar*, 2 eggs, 4 
tablespoons milk, 1% cups Rice 
Flakes, 1 cup raisins, 1 cup wal- , 
nu t meats, 2 cups flour, 1 tea­
spoon soda, sm all am ount salt, 
vanilla or nutm eg to flavor. 
Ci’eam together butter, and sugar, 
and add eggs well beaten. Then 
add milk, Rice Flakes and raisins. 
Sift soda w ith flour and mix w ith 
walnuts. P u t all together and 
drop by teaspoons on well-but­
tered baking sheet. Bake about 
10 minutes in moderate oven. 
These cookies are delicious with 
fru it salads or desserts. This 
recipe makes 4 dozen small 
cookies.

Apple Butter Drop Cookies: 
— Vz cup buttex*, 1 cup sugar, 1 
well beaten egg, 1 cup Apple But­
ter, 1 teaspoon soda, IVa cups 
flour, 1 teaspoon salt, % cup nut 
meats, % cup raisins. Cream but­
te r and sugar together, and wefil 
beaten egg, and continue cream­
ing. Then add Apple Butter 
mixed w ith soda. Gradually add 
the flour which has been sifted 
w ith the  salt, and mixed with nut- 
m eats and raisins. Drop by tea­
spoons on a buttered baking 
sheet, and bake in  a moderate 
oven for about 10 minutes. This 
recipe makes 3 dozen spicy, de­
licious cookies.

Especially should the citizens of 

New Jersey  take a pardonable pride 
in the celehx’ation  of the day when it. 
is rem em bered th a t New Jersey was 
one of the original T hirteen  States.

Fam ous New..Jersey F lag
New Jersey flag  trad itions reach 

back to the days of the Revolution. 
The colors ixx th e  present S tate flag 
m ay be traced to 1779, when the 
Continental Congress by resolution 
authorized and directed the Com- 
mander-ixx-Chief to prescribe uni­
form s both as to ,eolox’s and facings 
for the-reg im ents of the  New Jersey 
Continental Line.

General W ashington ixx gexxeral 
ordei’S directed th a t the coat of such 
regim ents should be dark  blue, faced 
w ith buff. L ater it was directed th a t 
the flag of the S tate troops should 
have a ground to be the color of the 
facings. Thus the  New Jersey  flag 
became buff under orders of the  
F a th e r  of the Country. I t  was 
displayed when the B ritish  army 
cap itu lated  8 a t . Yorktown.

Delvers into the flag-lore .of early 
colonial days will find a bew ildering 
array  of flag designs. - The flags of 
those days show anchors, beavers, 
ra ttlesnakes, pine trees and scores 
of o ther patterns, each, following the 
fancy of one of the several colonies.

Then caixxe the G rand Union flag, 
o r first Naval Ensign, of * th irteen  
stripes and bearing the  crosses of St. 
George and St. Andrew, w h ere . the 
s ta rs  in th e . blue field now appear. 
This was the  im m ediate predecessor 
of the  Stax’s and Stripes which we 
so often call Old Glory.

Romance has trailed  Old Glory 
from  the beginniixg. I t  hai’ks back to 
the days of Betsy Ross, whose nimble 
fingers w rought w ith loving care the 
first sam ple of the national flag, 
which was alm ost identical w ith the 
flag as we know it today.

S tory of Betsy Ross.
Mrs. Ross was a  widow. L ate in 

the spring of 1776 her litlle  shop on 
Arch street, Philadelphia, was v isit­
ed by some distinguished persons. A 
com mittee, headed by George W ash­
ington, called on Mrs. Ross and sub­
m itted  a rough design of a new type 
of flag  which they asked h er to make. 
S tars in the blue field had been sub­
stitu ted  for the crosses of St. George 
and St. Andrew.

Descendants o f Betsy Ross have 
vouched for the au thenticity  of the 
historic visit, and it  is known th a t 
not long aftex’wai’d Congress m ade an 
order on the  treasury  to pay Mi's. 
Ross a sum am ounting to upw ard of 
seventy dollars in the B ritish  cur­
rency then used “for flags for the 
fleet in the Delaware riv er.”

June 14, 1777, m ore than  a  year 
a fte r W ashington’s visit to  the litr 
tie  flag  shop, is now recognized as 
the flag ’s official birthday. On th a t 
date Congi’ess resolved “T h a t the 
flag of the th irteen  United S tates be 
th ir te en  stripes, a lte rna te  red and 
w hite; th a t the union be th irteen

lative to the new flag began to m ake 
the ir appearance in history. Less 
than th ree weeks afte r Congress had 
authorized the flag, John P aul Jones 
was a t P ortsm outh , N. H., preparing 
to sail abroad on the “R anger.”

“At P ortsm outh ,” w rites one naval 
au thority , “P au l Jones a ttracted  
about him  a bevy of girls who form ­
ed a so-called ‘flag bee,’ who with 
much patrio tic enthusiasm  and many 
h ea rt th rills w rought out of their 
own aixd the ir m others’ gowns a 
beautifu l S tar Spangled Banner, 
which was throw n to the breeze in 
P ortsm outh  H arbor.on July  4, 1777.” 

Averyls h istory  reeoi’ds th a t ■ on 
A ugust 3, Colonel Gansevoort w ith a 
com mand of SOO men were defending 
F o rt Stanwix, near the preseixt site 
of Rome, N. Y., when word was re­
ceived of the new flag design. The 
garrisoix was seax’ched for m aterial 
to m anufacture the new flag, pre­
sum ably the S tars1 and Stripes, which 
was displayed the saxxxe aftexmoon 
from a flagstaff on a .bastion neai'est 
the enemy. There is, however, no 
au thentic re,cord of either the Grand 
Union F lag  or the Stars and Stripes, 
as national colors, ever having beexx 
carried into b a t t le . .

A Shot F o r E ach-S tripe  
Captain Thomas Thompson of the

B ritish ' ship he was pursuing on. 
Septem ber 4. “We xxp-sails, out guns, 
hoisted the  Continental colors and 
bid them  to strike  to : Vhe T hirteen  
United S tates,” w rote the captain. 
“ Sudden surpx’ise -thi’ew , them  into 
confusion a n d - the ir sails flew all 
aback, upoxx which- we^Compliment­
ed tlxexxx w ith a  gun for each S tate , a 
whole broadside into th e ir  , .hull.” 
This was the new flag’s first encount­
er a ts e a .

The Stars and Stripes -first floated 
over a fortress of the Old W orld, 
whexx L ieu tenant O’Banion of the 
M arines and Midshipman Mann of 
the N av y  raised the flag over the 
fortress a t Derne, Tripoli, w here it 
w as-flung to the breeze on April 27, 
1805.

“By the daw n’s early  lig h t” on 
Septem ber ■ 14, 1814,- -Francis Scott 
Key saw. the  S tar-Spahgled Banner 
still waving over F o rt McHenry, and 
composed the song which-is now the 
xxational aixthenx.

Both the flags raised -at Tripoli 
and a t F o rt M cHenry had  th irteen  
s ta rs  and fifteen s tr ip e s ,-a  flag de­
sign 'th a t rem ained - in Vogue from  
1795 until 1818. Then Congress au ­
thorized the  re tu rn  of the- flag to its 
original form of th irteen  stripes, one 
s ta r  being added for each -S tate  en ­
tering  the Union u n til- to d ay  the re  
are 4 8 s ta rs  in the blue field.

Road Hogging <

T HE dangerous, unexplainably selfish and unsportsmanlike prac* 
ties of road hogging undoubtedly is responsible for more traffic 
accidents on American highways than any other single factor 

entering into the scheme of motoring conditions.
That the road hog should be sm itten with a vengeance similar to 

that exercised in stamping out any <i>

13 0

other common or garden variety of 
pest, is a foregone conclusion. Any 
motorist will agree with that.

Highway facilities in the United 
States are inadequate despite the 
rapid progress demanded by the 
requirements of the twenty-six mil­
lion motorists who are trying to use 
them in the interest of furthering their 
individual needs. They would not be 
nearly so inadequate if the road hog 
could be abolished and if highways 
could* be used as a  means of accom­
modating an expeditious movement 
Of traffic instead of the hodge-podge 
that exists today.

A number of progressive cities have 
declared war on the road hog. Chi­
cago is «g notable example. In that 
city, the person who attempts to drive 
slowly on a  high speed boulevard is 
treated with the same degree of in­
tolerance as the driver who attempts 
to break speed records where slow 
and careful driving is necessary.

Michigan has discarded the old 
fashioned method of regulating speed 
and has established in its place a  law 
which , permits the individual motorist 
to govern his ¿peed in accordance with 
the width of the road, traffic condi- 
tions-and sane driving policy. This 
law was enacted on the theory that 
thirty or forty miles in  hour may be 
perfectly safe under certain condi­
tions while, under other conditions, 
fifteen or twenty miles an hour may 
he dangerous.

The motorist.who causes an acci­
dent in Michigan through careless­
ness or recklessness, loses his license 
and is otherwise dealt with, severely.

Undoubtdly, other states will follow 
these examples in time. When they 
do, a welcome relief from the road 
hog should be closer to accomplish­
ment. In the meantime, the best way 
to work on that type of driver is to 
show him how unpopular he is.

The road hog has been defined as 
"that type of motorist who takes his 
half of the road from the middle.” 
He is noted for Ms persistency in pok­
ing along on a high speed boulevard, 
forcing those who would pass him to 
endanger their own lives and the cars 
and lives of those who may be ap­
proaching from the opposite direc­
tion.

Deliberate road hogging is pure sel­
fishness and those who engage in it 
should be made to pay the penalty. 
Automobile manufacturers are doing 
their best to make the automobile, as 
safe as possible.

Four-wheel brakes, all-steel full 
vision bodies and a hundred and one 
other modern ideas have been adopted 
in an effort to reduce traffic accidents. 
But accidents we will always have so 
long as motorists ,> -gage in unsafe 
driving practices, and particularly 
that one known as road hogging.

Personal, experience h-s taught me 
to drive'with my head as well as my 
feet and hands. And this is partic­
ularly true when I am in unfamiliar 
territory. I  have found it both wise 
and safe to ¿>et my car in one lane 
of traffic and keep it there. I t  saves 
me the bother and expense of buying 
new fenders and of paying doctor and 
hospital bills. Besides, it preserves my 
nerves for speed-way driving.

Crisp Salàds to Serve 
When Days Grow Warm

dainty concoction of fru it 

will make even the sim plest meal 
attractive. And ott. these glorious 
spring days, when we wish to 
get away entirely, from thought 
of w inter—even in . the foods we 
serve—salads a re  more than  ever

W ise housewives take full ad­
vantage • of . the numerous fresh 
vegetables availab le. during the 
spring and summer months. In­
stead  of continually serving hot 
dishes for dinner, they frequently 
substitute a  thoroughly chilled 
vegetable salad, prepared with a 
snappy, well-seasoned French 
Dressing, o r w ith Mayonnaise. 
Many a  woman, too, finds /th a t a 
dainty fru it salad often will take 
the place of a  dessert, and  thus 
save h er long hours in  a  hot 
kitchen making puddings, pies or 
cakes.

Following are recipes for a 
number of vegetable salads which 
a te  suitable for serving either as 
the m ain dish for luncheon or 
supper, or in place of cooked 
vegetables for dinner:

Jellied Vegetable Salad:—  
tablespoons gelatin, *4 cup 

cpld water, 1/3 cup boiling water, 
3 tablespoons vinegar, 2 tab le­
spoons lemon juice, 1/3 . cup 
sftgar, 1 teaspoon salt, % cup 
diced celery, 1 cup sbredded cab­
bage, 1 cup cooked peas, and a 
faw drops of onion juice. Soak 
gelatin . i n . the. co ld . w ater five 
minutes and dissolve in the  boil­
ing w ater. »Add vinegar, lemon 

. juice,, sugar, salt, onion juice and 
vegetables find mix thoroughly. 
T urn  into a  ring mold which has 
been dipped in  cold water, and

chill. Remove from mold to 
salad plate. F ill center with, ertep 
lettuce, and serve with Mayon­
naise Salad Dressing.

Lettuce Roll Salad :-™cfiksft£ * f
soft cream cheese. Add % cup cold 
cooked’ ham, "finely ground, and 2 table­
spoons India Relish. Spread a thin 
layer of this,, mixture on crisp lettue* 
leaves. Roll as you do Jelly roll and put 
in a cool place to chill. Out into; Vx inch 
slices and place several sUces on a crisp 
lettuce leaf. Serve Vfith French Dressing, 
or with Mayonnaise Salad Dressing.

Tomato Sandwich Salad 
Dip sm all red tomatoes into 
scalding w ater for a  moment so 
the skin will come off easily—  
then chill and cut in  half cross­
wise through the center. On one 
half place a generous layer of 
Sandwich Relish or - Cream 
Gheese mixed w ith Stuffed Span­
ish Olives. Cover w ith the other 
half of the tomato. In the top of 
the tomato make a  little  incision 
with a  sharp knife and insert a 
sprig of crisp parsley. -

■ Chicken and Vegetable Salad
_2 cups cold diced chicken, Vx cup
cooked carrots, diced, Vx cup cooked 
peas, % cup cooked string beans, cut in 
pieces, Vx cup cooked beets, diced, 1 tea­
spoon salt, 1 teaspoon paprika, 1 table­
spoon chopped parsley; Mix the chicken 
and- vegetables and add salt, paprika and 
parsley. -Mix weU with French Dressing 
and let stand in Ice box until thoroughly 
chilled. .Arrange Jn nests of lettuce 
leaves and top with Mayonnaise Salad 
Dressing. Garnish- with beets cut in 
fancy shapes and asparagus tips.
. Macedoine Salad :—  1 : small 

cooked cauliflower* 1 cup cooked 
peas, 1 cup cooked carrots, cut in 
cubes, 1 chopped green pepper.

Churchill’s house a t the Admiralty.

There he found Mr. Churchill with a 
couple of friends. An official message 
arrived regarding official relations be­
tween Germany and Russia, which 
most of those present: regarded as a 
favorable omen for peace; But Churchill 
wras of opinion that it was bad, not 
good, news; that it ■was only a post­
ponement of the outbreak; and that a  
declaration of war by Germany was 
certain.

Lord Beaverbrook continues*—;l 'Since 
some of us would have i t  tha t the 
crisis was ended a rubber of Bridge was- 
demanded. Churchill took a  hand, but 
I was cut out and looked on. Suddenly 
an immense despatch box was brought 
into the room. Churchill produced4 his 
skeleton key, opened the box and took 
out of it a single sheet of paper, which 
seemed singularly disproportionate to 
the size of the box, just as the paper 
seemed too big for the brief message 
typed on it. On that Sheet were written 
the words 'Germany has declared war 
on Russia’.

“He informed his guests; he asked 
me to take over his partly-played 
Bridge hand, leaving me, I must add, 
in an extremely unfavorable tactical 
position. He rang for a servant, and, 
asking for a. lounge coat, stripped his 
dress coat from* his back, saying no 
further word. -We tried hard to  concen­
trate on the Bridge hand, but it  was im- 
pOssible to make progress. Our thoughts 
were wandering. A cool observer would, 
I imagine, have formed a poor im­
pression of our play. i

, “Churchill left the room quickly, as 
in duty bound, and forthwith the Navy 
was mobilized in defiance of the de­
cision taken by the Cabinet early on 
that day. What profit" the nation de­
rived a t the crucial moment from the 
capacity of the First Lord of ; the 
Admiralty for grasping^ and dealing 
with the. war sitaation l Though i t  was 
nearly morning before we left for our 
homes Mr. Churchill did not come 
back.”

Schwarzkopf Hopes 
To Have New Alarm 

System Going Soon

There are no trumps and Z is in the lead. How can Y Z win seven of the nine 
tricks against any defense? Solution iii the next article.

Approval by Colonel H. Norman 
Schwarzkopf, superin tendent of the 
S tate police, of plans for the S tate­
wide police alarm  system  authorized 
by the  last Legislature, removes the 
last obstacle to its installation  by the 
Telephone Company.

Colonel Schwarzkopf expects the 
equipm ent to be w orking in every 
S tate police station  by October 1, 
w ith m any m uneipalities and several 
county police systems tieing  in sho rt­
ly thereafte r.

“The alarm  broadcast system is 
designed to be a nucleus around 
which a much g rea ter New Jersey 
system  participated  in- by as many 
police organizations as possible as to 
be bu ilt,” he said.

T renton headquarters of the S tate 
police is to be the control center of 
the alarm  broadcast system, Colonel 
Schwartzkopf said, and will be con­
nected by two-way service w ith each 
zone headquarte rs a t  Newark, Mor­
ristow n, Freehold and Hamm onton. 
T renton will also act as a zone head­
quarters.

The circuits connecting the  zone 
headquarte rs ’w ith T renton are  so a r ­
ranged th a t the re  can be sim ultane­
ous sending in  both directions, over 
any of them , elim inating the  possibil­
ity  of any delay in issuing alarm s.

Any zone headquarte rs call tran s­
m it an alarm  to all stations in the 
zone and. of course, to Trenton. 
T renton can tran sm it an • alarm  to 
all sta tions in  any zone or all s ta ­
tions in the system, and, when a r ­
rangem ents practically  completed 
are made, to o ther S tates. Police 
stations in each zone are to be equip­
ped w ith receiving machines only, 
over which they will receive all 
a larm s in -which, they are concerned.

A larm s will originate a t th e  scene 
of a crim e w ith a telephone call to 
zone headquarters, being pu t on the  
w ires there on teletype machines 
much like ordinary  typew riters, a t 
the  ra te  of sixty-w ords a  m inute, ap­
pearing a t the tim e they are[ w ritten  
on receiving equipm ent in all s ta ­
tions affected and a t T rentqn.

Every message sen t out 'from ' a 
zone headquarte rs is duplicated on 
receiving equipm ent a t T renton, and 
when T renton sends ou t an  alarm  its 
own receiving equipm ent receives i t ; 
a g a in ,, confirming receip t of the 
broadcast in the field.

So flexible is the  system th a t the 
operator a t T renton can send a mes­
sage to a  zone headquarte rs only, 
or by use of a tim ing key can con­
nect the  receiving m achine a t zone 
headquarte rs th rough  to every s ta ­
tion  in the zone, elim inating all de­
lay in sending out the  alarm .

Seven 
of these prin ters, sending and  re­
ceiving, are planned for Trenton, 
including a “spare” for use in em er­
gency. One of these is to be con­
nected w ith  the P hiladelphia zone 
headquarte rs of the Pennsylvania 
system -tor interchange of alarm s be­
tween the S tates. A sim ilar arrange­
m ent is designed for New York, w ith 
the equipm ent for th is circuit a t 
Newark.

'Zone headquarte rs each w ill have 
receiving apparatus from  Trenton, 
sending and receiving equipm ent for 
use in the  zone . and  a  duplicate 
machine.

WHAT PRICE BOOKS
The proposed big cut in book prices is at least going to be a most inter­

esting1 experiment. Four or five large publishing houses announce they will 
cut thieir prices radically. Many others, equally large, declare they will stand 
pat on the old prices. 'For a time at least, therefore, it is not to be a general 
price-cutting war.. . , - ! .

The cut price publishers will bring, out new7 books at $1, as compared 
with $2 and $2.50 for the same type of books , at present. The new price is 
to apply only to popular fiction; 'biographies, histories, and so forth;- will 
remain unchanged.

In making, this mqve the cut price publishers take the ground that mass 
production will reduce their costs' and that the greater volume of sales will 
bring a reasonable profit. The publishers who are standing pat declare this 
cannot be done. They claim that the.margin of profit now. is too small. 
This,.claim, however, hardly seems sound, because the same books that are 
first brought out at $2 to $2.50 are, after a,year or so, now sold for $1 or less.

A; larger volume of sales will, of course, be necessary on the new price 
to yield the. same return to the author,, publisher and bookseller. Roughly, it 

, maybe said that twice as many books will have to be sold at $1 to give the 
ame profit as the $2 book now yields. ' ,

There is, without doubt, an honest difference of opinion between-the 
, ubfishers who are going to cut prices and those who are not. In most other 
' lines lowering prices brings greater sales. Whether this will prove true with 
, books'(cannot definitely be determined until the experiment is-tried.

In  1920 General H ines . resigned, 
from the Army to join certain  ship­
ping in terests in New York, to take 
part -in the building of the  Ameri­
can M erchant M arine. F rom  these, 
in terests he was called by P residen t 
H arding March 1. 1923 to take the 
D irectorship of the U. S. V eterans 
Bureau, being fifth to serve in that, 
capacity. The B ureau’s chief func­
tions then  were the aw ard and pay­
ment of com pensation, w riting  and 
paym ent of insurance, vocational re ­
habilitation and hospitalization of 
veterans, of the W orld W ar. Since 
General H ines’ induction as Director, 
the adm inistration  of the Adjusted 
Com pensation Act (bonus) and the 
Em ergency Officers’ R etirem ent Act 
have been added to the B ureau’s 
duties while Vocational T raining was 
term inated  by law Ju ly  2, 1926.

In 1923 the organization of the 
Bureau' consisted of the Central Of­
fice in W ashington and fourteen dis­
tric t officers w ith the ir sub-offices. 
In itia ting  and advocating the policy 
of “ taking the V eterans Bureau to 
the veterans,” General H ines was in­
strum ental in  securing- legislation 
au thorizing the establishm ent of 
fifty-four regional officers w ith full 
power to adm inister all phases of 
im m ediate veteran  relief. H e also 
recommended the extension to vet­
erans of all wars of hospitalization 
previously provided only for veter­
ans of the  W orld W ar; and the re ­
vision of the com pensation schedules 
resulted  in m arked increases for 
thousands of veterans.

However, no fea tu re of General 
H ines' direction of V eterans’ relief 
is of more im portance to the veterans 
or m ore significant of the quality  of 
his service than the confidence which 
has been established th roughou t the 
country year by year th rough the 
course of his adm inistra tion , culm in­
ating  in his reappointm ent as direc­
to r by P residen t Hoover, who re tu rn ­
ed his resignation, tendered March 
4, w ith the request th a t he “continue 
his distinguished service.”

ing sections of Middlesex, Somerset, 
M orris, Passaic, and B ergen by add­
ing a  num eral to the  cen tral office 
nam e. By th is  plan, a  num ber th a t 
is now Belleville 1234 becomes 
Belleville 2-1234.

C. R. O’Neil, m anager for the te le­
phone company, sa id  recently  th a t a l­
m ost a  m illion new num ber cards 
have been pu t in place, two on each 
telephone. One of these is to be re ­
moved by subscribers S aturday eve­
ning, leaving, th e  perm anen t card 
w ith the telephone num ber in its 
modified form  showing. New direc­
tories have been delivered, and the 
360,000 subscribers involved have 
been personally  interview ed and bad 
the details of th e  num ber revision 
explained to  them .

“The modification of telephone 
num bers is being m ade,” said Mr. 
O’N eill,” in an ticipation  of the  rapid  
increase of dial service in  the nex t 
few years in th is p a rt of New Jersey. 
U n d e r . the  p resen t num ber system, 
in m any localities cen tra l office 
nam es would conflict, under dial se r­
vice, and  by adding a num eral to 
each nam e, these conflicts are end­
ed. W e are th u s  able to  re ta in  the

nam es th a t have valuable local m ean­
ing because they are  in m ost places 
also com m unity nam es. Also, by 
m aking a w idespread m inor revision 
now, a long series of complete 
changes is avoided in the years to  
come as dial service reaches each 
com m unity. The revision on S atu r­
day rfight affects central office desig­
nations, and leaves call num bers un­
changed w ith a few exceptions.

Shops. Each of these new buses is be­
ing equipped with comfortable seats 
of a new design, wider than ever be­
fore, and. covered with an attractive 

elnre instead'of leather upholstery. To 
add further to the passenger’s comfort 
the so-called “wheel house’’ seats have 
been eliminated so that every seat in 
the bus will be equally comfortable. 
Should the passenger desire to raise 
or lower the window by his seat, he 
may now do so by merely operating- 
a cranking device like the one used 
in private motor cars. A mirror and

individual electric light, specially de­
signed for these buses, will also be 
placed at each seat. . . .

Ample head room is also a feature 
of these new buses.

Boy Scouts in the  eastern  p a rt of 
the  U nited S tates quickly reponded 
to  calls, for help when forest -fires 
th rea tened  cities and towns - last 
m onth, according to  reports  received 
a t the N ational Offices of th e  Boy, 
Scouts Qf Am erica in New York.

W hen fire th rea tened  to wipe out 
four towns in Southern Rhode Is­
land, large num bers o f-P rovidence 
Boy Scouts joined w ith volunteers 
com prising mill w orkers, college^ s tu ­
dents and others in fighting the'fire'. 
The five was b rough t under control 
a f te r  it  had  swept o v er 'm o re  than 
thirty-five square miles of valuable 
tim ber and farm  lands. Conspicuous 
am ong the fire fighters-was the  Scout 
crew of a fire truck  m anned by the 
m em bers of Troop No. 1, o f.N arra - 
gfthsett, R. I* . The tru ck  was built 
and equipped by the scouts for fire 
fighting. W hile fighting the fires th a t 
th rea tened  the town, the  Scouts own 
camp property was destroyed by 
fire. ‘

S a v e  W a y s id e  Inn 
W hen the historic W ayside Inn, 

at, Sudbury, Mass., now owned by 
H enry Ford, was th reatened  by a 
brush fire th a t swept over fifty acres 
of the autom obile m agnate 's estate, 
one hundred  Boy Scouts of Newton, 
Mass., who were on a w eek-end-hike, 
joined the  fire fighters from su r­
rounding towns and aided in  -pre­
venting the flam es .from’, reaching 
the celebrated landm ark. - ..

An unusual case ' of -Scout:.fire 
fighting' service came to ligh t when 
H erm an Engel, forem an of th e  Cro­
ton Aqueduct system, one of the 
chief sources of New York’s w ater 
supply, asked aid in the identification 
of the tw enty Boy Scouts who help­
ed him check a forest fire on the 
shores of the reservoir.

“W hen the  fire s ta rted  to destroy 
our valuable evergreens, the spruce 
the pine and the hemlock, I h a d 'to  
fight it aloné,” Engel said. “M otor­
ists passed me by w ithout offering 
aid and I was afraid  th e  fire would 
spread.

“Then a large, m otor bus with the 
Boy Scouts came by. The youngsters 
who ranged p i  age from  13 to  15 
years, saw the situation . They jum p­
ed down and w ith the ir axes and oth­
er equipm ent cleared the threatened 
area. W ith  th e ir  help we stopped the 
fire.” The Scouts went away w ithout 
revealing the ir identity.

N ashua, N. H., F ire  
W hen nearly  half a million tou r­

ists visited Nashua, New - Hampshire, 
recently  to  inspect th e  damage done 
by the  forest fire th a t nearly wiped 
ou t the city, th e  streets were com­
pletely filled w ith the cars of the 
v isitors when, a t the height of the 
traffic jam , another fire broke out in 
the center of the town. The fire ap­
para tus had difficulty getting to the  

■ blaze. One hundred and forty Scouts 
of M anchester, Nashua, Milford, and 
Greenville, New Hampshire, were im ­
m ediately pressed into service by J. 
H am ilton Lewis, Scout Executive for 
th a t area.

R eal Service
In  reporting  to the National H ead­

quarte rs of the Boy Scouts of A m eri­
can, Scout Executive Lewis said th a t 
th e  Scouts rendered outstanding se r­
vice in controlling traffic in th e  fire 
zone and' acting aa aids to  the Red 
Gross au thorities. A great , deal of 
fu rn itu re  was saved from  the fire as 
a resu lt of the w ork of the Scouts. 
T roop 9 6 of M anchester, New Hamp­
shire, rem ained in the city over­
night, pitching its camp in Greeley 
P ark . O ther out-of-town Scouts re ­
tu rn ed  to their homes but were out 
b righ t and early the next m orning 
for fu rth e r duties.

Save Camp
F orty  Boy Scouts of M ontclair, N. 

J., under the  leadership of Deputy 
Scout Commissioner Clau’de L. 
Metz, were rushed in autom obiles to 
th e ir  Camp Glen Gray a t Oakland 
and succeeded in preventing its  des­
truction  by a forest fire. The Sco.uts 
fought the  blaze from  four o’clock 
in the afternoon un til two the next 
morning. The camp consists of 600 
acres, eight buidings land seventy 
ten t platform s.

W hen twenty-two fires broke out 
in Central New Jersey, Boy Scouts 
were released from  High Schools and 
were the first to be sum m oned to aid 
professional fire-fighters in checking 
the fires.

Twenty Boy Scouts of Troop No. 
113, Chicago, 111., checked a forest 
fire in the Thatcher Woods Forest 
Preserve near River Forest, while 
on an all day outing. A careless 
Camper had s ta rted  a f ire  near some 
reeds and in a place were vines were 
strung  overhead. A roaring fire sooti 
resulted. The Scouts were lined up 
by their Scoutm aster, W illiam  L. 
Kraus, and were quickly instructed  
as to the ir jobs.

Severe infections of any one of 
several diseases of gladiolus corms 
will eventually  re su lt in  the devel­
opm ent of a hard , dry, shrivelled 
“m um m y,” as it is commonly called 
by gardeners. In  less severe cases, 
the corms are  variously  spotted or 
scabby. In  general, the  fungous or 
bacterial organism s which cause dis­
eases are  able to live indefinitely on 
decaying organic m a tte r in  th e  soil.

No uniform ly sa tisfactory  tre a t­
m ent of gladiolus corms has yet been 
found. In  view of th is fact, th e  
gardener will do well to so rt the 
corms carefully  th is spring  before 
p lanting, and discard all severely in ­
fected corms and all “m um m ies.” 
Such corms fail to gi'ow, or they  
produce weak p lants which e ither 
die early in the  season or fail to  
bloom. j $

. The less severely infe<Xed corms 
should then  be trea ted  in  a solu tion  
of m ercuric chloride (corrosive sub­
lim ate) 1 -1 ,000, for two hours. Use' 
4 ounces of the mercuxle chloride 
crystals to 30 gallons of w ater, or 
1 tab le t as purchased in  d rug  stores 
to 1 p in t of w ater. This trea tm e n t 
is n o t 100 per cent effective, b u t i t  
is the  best available. A fter being 
used twice th e  solution should be 
discarded, as it  w eakens w ith  use.- 
Use only wooden containers and  be 
cautious as the so lu tion  is poison­
ous. P lan t disinfected corms in  new 
soil if th is is available.

K EEPING  TH E SEA LIGHTS 
BURNING

Lighthouses, no m a tte r w here they 
are  located, m ust be tended reg u la r­
ly and kep t ship-shape. The United 
States F ederal lighthouse tender, 
“ Acacia,” has recen tly  sailed from  
San Juan , P orto  Rico, on a voyage 
to some of the  m ost inaccessible 
lighthouses in  the  w orld. A num ­
ber of them  are  on islands inhabited  
alm ost entirely  by birds which are 
rare ly  d isturbed by m an when the 
tender makes its sem iannual visit.

Navassa Island, th irty  m iles off 
the coast of H aiti, w ill be the first
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place visited. Here, a sheer cliff 
m ust be ascended by m eans of a lad­
der m ade of discarded mooring 
chains. If storm s have washed away 
the ladder placed there on the pre­
vious visit, some m em ber of the crew 
will have to scale the cliff and an ­
chor a new ladder.

The Acacia will then  steam  north  
to G uantanam o Bay on the Cuban 
coast, w here ten  ligh ts m ust be over­
hauled. T he C arribbean Sea lights 
are on tiny  islands so th ickly  cover­
ed w ith  sea birds th a t the crew often  
has to shove its  way th rogh  an a l­
m ost solid mass of nesting  birds in 
o rder to reach the  lights.

A fter' the  tender has m ade its 
round- of all the lighthouses in this 
ai’ea it proceeds to the  P anam a Can­
al and goes into dry dock a t Colon. 
On the way back to San, Ju an , thé 
ship passes all the  places ju s t  ser­
viced so th a t the crew can m ake cer­
ta in  th a t the ligh ts a re  still func­
tioning properly.

W HAT A SMALL NATION 
CAN DO

The way some of these sm aller 
nations take hold of a tough piece 
of w ork, get i t  done, and then  look 
abou t for m ore sometim es < amazes 
th e ir  la rger neighbors. Look a t Cu­
ba, . fo r instance. The extension of 
h e r surfaced roads from  158 to 3,- 
000 m iles w ith in  th irty -one years is 
sufficient reason for Cubans to feel 
proud. B u t the  lit tle  Republic is 
not stopping a t tha t. In  1931 she 
will have com pleted a 700-mile Cen­
tra l H ighway a fte r which she will 
im m ediately launch  the  building o f; 
4,000 miles of branch roads.

P rogress already m ade th is year 
! if  Gfiban highw ay w ork was des­
cribed recently  by Señor M. A. Coro- 
alles, ju s t elected P residen t of the 
P an  A m erican division of the Am eri­
can Road B uilders’ A ssociation a t 
tlie A ssociation’s annual m eeting in 
W ashington. Señor Coroalles who 
has full- charge of the g rea t C entral 
H ighw ay project, le ft im m ediately af­
te r  the m eeting for H avana where 
P residen t Machado led a  procession 
in  the  dedication of 250 miles o£ thb- 
com pleted road from  H avana to San­
ta  Clara. The new highw ay built a t 
a cost of $100,000,000 w ill have no 
grade crossings. A bout 100 safety 
hazards w ilf be elim inated.

In  the ligh t of Cuba’s economic 
d istress largely  caused by United 
S tates ta riffs  on her products, tills 
piece of road construction assum es 
even g rea te r im portance. I t  is a 
significant tr ib u té  to the courage 
and  cooperation of the Cuban people 
and th e ir  leaders.

AMERICA’S NURSES IN 
CONFERENCE

Let nursing  be a  luxury, bu t bring 
it also w ithin the reach of people 
w ith sm all m eans. This is one sub­
jec t of the A m erican N urses’ Asso­
ciation which*, will be thoroughly  dis­
cussed a t the B iennial Convention 
of the  th ree  national nursixig organi­
zations in  M ilwaukee, Ju n e  9-14. 
How to  give m ore evenly d istribu ted  
em ploym ent to  the private duty 
nurse group w hile reducing the  high 
cost of nu rsing  w ill also be given 
extensive consideration.

Members of the profession feel 
that changes in nursing education 
and in the distribution of nursing 
service, the cost of sickness and 
means o f lowering the cost, and sim ­
ilar phases in nursing today make 
necessary a re-definition of the entire 
relationship between nurse and pa­
tient. Unemployment among nurses - 
is a serious problem that will be dis­
cussed at the convention.

"T here a re  th ree  key words in  the 
program ,”  sta tes Ja n e t M. Geister, 
H eadquarters D irector of th e  Asso­
ciation, “The nurse, the  patien t, and 
the com m unity. The p a tien t comes 
first actually  in all nu rsing  discus­
sions, ju s t as the  p a tien t comes first 

the life of th e  nurse. No m a tte r 
w hat problem s in adm inistra tion  the 
hospital may face, or w hat difficulties 
the  p rivate duty  or public hea lth  
nurse  may have to overcome in the  
home, the pa tien t m ust be nursed  
and the patien t m ust be com fortable. 
So, in  convention program s, no m at­
te r  w hat th e  sub ject discussed, it. 
has as its  basis better service to the 
pa tien t.”

T he,A m erican N urses’ Association 
has a m em bership of 84,13.8 g radu­
ate nurses and is the official o rgani­
zation of nurses in the  United States. 
The o th er two organizations p a r ti­
cipating  in the convention a re  the  
N ational League of N ursing E duca­
tion, and the  N ational O rganization 
for Public H ealth  Nursing.

Demarest Outlines

W. How ard D em arest, Republican 
Candiate for R egister in the  P rim ar­
ies announced to the Layers* Com­
m ittee backing his candidacy recen t­
ly his key sta tem en t as reguards his 
Place in the cam paign.

Fuel Oil Bus Makes 
Satisfactory Trip

A Public Service bus, equipped 
w ith a Dfesel engine, using fuel oil 
instead of gasoline, has ju s t com­
pleted a satisfactory tr ip  from  New­
a rk  to F rench Lick, Indiana, a dis­
tance of 900 miles, in four,days. The 
route chosen necessitated the cross­
ing of the m ountains of Pennsyl­
vania.

The bus left' the Public Service 
Term inal, Newark, W ednesday eve­
ning, May 21, and ai’rived a t F rench 
Lick, Sunday evening, May 25. The 
bus was in charge of A lbert A. Ly­
man, autom otive engineer, Coordin­
ated  T ransport, and was driven, by 
Charles Doty, operatox*-meehanic.

This Diesel electric bus, rep resen t­
ing the la test developm ent in the 
autom otive field, is now on exhibi­
tion a t the silver anniversary  m eet­
ing of the  Society of Autom otive En­
gineers, in session a t F rench  Lick 
and  will appear in the parade to be 
held as an anniversary  feature. So 
fa r  as is known, this is the only Die­
sel electric bus in the  world.

The Diesel engined bus is the  re­
su lt of extensive experim ents made 
by Public Service with the use of the 
Diesel engine for buses following a 
visit to Germany in 1928 by Mat­
thew- R. Boylan, vice president in 
charge of operation and M artin 
Schreibér, general m anager in charge 
of plant, of Coordinated Transport. 
At th a t tim e they inspected m otor 
trucks equipped w ith Diesel engines 
operating  sa tisfac to rily  in heavy ser­
vice. Believing th a t the engine 
m ight be developed for m otor bus 
as well as truck, a Mex*cedes-Benz 
Diesel engine was ordered shipped to 
the  company’s shops in Newark.

Num erous successful dynam om eter 
tests wex*e conducted by company en- 
gineei's and the .engine was then in ­
stalled  in. a gas electric bixs, replac­

ing the gasoline engine ixx. use. -Road 
tests proved satisfactory  and the bus 
was driven to A tlantic City last fall 
to th e  convention of the American 
E lectric Railw ay Association. In De­
cem ber of la s t year th e  bus wras 
placed in reg u la r operation of the  
N orth N ew ark and the  Summer ave­
nue lines, Newark, whei’e it has been 
operated 7,000 miles.

The engine is a six cylinder Mer­
cedes-Benz Diesel type w ith a rating  
of 75 horse power. I t  is fitted with 
R obert Bosch fuel pump and injec­
tion nozzles. The engine is s ta rted  
from  cold w ith an elective sta rting  
m otor a fte r heating  “gIowr p lugs” in 
th e  pre-combustioxv chambei's for 
about 30 seconds.

The fuel oil used in opei'ation 
costs co n s id e rab a  less than  gasoline 
and gives be tte r mileage per gallon. 
This is the m ost a ttractive  featui'e 
of th e  Diesel operation bu t also of 
g rea t im portance is the fact th a t both 
the  ignition system  a n d ’ carburetor 
are  elim inated. W ith the x’emoval of 
the ignition system, tlxe fire hazard 
is pi’actically done awray w ith. An­
o ther’valuable featui’e of the  new en­
gine is the  m inim izing of exhaust 
odors and tests have showm a maxim­
um carbon monoxide content of but 
th ree-quarters of one per cent, 
which is negligible.

bodied in the 168 luxurious Super- 
Service type buses, the bodies of which 
are now being built by Public Service 
Coordinated Transport in its Newark 
Shops, Each of these new buses is be­
ing equipped with comfortable seats 
of a new design, wider than ever be­
fore, and covered with an attractive 
velure instead of leather upholstery. To 
add further to the passenger’s comfort 
the so-called “wheel house” seats have 
been eliminated so tha t every seat-in 
the bus will be equally comfortable. 
Should the passenger desire to raise 
or lower the window by his seat, he 
may now do so by merely operating 
a cranking device like the one used 
in private motor cars. A mirror and

individual electric light, specially de­
signed for these buses, will also be 
placed a t each seat.

Ample head room is also a feature 
of these new buses. W ith approxi­
mately a six-foot clearance, between 
floor and ceiling, passengers will be 
able to walk to and from their seats 
without stooping. Spacious baggage 
racks' will be built above the = seats for 
hand bags and parcels, with additional 
storage space on the outside of the 
bus for heavier luggage.

The engine power of these buses 
has also been greatly increased, aver­
aging fifty per cent more than, those 
now in service, and affording in­
creased acceleration and more hill 
climbing ability.

One of the most interesting con­
struction features of these buses is 
the extensive use of aluminum and its 
alloys in the building of the bodies. 
Aluminum has been used in the tops, 
sides and flooring of the body, in fact 
wherever possible, resulting in a great 
saving in dead weight over any other 
bus of this type ever manufactured in 
this- country.

/to calls for help when forest flies 
' th reatened  cities and . towns last 

m onth, according to reports received 
a t th e ’ N ational Offices of the Boy 
Scouts of America in  New York.

W hen firh th rea tened  to wipe out 
four towns in ; S outhern  Rhode Is­
land, large num bers of ‘Providence 
Boy Scouts joined w ith volunteers 
com prising mill w orkers, college s tu ­
dents and others in fighting the  firè. 
The fire was brought under control 
a fte r  it had swept over more than  
thirty-five square miles of valuable 
tim ber and farm  lands. Conspicuous 
among the fire fighters was the  Scout 
crew of a fire truck  m anned by. the 
members of fl’roop No. 1, of N arra- 
gansett, R. Î . The truck  was built 
and equipped by the scouts for .fire 
fighting. W hile fighting the fires th a t 
threatened  th e  town, the Scouts own 
camp property was destroyed by 
fire.

Save Waysicle Inn
W hen th.e historic W ayside Inn, 

a t  Sudbury, Mass., now - owned by 
H enry Ford, was threatened  by; a, 
b rush  fire th a t swept over fifty acres 
of the autom obile m agnate’s estate, 
one hundred Boy Scouts of .Newton, 
Mass., who were .on a ¡week-end hike, 
joined th e  fire fighters from su r­
rounding towns and aided in pre­
venting  the flames ' from  reaching 
the celebrated" landm ark. _

An unusual case of Scout fire 
fighting service camé to light, when 
H erm an Engel, forem an of the Gro-- 
ton A queduct system, one of the 
chief sources of New Y ork’s w ater 
supply, asked aid in the identification 
of the tw enty Boy Scouts who help­
ed him check a forest fire - on the 
shores of the reservoir.

“W hen the fire sta rted  to destroy 
our valuable evergreens, the spruce 
the  pine and the hemlock, I had to 
fight it  alone,” Engel said. “M otor­
ists passed me by w ithout offering 
aid and I was afraid  the fire would 
spread.

“Then a large m otor bus w ith .the 
Boy Scouts came by. The youngsters 
who ran g e d -in  age from 13 to 15 
years, saw the situation. They jum p­
ed down and w ith the ir axes and oth­
er equipm ent cleared the threatened 
area. W ith th e ir  help we stopped the 
fire.” The Scouts w ent away w ithout 
revealing the ir identity.

Nashua, N. H., P ire
W hen nearly half a million to u r­

ists visited Nashua, New H am pshire,; 
recently  to inspect the damage done 
by the forest fire th a t nearly  wiped 
out the city, the  streets were com­
pletely filled w ith the cars of the 
visitors when, a t the height of the 
R affle jam , ano ther fire broke out in 
the center of the town. The fire ap­
para tus had difficulty getting to the 
blaze. One hundred and forty Scouts 
of M anchester, Nashua, Milford, and 
Greenyille, New Hampshire,* were im­
m ediately pressed into service by J, 
H am ilton Lewis, Scout E xeeu tive fo r 
th a t area.

R eal Service
In  reporting  to the N ational Head­

quarte rs of the Boy Scouts of Ameri­
can, Scout Executive Lewis; said th a t 
th e  Scouts rendered outstanding ser­
vice in controlling traffic in the  fire 
zone and acting as aids to the Red 
Cross authorities. A great deal of 
fu rn itu re  was saved from the fire as 
a resu lt of the w ork of the Scouts. 
Troop 96 of M anchester, New Hamp­
shire, rem ained in the, city over­
night, pitching its camp in Greeley 
P ark . O ther out-of-town Scouts re ­
tu rn ed  to their homes bu t were out 
b righ t and early the next m orning 
for fu rth e r duties.

■ Save Camp
F orty  Boy Scouts of M ontclair, N. 

J., under the  leadership , of Deputy 
Scout Commissioner Claude L. 
Metz, were rushed in autom obiles to 
th e ir  Camp Glen Gray a t Oakland 
and succeeded in preventing its des­
tru c tio n  by a foie^t fne The Scouts 
fought the blaze from  four o'clock 
in the afternoon until two the next 
m orning. The camp consists of 600 
acres, eight bindings land seventy 
ten t platform s. The M ontclair Scouts 
;Klso saved Camp Yaw Yaw. the prop­
erty  of the Ridgewood-Gfen Rock 
Boy Scout Council, from* destruction.

Setauket. L. I.. Blaze
Several hundred Boy Scouts of 

Suffolk County. New York, helped 
fight a fo rest firenear E ast Setaket. 
Long Island th a t had destroyed over 
two hundred and fifty acres of tim - 
berland and m ountain lau re l and 
took th e  lives of a g rea t num ber of 
quail, rabbits, pheasants and o ther 
game.

Scouts and assisted the chiets of 15 
fire companies as orderlies, m essen­
gers-and actual fire fighters.

Connecticut Boy Scouts aided au ­
thorities in fighting fires a t  New­
town, New B ritain , Southington and 
P lainville.

Scouts of W indber, Pa., using fire 
extinguishers loaned to  them  by a 
real estate  firm, joined w ith the lo­
cal fife fighting force in preventing 
the spread of a fire in the Woods ad­
joining a cemetery.

Boy Scouts of Geneva, Gorham, 
Middlesex and Canandaigua, New 
York, were released from schools to 
fight a fire th a t was sm ouldering on

the wooded east shore of Canandai* 
gua* Lake.

Boy Scouts on. a hike through Eli- 
son^Park in Rochester, New Yrork, re ­
cently aided firemen in fighting a 
forest fire th a t destroyed one thous­
and young pine trees. The Scouts 
helped firemen beat out the blaze 
along the edges, gradually  w orking 
tow ard the center.

Keeping Gladiolus Healthy
By It. P . W HITE,

Research Specialist, Diseases of 
Ornamentals

Severe infections of any one of 
several diseases of gladiolus conns 
will eventually  re su lt in the devel­
opm ent of a hard , dry, shrivelled 
“m um m y,” as it is commonly called 
by gardeners. In less severe cases, 
the corms are  variously spotted or 
scabby. In  general, the  fungous or 
bacterial organism s which cause dis­
eases are  able to live indefinitely on 
decaying organic m atte r in the  soil.

No uniformly -satisfactory treat­
ment of gladiolus corms has yet been 
found. In view of this fact, the 
gardener will do well to sort the 
corms carefully this, spring before 
planting, and discard all severely in­
fected corms and all “mummies.” 
Such corms fail to grow, or they 
produce Aveak plants Avhicli either 
die early in the season or fail to 
bloom.

The les3 severely infected corms 
should then be trea ted  in a so lu tion  
of mei’curic chloride (corrosive sub­
lim ate) 1-1,000, for two hours. Use 
4 ounces of the m ercuric chloride 
crystals to 30 gallons of w ater, or 
1 tab let as purchased in drug stores 
to 1 p in t of w ater. This trea tm e n t 
is not 100 per cent effective, bu t it  
is the best available. A fter being 
used twice the solution should  be 
discarded, as it  Aveakens w ith use. 
Use only wooden containers and be 
cautious as- the solution is poison­
ous. P lan t disinfected corm s in  new 
soil if this is available.

W ashington. Senor Coroalles who 
has full charge of the g rea t C entral 
HigliAvay project, left im m ediately af­
te r  the m eeting for H avana where 
P residen t Machado led a  procession 
in  the  dedication of 250 miles of the 
com pleted road from  H avana to San­
ta  Clara.

Fuel Oil Bus Makes 
Satisfactory Trip

A Public Service bus, equipped 
w ith a Diesel engine, using fuel oil 
instead of gasoline, has ju s t com­
pleted a satisfactory trip  from  New­
ark  to F rench  Lick, Indiana, a dis­
tance of 900 miles, in four/days. The 
route chosen necessitated the  cross­
ing of the m ountains of Pennsyl­
vania.

The bus left the Public Service 
Term inal, Newark, W ednesday eve­
ning, May 21, and arrived  a t French 
Lick, Sunday evening, May 25. The 
bus was in charge of A lbert A. Ly­
man, autom otive engineer, Coordin­
ated T ransport, and was driven by 
Charles Doty, operator-m echanic.

This Diesel electric bus, rep resen t­
ing the la test developm ent in the 
autom otive field, is now on exhibi­
tion a t the silver anniversary m eet­
ing of the Society of Automotive E n­
gineers, in session a t F rench Lick 
and will appear in the parade to be 
held as an anniversary fea tu re . So 
far as is known, th is is the only Die­
sel electric bus in the world.

The Diesel engined bus is the re­
su lt of extensive experim ents made 
by Public Service w ith the use of the 
Diesel engine for buses following a 
v isit to Germany in 19 28 by Mat­
thew R. Boylan, vice president in 
charge of operation and M artin 
Schreiber. general m anager in charge 
of plant- of Coordinated T ransport. 
At th a t tim e they  inspected m otor 
trucks equipped w ith Diesel engines 
operating satisfactorily  m heavy ser­
vice. Believing th a t th e  engine 
m ight be - developed to r  m otor bus 
as well as truck, a Mercedes-Benz 
Diesel engine was ordered shipped to 
the company s shops 'm  Newark.

N um erous successful dynam om eter 
tests were conducted by company en­
gineers and the engine ivas then in­
stalled  m a gas electric bus, repíác-

ing the  gasoline engine in use. Road 
tests proved satisfactory  and the bus 
was driven to A tlantic City last fall 
to the convention of the American 
Electric Railway Association.

The engine is sta rted  
from  cold w ith an electric starting  
m otor afte r heating  “ glow plugs” in 
the pre-combustion; cham bers for 
about 30 seconds.

The fuel oil used in operation 
costs considerably less than gasoline 
and gives better mileage per gallon. 
This is the m ost a ttractive feature 
of the  Diesel operation but also of 
g reat im portance is the fact th a t both 
th e  ignition system and carburetor 
are  elim inated. W ith the removal of 
the ignition system, the fire hazard 
is practically  done away w ith. An­
o ther valuable fea tu re  of the new en­
gine is the minimizing of exhaust 
odors and tests have shown a maxim­
um carbon monoxide content of but 
th ree-quarters of one per cent, 
which is negligible.
