“The Dutch peried furniture was
'most commonly in use from 1723
to 1750 and much of it is fo be
found in the states of New York,
New Jersey and Pennsylvania.

FLOWERS FOR EXIBITIONS

By A. C. McLeAN
Juem; Agrieultural Exten-
sion Serrice.

From readers of “Garden Sei-
ence” have come gquestions on how
to grow the exhibition or big flow-
ers that are seen at the fall flower
shows.
