On 
October 22, 1928, Mr. Blaydes died- 
after a  long illness, but active con­
trol was continued by Ms wife fo r 
about a year, after which she 
yielded to the promptings of a  
strongly religious nature and en­
tered a convent in Maryland.

The steady enlargement .and im­

Final population figures for tlie 
tState of New Jersey have just been 
issued by the Census Bureau in 
bulletin* form. The total popula­
tion of the State on April 1, 19o0, 
was 4,041,334, which represents an 
increase of 885,434, or 28.0 per 
cent, ¡as compared with, the popula­
tion at the census of 1920. This 
is the largest numerical increase 
New Jersey has ever shown and 
the rate of increase is greater than 
in the decade ending in 1920.

At the first census of the United 
■States, taken in 1790, New Jersey, 
one of the original thirteen states, 
had a population of 184,139. From 
that date until after" 1840, its 
growth was comparatively slowr, 
but in contrast to most of the 
other states, its rate of increase 
has been higher in recent decades 
than during the early period of its 
history as ,a State.

average number of inhabitants per 
square mile in 1930 was 537.8, as 
compared with 420.0 in 1920. New 
Jersey now ranks second among 
the States in density of population, 
only the State of Rhode Island hav­
ing more inhabitants per square
mile. -

There are twenty-one counties in 
New Jersey, all of which have in­
creased in population during the 
past decade. The greatest rate of 
increase, 73.2 per cent, was record­
ed for Bergen county. Union coun­
ty  was next, with 52.5 per cent, 
and Cape May, third, with 51.5 
per cent. The other counties vary 
from 49.3 per cent in Ocean county 
to 0.7 per cent increase in Salem 
county.

This is also the smallest popula­
tion recorded for any incorporated 
place in the State. South Cape 
May, in the same county, has six 
residents. Of the total number of 
incorporated places, only ten have 
fewer than 100 inhabitants.

Plant Stands are good. To keep 
house plants in order, and do away 
with overflowing saucers and other 
petty annoyances plant stands have 
recently come into use. The stand 
that seems to fill the need best is 
made much like a  low bench, with 
a top about twelve inches wide and 
as long as the width of the win­
dow. This has sides about one 
inch high. The upper edge of the 
stand should be on the same line 
as, or an inch or two lower than, 
the lower glass level in the win­
dow.

This stand can be made of any 
type, of lumber that happens to be 
available and them- stained and 
varnished to match the furniture 
in the room. Galvanized sheet 
metal or tin is used to cover the 
top and sides, thus completing a 
small water-proof table much like 
those used in-fish, markets.

This style of plant stand has 
many advantages. When pebbles j 
like those used in fish aquariums 
are placed on the top, the ideal 
surface on which to place potted 
plants is provided, perfect drain­
age- maintained, and a constant 
evaporation of surplus moisture 
raises the humidity, thus provid­
ing a condition favorable for both 
plant and animal life.
