FARMING IN 'ESSEX
The farm census of 1930 in Esses county released Tuesday by the 

Director o f Census in Washington, D. C., gives an interesting slant 
on farming and agriculture in this section. The director’s statement 
provides comparative figures for 1930 and 1925. ..As might. be im­
agined, farming in Essex is on the decline. But that is to be expected.

Five years ago there were 686 farms in Essex, Now there are 
but 247. This may be readily accounted for when the observer notices 
the tremendous growth o f not only Newark but the Oranges, Mont­
clair, Bloomfield, Nutley and Belleville. New residential districts are 
encroaching on former farmlands. And as each of these communities 
must have *at least one golf course more farmlands have had to be 
sacrificed. ’ Although a paradox, the county’s loss is the people’s gain. 
And the people are the county.

Although the number of farms has been reduced to almost one- 
third in the past, five years, the size of the average farm has increased. 
In  1925 the average farm comprised twenty-six acres but in 1930 this 
has been increased to thirty-one acres. The average value of land and 
buildings per farm in 1925 was set at $13,821 and this was increased 
to $35,174. The total value o f all lands and buildings devoted to farm­
ing in 1925 amounted to $9,480,918 and it is interesting to note that 
with one-third as many farms in operation in the current year, the 
total value of lands and buildings is placed at $8,687,870.

Probably these figures will mean little to the average city dweller 
whose interest in agriculture lies solely in the vegetables and dairy 
products he .finds on his plate but they do tend to indicate that the 
fanner’s lot is possibly a better one than five years ago and certainly 
much better than twenty-five years ago. The higher valuations placed 
on his lands and buildings may cost him more in taxes but his prop­
erties will bring him a bigger priee when growing urban .communities 
finally force him out o f Essex.

THE DENTAL CLINIC—A GOOD IDEA
When our town physician, our health officer, and the chairman of 

the health committee o f our Board o f Education inform us that more 
than fifty  per cent of our school children are troubled with decayed 
teeth it is time for us to do something a bit more effective than shake 
our heads with a. dismayed “ fcsk, tsk.”  It  is time for direct action. 
The school board’s proposal .to establish a dental clinic in the schools 
is a good one and deserves the support o f the entire town.

Why people are prone to neglect their teeth is beyond under­
standing. The neglect of children’s teeth is almost criminal. And 
in care o f the teeth as in everything, the boy is father of-the man. 
Keeping the teeth clean and free from decay is only a matter o f habit. 
I t  is so much easier to form bad habits than good.

Medical and dental sciences tell us that many of our ills have 
their roots in decayed teeth. Stomach ailments, heart trouble, rheuma­
tism and in some instances, mental diseases have been attributed to 
oral defects. Where children’s first teeth are permitted to fall out 
before the time arrives, as Town Physician Vail points out, the proper 
development o f the jaw is seriously hindered. Is it fair to-the children 
to impose sueh a handicap upon them? There are many men today 
who are wearing store molars because in their youth they were per­
mitted to neglect the teeth nature provided.

Some parents may say that dental supervision does not fall within 
the province of the school authorities. Probably not. But on the 
other hand, if  the parents themselves were one hundred per cent vigi­
lant a school clinic would not be necessary. When the parents of 500 
out o f 900 children were notified that their sons and daughters suffered 
defective teeth and only 162 were sent to the dentist for correction, 
it does not seem as though all parents were willing to co-operate with 
the school and health authorities.

With the health of the children—all o f the children— at stake, the 
board must take matters in its own hands and in this instance the 
members of that body will undoubtedly have the hearty support of all 
clear-thinking progressive citizens.
