product of the flat woods and the swamps of Georgia and other South-east­
ern states, instead of meaning that the naval stores business is likely to 
be hurt, probablv will be a boon to these producers of turpentine and rosin. 
Making paper pulp from pine will give these timberland owners a diversi­
fied market, and every farmer knows how helpful it is to have more than 
one set of buyers bidding for his crop.

Once 5,000,000 acres of forest area in Georgia alone were covered with 
[fine. The pioneers used what they needed and cut down and burned up 
great piles of trees in order to get the needed land for crops. Cattle feed­
ers for vears have burned the woods in order to get a stand of grass. Lum­
bermen did their part in denuding the flatwoods. Turpentine operators 
then came in and gashed trees of all sizes— gashed them reckless!} and 
deep. Soon the pine was about gone.

Banks a re  recording 
larger numbers of savings, building 
and loan associations are doing big­
ger business, average citizen are in­
vesting their  earnings in stocks and 
bonds, and best of all more people 
are buying their  own homes. Slum 
sections have practically disappeared. 
There are fewer people in the alms­
houses. In the  summing up, Phohi- 
bition has s trengthened the moral, 
physical, financial and spiritual fibre 
of our national life.

Mr. Longhi said prohibition, in 
its present, condition, is a menace to 
our social and human life. Idealists 
have never : imposed their  ideals on 
any nation or race and the Volstead 
Act eonnot he enforced against the 
will power of the masses. History 
proves tha t  kings, dictators, nations 
and religions have tottered one a l ­
ter  the other.
Prohibition is not an exception. Can­
ada and Sweden have found it  a fail­
ure and they have intelligence to 
equal ours. Over indulgence has 
brought on prohibition, yet over-eat­
ing, which is more harmful, has not 
been curtailed by legislation. Mod­
era te  alcohol beverage production 
would supply enormous employment 
and assist this nation to again en­
joy prosperity.

After rebuttal both Mr. Thornton 
and Mr. Longhi were applauded. De­

XXIV.— CARRYING PASSENGERS

A recent case before the New Je r ­
sey Board of Public Utility Com­
missioners which received consider­
able attention in the newspapers con­
cerned the practice of an automobile 
owner who took a party  of neigh­
bors to work daily, charging them 
faro. Of course, the board ordered 
him to cease the practice forthwith, 
inasmuch as he had not received per­
mission to operate a public carrier.

I t should be pointed out for the 
benefit of other motorists who may 
have been accepting compensation 
for transporting  fellow-workers or 
friends or neighbors th a t  such an 
act also violates the motor vehicle 
laws ,and renders the  owner of the 
vehicle liable to revocation of his 
driver 's license.

The motor vehicle law makes it  
mandatory  th a t  the owner of every 
vehicle, used as an omnibus for the

ans they have befriended. The prac­
tice of robbing motorists is becom­
ing increasingly prevalent.”

The club rightly  feels it  is its duty 
to warn motorists of this danger 
and I desire to add my own word of 
caution to unwary drivers whose 
sympathies may be won by a forlorn 
fellow, wistfully begging a ride. He 
may not be forlorn a t all, and hi.s 
wistfulness may conceal a sinister 
determination to  reward his bene­
factor with a slug over the head, the 
loss of ' personal valuables, or per­
haps even the  the ft  of his car.

These two points may thus be 
sumarized:

1. Ignore hitch-hikers.
2. Don’t accept compensation for 

“ lifts.”

■Football rules have been known or 
safef to he intricate. Hardly a year 
passes when some change isn’t made 
in the playing of the grid game. This 
makes certain rulings on plays ra th ­
er hazy and undefinable to many of 
the football fans. But what about 
the officials of the game, who get 
paid for knowing the rules? Should 
not. they abide by the rulings in the 
book, especially when the result of 
a  game hangs in the  balance?

Evidently. Officials Guvnor. Bau­
man and Fitzsimmons are not aware 
of this latter, self evident fact.

These arbitra tors  succeeded in con­
verting a  0-0 tie game into a 2-0 vic­
tory for Nutley over Belleville, Sat­
urday. by a gross mis-interpretation 
of the football code.

Let us explain our meaning. The 
official Football Rule Book specifi­
cally states th a t  what a referee 
termed a safety for Nutley, Saturday, 
was a touch-back and not a .safety, 
making the score 0-0, and not 2-0.

We quote verbatim from Rule 3, 
Section 26. fine definition of a safe­
ty:

“A safety is made when a free ball 
or a ball legally in possession of a 
player guarding his goal becomes 
dead, any par t  of it  being on, above 
or behind the goal line.

The preparation of attractive, ta s­
ty dishes from left-over foods is a 
real test of th e  hom em aker’s skill 
in providing economical and pala t­
able meals, says Miss Marie Doer- 
mann, New Jersey extension sevice 
specialist in nutrition.

“In order to use left- over foods 
to the best advantage,” the special­
ist explains, “ meals should be plan­
ned for several days in advance. In­
stead of cooikng potatoes every day, 
plan to serve creamed or scalloped 
potatoes for one dinner. Cooked po­
tatoes are  easily cut in cubes and 
combined with cream or cheese sauce 
and then reheated. Cold mashed po­
tatoes are excellent in croquettes, 
balls, Shepherd’s pie, and other scal­
loped dishes.'-

“ Other cooked vegetables may be 
combined and served as a salad, for 
no m atte r  bow small tlie quantity, 
them  always is a use for these left­
over vegetables. They may be used 
to add flavor to soups, and such 
combinations as tomatoes and corn, 
str ing  beans and corn, peas and car­
rots. creamed celery and onions, all 
offer opportunities for blending f la ­
vors.

“ Left-over meats are more often 
a problem to tbe homemaker .since 
the reheating of a cooked meat a t  a 
high tem perature toughens it  and 
causes a loss of flavor. In cooking a 
m a s t  for a family, therefore, it is 
advisable to bake it  only long enough 
to have the am ount to he eaten a t 
tha t  meal thoroughly cooked, leav­
ing the center rare. Then the next 
time this meat is to he served it  may 
again he roasted. By this method 
of cooking the fine flavor of the m eat 
is retained.

“ Well-seasoned croquettes can he 
made from a small am ount of left- ,̂OU!* a t  ° ” ce 
over meat. Grind or cut the meat 
in small pieces. If there  is some 
gravy, use it as a hi nil ing m ateria l; 
otherwise use a thick sauce. Com­
bine the ingredients, season with cel­
ery salt, parsley, onion, or any oth­
er desired flavoring. Press the mix- 
tuer into balls or cones and then roll 
in fine bread crumbs. Slightly heat 
an egg to which 2 tablespoonfuls of 
water have been added. Holding the 
croquette with two forks, carefully 
dip it in the  egg mixture, drain, and 
then roll again in crumbs.

The secret of candy 
making consists mainly of following 
the recipe to the le tte r  and of choos­
ing the ingredients with an eye to 
cost, flavor, healthfulness and ap­
pearance, ,

How To Avoid “ .Sugaring”
The great fear of am ateurs is th a t  

their  candies will “ tu rn  to sugar.” 
To avoid this, to keep them from be­
coming coarse or grainy, use corn 
syrup in all recipes in which it  is 
appropriate. I t  is a bit of failure- 
insurance, which coupled with the 
use of a candy thermometer, insures 
complete success. Too. corn syrup is 
healthful being a mixture of pure 
carbo-hydrates, half of which are in 
the form of dextrin, the most easily 
assimilated of all. A thorough heat­
ing of creamy fudges is another fac­
tor of success.

Creamy Fudge 
3 cups sugar 
V\. cup of dark  corn syrup 
Ys cup milk 
2 squares chocolate 

| 2 tblsps. cooking oil
- J Vz tsp. salt

j 1 tsp. vanilla.
_ [ Place sugar, syrup, milk and the 

l chocolate cut in seven or eight pieces 
in a heavy saucepan and stir  over 
fire until sugar is dissolved and choc­
olate is melted. Let come to a boil 
and cover one minute. Remove cover 
and cook without s tirr ing until syrup 
will form a soft ball when tried in 
cold water, (238 degrees F .) .  Re­
move from fire, stir  in quickly oil, 
salt and vanilla. Set in cold water 
and cool until mixture is thick and 
feels barely warm when touched 
with the finger. Stir until mixture . „ ,, ! ■ 1 fittedloses its shiny look and is creamy
Do not pu t  into pan before this point 
no m atte r  how thick fudge seems. 
P our  into oiled pan and when cool, 
cut in squares.

English Toffe
2 cups sugar •
1 Yi cups light corn syrup
1 cups thin  cream
(4 tsp. salt
2 tbsp. corn oil
1 tsp. vanilla.

P u t  sugar, syrup, cream, and salt 
into saucepan and stir over fire until 
sugar is dissolved. Cook to tempera­
ture. 250 degrees F. or until a firm 
ball will form in cold water. Stir 
quite often ,as it scorches easily. Add 
oil and cook a lit tle longer, to tem­
perature 2 60 degrees F. When a 
bard  ball will form, add vanilla and 
pour in thin layer on oiled slab or 
baking sheet. When cold, break in 
pieces. Yield; about 2 pounds.

Fondant
2 cups sugar
Ys cup water
2 tbsps. l ight corn syrup.
1 tsp. vanilla.

P u t  sugar, 'water and syrup into 
saucepan and cook, s t i rr ing  constant­
ly until sugar is dissolved. Remove 
spoon and do not stir  candy again 
during cooking. When candy begins 
to boil, cover saucepan and cook for 
th ree  minutes. Remove cover, con­
tinue cooking, until tem perature  of 
238 degrees F. is reached, or soft 
ball stage. Remove from fire and 

on cold wet platter. 
Cool. Beat with spatula until creamy. 
Add vanilla and knead until smooth. 
P u t  away to ripen.
