The point had been reached at which 
no more credit could be. obtained t>- 
provide cash with which to meet sa­
laries if debt service was to be main­
tained. Concrete and drastic steps 
appeared vital to securing Temporary 
aid and assuring ultimate stability.-’

Faulty Auto Lighting 
Scored By Hoffman

Calls F o r  h Enforcement To 

Bring:[Offenders To

Faulty automotive- lighting was re­
sponsible, during the first nine months 
of the year, for 518 accidents in which 
11 persons were killed and 350 in­
jured, Motor Vehicle Commissioner 
Harold G. Hoffman announced today 
in a drive against the one-eyed auto­
mobile hazard.

The Commissioner called for the as­
sistance of enforcement agencies to 
bring offenders to account and for 
the cooperation of law-abiding motor­
ists to make regular inspections of 
their lighting equipment.

While he realizes that dark or weak 
tail-lights also contribute to a large 
number of 'faccidents, Commissioner 
Hoffman eons|ders the one-eyed auto- 

i  mobile the racist serious menace. He 
explained by*, stating that two lights 
outline the front of a ear while one 

. light- whether ,it is the right or left 
one, leaves -other drivers in doubt as 
to what type* o f vehicle is approach­
ing. The danger 1 is - accentuated, he 
said, i f  this -brie light happens to be 

, blindingly out of aim and focus.
A  recent survey of faulty automo­

tive lighting revealed that approxim­
ately three in every hundred cars on 
the highways were one-eyed. The Com­
missioner admits, in this connection, 
that a- motorist may drive several 
hpurs before -detecting a burned-out 
or defective lamp but he is of the 

¿opinion that there are many drivers 
-Iw’bo willfully neglect their responsi­

bilities and continue to drive with de­
fective illumination knowing full well 
that they are endangering their own 
and-the lives of others. This prac­
tice is a distinct violation of the law' 
which requires- all-car owners to carry 
an- extra set -of bulbs for, ,just -such 
emergencies'. , -

The-lack of, or insufficient, rear 
lighting on vehicles, arid-‘¡particularly 
trucks, is also a common cause of 
serious accidents,- especially where 
high speed traffic'is interspersed with 
slow moving commercial traffic. A 
study of this problem has yielded ! 
norite very Interesting data, namely 
that only ten per cent o f the vehicles 
cb.eekadiiif,©r a given' period were 
classed as haying good rear lighting. 
This finding*was reached after taking 
into considea’ation both the presence 
o f and visibility of the lights.

 ̂ showed that 72.5 per cent of the ve-

crackers
*/4 cup butter or suet drippings 
1 small onion, prated 
Salt and pepper 
Yz teaspoon powdered sage 
Yz cup hot water
1 lb. chopped round steak 

Grumble crackers. Melt butter,
add seasoning and hot water. Mix 
and shape into long roll. Pat 
meat into oblong cake and roll * 
around cracker mixture. Bake in 
hot oven (475° F.) 20-25 minutes.

For a quick luncheon dish noth­
ing is better than com fritters 
made with cracker batter. They 
can he fixed for as many guests 
as you like and if the supply runs 
out, more can be made up in a jiffy.
