It is almost inconceivable to believe that -any-
one could offer a recommendation which would
brand .one of his fellowmen as a pauper and
force him to carry the stigma for the halance
of his life. Poverty which has visited the home
of a man who has been unable to secure work
is bad enocugh without adding. additional toér-
ture in the way of disfranchisement and vir-
tually removing him from the company of his
fellow-citizens “who are fortunate enough to
have employment, There are very fow men
who have been forced to accept pubhc assis-
“tance’ who would not: prefer some gainful oc-
cupation, This is well stated by Senator Alfred
E. Driscoll of Camden County, a member of
the Committee, who, in commenting on the re-
pmt made by Colonel Glaver says the follow-
ing:

“For every owe thousand persons on relief
nine hundred ninety-nine are - decent,. honest
people who want nothing so much as a job and
a chance to get off relief.” )

Been a Trying Problem

I‘or the past five ycars financing of public
relief has been the most trying problem faced
by members of the Legislature and municipal
officials. The mere thought of attempting- to
solve this problem thloucv‘h the acceptance , of
such unAmerican 1ecommendatmna is 1evoltm~’r
in the extreme. Some improvement in existing
conditions were hoped for as a result of this
investigation and even though the findings of
Colonel . Glover have given a black eye to the
report, it is still pmsxblo that constructive sug-
eestions may come from the committee. Cm-
amly the members will not subseribe to some
of the suggestions made by their director. and
they are duty bound to disavow the ome which
we- have here considered.

If a bona fide report is later submitted
to the Legislature it should be given careful
consideration and :tudv in the hope that some
good may be salvaged from the wreckage which
Colonel Glover hab presented to his superiors. -
