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MIELE EXPLAINS 
MAIN PURPOSE 
OF PURGE LIST

Seeking To Clean Registration 
Books of Disqualified 
Voters
Anthony P, Miele, Essex Coun­

ty superintendent of elections 
and commissioner of registration, 
in directing attention to the pub­
lication on another page of The 
News of the names to be purged 
from the permanent registration 
lists, made the following state­
ment yesterday:

“ The publication of this list is 
required by law and represents 
names of persons on the perman­
ent registration list in Belleville 
who as a result of a careful in­
vestigation by house-to-house can­
vass conducted by my office have 
been found to have died, dis­
qualified to vote or are improp­
erly registered. The term ‘im­
properly registered’ includes per­
sons shown by the canvass who 
do not actually reside at the reg­
istered address or who have never 
resided at the registered address. 
The names are published by
street address so that a person 
who has reason to suspect that 
his name is on the list will only 
have to look at the names listed 
under the street from which he 
is registered. Preceding each 
name there will be a capital let­
ter ‘A,’ ‘B,’ ‘C,’ or T>.’ Each let­
ter stands for a definite reason, 
as indicated in the notice at the 
head of the list.

“ No person need be alarmed 
because of the number of names 
in the published list. These names 
represent the accumulation since 
permanent registration became 
effective in 1927 of people who 
have since died, have been dis­
qualified, have moved out of the 
county or moved and failed to 
transfer to their new actual resi­
dence. The investigators were 
carefully selected and 1 have the 
utmost confidence in the result 
of the check-up, but it must be 
remembered that in investigat­
ing and checking four hundred 
thousand registrants there is 
bound to occur some error.

Chance To Prove It

“ No person who is properly 
registered need have any fear of 
being deprived of his right to- 
vote. Any person whose name is 
listed and who feels he is prop­
erly registered is invited to call 
at. Room 421, Hall of Records, 
Newark, immediately and he will 
be given an opportunity to prove 
that he is properly registered. 
Failure to appear and submit 
proof prior to uctober 22 will re­
sult in the transfer of the per­
manent registration forms of 
listed persons to the inactive file 
or in the placing of names on 
the peremptory order list, as the 
case may be. A fter this date any 
person feeling aggrieved may ap­
ply to any Common Pleas Judge 
for a court order to permit hun 
to vote.

“ It is interesting to point out 
that the original investigation 

Ishowed a total of approximately 
¥(5,000 names improperly regis­
tered ill Essex County and as a 
direct result of the canvass ap­
proximately 10,000 persons re- 
turned address transfer cards, 
properly filled out, which had 
been left by the investigators. 
Exactly 59,343 letters, together 
with return post cards, were 
mailed to these registrants and 
of this number approximately
40.000 were returned by the 
postal authorities because ad­
dressees did not live at the regis­
tered addresses.

“ The number of returned post 
cards received from persons 
claiming they resided at the reg­
istered address was less than
3.000 and in many of these cases 
the persons admitted that incoi- 
rect information was given to 
the investigators or it was re­
fused entirely. A ll this certainly 
attests to the accuracy of the 
check-up. Because of this double 
check it is my opinion that very 
few names of persons properly 
registered appear in the pub- 
fished list and the purpose of 
the list is to rovidc a still fur­
ther check.

W ill Be Easy Job

“ When this purge is completed j 
and the registration lists are 
cleared of ‘dead wood,’ it will be 
an easy matter to keep the regis­
try lists up to date. Whereas in 
previous years approximately 60,- 
000 to 80,000 sample ballots were 
returned by the postal authori­
ties which resulted in these reg­
istered names being placed on 
the challenge list, with the com­
pletion of this purge and the 
elimination o f the accumulated 
dead wood from the registry list 
it is expected that the returned 
sample ballots will be materially 
less and this, of course, .will 
mean a great saving to the tax­
payers in the printing and post­
age for thousands of sample bal­
lots, and printing o f large chal­
lenge lists.-

“ Considering the fact that this 
office through its investigators 
has been in direct or indirect 
contact with 400,000 registrants 
it is remarkable how little criti-

Last week we pointed out the sense of security which, it seems 
to us and to other and more truly authoritative writers, may be 
placed in the vote of the average American citizen. This is not the 
only fundamental of our national politics today that oilers re-assui- 
ance; and, to judge by our personal sensations, women in particular 
are very much in need of a sound basis for adopting an attitude of 
high courage and belief in the ultimate success of o.ur nation. I f  
there is one question which the majority of us have neglected and 
which, i f  we are truthful, we will admit baffling, it is the question
of party affiliation. <§>

Do you honestly ever go out to I dream t w ith proper planning it 
vote w i t h o u t  feeling vaguely can he a reality. 
guilty that you have given so
little real consideration to the 
motives of the campaign which 
has been waged by your party 
and the reason for the existence 
of the opposing group ?

There is hardly any need for 
fear even if the answer to this 
query is in the affirmative. For 
it is gloriously true that both 
major parties in the United 
States have been founded on the 
same general principles and have 
Ibeen known to disagree in a dis­
astrous manner, only onee_ since 
their inception. This was in the 
chain of events which culmin­
ated in the Civil War. Clearly 
the hard-earned lesson has never 
been forgotten.

W hy Have Parties?

Why then do we have parties 
if  our general aims and ideals 
converge? Simply because parties 
are concerned primarily with the 
business of government. A  slight­
ly deaf ear turned to the "ex­
hortations and rhetoric of even 
your favorite standard bearei 
may enable you to concentrate 
better on the qualifications ot 
your party to best handle the 
business of the nation. This is 
not so idealistic but is a much 
more effective method of making 
your choice, and one which will 
guarantee you greater security.

Regardless of the aceumlative 
good or ill done in the past cen­
tury and a half by the major 
parties, the fact remains that 
the enormous business of govern­
ing without totalitarianism- has 
been accomplished only because 
they have functioned and fought 
each other in a healthy struggle 
for existence. This s t r u g  g 1 e, 
which sometimes takes on. the 
disillusioning proportions of an 
empty show, is, in reality, the 
life-blood of our democratic form 
of government.

The scornful anti sometimes 
vindictive “ they” that we employ 
every time we wish to register 
dissatisfaction with national af­
fairs really refers to our two 
major parties. For you cannot 
cite anything which is officially 
accomplished' at our seat of gov­
ernment that does. not involve 
both, so inextricably are they 
bound together. Reflection then 
will prove that there is an ex­
cellent argument for the exist­
ence of both parties and that 
while affiliation .and loyalty to 
one or the other is our normal 
and happy responsibility, we are 
never to forget that both have 
done their share in maintaining 
the balance which permits us to 
live in a free moral state.^

Show Strength By Voting
It seems an auspicious time 

for w o m e n to consider these 
thoughts and discuss them with 
their young people of voting age. 
The great two-party system is 
the only one which has enabled 
democracy to survive. It there­
fore deserves our thanks and we 
can best show these through vot­
ing courageously and loyally for 
whichever side honestly appears 
to be best fitted for the business 
at hand. The sum total will rep­
resent the true American decision 
which, even if  it does not fulfill 
■your party desires, will ultimate­
ly fulfill your Americanism.

Baked Caramel Custard
1 cup sugar
1 cup water
1 quart milk.

11 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons sugar 

Vz teaspoon vanilla
5 eggs 

butter
Melt and stir the cup of sugar 

in a smooth skillet over low heat 
until the sugar turns a rich 
brown color, add the water, con­
tinue to stir until a thick cara­
mel sirup has formed, and re­
move from the fire. Heat the milk 
slightly, add the salt, twro table­
spoons of sugai’, one-half cup of 
the caramel sirup and vanilla and 
stir into the slightly beaten eggs 
until well mixed. Butter custarcl 
cups and put in each about a tea­
spoon of the caramel sirup, fill 
with the custard mixture, put a 
small piece of butter on top, and 
bake on a rack in a pan of hot 
water in a moderate oven (350 
degrees) for forty-five minutes, 
or until set. Test with , a silver 
knife. Remove from the oven in­
stantly when the knife comes out 
clean. When cold turn out on in­
dividual plates. The caramel sirup 
in the bottom of the cups will 
act as a sauce.

Those Presidential Polls
The Republicans are learning that one 

o.C their toughest nuts to crack in this cam­
paign is ' to combat a psychological trend 
which has developed in many places. The 
statement is frequently heard from people 
that they intend to vote for Wendell Will- 
kie but have the suspicion that they are 
casting their vote for a losing cause. Most 
of this opinion has been based on the much- 
publicized Gallup poll, the results of which 
¡arc carried in newspapers throughout the 

|nation. The last Gallup survey showed that 
President Roosevelt is going to snow Mr. 
Willkie under a blanket of electoral votes.

The Republicans argue that Dr. Gallup is 
all wet and point out that he can be just 
as wrong as the Literary Digest poll of 
1936 by which they were completely fooled. 
That survey, which helped bring about a 
complete foldup of the Digest, showed that 
A lf Landon was going to replace Mr. Roose­
velt in the White House. We wonder what 
sort of stand the G. 0. P. stalwarts will 
take i f  Gallup's report on the forty-eight 
states scheduled for release tomorrow shows 
that .Willkie is leading the President. What 
may be a tip-off as to the change in the 
trend of the Gallup survey was given this 
week when it was reported that Willkie 
had passed the President in Indiana, Illin­
ois and Michigan.

Momentarily, Dr. Gallup is the white- 
haired favorite of the New Dealers. How­
ever, tile Republicans are not without a 
survey to support their claims of victory. 
Statistics presented by the Dunn Agency 
show that Willkie will carry every state 
except those in the Solid South 'and per­

haps one or two of the border states. The 
Dunn survey’s claim to accuracy is about 
as good as Dr. Gallup’s. It predicted the 
outcome of the 1932 and 1936 Presidential 
elections on the nose and added to it the 
1938 gubernatorial, senatorial and congres­
sional elections. It came within one-tenth 
of a point of predicting the margin by 
which Governor Lehman of New York tri­
umphed over Thomas E. Dewey;

The Republicans have gone even further 
than that. They now claim to have in their 
corner the man who did the estimating by 
which Jim Farley made his prediction that 
the Republicans would carry only twro 
states dn the 1936 election. This expert, 
the Republicans say, predicts that Willkie 
will win by a healthy majority.

We do not know what poll to believe and 
sometimes think that they have a bad in­
fluence as well as a good one on the pub­
lic’s mind. There are two situations which 
we think may greatly influence the final 
outcome of this election. Wendell Willkie 
has campaigned more vigorously than any 
other candidate since William Jennings 
Bryan. He has been seen by and has talked 
to several million people. It is bound to 
carry some weight. On the other hand, Mr. 
Roosevelt is the chief executive of a nation 
at a time which is critical in its history. 
Will the people feel that it is unwise to 
make a change or will they vote on the 
premise that the democratic system under 
which we operate can function as well or 
better for the safety and preservation of 
this nation with a turnover in adminis­
tration?

Outstanding piece of political news during the past week was the 
announcement of the huge registration increase in New York City. 
This increase, which may reach the staggering’ total of 450,000, has 

political analysts baffled. Ordinarily it would he 
considered favorable to President Roosevelt and 
the Democrats. But the presence of hundreds of 
Italian-American women in the registration* lines 
points in another direction. It is conceded that a 
large majority of the new registrants are women, 
many of them middle-aged or past. Now there 
are two groups of women in New York who might 
be expected to be keenly awake to the present in­
ternational crisis and its influence on the Presi­
dential election. These are the Jewish and Italian 
groups. But all advance indications point _ to op­
posite reactions. Voters of the Jewish faith are 
overwhelmingly for Roosevelt; those_ of Italian ex­
traction are expected to vote for "Willkie. In New 
York City there' are roughly two millions of the 
former and one million of the latter.

Since war and peace are issues in this campaign, despite _ the 
similarity of views of the two candidates, there is also the possibility 
that women will vote for Willkie in larger numbers _ titan men be-

sentiment. It may be that many 
of the New York women who 
registered for the first time be­
long to this group.

Each Year Brings Something Better

; , One of the strange things about auto-
■ mobile shows is that when we have looked
■ over the new models we are sure that we 
s have seen the superlative in automobiles 
• and that there could not be anything de- 
i signed or built which would be better. And

(then the next fall along come the manu- 
• facturers with something new which com- 
*■ pletely overshadows the previous year’s 

b models. The cars which will be on display 
- at the Newark Automobile Show starting 

Saturday night will be no exception.

The designers and engineers have sur­
passed anything they have ever done be­
fore in safety, beauty and almost every 
phase of performance. The automobile in­
dustry is one of the few which each year 
has a complete turnover and overawes the 
public with a product which is an improve­
ment over the effort of the previous year.

It  is almost' laughable to think back 
about ten years and recall what was the

ultimate in automobiles then and compare 
it with what is being offered to the public 
today. Refinements and superior safety and 
driving advantages were then confined for 
the most part to the higher priced cars, 
but today the car buyer who by necessity 
must confine himself to the small car field 
finds that he can purchase -an automobile 
which has incorporated into it virtually all 
of the features which can be found in the 
higher priced products.

The cars this year seem bigger, more 
spacious and more eye appealing than they 
were last year. Whether or not there will 
be new models next fall depends on the 
capability of the automobile industry to 
coordinate its new car production program 
with the pledge that it has made to con­
tribute its aid to the national defense pro­
gram. _ But, if  there are new models, they 
will be even more tempting to the buyer 
than this year’s preducts.

One Lever Vote For President

The court has decided that Essex County 
voters may cast their votes for the Presi­
dential candidates by .pulling down one 
lever instead of sixteen. This change was 
the result of a hard fight made by the 
Democratic organization after County Clerk 
Gates had announced that voters would 
have to pull down sixteen levers. When we 
first heard of the mechanical manipulations 
which, voters would have to go through to 
give' a vote to Willkie or Roosevelt we 
made the prediction that there would be 
many who would just skip that part of the 
voting.

It is not that we doubted the intelligence 
of the voters, but we know how little at­
tention many of them pay to the position 
o f ; parties and names on the machine and 
how poorly informed they are on what to 
do before starting to pull down the levers. 
Frequently we have seen voters start their 
balloting and then when they were not 
exactly sure of what next to do, have pulled 
back the curtain. .By that move they lost 
th iir privilege to continue voting.

- ’ Just that might have happened in many 
instances if  they had to pull down sixteen 
levers. The Clean Government forces re- 

>■ member sadly what happened last spring 
i in the primaries when they counted on the 

intelligence of the voters. Their nominees 
for freeholders were on a different line 
on the machine than the rest of the Clean 
Government slate. What happened? Those 
running for freeholder were soundly beaten, 
trailing the rest of the Clean Government 
flate by thousands of votes.

The voter is not dumb. He just does not 
care or think about voting until he gets 
to the polling place. It is important for the 
political campaigners to implore the public 
to vote for their candidates but it is just 
as important that they tell them how to 
vote for them.

County Clerk Gates was undoubtedly sin­
cere in his opinion that people would have 
to pull sixteen levers to vote for Presiden­
tial candidates, reasoning that some people 
might wish to split their electoral votes. 
There probably are some who would do 
this but they are so much in the minority 
that it would seem impractical to upset the 
entire election machinery to cater to them. 
The decision to give paper ballots to these 
people is a better plan.

Splitting ballots is receiving considerable 
attention from New Jersey politicians in 
this campaign. Some politicians are pre­
dicting that Willkie will -receive the nod 
for the Presidency, Senator Barbour Will 
triumph over James Cromwell, but Demo­
crat Charles Edison will top State Senator 
Hendrickson for the governorship. This 
prediction is based on the apparent Willkie- 
Edison support which is talked about.

It may happen but we offer the story of 
the Clean Government freeholders as an 
illustration that once people start going- 
down the line most of them do not switch 
over to.another. Split voting of the Willkie- 
Edison type may be common among those 
who are close to the political picture but 
it will be a rarity in elections i f  the gen­
eral public follows along- behind. The av- 

•age voter is going to go all the way vftth 
Republicans or with the Democrats.

TENTATIVE ROUTE 
FOR S-3 ROAD 
RELEASED

Highway To Lincoln Tunnel 
Will Roo *4 
North of Nutley

The proposed route of High- 
Tunnel to serve municipalities in 
this vicinity was released this 
week. Although Essex County 
municipalities w e r e  apparently 
pleased with the route which 
the State H i g h w a y Depart­
ment has tentatively plotted for 
the $4,000,000 highway, some 
Passaic County leaders let it be 
known that they are opposed and 
will urge Highway Commissioner 
E. Donald Sterner to re-consider.

Montclair, Glen Ridge, Bloom­
field, Nutley, Rutherford,. Lynd- 
hurst, Clifton and this town have 
fought for a number of years to 
have the State construct the road. 
Two months ago the highway de­
partment let the contract to the 
La Fera Greco Construction Co. 
o f Newark for paving the first 
section.

As proposed, Route S-3 will run 
from the junction of Routes 6 and 
23 at Little Falls east along the 
northern boundary of Montclair, 
Bloomfield and Nutley and then 
across the Passaic River, running 
on. the Lyndhurst and Rutherford 
town line. A fter reaching the 
easterly end of Rutherford ave­
nue, the route will go across the 
meadows ' eventually connecting 
with Route 3 at the entrance to 
the Lincoln Tunnel. It is esti­
mated that driving time to Broad­
way and Forty-Second street, New 
York, from Belleville will be cut 
to twenty-five minutes when the 
road is completed. Highway Com­
missioner Sterner estimates that 
the road, which will have four 
lanes, will be completed some 
time in the spring of 1942.

Route Near Nutley

Plans now in preparation by the 
State Highway Department indi­
cate that the road will cross the 
river just north of the Ruther­
ford Avenue Bridge and then cut 
southwesterly across Delawanna 
just north of the Waldrich bleach.-, 
ery. It  will run through Dela­
wanna and Allwood less than one- 
■ quarter- of a mile north of the 
Ntitles’" town line. Originally, it 
was understood that after enter­
ing Delawanna the road would run 
over the present Allwood road to 
the Allwood traffic circle where a 
four-lane road was built in 1929 
for a short' distance running 
through the Reis home develop­
ment.

As how planned, the highway 
would be about a quarter-mile 
south of that road. When the 
change in route was learned, the 
Clifton City Council protested to 
State Senator Oscar Wilensky of 
Passaic County, claiming that they 
would lose at least $100,000 in 
ratables by the new route because 
it would cut through property on 
which a builder proposed to erect 
new homes. Several members of 
the Allwood Civic Association also 
joined in the protest.

During the past fortnight other 
members of the Allwood Associa­
tion have protested to the City 
Council that they did not wish to 
have the highway run through the 
heart of Allwood and that the 
tentative route was acceptable to
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them. They argued that a high, 
speed dual highway would be a 
detriment to the residential sec­
tion and also a hazard to the 
many children who would be 
forced to cross it going to and 
from school. When Nutley offi­
cials learned that Clifton contem­
plated asking for a change of 
route they indicated that they 
would ask Highway Commissioner 
Sterner to go ahead with the road 
as planned. They expressed the 
belief that any differences over 
the route at this time might delay 
the road for a longer time.

GUIDANCE PROGRAM 
WORK INCREASED

Seibert to Conduct Explana­
tory Course At The 
Adult School
This is the second year for an 

•organized guidance program in 
the public schools. The work of 
assembling facts about the apti­
tudes and personality traits of 
pupils was begun last year. These 
facts are used in counseling with 
the pupils and helping them plan 
for the future. One of the em­
phases this year is to be that 
of extending guidance services 
to the community. Graduates of 
the high school, as well as for­
mer pupils, are urged to keep 
in touch with the guidance office. 
Parents are invited to come in to 
discuss the educational and vo­
cational problems of their chil­
dren. The guidance office tele­
phone is BE 2-4470.

To assist in this service, a 
course is being offered in the 
Adult School, beginning October 
3, on “ Personality and Vocational 
Adjustment.”

triculated for a Ph. D. degree in 
psychology at New York Univer­
sity.

Stretch Linking North Sixth 
Street With Franklin Avenue 
Ready Next Summer
Thev Essex; County Highway De­

partment is pushing work .on the 
construction of the link that will 
connect North Sixth street with 
Franklin avenue at Belleville ave­
nue. The contractors, the La 
Fera Greco Construction Co. are 
also straightening out the cork­
screw route which Franklin ave­
nue follows along the property 
on the Essex County Isolation 
Hospital. The route when com­
pleted will cut from Belleville 
avenue across the corner of 
Hendricks Field Golf Course and 
a section of the hospital grounds 
to Berkeley avenue where it will 
link with the existing section of 
Frankiin avenue.

The New York situation is 
thus mentioned at length because 
it reflects accurately the situation 
in New Jersey and Essex. Here 
we have racial minorities strong 
enough to have an important in­
fluence on which way New Jer­
sey goes on November 5. The 
total "Italian population cf New 
Jersey is estimated at roughly
300.000. This means a voting 
group of some 160,000. No one 
can be sure how this group will 
vote this year or just how it 
voted four years ago.

I have heard Itaiian-Amerieans 
make the following estimates, 
which sound reasonable: They
estimate that three Itaiian-Amer­
ieans out of four voted for Roose­
velt in 1936. This year they 
claim that the proportion will be 
reversed. In other words, where­
as Landon got 40,000 of these 
votes four years ago and Roose­
velt 120,000, this year they esti­
mate that Willkie will get 120,- 
000 and Roosevelt 40,000. This 
would represent a vote shift of
80.000. Assuming all other fac­
tors were the same as in 1936, 
this shift would cut Roosevelt’s 
majority from around 360,000 to 
200 ,000?

Such a shift in voting habits 
would be little short of revolu­
tionary. Y’et I cannot see how the 
estimates are very much out of 
the way. A ll indications point to 
just such a shift. But the Italian- 
American group represents only 
seven per cent of New Jersey’s 
total population. There are other 
groups much larger. One of these 
tliat deserves more attention than 
it has thus far received is the 
Irish-American group.

Conversations I have had with 
Irish-Catholic voters indicate a 
very sharp shift in opinion from 
that of four years ago. They are 
not for Roosevelt to the extent 
they were then. On the other 
hand, many of these voters live 
in Jersey City and will vote Dem­
ocratic regardless.

All of these factors add up to 
one thing: uncertainty. This elec­
tion may be one of the greatest 
surprises in the history of Amer­
ica. Even the Gallup polls indi­
cate this. States shift from one 
column to the other in the brief 
space of three weeks. It looks as 
though public opinion was too 
fluid even to be measured by Dr. 
Gallup’s scientific methods.
