Because Sunday
falls on the eighth day, they will
not be shipped until Monday,
December 14.

THE REMOVAL OF RAG WEED,
POISON 1IVY,  POISON SUMACH OR
OTHER NOXIOUS. OR POISONOUS
WEEDS _INJURIOUS TO HEALTH
FROM ANY LOT OR TRACT OF LAND
IN THE TOWN OF BELLEVILLE.

The Board of Commissioners of the
Town of Belleville, in the County of
Essex, do ordain:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful - for
any .owner or owners, tenant or tenants
of any lot or tract of land or any pmrt
thereof in the Town of Belleville to per-
mit or maintain en any such lot or traet
of land. any growth or rag weed, pmson
ivy, poison sumach, or other mnoxious or
poisonous weeds injurious to health.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of such
owner or owners, tenant or tenants of
any such lot or tract of land or any
part thereof in the Town of Belleville, to
cut and remove or canse to be cut and
removed all such rag weed poison ivy,
poison sumach or other noxious or poison-
ous ‘weeds injurious to health, within five
days after receiving notice to do so from
the Town of Belleville,

Section 3. If the provisions of the
feregoing section are mot complied with,
the Town of Belleville shall serve writ-
ten notice on the owner or owners, ten-
ant or tenants of any such lot or tract
of land, requiring them to comply with
the provisions of this ordinance. Should
the person or persons upon whom such
notice is served fail, neglect or refuse
to eut and remove nuch rag weed, poison
ivy, poison sumach or cther noxious or
noisonous weeds within five days after the
service of such notice, the Town of Bel-
leville shall cause such rag weed, poison
ivy, poison sumach or other mnoxious or
poisonous weeds to be cut and removed,
and the netnal cost of such cutting and
removal shall be cevtified by the Health
Officer to the Collector of Taxes and
shall thereupon become and be a len on
('he pxopertv on which such rag weed
poison wy, poison sumach or other noxi-
ous or poisonous weeds were located and
shall be added to and form part of the
taxes next to be assessed on said lot or
tract of Jand and shall he collected and
enforced by the same officer and in the

fot. or who shall violate any of the pro-

With the price of
hamburger meat being raised

- from five to 16 cents per pound,
- they had -a choice of cutting down
on the size of the ’burgers or
raising the price. Most places said
they had observed- that the cus-
tomer would rather pay s move
and still get what he used -tq buy
for a dime.

. At Harry Byrne's diner it was
admitted that they are deducting

coffee -and sugar,

a bit from each batch of coffee to
make it last longer, but the cus-
tomers patriotically don’t seem to
objeet. However, unlike some
places, the diner does not limit
coffee  drinking to certain hours
nor has a one-cup limit been set
as yet. The price of hamburgers
has been upped a nickel,

Haffner’'s hamburgers are at
the 15-cent mark. Coffee is served
at all hours, but only one cup to
a customer. At Carrigan’s, on
Washington avenue at Overlook,
they’re serving coffee until it is
gone, but attempt to hold most of
it for defense workers going on
night shifts. They've raised the
hamburger price, and offer the
opinion -that it wil* be hard to
deal with the meatless Tuesday
problems since they cater to a
group of meat eaters who don’t
like substitutes. However, they'll
attempt to satisfy their appetites
with egg, fish and other assorted
dishes. .
€Still holding out with ham-
burgers at the old 10-cent price
and coffee at all hours is Rut-
ger’s luncheonette, but Jack's at
Union avenue and. Joralemon
street limits the customers 1o one
cap and won’t serve any after 2
p.m. They've held hamburgers at
10 cents, although their margin
of profit has been cut down by the
increased price of the meat. Their
patrons are accepting the nreat-
less ‘Tuesday plan, being content
to eat chicken chow -mein, meat-
less stews and liver.

Is Dead

(The following article, entitled “Bill Jones Is Dead,” appeare:d
in Roe Fullerson’s “My Personal Page” in a recent issue of the
Kiwanis Magazine.

Bill Jones is dead. Bill Jones
‘had just graduated from agricul-
tural college. He was ambitious to
put into action all he had learned
.about conseryation of soi],‘ better
breeding of cattle, rotating crops
because his dad’s farm was in

> pretty bad shape. When war
came Bill enlisted in the Army.

Bill went to the Philippines and
the little town where he wds bil-
leted was overrun by a horde of
Japs. Bill fought as long as he
~could and then, under orders, sur-
rendered. They tied his hands he-
hind him and a Jap soldier started
-to rape a white woman. He had
torn her blouse off when Rill
kicked him in the belly, and three
Japs waiting their turn rammed
their bayonets into Bill's guts.

This happened dbout the
time you were telling the foll:s
at your house that it was all
darned mnonsense to ration
sugar because eake and candy
werd certainiy o diet for soi-
diers.

Bill Jones is dead. He was a
soda -jerker in a small town, and
when the bands blared and the
flags fluttered, Fe
‘tne Navy. They put him on a tor-
pedo beat. He learned to wear his
hat on the corner of his haad, and
to roll when he walked. Then his
boat got into a scrap down in the
South Seas. Bili stood by his gun
-and laughed as he fired it, but a
shell hit the deck beside Bill.
When he tried to pull hmiself to
his feet, he saw that his right
arm was in the scuppers five fiat
away. He reached for his gun with
his left hand, and then things
went black. The list of the ship
roiled a dead sailer into the scup-
pers where his dismembered arm
lay. Tts extended thumb touched
the tip of his nose, so that in
death as in life, Bill was thumbing
ﬁls nose at the Jap ship that got

This was just the same day
that you were raising hell be-
cause  they were vationing
gusoline, -and for fear you
couldn’t drive up to the lale
to go ‘fishing every weelend
this  suwmmer, you hid four
cans of gasoline in your
garage.

Bill Jones is dead. Bill’s dad
had a lot of money, and when
Bill wanted his own plane, dad
bought it for him. Bill was a wild
devil, driving a car out of all rea-
son and flying a piane the same
way, and getting drunk too often.
But he was the first man in his
town to respond to the Air Corps’
call for fliers.

Bill got into a dog fight over
the English Channel. There were
six German planes, but with a
“Tallyho!” Bill dived into tho’
bunch of them. He got two before
a third one sent a burst of bullets
into his baek that also cut him in
half, but he held on to the stick
until he rammed the fourth plane
and went down with it locked in
the flaming embrace of death.

This  happened about the

Bill Jones is dead. Bill was a

The fist full of fighting fools
charged a machine gun nest, and
Bill had just taken careful aim
and let go with a hand grenade
when another machine caught
him.

Bill Jones is dead. Bill was a
football player who had gocd pros-
pects as professional coach at a
good small college. Then came
Pear] Harbor. Bill used soms= foot-
ball language and headed for
town to sign up with the para-
chute troops. He did all right

Bill got action in an air raid in
enemy country. He hit the ground
with a dozen of his 'pals and raced
to where their machine guns and
grenades had landed near them.
Fuily eguipped, they made for a
nearby farm house from which
bullets were spraying like water
out of a garden hose.

Six of those machine gun bullets
fairly cut Bill’s legs off, but he
lay on his belly in the mud and
get two Heinies. Bill”s last words
were, “Of all the damn fool luck?

That wus the time you were
telling the boys at the poker
game that the union rucke-
teers and the munition wani-
facturers were malking for-
tunes oui of this war, when
we had no husiness getting
into it in the first place.

Bill Jones is dead. Bill was an
uneducated clam digger on the
New England coast but he knew
abhout boats. He had only one eye
and the - uniformed ranks would
not take him so he shipped on a
tanker. His ship was bringing oil
up the coast when a German pig
boat came up out of the slime and
sent a torpedo into the hull amid-
ships.  The freighter burst into
flames and Bill went over the side
into the burning cil.

When he came to the surface, a
machine gun was practicing on the
bobbing heads. When the bullets
hit Bill’s head, it burst open like
a dropped egg. His charred bullet-

riddled body sank beneath the
surface. '

Cites Youth For Conduct When His Ship Was Tor-
| pedoed TLast Spring: Is Awarded Silver Star; James
Duncan Jr. Member Of Sunken Destroyer's Crew

The navy department has awarded a silver star meilal to Cox-~
swain Harry C. Fredericks, missing in action, in commending him
for his conduect as the leader of an armed guard crew during the
‘torpedoeing and sinking of a merchant vessel on May 19, 1941.

The commendation was received by Fredericks’ parents, Mr. and
Montgomery place. It was signed
by Secretary of the Navy I'rank Knox.

Young TFredericks, who was 26,
L was yeported missing in -action
i after a merchant vessel was tor-
pedoed in the Carribean sea by a

Nazi submarine. The vouth first
entered the navy in 1938 and was

honorably discharged in Decem-
ber, 1940. Before 7ne returned to

the “service, he was employved by

the Federal shipyard in Kearny.
He has two brothers, Wiliilam

and Clifford, who are sergeants

in the army. Recently, when a
service flag was raised in the
Soho section, a gold star was

placed on it in his honor. How-
ever, the navy records still show
him as only missing.

HOLD CHANUKAH
OBSERVANCE

Traditional Festival To Open
Tonight; Religious School
Program Sunday

The annual observance of Cha-
nukah, the Jewish: festival of
lights, will begin tonight and con-
tinue to December 10. The holiday
festivals in the Jewish calendar
because its observance is not men-
tioned in the Bible.

Rabbi Rubin R. Dobin, of Con-
gregation Ahavas Achim in ex-
plaining the meaning and customs
of the holiday said that according
to the Jewish calendar, Chanukah
falls on the 25th day of Kislev. It
is celebrated in commemoration of
the courageous campaign waged
by the Maccabaens of old against
the overwhelming hordes of Anti-
ochus Epiphanes when he sought
to conquer Palestine in the. year
165 B. C. The holiday is also
known as the feast of dedication
to remind Jews of the purification
and rededication of tl.z holy tem-
ple in Jerusalem three years after
it was defiled by the Syrian gen-
eral and king.

It is observed eight days because
of the miracle wrought when a
flask of holy oil for the temple,
which wunder ordinary circum-
stances should last but one day,
burned for eight days until new
oil could be obtained.

Candlelighting Ceremony

Chanukah is prineipally ob--
served in the home and syna-
gogue by the lighting of Chanu-
kah candles set in an eight-
branched Menorah, with an addi-
tional holder for the “Shammos”
or the servant candle. The custom
is to light one candle the first
night, two the second night and so
on, The lighting is prececded by the
chanting of appropriate blessings
and the singing of the popular

hymns, “Haneros Hailalu,” and
“Mooz Tsur.”

Interesting customs are ob-
served during the holiday. The
children receive Chanukah gifts,
they play a game, “trendel,” a tee-

totum,, with Hebiew lettering om
its sides. It is a traditicn to eat
“latkes,” small potato vancakes
on the evening of the holiday.
Among the observances planned
by the local Jewish community 1s a
Chanukah service to beheld tomor-
row night at 8:15. Rabbi Dobin
will officaite and preach on “Pa-
gans in our Temple:” The various
club groups who meet in the syna-
gogue will hoid Chanukah pro-
grams, The main event in the heli-
day observance will be the annual
Chanukah festival given by the
pupils of the religious school on
Sunday afternoon at 2. It will be
held in the social hall of the con-
gregation in Washington avenue.
