OF TIN CANS

State Report Shows Many
Smaller Towns Lead
Belleville

Piqued by the knowledge that a
number of smaller municipalities
are well ahead ‘of this town in the
collection of tin cans, the salvage
committee issued a last-minute ap-
peal last night to residents to be
sure to put their tin cans out to
be picked up by the public works
trucks in all parts of town today.

A report reelased by the state
salvage committee yesterday
showed that Belleville ranks 23th
in the state on the gross tonnage
of tin-cans turned in from March
15 to December 81, 1942. A total
of 3,015 tons of tin cans has been
sent to the detinning plants in
Carteret and. Sewaren. Belleville
has contributed 21.578 tons.

Heading the list is Newark with
a return of 441 gross tons. It is
follewed by Jersey City, Trenton,
Elizabeth and Plainfield, which
yanked fifth.

These leaders are trailed in or-
der of tons turned in to the plants
by Perth Amboy, Paterson, Cam-
den, Passaic, Bayonne, East Or-
ange, Woodbridge, Monteclair,
Westfield, Clifton, Hoboken, Ma-
plewood, North Caldwell, Summit,
Hackensack, -Roselle,” Cranford,
North Plainfield, Nutley, South Ox-
ange, Linden, Irvington and Belle-
ville.

The report does not include tin
can returns which have been made
by some communities, including
Belleville, through beverage firms.
