of the garden-type apartm en ts 
voted down by the board of com­
missioners two, weeks ago, a fte r  
pressure from  residents in the 
area.

Greylock Gardens Inc, still re ­
ta in s  an option on the property  
and has received an extension 
on priorities since the  FH A  is 
anxious, a spokesman _ sa*d this 
week, to provide additional hous­
ing fo r w ar w orkeis in this area. 
Belleville industries, as p a r t of 
the Newark area, have ie ;e v e d  
a  g ran t of 80 days from  the W ar 
Production Board, to set a vo­
lu n ta ry  mob lization plan m  mo­
tion to prevent the  area  fiom  
being classed as critical.

Residents in the Gieylock sec­
tion objected to the garden ap a r t­
ment, because of the type of peo­
ple it would a ttrac t. I t  is under­
stood th a t th is p ro ject will be 
less restricted. O ther objection to 
the apartm ents w ere e imination 
of the dead end stree ts  and a 
decrease in p roperty  values in the 
area, which residents said would 
be occasioned by the apartm ents. 
Robert Gruhin of 126 Bremond 
street, an attorney, represented 
the residents in s ta tin g  the r  ob­
jections and presented petitions to 
the board of commissions rs two 
weeks ago, signed by 172 resi­
dents. The commissioners a t  th a t 
tim e were voting on an am end­
ment to the zoning ordinance pro­
viding for a change of zone from 
Residence B to C, the category in

[ National, Peoples Banks 
[holding Tax Depositories

The F irs t National Bank and the 
Peoples Bank of Belleville now 
have the official withholding tax  
receipt form s and are able to re ­
ceive all deposits of withheld 
taxes. All employers m ust, under 
the new tax  law, deposit .their 
withheld taxes a t least once s 
month, and taxes fo r any one 
month m ust be deposited before 
the  10th of the following month.

Employers do not open a sepa- 
la te  account. They merely de­
posit the am ounts withheld and re ­
ceive an- .official receipt. No de­
posit form  is required, and de 
posits may be made in cash or by 
eheek. Cheeks should be made 
payable to the individual bank.

A fter the deposits are made, it 
is the bank’s job to see th a t the 
taxes are forw arded to the T rea­
sury departm ent. On October 31. 
when employers m ust make then- 
first. quarterly  re tu rn s fo r  taxes- 
withheld during the th ird  quar­
te r  of 1943, they will ju st attach 
the ir tax  receipts to the re tu rn  in 
lieu of a paym ent m cash. ■

The rock blasting  crew th a t has 
been noisily engaged on W ash­
ington avenue since la st Friday 
in clearing both sides of the tro l­
ley rails m  preparation  for their 
removal, is working as p a rt of a 
nation-wide reclam ation project to 
provide needed m etal fo r w ar pro­
duction.

The work is under the direct 
supervision, of the Metal Reserves 
corporation, a federally sponsored 
organization which lets contracts 
in definite areas and then sees to 
the disposal of the m aterial to 
w ar p lants in accordance w ith 
allocation recommendations made 
by the W ar Production Board. 
Financed by the Reconstruction 
Finance corporation, M etal Reser­
ves arranges fo r  the salvage of 
such things as trolley rails, ra il­
road tracks, m etal tanks and 
bridges which have outlived the ir 
usefulness.

Working- a t a decided clip, the 
Washington avenue crews which 
started a t the southern town line, 
should have finished one set of 
trac ts bv the f ir s t  of the week. 
James H. Driscoll, senior civil 
engineer in the sta te  highw ay de­
partm ent, who is supervising the  
ra il rem oval on s ta te  highw ays in 
n ;ne counties, estim ates th a t the 
ra il removing equipm ent will a r ­
rive in town from  Maplewood by 
the  f irs t  of the week. I t  pulls the 
ra il free from  the concrete base, 
a fte r  which, concrete will he pour­
ed into the gaps to w ithin one and 
one-half inches of the surface. A 
bituminous top will be overlayed.' 
leaving the sta te  highw ay w ith a 
pair of “service stripes,’"’ he de­
clared.

Relaid By Public Service
The rails which were relaid from  

the sides to the center of the 
street by Public Service around 
1925, are being removed here by 
the Victory Rail Remover corpor­
ation of Philadelphia, Pa., a con­
cern which is operating in Essex, 
Union and several South Jersey 
c o u n t i e s .  S tandard B ithulithic 
corporation held the orignal con­
trac t over a year ago, when the 
p ro jec t was started, bu t has since 
tran sfe rred  it  to V ictory Rails.

I t is understood however, th a t 
S tandard  Bithulithic will provide 
the b’thuminous surface whille 
Victory ra ils  will pour the con-

MUTUAL AID PLAN
FOR DEFENSE
Council Receives OCD Outline Of 
Area And Regional Assistance 
In Raid Emergency

The emergency control plan de­
vised by the S tate  Office of Civii- 
ian  Defense was discussed a t the 
Monday nigh t m eeting of the de­
fense council. In  the a ir  fo r some 
time, it is the f irs t  directive re ­
ceived by the local council, ex­
plaining the m utual assistance 
plan set up for supplying equip­
m ent and aid in  the  event of an 
a ir  raid  emergency.

Antonelli Garden Example 
of Thriving Program Here
“Back To Soil” Move Has 
k e p t  Town As Amateurs 
Get Astonishing Results

The “ back to the soil” move­
ment, which has swept over Belle­
ville in a contagious wave this 
summer is now awing m any of its 
new recruits with the profusion 
of vegetables they have succeeded
n glow mg

Although, they are a few  com­
munity projects the m ajority  of 
Victory gardeners have spaded up 
their own back yards or lots ad­
joining their p roperty , fo r  their 
first real “farm ing” effort.

Typical of the town-wide p lan t­
ing, grubbing and hoping is th a t 
which goes on in the form al fa rm ­
ing p ro jec t of the  Michael An- 
tonellis of 16 Continental avenue. 
The lot next to their house, nor­

mally profuse in flowers, segm ent­
ed w ith its walks m eeting a t righ t 
angles, is now producing quanti­
ties of vegetables th a t will assure 
no food shortage at, least in their 
household, nex t w inter.

The garden fu rn itu re  in the m id­
dle of the p lot provides an op­
portunity  fo r  the fa rm ers” to get 
a leisurely view of th e ir  efforts. 
Instead of the frag rance of sum ­
m er blooms, they are enjoying* the 
satisfaction of seeing scores of to ­
mato plants p reparing  to deluge 
them  w ith enough canning pro­
ducts to  keep them busy fo r a 
w-eek. The corn, form ing a sort of 
back-drop a t the end of the gar­
den, is tasseling, and Mrs. A nton­
elli re la tes th a t she has already 
canned quantities of string* beans 
from  the patch, which boasts of 
oupper-- brussels sprouts, broccoli-

cauliflower, cucumbers and po ta­
toes, fo r company.

Profit By Experience
Some of those \vho are harvesting 

crops for the first time, have dis­
covered th a t they either planted 
too deep or planted too much, 
as well as other fac t gleaned from  
neighbors and experience.

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Public Glad Vacancy Is Fill ed
Jn the mir’st of the aftermath of specula­

tions and inferences cn the probable lineup 
of the board of commissioners now that this 
alignment breaking appointment of Ray­
mond Mertz has been made is a general 
feeling' of satisfaction that the vacancy has 
at last been filled.

The 10 month old vacancy is cne that 
should never have been permitte 1 to oc' ur, 
in spile of lack of enforcement provisions 
in the Walsh act. The five derailments 
are so arranged that each ne., ds a head, 
and no one commissioner should have the 
responsibility of running two at the same 
time.

becoming increasingly unreasonable. Rumor 
lias two or three other answers.

In any ev,ent, the final outcome has 
brought about at least a temporary har­
mony on the board. The new commies oner, 
popular with the townspeople, has a reputa­
tion for fa :r and honest dealing. He wi 1 
it is understood, be an independent factor 
in voting according to his own convictions, 
without the aid of alignments. Joe King, a 
veteran board member should also make 
an able Public Safety head, for he is fami­
liar enough with town operation after his 
years of service as director cf public af­
fairs.

The new appointmnet is in response to the 
people of Belleville who h a v e  through the 
deadlock, been stirred to a keener interest 
in town affairs. It is hoped that they will 
continue that interest in town government 
and become more acutely aware of the ser­
vices being performed for them by the com­
missioners.

TELLS PU N S FOR 
POST-WAR ERA
Mayor, In WHN Broadcast, Also 
Explained Valu’e Of Attracting 
Industries To Town

The plans of Belleville indus­
tries for the post w ar era and 
the town program  which has lu r­
ed new industries to locate here 
were discussed by Mayor W illiams 
in a broadcast over WHN on Mon­
day evening, over the S tate  and 
N ation Forum  sponsored by the 
S tate  Good-Will Commission.

The Mayor explained to com­
mission member, Harold J. Adonis, 
th a t several local industries are 
in the forefron t with new pro­
ducts to be produced a fte r  the 
war. He told of the plans # being 
form ulated by M artin F. T iernan 
of .Wallace and Tiernan and H arry  
Specht of Eastwood-Nealley to 
have some local industries m anu­
fac tu re  certain products for 
others. Ifc cited the post w ar pro­
gram  prepared for public works 
if needed, and stated th a t  the 
town is in a financial position to 
w eather a reasonable post w ar 
production conversion period.

in  explaining the program  
launched to make Belleville an 
attractive home for industries, the 
Mayor stated the reason was the 
heavy debt burden and operating 
costs carried by the town which 
would be “too heavy fo r many 
years for the taxpayers unless new 
"resources were created.”

Five thousand dollars was 
placed in the annual budget for 
advertising he said, which has 
brought good results. Industries 
seeking a new home were a t tra c t­
ed. he stated, by the established 
debt reduction program  th a t has 
decreased the publ c debt 50 per­
cent in 10 years while “making 
m any public improvements, in 
schools, police, fire  and recrea­
tion.”

O ther factors a ttractive to  in­
dustria lists were c.ted, including 
the cash reserves which were 
built up from  a . “1900 operating 
deficit of $200,000 to a curren t 
cash surplus which on Jan u ary  1 
of this year totaled over $500,000.” 
The M ayor also sta ted  th a t no 
special inducements were offered 
to any prospect, since he declared, 
“tax  concessions to a m anufac­
tu re r  are un fa ir to th a t m anufac­
tu re r ’s competitor w hether in 
Belleville or elsewhere.”

The services accorded prospec­
tive industria lists were enum er­
ated, including those of the town 
engineering departm ent, and a 
number of surveys such as labor- 
m arket, transporta tion , w ater an ­
a ly s t .  home availabilty and. site 
layouts.

Exam ple of the benefits to the 
town was cited by the Mayor in 
W alter Kiddc company which is 
paying taxes on land, building and 
equipment am ounting to $83,000 
he said, in comparison to the  for­
mer land taxes of $3,000. This. 
,he stated, would pay the total 
costs of operating the fire  depart­

H arvesting In Storage; 
Make a Compost P ile.

B y Dr. Charles H. Connors,

L ast week you were told how 
tO' p repare onions for storage. I t  
was recommended th a t when the 
•tops o f ' the onions begin to bend 
over they  were reaching m atu rity  
and th a t the! tops should be b ro ­
ken over with the back of a rake 
o r a broom. While this checks the 
grow th somewhat it perm its the 
bulbs to  m ature. Also th a t as soon 
as the  tops become yellow, which 
takes place a week or two a fte r  
they  h a v e  been broken over, the 
bulbs could be pulled and ripened 
off.

A fte r the tops have tu rned  yel­
low the bulbs should be pulled and 
le f t lying on the ground, usually 
d irectly  in  the rows b u t spread 
out. They are le ft tha t way in the 
sun fo r a day or two so as to con­
tinue the drying and curing pro­
cess tha t started  when the tops 
w ere broken over.

A fter a day or two in the sun, 
or when the tops seem fairly  well 
dried or “ripened off," cut the tops 
with a pair of scissors or a very 
sharp knife. A good way to handle 
them  is to take the  neck of each 
bulb between the thumb and fo re­
finger, both aga inst the bulb, and 
make thci cut ju s t above the fin- 
gei'S.^-This will leave about one 
inch ! of the top attached to the 
bufik Place aside those bulbs th a t 
havlr thick necks. These are called 
“scullions" by old English g a r ­
deners and should be used first as 
theyjw ill not save well.

The bulbs should then be placed 
in slatted crates, loosely woven 
bags or any slatted  container such 
as a poach basket, to perm it good 
a ir circulation. These containers j 
a re  then placed in an open . shed 
or garage. F ree a ir circulation is 
necessary to allow the escape of j 
the m oisture from  surface drying 1 

id from  curing. When cold wea- j 
ie£ .approaches, the containers 

be moved to their final j 
,. place which should be fa ir- j

j’y  dry, dark  and cool, bu t w here ‘ 
¿fhe tem perature will not approach 
■ freezing, as onions are easily in­

ju red  by frost. The onions should 
be stored a p a rt from  any  other 
vegetables th a t m ay absorb the 
Odor.

organic m atter you can secure fo r 
your garden nex t year as th is is 
one of the very im portan t con­
stituen ts of any garden  soil. One 
way to obtain this is to  conserve 
very bit of such m a tte r you can. 
As you remove you r plants a f te r  
their crop has been harvested, pile 
them up in some place which will 
not be too conspicuous. W eeds 
may be used if they  are n o t in 
seed. K itchen w aste, grass clip­
pings and succulent hedge prun- 
ings, also will help augm ent the 
supply.

Place this m aterial in  succes­
sive layers a foo t thick. T read 
each layer down and pu t on a 
sprinkling of pulverized lim estone 
and V ictory Garden fertilize r to 
hasten decay. Cover each layer 
with a thin layer of soil. Keep the 
top flat o r slightly concave to 
catch and re ta in  m oisture, and 
m aintain the sides as nearly  ver­
tical as possible. Pile it up to a 
height of fo u r to five feet, if  you 
like.

By following this practice you 
will accum ulate a surprisingly 
large am ount of partly  decayed 
organic m a tte r to be dug into the 
garden nex t spring. I f  the  w inter 
is mild, it would pay you to re ­
tu rn  this m aterial over in the Iat-c 
w inter o r early  spring, as soon as 
the fro st is ou t of it. This is done 
by cu tting  down vertically  and 
nlacing it again in a sim ilar pile 
By this means, the m ateria l if 
mixed thoroughly arid decay is 
hastened.

Garden M aintenance

The cLlef tasks in the garden 
now are .keeping the weeds down 
an^l w at/n ing  for insects.

■jis'the hoe, rake or scuff hoe 
w orking to m aintain the dust 
mulch so th a t rains th a t fall can 
en ter the soil readily. This opera­
tio n  should be shallow in order to i 
avoid in ju ry  to the roots. The gar­
den should be gone over once a 
week and as soon a fte r a la in  as 
i t  is possible to do so w ithout pud­
dling the soil. This will kill the 
weeds as well as aera te  the soil.

Vigilance is the  keyword with 
respect to  insect control. I f  you 
use dust, it is always ready and 
quickly applied. M orning or late 
afternoon, when the a ir  is still, is 

-the best tim e to apply dust as then 
the m ateria l applied hovers 
around the p lants and is not blown 
away, W atch now especially fo r 
the squash bug and squash vine 
borer.

To keep your corn free  from  
ear worm use a specially prepared 
oil with an insecticide in it. Apply 
this with a pressure oiler or other 
instrum ent th a t has a dosage re ­
gulator, or even a medicine drop­
per. A bout one-quarter of a tea­
spoonful o r 20 drops injected in 
the ear five to seven days afte r 
the- silks appear will be an effec­
tive control.
