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FATHERS INTO 1A 
IMMEDIATELY

Draft Board, Short O f Others, 
Goes To Work To Fill 
October Call
The local draft board will 

begin reclassifying fathers 
from 3A to 1A at once, Miss 
Sadie Slusser, draft board 
clerk, said yesterday, in com 
pliance with Manpower Com­
missioner Paul V. McNutt’s 
announcement on Tuesday 
that the ban on drafting 
fathers will be lifted on

October 1.
McNutt’s surprise announce­

ment, coming on the heels of ac­
tive agitation in Congress against 
draft ng fathers at all, wag is­
sued simultaneously with a direc­
tive from State Selective Service 
headquarters. It stated in part 
“ The director of Selective Service 
directs local boards to reclassify 
ISA's in sequence of ther order 
numbers, classifying • them anew 
without reference to their eligi­
bility for 8A deferment, and to 
proceed with such reclassification 
at which such a rate as is neces­
sary to fill calls.”

It is understood however, that 
fathers in essential occupations 
or farming, will not be called. Con­
gressional opposition has hinted 
that fathers might not be called 
until the first of the year, and 
perhaps not at all, if the casualty 
lists are light. Eased on McNutt’s 
figures and the requirements of 
the armed services which have set 
(»25,000 men as quotas for the 
last three months of the year, 
about 1300,000 8A’s will have to 
enter service. The remainder will 
be made up of IS year-olds and 
reclassified 4F’s and those ter­
minating occupational deferments.

However, the local board is pro­
ceeding with the reclassification 
of 8A\s since it estimates that 
the September call will exhaust 
the present eligibles, leaving only 
fathers to fTl the majority of the 
quotas for the rest of the year.

38 Year-Olds Not Released

Another ruling from state 
headquarters states that men over 
88 years of age who have not 
made application, for release from 
the armed forces before July 1 will 
be retained in service for the 
duration. The draft board has al­
so been instrucfed to check those 
who have already been released, 
on their present occupation. I f  
they are found to be working in 
■an non-essential industry, they 
are subject to recall by the board, 
for active duty.

Formerly, men over 88 were 
released upon application to their 
commanding officer,-, on the pro­
vision that they have a job in an 
essential industry. Since April 1 
however, those over 88 applying, 
have been released but have been 
put in the enlisted reserves, and are 
subject to recall. The new ruling, 
effective as of July T has now re­
scinded the release privilege and 
those reaching their 88th birth­
days are now" in service for the 
duration.

Monday’s draft contingent was 
composed of about two-thirds 
married men without children and 
those with children born after 
September 15, 1942,. Some of these 
were released from \ industries 
through the Manning table which 
is a systematic replacement pro­
cess employed by most local con­
cerns. The remainder of the group 
was made up o f 18 year-olds.

Those who passed their phys­
ical exams Monday are being as­
signed to all branches of'the ser­
vice and men slated for the army 
will receive a three week furlough 
while those in the other services 
will await call which is .usually 
within a week or two. ■

Commissioners Vote $1,000 
For Work; Montgomery Pres­

The work was start­
ed early in the summer by Couzzo 
Brothers, local scavenger concern, 
but has been delayed because of 
shortage of help.

A  plea to raise the present 
strength of 130 Police Reserves to 
200 has been made by Police Chief 
Spatz, head of the reserve unit for 
the defense council. Those who 
are physically fit and not other­
wise engaged in civilian defense, 
are asked to enroll as a protection 
to the homes and town of Belle­
ville.

It is understood that Mayor 
Williams has also expressed "the 
hope that the present organization 
of police reserves can be con­
tinued after the war is over to 
augment the regular Police De­
partment in any emergency which 
might arise and also on special oc­
casions where extra policemen are 
required.

For the past several months, 
members o f the police reserves 
have been patroling the streets, 
principally the main thoroughfares 
of town, practically every even­
ing. These men have not been tak­
ing their night-sticks out for a 
walk, but they have been per­
forming valuable police work for 
the citizens of ¡Belleville in keep­
ing the streets safe.

During this patrol duty, reserve 
police officers have, as example, 
stopped s p e e d i n g  automobiles 
without lights, made the owners 
of improperly parked cars such as 
bars parked in bus stops and in 
front of fire hydrants, move their 
automobiles. They have also es­
corted to their homes, women who 
reported annoyances to them, and 
they have broken up crap games 
on the streets.

No police department is nor­
mally manned for the additional 
requirements thrust upon it by a 
war. Most of the work done by 
the police reserves, like that of the 
regular police, is of a preventive 
rather than a corrective nature.

In recent months, the member­
ship of the police reserves has gone 
down- as men have g'one into mili­
tary service or become otherwise 
unavailable for duty. More volun­
teers are required to fill these va­
cancies. Former soldiers, sailors 
and marines, and men who have 
had other military or naval train­
ing, are especially desirable. Next 
to active duty in the field, it is the 
best service that can be unselfishly 
given to the country and to Belle­
ville.

The reserves meet every Wed­
nesday night for drill and instruc­
tions either at the High school or 
at Cieannan field. During the 
summer months, most meetings 
are held outdoors at Cieannan. 
Field. However, when the weather

The carnival sought by the

He 
was supported by Raymond Mertz, 
newly appointed to the board, who 
recommended that the old ordin­
ance be re-introduced, to prohibit 
future applications for permits.

It specifies a sum of $1,000 pay­
able to the town as a daily license 
fee for the duration of the show, 
and that a $30,000 bond be posted 
before the. opening, as insurance 
against accidents, etc.

Commissioner Noll declared, be 
would stand “ behind the recom­
mendations of the police depart­
ment and the board of health”  in 
the matter, and vote against it.

The other pilot had perished— 
a mangled remains of a once 
youthful blue-eyed, blonde mis­
guided German.

“ Our hottest battle was at the 
vig'nity of El Guettar. After dig­
ging in our position all night as 
we opened up at dawn. At noon 
it was decided to move closer to 
the enemy as he was then out of 
our range. Under henvy artillery 
fire from the enemy’s famous SS’s 
we advanced three miles a’nd dug 
in. We fired thousands of rounds 
in the 12 days that we were here.
I am sure "that our fire played 
havoc w:th the enemy as we were 
t-ell commended. These hills coulu

never have been taken without 
artillery support. Our doughboys 
were up against the toughest 
kind of prepared machine gun 
nests and'gun emplacements. They 
did a swell job contrary to re­
ports that I have read in Time 
magazine.

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The. time has arrived for the 
filial sowings m the garden. In 
tile northern part of New Jersey 
these plantings should be com­
pleted promptly. In the central 
part of the state about August 15 
would be the last date, while in' 
the southern part a week or 10 
days later than that will allow 
sufficient , time for growth to 
maturity o f a few crops.

Looseleaf lettuce, head lettuce, 
spinach, kale, endive (both cuily 
and broadleaved) and winter rad­
ishes are the latest sown crops.

There arecertain precautions 
worth observing w h e n  sowing 
seeds at this season of the year as 
the weather is hot and the soil is 
apt to be dry.

Most of the summer sowings 
will be made in places from which 
■crqps have been removed, that is,

1 .they will follow peas, early beans, 
Spinach and so on. Such soil 
should be dug, and, since it is 
apt to be dry, pains must be taken 
to break it up well and reduce it 
to the fineness necessary for ’ a 
seed bed.

There are several methods of 
treatment that may be recom­
mended. I f  you are going to de­
pend upon existing conditions 
without using some special means 
of ^Eajiection, the best method to 
u&i^^Pito' sow the seeds a little 
faqfler than spring sowing if the 

, sdaUjl dry then cover them with 
. soil’'and tamp is down. Moisture 

is necessary for the geimination 
of seeds and with this simple me­
thod it would be advisable to 
cover the planted row with straw, 
grass clippings or some other 
mulching material in order to 
hold what moisture is present and 
to encourage movement upwaid 
of the soil moisture.

W ater Seeds In

■ A  second method is to water 
seeds in, either with plain wa- 

■J.aiidfar. preferably, with a starter 
. solution made by putting a teacup­

ful of Victbry Garden fertilizer 
■■■'in 12 quarts of water. Open up 
- the furrow or drill to the appro­

priate depth for the size of the 
seeds to be sown, sow the seeds, 
and then carefully water over the 
seeds with the starter .solution

using’ about a teacupful to a foot 
of drill. After this has soaked in­
to the soil,, draw in dry soil to fill 
the drill. I f  the soil is drawn in. 
while water is still standing a 
crust will form on the surface on 
diying and seedlings will have a 
difficult time to emerge. Even 
with this method at this season, 
mulching material over the drill 
will assist the processes required 
for germination.

Careful watch should be kept, 
and as soon as the first seedlings 
emerge, the mulching material 
should be removed in order that 
the seedlings will not be “ drawn 
up,” as in this stage they may be 
killed by the sun or by drying 
winds..,

Sp6>. Seeding

Another method of seeding that 
can be practiced to good advant­
age with plants that have to be 
spaced several inches apart is 
what may be called spot seeding. 
Kale plants, for instance, should 
stand 16 inches apart in the row. 
Instead of sowing a continuous 
stream of seeds to be thinned la­
ter, two or three seeds are taken 
between the thumb and forefinger 
and placed at intervals of 16 
inches. Lettuce may be spotted 
in the same way 12 inches apart. 
This can be done in the furrow or 
drill, or if the soil is well pre­
pared, using a garden line as a 
guide, the seeds can be placed at 
the appr opriate .depth by thrust­
ing the holding into the loose soil, 
covering upon removal and giving 
gentle pressure.

When the seeds have germinated 
and reached a suitable size, the 
excess plants should be removed. 
This method not only assures prop 
er spacing but is also an econ­
omical use of seeds.

Watering the Garden

Watering the garden has not 
been mentioned very often in 
these articles because there have 
been fair amounts of rainfall and 
in such circumstances applying 
water with a hose or watering can 
usually is not : necessary, except 
when transplanting. Tillage , and

mulching do much to conserve 
soil moisture.

Seldom will an inexperienced 
person do a good job of watering 
with the hose held in the hand be­
cause to do a really good job re­
quires time. Sprinkling the soil is 
harmful in that it. moistens only 
the upper layer of the soil. This 
moisture soon dries out but the 
feeding roots will grow toward 
the moisture and will be injured 
when the soil does dry. There is 
no harm in syringing the tops of 
plants late in the day when it is 
hot to wash off dust and refresh 
the plants. Even this must be done 
cautiously when the nights are 
cold as the moisture on the leaves 
may make conditions favorable for 
the development of mildew.

I f  you must water, soak the soil 
to a depth of six inches or so. A 
good way to do this is to place a 
board upon the soil and allow the 
delivery end of the hose to lie on 
this. Contact with the board 
spreads the water without spat­
tering.

From Garden To Shelf
Lining Up The Limas

Shelled snap beans, limas, and 
soy beans harvested during these 
late summer months are easily 
canned, frozen, dried, or brined. 
Although the shelling is tedious 
and time-consuming, the best plan 
is to aim to preserve the beans 
on the day they are picked.

I f  your bushes or vines are so 
prolific that you can pick a 
bushel of beans at a time, you will 
be able to can or freeze 16 to 20 
pints. You can estimate the yield, 
too, by figuring that each pound 
of shelled beans will fill one pint. 
It is recomanended that all shelled 
beans be canned in pint jars in 
order to be certain that the cook­
ing during processing will be tho­
rough.

Soy beans shell more readily 
when the pods have been boiled 
from two to five minutes.

Hot-packed Beans

Wash, the shelled beans and 
grade them for size, canning only 
the youngest and most tender 
ones. Cover the beans with boiling 
water and boil them for five min­
utes. Kill hot pint jars up to with­
in one inch of the top, with beans 
and the liquid in which they were

cooked. Add Vs teaspoon of cook­
ing salt to each pint. Carefully re­
move any air bubbles remaining in 
the jar. Competely seal self-seal­
ing jars or partially seal all other 
types before processing.

Processing in the pressure cook­
er is by far the safest method of 
effecting thorough sterilization. 
Lima beans are processed at 10 
pounds pressure for '50 minutes, 
but soy and shelled snap beans are 
processed for 80 minutes.

Rather than allow any surplus to 
go to waste for lack of a pressure 
cooker, plan to can and process all 
types of beans in a boiling hot 
water bath for 180 minutes. Be 
sure the boiling water covers the 
jar tops by one inch. Begin count­
ing the time -when the water boils 
again after adding the jars. All 
jars of beans processed by this 
method inust be boiled for 10 
minutes before they are tasted or 
served.

Frozen Limas

The several varieties of lima 
beans suitable for freezing are 
Fordhook, New Improved Bush, 
Challenger, and King of the Gar­
den. Freshness is as important a 
factor in assuring a high quality 
frozen product as is canning 
Plan to freeze only tender, green 
beans.

As usual, the beans must be 
blanched either in steam or in a 
large quantity of boiling water to 
inactivate the enzymes present and 
kill some of the micro-organisms 
adhering to the food. Tiny beans 
are boiled for one minute, medium 
ones for IV s minutes, and the 
larger ones lor two minutes. 
Blanching in steam requires once 
and_ half as long as blanching in 
boiling water. Bearin' counting’ the 
time when the water boils again 
after adding the vegetables, which 
have been placed in «, itugc square 
of cheesecloth oi’ a fine-meshed 
wire rack.

A fter boiling them, plunge the 
beans quickly into the- ice water, 
leaving them there until their 
temperature reaches 60 to 70 de­
grees Fahrenheit.

Fill moisture-vapor-proof con­
tainers with the beans, seal, and 
freeze immediately at minus 10 
degrees Fahrenheit either in your 
home freezing unit or at a locker 
plant.

Dried and Brined Limas

Both immature and fully ma­
ture beans may be dried. The 
white, mature limas may be left 
on the plant until they are tho­
roughly dry, but directions for 
drying the young green ones 
should be obtained from the cir­
cular “Food Preservation by Dry- 
ing,”  which is available at your 
County Extension Service office.

Additional tender lima beans 
left in the pods may be preserved 
in a strong brine solution. Full di- 
lections are given in “ Salting and 
B±mmg,M another circular availa­
ble at the Extension Service office.
