asking if they will allow ingress
on the property.. Should they con-
sent, Hugh Welsh, deputy public
works director, estimated that it
would eost approximately $15,000
for the condtruction of walls on
poth sides of the river the town
of about 100 feet in length east-
erly frem the bridge and westerly
100 feet to meet the existing walls
at the Bloomfield town line.

The $15,000 figure is - prefaced
on an agreement with the yeast
company for use of their property.
If the acquisition of land is nec-
essary, the cost would of course,
be greatly increased.

An ordinance appropriating
$58,000 for . similar work was
voted down by the commissioners
Iast October because of indecision
on the part of Bloomfield on how
it would cope with the flood con-

trol problem along its section of

the stream. The yeast company
through counsel protested a re-
vised plan in January, which pro-
vided for wall eonstruction from
the Bloomfield town line approxi-
mately 110 fect east to the Wil-
lett strect bridge on both sides of
the stream and easterly 15 feet
o each side.

The counsel zaid at that time
that the 15 foot abutment would
create a. hazard that would be
passed on to the plant property
and that it would endanger the
companv hoiler room which is at
river level. By reducing the
stream from 55 {o 85 feet, he
claimed that the velocity of the

water would be greatly increased.

WOMEN SHOWING
RESPONSE TO WAR
JOB APPEAL

Manpower Committee Is Busy
Tabulating Results So Far,
In Campaign.

The women of Belleville are
beginnin> to respond to the ap-
peal of the Community Manpower
Mobilization committee headad by
William J. Orchard, Wallace and
Tiernan official, a spokesman for
that organization -declared, this
week. - The town’s quota of 696
women in the tri-county ‘‘apron
brigade” proposed to invade the
war piants of the area to step up
vital production, is being. checked
for tabulated results at the New-
ark office this week.

The voluntary recruiting cam-
paign was proposed by manufac-
turers in the Newark area to pre-
vent it from being declared cri-
tical- by the War Production
board, and the gradual infiltration
of women -into the 50,000 jobs
that need filling it is hoped, will
he accomplished by January 1.
If women do not respond to the
appeal which was prefaced by the
‘establishment of a 48 hour week,
no new contracts will be let in
thig area. :

The Belleville Employment cen-
ter  operated by the Belleville
Manufacturers’ association at 136
Washington avenue, has now been
converted to the use of the Man-
power  Mobilization committee and
is renamed, “War Job heﬁlquar-
tars.,” Horace.

“The riveting work involves the
handling of a pneumatic riveting
gun that is about the size of a
portable electric  food mixer, al-
though the vibration is much
greater. When the rivet is insert-
ed in the hole drilled by a port-
able drill the riveting gun is
brought. up-against the rivet head,
with a block of metal held on the
opposite side for the purpose of
clinching it. '

~ “The. work is less tiring than
many duties performed daily by
the average housewife.

“The assembling work at the
show is done by placing two pieces
of aluminum in a holder that
is known -as ‘a jig. While these
two metal pieces are thusly held,
cross braces are placed between
them and fastened securely so
that when the work is completed,
the assembly becomes an imper-
fect triangle with cross braces
‘through the center of it. ‘While
this operation does not find its
counterpart in household work, it,
too, is done with no greater effort
than jobs the average ‘woman per-
forms many times each day in her
home.”

While many of these classes of
work may sound strange to the
average woman, the duties in-
volved are comparatively simple.
Orchard stated. Special training
courses are offered by manufac-
turers throughout this district,
with wages being paid while learn-
ing. Many of the occupations,
however, require little or no pre-
vious experience or traininig.

Recruiting cehters are now set
up in strategic locations for the
purpose of furnishing women with
complete information about jobs
available, as well as how to handle
applications.

GREYLOCK GARDEN
PRESENTS PLAN
N TWO WEEKS

Coogan As Volkening Con-
sultant, Permitted To Apply
Over Gruhin's Protest

Originally scheduled for Tues-
day evening, a two weeks’ post-
ponement was granted by the
board of commissioners to John
F. Coogan, realtor, who has been
yetained as consultant by the
Volkening ‘estate for the introduc-
tion of a revised amendment to
the zoning ordinance. If passed, it
would allow Greylock Gardens
incorporated to build garden type
apartments on a small portion of
the 20 acre tract.

. Postponement of the second ap-
rlication of +the builders was
granted by the board after the
protests of Robert Gruhin of
125 Bremond street a lawyer
representing the Greylock resi-
dents, who charged that Grey-
lock Gardens is “frying by devious
methods to infiltrate,” and who
declared that a first reading
“should not be allowed.”

Coogan, realtor and consultant
with offices at 140 Washington
avenue, had advised the commis-
sioners that the revised plan of
the builders would be presented
with his proposal for the change
of zone at Tuesday night's meet-
ing. However, since the builders
had been delayed in compiling
their material for presentation, the
postponement was reguested. If
the amendment passes first read-
ing, another public hearing ecan
then be held, in which Coogan will
explain to the commissioners and
the citizens, the details of the plan
and answer objections.

Gruhin ijects

Gruhin, not waiting for the for-
mal presentation, declared that
the whole issue had been voted
against once before and should
not be allowed to come up again.
“It is ridiculous that week after
week, the people have to have an

FALSE CASUALTY
REPORTS BY ENEMY

Red Cross Warns Of Subver-

1 sive Methods Being Used

: In This Area

Reports received at local Red
Cross headquarters show that Nut-
ley is within the operating zone of
enemy agents seeking to  under-
mine American morale by sending
false casualty reports to service-
men’s families.

Acting on instructions from
headquarters, B. Thomas Aitken,
Belleville Red Cross chairman, has
asked the relatives of servicemen
not to be disturbed by unauthor-
ized reports of this kind coming
from sources other than the War
and Navy Departments. Those who
veceive these reports from unau-
thorized sources are asked to no-
tify local Red Cross headquarters
at 3893 Washington avenue, so0
that the information may be for-
warded by the Red Cross to the
nearest FBI office. )

“Any casualty notificaton re-
ceived by servicemen's faniilies
over the telephone,” says Chair-
man Aitken, ““is open to question
since it is not the policy of tae
War or Navy departments to
transmit such messages by tele-
phone. In certain cases, these re-
ports have come to servicemen's
families indirectly, through rumors
‘or hearsay, which are diffieult to
trace.

Report It To Red Cross

“Qince tiie FBI is anxious to run
down the source of this enemy ae-
tivity, any Belleville resident who
veceives or hears of unauthorized
reports of this kind is ssked to
eive the Red Cross the most de-
tailed and specific information ob-
tainable. The Red Cross makes ne
offort itself to investigate these
reports but turas them over to the
FBL.”

The Belleville Chapter also ad-
vises relatives or friends of men
missing in action to place no faith
whatever in the reliability of re-
ports from foreign broadeasis pur-
porting to give information about
captured American prisoners of
war. There have beem many in-
stances in which enemy statements
have been proved to be gross dis-
tortions of the facts or complete
fabrications. For this reason, the
operators of short wave receiving
sets who get this alleged informa-
tion are asked by the Red Cross to
make no attempt to relate the con-
tents of these broadcasts to rela-
tives or friends of the prisoner
concerned.

The War Department monitors
all short wave broadcasts from
enemy territory and tells the near-
est of kin about such reports, ad-
vising them at the same time of
the Wegree of veliability to be
placed therein. The War Depart-
ment makes every effort to release
immedintely all available informa-
tion about persons missing in ac-
tion. No credit should he placed
in any other reports of missing
U. S. military onnel.

Relatives and ifriends reeeiving

‘unofficial information on Ameri-

can troops alleggd to be prisoners
of the enemy should communicate
with the War o} Navy department

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MIELE POINTS TO |
LACK OF VOTERS

Concerned Over Scant Regis-
tration For Primaries
On Next Tuesday

With the primaries slated for
next Tuesday, Anthony P. Miele,
commissioner of registration, has
expressed alarm over the fact that
large numbers of personms in Es-
sex county who are qualified to
register, have failed to do so.

Registrations and transfers
were closed on August 23 for vot-
ing in Tuesday’s primaries when

lymen and state and county com-
mittees will be elected. Polling
places will be open in all districts
of the town’s four wards from 7
a.m. to 8 p.m.

However, Town Clerk Mrs. Flor-
ence Morey is continuing to take
registrations and tranfers for
eligibility to vote in the general
election on November 2. Those
who wish to register or transfer
may do so any week day at her
office in town hall between 9:30
am. and 4:30 p.m. Her office will
also be open continuously next
Wednesday and Thursday from
9:30 a.m. to 9:30 p.m.

Large numbers of persons in
the county who are qualified to
register have failed to do so,
Miele said this week, and pointed
out that thousands of persons are
passing up their opportunity to
register which would make them
eligible to vote in the general
election. He has ohserved that
thousands of new residents due to
the great influx of war workers,
are not- being reflected in the
registry lists. .

“I appreciate that many of our
citizens are busily engaged in the
various branches of the war ef-
fort,” he declaved, ‘“but they
should not forget that free elec-
tions .are one of the essential
characteristics of our democratic
form of government. The contin-
uatiom - of our free principles,
partieularly during the present
perigd of em_egé’téncy, is of the ut-
most importange. ‘ o

“The country is now in the sec-
ond ~vear of total war which is
being fought to protect and in--
sure the many principles we are
now privileged to enjoy,” he said.

SUMMER DIMOUT
YEAR 'ROUND
Public Observance Necessary
For Continuance Of Relaxed
. Rules, However

Defense Coordinaior Ronald
Brunner has announced that in
accordance with a directive from
sState  OCD  Director Leonard
Dreyfuss, relaxed summer dinwout
regulations will continwe in effect
the year round. The dimouts will
go into effect one hour after
sundown, he said, in warning
that public observance of the re-
laxed rules will be necessary if
they are to remain in effect.

A summary of the dimout rules
includes the proviso that win-
dows may be opened from the bot-
tom, with shades or blinds pulled
down to cover the closed part wf
the window.

The source of light must not
be visible from outside of the
windows and dcors. The source
of light is definied as the actual
electric bulbs or fluorescent tubas
or glass globes which enlose them.
Fixtures .including wall brackets,
ceiling lights, chandeliers, mus:
be shielded toward the outside by
light-proof material.

Lights on porches are permitted
provided the source of light is not
visible outside the porch.

Regulations for stores remain
the same, and the existing rules
controlling the omount of light
must be observed. This must be
strictly observed, Brunner warns,
since there are many stores with
concentrations of light that create
a glow when doors are open, Vi
lating regulations.

Jars Filled with Apples

Since fall apples are usually
stored, canning them wmay seem
like an unnecessary use of jar
space. However, - stored —apples
must be in perfect cohdition to
keep well. Windfall and less per-
fect apples are the ones to sal-
vage to, make into canned apple-
sauce, pie apples, baked apples, or
apple compote. ’

Remember, too, that. these ap-
ples can be utilized to make apple
and mint jelly as well as apple
butter, If you like to inake either
green tomato mincemeat or true
niincemeat, windfall apples are a
good ' source of the chopped ap-
ples often used in those recipes.

Tart apples retain their flavor
better than the more mellow ones.
A 50-pound bushel of apples will
fill about 20 quart jars.

Applesauce -

Applesauce is perhaps the most

readily prepared, because thel|

not be removed. The fruit must
be washed thoroughiy, however, to
remove any spray materials. Cut
out cores which are wormy and re-
move all blemishes with a gener-
ous scoop of the paring knife,
Quarter the fruit and place it over

'a slow fire to soften.

Run the pulp through a sieve or
food mill. Now it can be lightly
seasoned with spices (nuitmeg.
cinnanion, cloves) and sweetened
according to your family’s taste.
Although you are allowed as much
as one-half cup of sugar for each
quart, most homemakers find that
less sugar is more satisfactory.

Reheat the sauce by brihging it
te the boiling point. Pack it to
within a half-inch of the top of
sterile jars, carefully remove air
bubbles, seal according to the type
closure, and process in a boiling
water bath for five minutes. Com-
plete sealing the jars.

In order to prevent their turning

brown while they are being pre-
pared, drop the pared apples in-
to a solution made of two table-
spoons of salt, two tablespoons of
vinegar and one gallon of water.

Frequently apples to be used
for pies are sliced or guartered
then steamed for five minutes to
wilt them before they are packed
into jars. The fruit in the Jjars
may be covered with hot thin
syrup (five eups water and two
cups sugar) or with boiling wa-
ter. The jars are processed in a
hot water bath for 15 minutes. If
yod pack the wilted apples with-
out the addition of liquid, the
processing takes 20 minutes.

‘Whole apples which have been
cored to make apple compote are
simmered until done in a slightly
heavier syruys, to help them retain
their shape when they are packed
into-sterile jars,

Cover the apples with the boil-
ing syrup to within one-half inch
of the top of the jars. Seal for
processing according to the type
closure. Process the jars in a boil-
ing water bath for five minutes.

Hot baked apples, prepared just

table, may be canned and pro-
cessed for the same period of time
as apple compote.
