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CHILD CARE GROUP 
TO HEAR RESUME 
OF SURVEY WORK

‘Sub-Committee Will Report 
On Apparent Need Shown 
In Incomplete Report

The child care committee will 
m eet Tuesday m orning a t 10 
•o’clock in the Community Service 
B ureau  office a t 838 W ashington 
avenue w ith the sub-committee 
fo r a resum e of its  findings so 
fa r , in its la tes t survey to de­
term ine the needs fo r a child care 
center in Belleville.

One hundred and th irty -five 
questionnaires have been d istri­
buted through the schools and 
results tabulated . Mrs. M orris 
Rochlin, chairm an of the commit­
tee, which has functioned for two 
years has stated  th a t of these, 23 
fam ilies reported they  had 32 
pre-school children fo r whom 
they  desired care and 49 school 
age children were also indicated 
by paren ts who would avail 
themselves of the before and 
a f te r  school care which is a p a rt 
of the child care project. T hirty  
more women indicated th a t they 
would like to work if nursery  
care was available. To the query, 
“ Who cares for your children who 
are  too young to go to school 
while you w ork?” 77 replied th a t 
they depended on neighbors, 
g randparen ts, other relatives, 
fa th e rs  who are  n igh t workers 
and, in a few cases, paid help.

The child care group, p a r t of 
the community w ar services dp- 
vision represen ting  religious, ed­
ucational and social, elements in 
the town as well as industry  and 
leading council executives, under 
whose jurisdiction -child care is 
supposed to be established in w ar 
need areas, m et w ith the board 
of education on September 1. The 
school body, whose sponsorship 
would assure the child care com­
m ittee of a F  ederal g ran t 
through the  provisions of the 
Lanham  Act, asked fo r an up-to- 
date p icture of the need in Belle­
ville for such a center. *

An im portan t p a r t  of the su r­
vey depends on the v isitations of 
Town health  nurses to m others 
of pre-school children who are 
w orking or contemplate work. 
Since th is  inform ation cannot be 
secured until the nurses make 
th e ir  reports for September the 
hoard . of education will w ait for 
th a t figure to  be added to the 
repo rt already subm itted by the 
committee, according to H erbert 
C: Schmutz, school board presi­
dent. , ,

CARNIVAL U W  
SNEAKS IN

Changed Many Times, It 
By Commissioners On 
First Reading

The visiecitudes of the carnival 
ordinance have tem porarily  been 
laid  to rest w ith the adoption of 
ano ther revised form  on first 
reading, by the board of commis­
sioners on* Tuesday night.

O riginally introduced but never 
passed a year ago, i t  came up 
fo r  consideration again, during 
the summer when the American 
Legion attem pted to bring- W eller 
B rothers of Newark to tow n as 
a  money raising  venture.

Aimed a t such shows and not a t 
the  type of carnival th a t would 
be presented by church or f ra te r ­
nal organizations themselves, the 
ordinance places a $1,000 license 
fee and $30,000 bond as prime 
stipulations. Now m inutely des­
cribed, any show m ay come un­
der th is ru ling  which can be 
said to be “a collection of shows, 
exhibitions, perform ances, games, 
tricks, juggling, sleight of _ hand, 
fea ts  of uncommon dexterity , a- 
g ility  of body, or exh ib ition . of 
a sim ilar natu re , grouped together 
and carried on in the open a ir 
or under tem porary-structures fo r 
a short period.”

Violation of the ordinance m ay 
resu lt in im prisonm ent in  the 
County ja il fo r a period not ex­
ceeding 30 days or, a fine of not 
more than  $200 or both. The pro­
visions do not apply however, .to 
churches, religious corporations, 
f ra te rn a l organizations -or incor­
porated  non-profit corporations 
which have been in existence for 
five years prior to application for 
a license.

Executives of th a t committee 
who m et w ith the late commis­
sioner’s son Tuesday were Ken­
neth Smith, chairm an, H arry  
Scott, trea su re r and H arry  Zie­
gler, secretary. Subscribers to 
the dinner fund were notified 
through the press a f te r  Mr. 
C lark 's death th a t the ir dona­
tions ‘would be refunded w ithin 
th ir ty  days if so requested. The 
committee proposed th a t  the sum 
otherwise be used tow ard the pu r­
chase of a second ambulance. 
Very few re tu rns were m ade; but 
a suitable ambulance could not 
be purchased fo r the amount, 
widen was $1,352.05.

To th a t am ount i t  has now 
been decided to add $1303.93, the 
balance of the Belleville Ambu­
lance fund which was sta rted  
several years ago by Commissi­
oner Clark him self fo r the p u r­
chase of a second ambulance.

ASSISTS INDUSTRY 
IN FIRST AID

New Red Cross Member Has 
Installed Units At Walter 
Kidde Plant

Donald H irsch of M ontclair, 
medical adm inistra tor and direc­
tor of f irs t  aid of the W alter 
Kidde and company plants, was 
recently made a member of the 
f irs t aid committee of Belleville 
chapter, American Red Cross to 
assist local p lants in terested  in  
forming f ir s t  aid- units.

H irsch, who has been w ith the 
Kidde company th ree  years, was 
previously a Red Cross field rep ­
resentative in the  Chicago area. 
He has been f ir s t  aid  instructo r 
of the M ontclair chap ter and has 
also taugh t accident prevention 
and related  subjects. U nder his 
supervision th ree complete f irs t 
aid detachm ents operate in  the 
Kidde p lan t here and th ree more 
are form ing. As m any as 50 
workers operate in each detach­
ment in squads of five. S tretchers 
and f irs t  aid kits are  available 
throughout the p lants and w orkers 
are on call 24 hours a day. Al­
bert Hollihan, one of the earliest 
and m ost active instructors of 
first aid here, is the company’s 
detachm ent coordinator of f irs t 
aid.

O ther Belleville factories and 
plants interested in fpnn ing  pro­
tective units of f irs t aid will be 
assisted by H irsch and the  Belle­
ville chapter’s f irs t  aid commit­
tee. H irsch, who has already  ex­
plained the form ation of un its 
sim iliar to those operating in the 
Kidde . p lan t to Wallace and Tier- 
nan company, incorporated, will 
outline the organization and 
dem onstrate f irs t  aid tactics w ith  
one of his squad to any in te rest­
ed executive.

These f ir s t  aiders, who have 
received advanced as well as 
standard  train ing , a r e  p u t  
through practice tests twice- each 
■month. The Kidde plants are con­
sidered outstanding in th is area 
in the promotion of safety  through 
accident prevention instruction 
'and  f i r s t  aid train ing . No medical 
trea tm en t is given by the detach­
m ents, as the company m aintains 
a complete medical s ta ff. N a tu r­
ally an apostle of safe ty  due to 
the type of .«products m anufac­
tured  there, company is willing 
tha t these f ir s t  aid detachm ents 
should function w herever d isaster 
exists in the locality.

In the case of extrem e disas­
ter in a p lan t here a u n it would 
be dispatched to care for injured 
persons until medical aid was 
available.

APPEAL
Zone Change To Allow Gar­
den Apartment Voted Down 
On First Reading

The second appeal of Greyioek 
Gardens, incorporated for a 
change of zone to perm it the 
erection of garden-type a p a rt­
m ents on the Yolkening tra c t was 
defeated by a unanimous vote of 
the four commissioners present 
a t  Tuesday n igh t’s meeting when 
the am endment to  the zoning or­
dinance was downed on f irs t 
reading.

Commissioner King presided in 
the absence of Mayor Williams 
before about 30 residents of the 
Greyioek section wno were pres­
ent to support the argum ents of 
the ir representative, Robert Gru- 
hin of 182 Bremond street.

John F. Coogan. real estate 
consultant w ith offices a t 140 
W ashington avenue, representing 
the builders, requested th a t the 
am endment he passed on f irs t 
reading so th a t a public hearing 
could be held. He declared th a t 
although he respected anyone’s 
righ t to d iffer with him as to 
whether or not the ayiartment 
project should go through, he be­
lieved th a t his client, H enry Yol­
kening who has been a taxpayer 
for 35 years should be given the 
r ig h t to  a public hearing and a 
“sporting  chance”. He pointed 
out that" all o f the facts concern­
ing the proposal which had been 
altered to affect only seven and 
a h a lf  acres instead of the whole 
20 acre trac t, on W ashington 
avenue a t Greyioek parkw ay had 
been advertised in la s t week’s 
Belleville Times and requested 
th a t these advertisem ents become 
p a r t of the record.

G ruhin R epeats O bjection
Gruhin who had appeared in 

protest two weeks ago when Coo- 
gan requested a  delay in present­
ing the proposal, took the floor 
again in a repetition of his a rgu ­
ments aga inst the project. He 
made it clear th is tim e th a t the 
objection was not to the. a p a r t­
ments but to changing the zone 
which calls fo r two-family houses.

Ripping Coogan’s p r  i n t  e d 
statem ents apart, he declared 
th a t he couldn’t  “find the fac ts .” 
He attacked Coogan’s contentions 
th a t there is a housing shortage 
in Belleville, and quoted from  a 
Gallup poll which indicates in 
five m ajor production areas, th a t 
only one-third to  one-half of the 
w ar w orkers intend to rem ain in 
there presen t communities a fte r 
the war.

He advanced other objections 
and emphasized the fac t th a t the 
residents in the area would ap­
prove the two fam ily homes fo r 
which the property  is now zoned. 
“ I have no objection to ap a r t­
m ent dwellers”, Gruhin stated. 
“They are not obnoxious people 
However, home owners m ake bet­
te r  citizens.

THE NARROW, BUMPY stretch of Main street between Joralemon streei and the Rutgers street 
bridge is shown above, widened and improved as part of a  mile and a  half improvement 
project between the bridge and the Nutley town line. This section, the second, begun on 
July 3, covers a  half mile and was improved a t a  cost of $49,095.45 of which the state s share 
is $33,339.67. The road, formerly 26 feet wide is now 40 feet between granite curbs and has 
an FABC2 surface on a  concrete six inch concrete base. The whole project started last 
November 30, has been done under contract with Thomas Gallo of Irvington and has been 
under the supervision of Commissioner Waters and C. J. Faust, engineer in the Public Works 
department. Total cost has ben $159,302.72 and the town has paid $46,963.05 with the state 
standing the remaining expense. It is understood that the town hopes to transfer the road to 
county as part of its county highway system, since the county owns Main street in Nutley.

McCoy, Veteran of Bizerte 
Gets Purple Heart Award

Next Town Meeting Oct. 13

Former Merchant Marine 
Finds Town Good Place After 
Army Honorable Discharge

A form er M erchant M arine 
who has made fo u r trip s  around 
the world and trekked through a 
score of foreign countries, happily 
returned  to Belleville last week 
a fte r an exhausting trek  through 
N orth  A frica w ith the  U. S. 
A rm y as guide.

H e’s 29 year old Pfc. John 
McCoy of 540 W ashington avenue 
who, as a combat engineer land­
ing with the invasion forces 
under Gen. Patton , helped lead 
the long chase through booby 
trap s  and mines till the Dessert- 
Fox was cornered in his la ir  a t 
Bizerte. Irked a t for being b last­
ed out of the final action, McCoy 
has however, a Purple H eart and 
two regim ental citations fo r b rav ­
ery' as recompense for following 
the hun t up to  th ree days before 
the kill.

He was honorably dischai ged 
from  the Army on September 22 
a t Ashford General hospital, 
W hite Sulphur Springs, V. Va., 
because of wounds received on 
the ou tsk irts of Bizerte while 
clearing mine fields so th a t the 
tanks could move in. An an ti­
personnel mine exploding in a 
group of 15 of the combat engi­
neers killed six outright, and the 
rem aining nine were all seriously 
wounded.

Six s tra ig h t months of combat 
w ithout even weekend furloughs 
occupied those- in the in itial in­
vasion which took place la st Octo­
ber a t Fidelia, Morocco under 
Patton . “A lot of the fellows 
thought th is was tough going,” 
he said yesterday, “B ut i t  was 
only the  beginning. Before the 
campaign ended, we saw tougher 
figh ting  a t K asserine Pass, Gaf- 
-3. El G nettar, Fmi duke. Sed- 
jenane Valley and B izerte.”

FIRE PREVENTION 
IS OBSERVED

Public Safety Director And 
Fire Chief Urge Public 
Check On Hazards

Observance of F ire  Prevention 
week in Belleville beginning next 
Monday has been announced by 
Public Safety D irector K ing in 
conjunction with the observance 
throughout the  country.

S tating  th a t now as never be­
fore, f ire  prevention is a direct 
service to national defense, the 
commissioner cautions townspeo­
ple th a t in o rd e r ' to prevent 
losses there m ust be constant co­
operation between the fire  de­
partm ent and the l’esidents. And 
as im portant as the job of pu t­
ting  out fires, . is the depart­
m ent’s effo rt to  teach people to 
eliminate hazards which will pre­
vent fires from  sta rting , he 
stated.

F ire  Chief Alec Reid in urging 
this periodical and systematic 
checkup points out th a t a check 
oi all electrical w iring units and 
appliances for shorts, fau lty  con­
nections and overloads may save 
many dollars la te r on.

Furnaces, particularly  oil burn­
ers should also be inspected, he 
stated yesterday, as well as gas 
stoves, pipes and connections, to 
eliminate costly fire  hazards.

Well known source of many at 
f irs t undetected fires is the rub­
bish heap the Chief warned, 
where oily rags accumulate and 
often cause combustion. Im prop­
erly stored inflammable liquids 
such as pain t and cleansing sol­
vents can also cause a  hurry  call 
for the fire  departm ent.

“These tips and other common 
sense measures should be heeded 
during F ire Prevention week”, 
Reid emphasized, “and the im­
provements about the home main­
tained during the rem ainder of the 
year. Safety measures which are 
observed can greatly  lessen loss 
and damage to property, since a 
little knowledge, a little effort and 
a little care will make homes 
safe,” he declared.

NOT A FATHER?

When He is In Non-Deferr- 
able Work, Latest Selective 
Service Ruling Says

When is a fa th e r not a fa th e r, 
is becoming an increasingly in­
volved question under N ational 
Selective Service interpretations, 
the local d ra f t board revealed 
th is week.

In spite of the num ber of ra ­
tion books in the family, all reg­
is tran ts  in groups one, two and 
th ree and those in group four 
who were placed in 1A because 
they left agricu ltu ral activities or 
have become engaged in non-de- 
ferrable activities are now to be 
designated as “non-fathers” for 
the convenience of the induction 
center. Only those rem aining in 
group four are  now “legitim ate 
fa th e rs” as f a r  as N ational Se­
lective Service is concerned.

A few cf the new “non­
fa th e rs” will be in the group 
leaving in the October call for 
physicals in Newark tomorrow. 
A small contingent, it will be 
composed of the la st of the avail­
able men in the usual categories. 
The fa the rs included are those 
who had been given 30 days 
notice by the local board to tra n s ­
fer from  the ir non-deferrable oc­
cupations to . essential work and 
who have not complied.

Only m aterial le ft for the No­
vember call aside from  “legiti­
m ate fa th e rs” are 18 year-olds 
coming of age and some men 
who have appealed the ir 1A clas­
sification and who are ordered to 
remain in th a t classification by 
the appeals board.

The d ra f t  board has finished 
th is week, its  month-long inven­
tory  of all classifications ordered 
by National Selective Service 
throughout the country, the f irs t  
check of its kind since the in­
ception of the Selective Service 
Act.

To $ 3 0 0 ,0 0 0  Actually In­
vested In War Bonds

The town has upped its* stake 
in the move to “Back the A ttack” 
by the approval of the  board of 
commissioners on Tuesday night 
of a resolution presented by May­
or W illiams, revenue and finance 
director’, fo r the investm ent of 
an additional $100,000 in  govern­
m ent w ar bonds out of surplus 
funds.

This brings the town’s share in 
governm ent securities to $300,000 
actually  invested. Declared not 
only a patrio tic move bu t a  safe­
guard  for the community by the 
Mayor, he“ has chosen two per­
cent T reasury  bonds w ith eight 
and 10 year m atu rity  dates.

The town already has $200,444 
invested in Series F  bonds, w ith 
h a lf  of th a t am ount purhased last 
Ja n u a ry  and the rem ainder or ini­
tia l purchase being made in 1942. 
The Series F  w ere bought be­
low par a t  74 and accure in 
value w ith a fixed sale price 
over a period of 12 years. They 
bear an in terest of 2.53 per­
cent. The two percent T reasury  
bonds were chosen by the Mayor 
fo r this investm ent smee the gov­
ernm ent prohibits the purchase of 
more than  $100,000 in Series F  
w ithin a 12 month period.

The M ayor stated  yesterday 
th a t w ith surplus town money in 
governm ent bonds serious thought 
will undoubtedly be given to any 
proposed expenditures th a t would 
necessitate th e ir  sale.

I  REMEMBER the day the war started in 
■ 1939 and the sinking feeling it gave me. I 

hoped we could stay out, bijt I f eared we might 
have to get into it.

I said, “If all the countries being threatened 
hy the Axis would just band together, it would 
he over hi no' time—and we wouldn’t have to 
do anything. Why do those countries wait 
until the Axis can grab them off one by one?”

Then came Pearl Harbor and,I said, “Why 
didn’t we do something earlierf Why didn’t 
we throw in our weight at the very beginning? 
Then we might have prevented all this. Now 
we’ll have to fight at a great disadvantage.”

There was a call for workers to man this 
“arsenal of democracy.” I felt the call was for 
me as well as for others, but I hoped I might 
continue living my life as I always had lived it.

I said, “If everybody does his part now, /  
won’t have to go into war work. The battle 
o f production can be won without

Now there’s an immediate need for women 
workers to make vitally needed radio tubes. 
There are a lot of people just like me who up 
to now have been unwilling to give up even a 
few hours a day, at good pay, to do their bit.

I say to myself, “If only they can be urged 
to do it, then I  can stay at home1; /  can sit out 
the war.” . :

But something tells me it’s me that is 
needed. So tomorrow I ’m reporting at the 
RCA plant in Harrison. Working conditions 
are pleasant there. There’s music while you. 
work. The food is good'. There are dances, 
recreation—even a swimming pool. There are 
free medical attention, sick-benefits; group life 
insurance. There are training programs for 
those with no experience. And the pay is good. 
I think I  know at last that the Nazis and Japs 
included me when they attacked the rest of 
the world. So I’m signing up at RCA to­
morrow.

Consider your deeds; pu rify  
your hearts. There is an- Eye 
th a t seeth all th ings; there is 
an E a r th a t heareth all things. 
There is a heavenly Judge with

whom there is no unrighteous­
ness, nor. fo rgetfu lness, nor re ­
spect of persons.”

WHEREAS, by common usage the word 
"Carnival” has come to be applied to 3. 
collection of shows, exhibitions, perform­
ances, games, tricks, juggling, sleight, of 
hand, feats of uncommon dexterity, agility 
of body, or exhibitions of a similar 
nature, any or all of which are grouped 
together and carried on in the open air 
or under temporary structures for a 
short period of time.

The Board of Commissioners of the 
Town of Belleville, in the County of Es­
sex. do ordain :

Section 1. That no person or group of 
poisons, partnership or corporation, shall 
conduct a carnival (the word "carnival” 
to be given the meaning set forth in the 
preamble of this ordinance) in the Town 
of Belleville without first obtaining from 
the Board of Commissioners of the Town 
of Belleville, a license so to do.

Section 2. That the license fee for 
conducting such carnival shall be SI,900.Oil 
per day, and that such fee shall be im­
posed lor revenue as well as regulation.

Section 3. Before such carnival shall 
operate in the Town of Belleville the per­
son, firm or corporation receiving license 
lor the operation of carnival shall sub­
mit a bond in the sum of 830,000.00. 
Said bond to be in force for a period of 
sixty dajs as evidence that the licensee is 
Jinantially able to meet a claim for dam­
ages incurred by reason of accidents dur­
ing the operation of such carnival. Said 
bond shall be approved as to form by the 
Board of Commissioners of the Town of 
Belleville.

Section 4. The provisions of Sections 2 
and 3 above, relating to payment of li­
cense fee.-, anti furnishing of bond, shall 
not apply to churches, religious corpora­
tions, 1 paternal organizations which have 
been in existence for more than five 
years (trior to application for license, or 
duly incorporated non-profit corporations 
which have been in existence for move 
than five years ptioi to application for 
license hereunder.

Section fi. Any per .-on, firm or corpora­
tion violating any of the provisions of 
this ordinance* shall be liable to a penalty 
either by imprisonment in the County
Jail for a term not exceeding thirty days 
or a fine not exceeding S200. 00 or both,
for each offense. The magistrate before 
whom conviction is had shall fix the 
amount of said penalty not in excess of 
the maximum herein provided.

Section 6. Any ordinances or parts of 
ordinances of the Town of Belleville in­
consistent herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 7. This ordinance shall take 
efleet immediately after final passage and 
publication in accordance with law.
