Rent control theory
iIs questioned again

To the Editor:

After reading “Rent Control Deci-
sion To Be Made Next Month™ and
“Rent Leveling Chairman, Mike Ip-
polito, Quits Board Over Ordinance
Dispute’ in your August 27th issue, |
was left somewhat annoyed and disap-
pointed rspectively. My annoyance
stems from the fact that the current
Rent Leveling Board Chairman, Ron
Platt, would attempt to delude Bellevil-
le homeowners that tax court decisions
which lower the assessed value of multi
unit apartment buildings (the assessed
values of which are related to the rental
income of such apartments) did not
shift the municipal tax burden to them.

It must be obvious to even the most
casual observer that if the cost of runn-
ing a particular municipality is a given
number of millions of dollars and if
each parcel of real property is taxed at a
given tax rate per $100 of assessed value
that when either tax rateables leave the
municipality (such as businesses and in-
dustries have done) or tax rateables get
their assessed values reduced by tax
courts (as several Iurgu apartment com-
plexes have done), this leaves the same
cost of running the community to be
shared by those homeowners, multi-
family ~dwellings, businesses and in-
dustries that remain

Since the control of rents keeps rents
artificially low, as opposed to the
natural level maintained by open com-
petition, the assessed values of multi-
unit buildings is reduced and hence, the
tax shift. Perhaps it would behoove Mr
Platt to join the 9th graders on their
journey up to the Senior High School
with a renewed emphasis on general
math so he might better digest the
figures the next time he looks at the tax
rolls. While it is certainly not the sole
reason for the tax shift it is a viable
reason.

I might add, that it is my opinion

Your paper
indicated that he was the “head” (I as-
sume that meant its President) of the
Belleville Tenant's Association.

The basic concept of fundamental
law in the United States is predicted
upon the principle of legislative enact-
ment of statutes by State and National
elected legislators. The validity of these
laws must be in conformity with
precepts set down in the Constitution of
the United States and as amended in
prescribed fashion.

Often our courts are called upon to
adjudicate conflicting concepts as to the
proper interpretation of these many new
laws and the various nuances that are
attached to the legislative intents of the
deliberative bodies which pass these
laws,

The litigious nature of our present
day society has greatly overloaded the
dockets of all the court structure
throughout the country. Almost every
disgruntled person seems bent upon in-
situting court action to remedy ills,

Lawyers' fees are high and
numerous cases delay their being tried
by long waits and postponements
Despite Bar Association bodies’ efforts
to preserve the integrity and honesty of
members of the Bar, there are too fre-
quent instances ol barratry, encourage-
ment of clients to file frivolous actions
and even dishonestly in some few in-
stances.

The frequent gambit of extended ap
peals, both costly and lengthy, further
crowd our courts and prelude the ex-
peditious final adjudication of much
litigation.

The role of the Bench has grown in
significance with the increased volume
of cases brought before it. The changing
mores ol our times has exacerbated the
problems of both the moral and
spiritual concepts of society which im-
pinge upon the unfettered life style of
the modern modes of living.

The State of New Jersey Department of Human Services,
limothy Carden, Commissioner, has published a bulletin
relating to Lifeline from which the t(;ll()wmg information
is available and passed ahm;, to you. Lifeline is a utility as
sistance program that offers a benefit of $150 during the
heating season to people 65 and over and certain disabled
persons who qualify. This includes utility customers as
well as tenants who are not utility customers.

You qualify if you are a New Jersey resident and your
annual income is less than $9,000 if you are 51'\glr or less
than $12,000 joint income if you are married and you will
be at least 65 years old by December 31, 1981 or received
Social Security disability benefits between July 1981 and
January 1982 and you received electric and/or gas bills in
your name or your spouse’s name or you are a tenant and
do not receive utility bills but the cost of utilities is in
cluded in your rent. Lifeline credit pays for gas and
electricity only.

If you pay utility bills directly'to a single utility company,
a $150 credit will appear on your ull]ll\ bill. If you receive
..nlny service from two different companies, the credit
will be divided and $75 applied to each company’s bill. If
you pay utility bills to two different companies and one
bill is in your name and the other in your spouses name,
you should report this at the time of your (xpnlu.mon In
this instance, the credit would be divided with $75 applied
to each of the two accounts.

Wheén you receive ulllily bills directly your application
must apply to vour primary place of residence, meaning
the home where you live most of the time dmmg the year.
Seasonal or l(*mpo;dly residence in New Jersey is lmt con-
sidered the primary residence.

Tenants who do not pay utility bilis directly,” those
whose cost is included in the rent, will receive a check for
$150 toward the increased cost of utilities. Only one te-
nant in a household is entitled to the credit. Your rental
must be for your primary residence and not seasonal or
temporary. Your rental may include a house, an apart
ment, a condominium, a trailer park of mobile home site
or a.boarding home. If your residence is not included in
the @dbove and you believe you may be eligible, include
this on your application.

no fault of our own.”

But Soldo said the towns are go-
ing to have to be careful in their solu-
tion to the problem.

“We have to be move cautiously
with this flooding problem,” Soldo
said. ‘‘Because everytime you make
an improvement you are creating a
storm sewer, and therefore creating
another potential problem. And you
have to be careful of this

“We are looking for a plan of im-
mediate action to help the people in
the flooding area,” he continued,
“and that 1s why we had to get a hold
of the other communities and the
county. They all are involved in this
project.”

All the communties are served by
the Meadowbrook Sewer, 4 water
system which dumps into the Second
River, and then lets into the Passiac
River. Soldo said the problem exists
right down the line.

“It starts in East Orange, travels
through Bloomfield and then divides
either into Newark or
depending which is in
operation,” Soldo said. “'It then goes
into the Second River, and finally
into the Passaic River. The problem
occurs after a rain of heavy density
Backs up the Second River-and the
water from the Meadowbrook has no
where to go.”

Senatore and Soldo hope to know
more about the problem and a possi
ble solution after their next meeting

“When we sit down with the of-
ficials from all the communities, then
we can put together all the pieces,”
Commissioner Senatore said. “*We
hope that ideas will be tossed back
and foward until we agree on a
sotution:™

“We all have to agree about how
to handle this problem,” said Soldo,
“because Belleville residents are not
the only ones faced with flooding.
