His older broker, guiding two or-
fleers who ware helping carry his
groceries into the living room, want"
ed them to "step carefully, my
brother is sleeping." His brother's
body was lying on the floor and had
been dead for two to three weeks.

The deceased was John Spencer
Hitchcock, 67, a once familiar bicycle
handyman and mechanic who had
lived reclusively with his brother
Carl at the family home at 38 Colum-
bla Aye, since their mother died In
1956. He never held a job "He was
born, he lived and he died-what
more can you say?" said Walter
Cooper Jr., who had known the fami-
ly for many years and had served as
its attorney.

John's surviving brother, Carl Hit-
chcock Jr., 74, has been better known
around town as an Informal orator on
politics and history, and eccentric
member of the Public Works Depart-
ment (he set his own hours) for 31
year8 who handled downtown
maintenance chores. Known to
oldtiment as "Huntley," he worked
for the town from 1951 until reaching
the mandatory retirement age of 70

Huntley, who had been seen at
Pathmark by an old acquaintance
Sunday afternoon, was reported
there at 4 a.m. the next morning. It
was not known whether he stayed
there through the night or returned.
In any event, Garwood authorities
called Cranford about him, and
Patrolmen Mike Dow and Brian
Hand gave him a ride home.

I said 'sure' so they made me
the sports reporter."

The new metering system has had
a profound budgetary impact In
Garwood, for example, » of the 15
point tax increase this year was at-
tributable to higher «eW«T costs,
Cranford, on the other hand; had a
net savings of about five tax points or
$250,000, because it was found to be
using less than the 1979 base.
Kenilworth had a 6.7% decrease in
sewer costs, from $255,877 last year
to $238,520 this year.

Stricter state sewer standards and
enforcement was the last key topic
addressed. Richard Tokaraki, ex-
ecutive director, said that the state
government plans to crack down on
problems which cause infiltration-
inflow to the system.
' Problems such as cracks in sewer
pipes, manholes and illegal connec-
tions of storm water runoff into
sanitary sewers-contribute to the
flow of the system, be said. Tokarski
said that conservation measures are
particularly important due to the In-
creasing demand on the system.

Staph, the consulting engineer, ad-
ded that' a sewer connection ban is
imposed when the RVSA reaches 80
percent of its capacity during a
period of four months. The RVSA will
soon have its design flow rating in-
creased from 35 m.g.d. to 40 m.g.d.,
he said. The facility has a peak flow
capacity of 63 m.g.d.

As a non-member. Mountainside
has no flow rights but has access to
the trunk line through Cranford
which bills the borough for its
sanitary waste as a pass through
cost. Cranford is wary of Mountain-
side's membership bid because it
feels that the borough is taking ad-
vantage of Cranford's flow rights and
doesn't want to pay its fair share.

Mandated pickups delayed, A P1**5 to

More details emerged this week

about the 90 day delay in implemen-
ting mandatory recycling here and
its impact The delay was caused by
litigation between Roselle and the
county government over Rosalie's
objection to the use of a warehouse to
store recycled materials.

Dan Aschenbach, township com-
mitteeman, said this puts Union
County communities in violation of a
state order which requires towns, to
recycle at least one item. Cranford is
not in violation because it has a leaf
recycling program which meets the
requirement.

However, Aschenbach said, a se-
cond aspect of the state order which
requires all garbage in the county to
be sent to a transfer station beginn-
ing Dec. 1 is a major concern for
Cranford.This stems from the pending
landfill closing. Garbage will be com-

pacted and taken to Pennsylvania
from the three stations in Elizabeth
and Linden. This will continue until
the resource recovery incinerator is
functioning in 1091 or 1992.

This will increase garbage bills.
Freeholder James Pulcomer said the
state plan will increase disposal costs
from $16.63 per ton at Edgeboro, the
current site, to a range of $85 to $90.63
per ton in Pennsylvania.

Aschenbach said the closing of
Edgebdro June 20 could move up the
transfer process and Cranford
homeowners should be concerned
about the cost and efficiency of
pickup. Interested residents should
attend a public hearing on the sub-
jects at the County Administration
Building Monday in Elizabeth.
Aschenbach invites residents with
questions or wanting a ride to call
him at 2764521.

Students subject to withholding tax New AT&T program
Recent changes in the tax law will

no longer allow many New Jersey
students with summer or part-time...
j6bs to claim an exemption from
federal income tax withholding, said
the Newark District Office of the In-
ternal Revenue Service.

Such students are not exempt from
withholding if they are claimed as
dependents on their parents' return,
or if they have unearned income,
such as savings interest, and their
wages plus unearned income will be
more than $500 for the year.

However, students without such

unearned income will generally not
have any taxes withheld if their an-
nual wages are $2,540 or less,
"^Students can claim the exemption
on a W-4 withholding form only if
they didn't have to pay federal taxed
last year, and don't expect to do so
for 1087. If it is claimed, it remains in
effect until next February 15th.

The IRS advises students not ex-
empt from withholding to generally
claim one allowance if they are work-
ing at only one job- If they want more
taxes withheld, they have the option
of. claiming zero allowances.

Burger King turned down

tion to tract • Bargar King
Restaurant with a driv»througb win-
dow at 297 North Avenue was
unanimously rejected at
Wednesday's Planning Board
meeting.

Tbe four-hour meeting brought out
80 Garwood residents and
businessmen to protest the construc-
tion of the new eatery.

Frank Spera, chairman of the
Planning Board, said, "It was the
large turnout and the points that the
people brought up that helped us
come to our decision."

The main concerns of those who at-
tended were the safety of the local
school children crossing North
Avenue to get to Burger King, traffic
problems caused by a potential in-
crease of vehicle and cars making a
left Girh out of the Burger King lot on-
to what citizens already consider a
heavily congested road, and loitering
by local and out-of-town youths.

Evelyn Archibald of 313 Willow
Ave., who a t t e d /
night's meeting as p
of the Garwood PTA, said, "We are
concerned with the children's safety.
A Burger King situated on the op-
posite side of North Avenue from the
schools may cause children to
Jaywalk on the busy street"

John DeStefanis of 60 Fourth AveT.,
who has directed traffic on North
Avenue on Sundays for 17 years,
stated, "the traffic is bad enough as
it is. This is going to worsen the pro-
blem. There is no way this will
work."

McDonald's Restaurant, located
200 feet east of the site, was often

-referred to as a cause of traffic and
loitering problems. Many residents
expressed their feeling that Burger
King, another fast food eatery, would
add to these problems.

' Ann Romano of Third Avenue, an
employee of theftuick Check located
across the street from the site,
stated, "When I walk home at l p.m.
I have to walk in the street to get past
the cars at McDonald's. Burger King
&Wt likely came the aatfva kind of

Burger King included John

Ludington said that the study
shows that while S percent of the
new Burger King's business would be
traffic already on North Avenue, 75
percent of their business would be
new traffic.

A major point of contention was the
installation of a "no left turn" sign at
the Burger King exits. The sign was
recommended by Warren Opie, chief
of police.

According, to Opie; "Cars making
a left turn at that area would cause
mass confusion. Cars keep inching
out and block traffic."

Ludington said that this sign could
be installed if necessary but it is "not
practical or prudent" because he
feels "it is purely an enforcement
procedure and people would pro-
hablv ignore it." „ ^_

Joer~AngheI6he, executive- vice
president for Consumer Foods of
East Brunswick which operates the
Burger King franchises in this area,
addressed the concerns of the au-
dience, saying that Burger King
wants to be good neighbors and of-
fered to do what was "humanly possi-
ble" to appease community con-
cerns.

Anghelone offered to hire a cross-
ing guard to cross children over
North Avenue to Burger King and
erect a fence- between Burger King
and the railroad tracks that lie
behind the site to make the tracks in-
accessible by children from the
Burger King lot.

Anghelone also agreed to the in-
stallation of a sign prohibiting left
turns from noon to 1 p.m. and 4:45 to
5:45 p.m.

Addressing the loitering issue,
Anghelone said that security would
prevent loitering on the Burger King
property.

get to the Edgeboro landfill.

Manu Patel. township engineer,
said he wa* dumbfounded over the
totals and suggested that people are
"getting more wasteful." Linda
Kunst of the Engineering Depart-
ment postulates that housing tur

novers contribute to the growth, with
people going and people coming* both
tossing out debris. Concerns that
Clean Up might disappear might
have contributed to this year's higher
total, she said.

Apece said citizens don't ap-
preciate what happens to their waste
when it leaves their homes and that
the township government doesn't
grasp the monetary problems and
cost. "I've never seen garbage
volume go down," he said. One ex-
ample: the town generated more
waste after a seven month Clean Up
hiatus in 1985-86 as it did in the
previous two twelve month cycles.

Clean Up costs rose 28 percent this
year, to $71,600 or $8 63 per
household. The preliminary
estimated cost for 1987 is up 56 per-
cent to $112,000 or $13.50 per
household.

Apece said costs have gone up 40
percent since the disposal base
changed from yardngg In weight in
December. The Edgeboro tipping fee
is $17.49 per ton now. That is ex-
pected to increase to the $85-$90
range when out-of-state cartage
begins.

Heat, hydrant flush
discolored tap water

The recent heat wave coupled with
normal hydrant flushing operations
by Elizabethtown Water Co.
discolored tap water in a number of
homes in Cranford.

Dry and hot weather over the four
day period prompted people to use
more water, said, Norbert Wagner,
Elizabethtown's vice president of
operations. That Increased the
velocity °T water, which tends to stir
up rust particles in mains, he said.
The water is not pleasing to look at
but is safe to drink, Wagner said.

David Roach, township health of-
ficer, took a dozen complaints from
citizens during and after the hot
period and was personally mindful of
the situation because water was
discolored in the Municipal Building
for 48 hours. Elizabethtown reported
getting a dozen calls from the
township starting a week ago Mon-
day.

At least two loads of laundry were
stained by rusty water.

Elizabethtown advises residents who
suspect discolored water to check
washing machines as water enters
the pre-wash cycle in order to avoid
destroying laundry. If materials are
discolored, the company will deliver
a free, detergent-like chemical called
"Rover" which ît says can protect
againstTftist^tains safely under con-
trolled circumstances. Call 756-4088

Roach said the Health Department
has no evidence that the water is not
potable but recommends not drink-
ing it when it is discolored Wagner
said those who dislike the coloring
can keep a bottle of clear water
available in a refrigerator. The con-
dition is generally temporary, he
said.

The annual hydrant flushing now
underway takes out sediment and
rust particles that settle in mains. It
is scheduled in spring and at night to
minimize inconveniences,, the com-
pany said.
