(be Centennial, and similar machines are in
tue in home part* of the west, hot I know of
but one in use in New York city. That one is
in a large restaurant in the Bowery, where
several barrels of dish™ are washed every
day. Tbe general plan of tbe machine i i a
•uccenion of Tab filled with hot water,
•trough which a rough belt is kept constantly
running. In the flrrt trough are placed
several revolving brusbaa. Tbediabea a n first
beU up to the brusbea until they s
•crabbed. Then they are dropped,
belt c&rtiee them along from one trougn to
another, until they come out at the end clean
and so hot that they do not require wiping.
Tbe water in each trough can be drawn off
indei>etidenUy of the otbfini, and the wafrr is
kept hot by steam, which also runs the
belts and Uie revolving brush. Two
hands keep the machine going, and
dBtw may be washed u fast (u one hand
can hold them uptothe revolving brush. The
dtaneg mm? out at tbe end of the belt about
as fast as one girl can take them off and pUi
tbem up.

Tbecbief advantage
of tbe machine, however, ii that It does tha
work much quicker than it could be done by
band, and this is a big item in a large
restaurant where a thousand dishea MB in use
at OIK*. The use of the machine enables the
proprietor to get along- with fewer <iisnes and
Mvnomiiw space. It Is not practicable, how-
•vt>r, to use the machine for gla&aware or
.ielicst* china. With strong stone crockery
U works well. The Bo weiy machine hat been
in one about two years.—New York Sun.'
