City of Rahway, Union County,
New Jersey, have become in-
creasingly alarmed over dam-
age to their property caused
by flood water occurring dur-
ing and after heavy rain
storms. The situation has grown
progressively worse over the
years and .iow has reached the
critical stage.
1 "A brook flowing through
and adjacent to the properties
in~questlon"normai!y" has but
a few inches of water. Depend-
ing on the degree of severity
of a storm, this brook has de-
veloped
overflowing its banks, flooding
-basements, washing away re-
taining walls and causing an
untold amount of damage to
homes and property. Depths of
the rising waters have reached
six feet and have extended to
a width of seventy or eighty
feet.

"The property damage incur-
red is obvious and the expect-
ation that it will recur is well
founded.. But .the. most, serious
problem -is-the danger-of po-
tential loss of life and limb.
The area affected is strictly
residential—and - -the"-"conse-
quences of the danger involved,
especially-to children attracted
by natural- curiosity, could be
disastrous.

'To unequivocally pinpoint
the cause or blame for this
problem is not within the realm
of those persons effected. A
review of certain facts, how-
ever, does lend' credence to the
conclusion drawn: The problem
does not arise in, nor is it
caused by the areas suffering
the damage.

"The brook in question trav-
erses that area known as Col-
onia, Woodbridge Township,
Middlesex County, New Jersey.
It enters the problem area at

point on Bramhall Road
which divides Colonia in Mid-
dlesex and Rahway in Union
Counties. Until the land on the
Middlesex County side of Bram-
hall Road became developed,
no problem existed. As develop-
ment of this land progressed,
so did the water problem on the
Union County side of the road.
Except for the inability to 'pro-
gram' rain storms, the severity
of this situation could be trac-

d—directly to tho proportion-p
ate increase in construction on
the Middlesex County land in
question. ''

"Property'damage and poten-
tial bodily Injury or death is
paramount with the situation as
it stands. Immediate relief is

problem. But the growing con
cern is the large amount of
open acreage still to be develop-
ed in the Middlesex County

tfifTThird Ward of Rahway. The
conclusion cannot be escaped
that further improvement of
tills land will cause additional
run-off of water, thereby com-
pounding the existing problem.

Royal Mace
A replica of a Royal Mace

is attracting considerable at-
tention at the State Museum
in Trenton. The mace was
presented to Gov. Richard J.
Hughes at a special joint meet-
ing of the Legislature in May
by Robert H. LeMasurier, bailiff
and chief official of the Island
of Jersey. The mace then was
sent to Kenneth W. Prescott for
placement in the museum's
permanent collection.

King Charles II gave the
original mace to the island in
1663. The replica is two-thirds
the size of the silver gilt origi-
nal, which weighs more than
14 pounds and is 4 feet 9 inches
long. Featured along with the
mace in the specially-designed
case is the original document
presented to the governor to-
gether with a photograph of the

presentation. The Tercentenary^
Exhibit will remain on display
for the summer months.

Higher Food Prices
Raise Price index
The Consumer Price Index

rose by 0.2 per cent in June, the
U.S.- Labor Department's Bu-
reau of Labor Statistics an-
nounced. Seasonally h i g h e r
prices for food were chiefly re-
sponsible forthe increase. Hous-~
ing and transportation costs also
advanced over the month.

At 108-ILpeE-cent of its 1957-59
average, the June index was
1.3 per cent higher than a year
ago. Prices of most consumer
goods and services have ad-
vanced over the year, except for
meats, eggs, sugar, fuel oil, and
new cars.

Food prices rose seasonally
by 0.7 per cent in June, pri-
marily because of higher prices
for fresh fruits and vegetables.
Smaller, increases were reported
for "poultry and coffee.

Problem of Growth
Of Rahway Serious

The great increase in the construction of apartment
buildings in Rahway should be of vital concern to all
public officials and other citizens of the city.

The RahwayiNews-Record believes that there should
be a policy to givern tb.6 construction of apartments. The
Master Plan and the new zoning ordinance certainly
should be used as a guide when new apartment build-
ings are being considered.

We believe the city should have a policy for the
following reasons:

1. The success of the Lower Main St. Urban Renew-
al Project will depend upon the erection of a large apart-
ment project (600 units has-been the.mentioned num-
ber) in the area. The city has a big investment in the
project, the success of which would be jeopardized by
an over-abundance of apartment units in the city.

2. Apartments, which may be suitable for one sec
. (ion of the city and produce valuable ratables, are not
necessarily desirable in other sections. Property owners
who purchase homes in "A" and "B" residential zones
should be free of the menace of apartment buildings
lowering the value of their homes.

3. The entire character of the city will be changed
if the trend toward apartment construction continues.
The physical appearance of the city certainly is not en-
hanced by having apartments scattered throughout resi-

. dential areas, .v,,.

oiiracts . in various parts._of..the city for one-family
dwellings. This is a problem which should be the subject
of talks between the officials and the Board of Educa-
tion. Such homes will add to the school population and

There also should be consideration given to the
trend to sub-divide existing properties where one-family
houses are located. We believe granting of sub-divisions

The great increase in the construction of apartment
buildings in Rahway should be of vital concern to all
public -officials and other citizens of the city.

The RahwayiNews-Record believes that there should
be a policy to givern the construction of apartments. The
Master Plan and the new zoning ordinance certainly
should be used as a guide when new apartment build-
ings are being considered.

We believe the city should have a policy for the
following reasons:

1. The success of the Lower Main St. Urban Renew'
al Project will depend upon the erection of a large apart-

- inent project (600_units has been the mentioned nunv
ber) in the area. The city has a big investment in the
project, the success of which would be jeopardized by
an over-abundance of apartment units in the city.

2. Apartments, which may be suitable for one sec-
—tlon-of-the-city-and -produce valuable ra table are-not

necessarily desirable in other sectionsr-Property-ownerc
who purchase homes in "A" and "B" residential zones
should be free of the menace of apartment buildings
lowering the value of their homes.

3. The entire character of the city will be changed
If the trend toward apartment construction continues.
The physical appearance of the city certainly is not en-
hanced by having apartments scattered throughout resi-
dential areas.

- ~~The*official5rKlso"shoTrld-'consideT"the^devslopnient
of tracts~Irf various parts of the^city^ for one-family
dwellings. This is a problem which should be the subject
of talks between the officials and the Board of Educa-

- tionr Such homes-will-add to the school population and
plans should be made for such increases.'

There- also should be consideration given to the
trend to sub-divide existing properties where one-family
houses are-located. We believe granting of sub-divisions
should be denied when'the sub-divisions would create
sub-standard lots. The city certainly will not gain from
such sub-divisions.

The Rahway News-Record feels that the problem o
the city's growth is serious and that it merits i
discussion by all municipal bodies concerned
growth and its effects.
