Your Garden 

By A. CG. McLean- 
Extension Service, N. J. College of 

_ Agriculture 

At this time of the year- “the 
gardener can occupy himself with 

making plans ‘for his 1937 garden, 
{taking care of house plants, and 
making lists- of .seeds needed - for 
‘early sowing. 

The gardener who has no green- 
house should not start seeds too 
early. . The first of February is 
ample-time for the very earliest,

When 
plants are te in-late after- 
noon the foliage remains wet over- 
night and this may be the cause of 
disease and decay. 

The leaves of foliage plants, such 
as palms, rubber-plants and as- 

pidistras, should be washed regu- 
larly. Use a weak soap solution. 
Rinse the leaves with clear water 

within an hour-after the washing. 

This will free them from dust and 
some of the more tender scale in- 

sects and greatly_-improve—their 
condition. Dust allowed to remain 

on -the leaves-of plants will clog 
the pores and prevent air from be- 
jing taken into the leaves. 

“Blooming plants that are to 
flower this winter should be placed 
in a window where there is direct _. 
sunlight all day. -Do not try to re- 3 
pot the plants. Generally, plants © 

which are slightly pot-bound -will 
bloom more profusely than those’ 
which have too much root room,
