Only one entry in each class may be made by
an exhibitor .

Exhibits must be placed between 8 a.m. and
10 a.m., Thursday, May 9, 1957, and remain
in place until the shew closes at 9 p.m.,
and then be removed at the convenience of
the hostess.

When an exhibitor is unable to exhibit, she
must provide a substitute.

Exhibitor will be notified of date she may

visit home where arrangement will be placed.
Be prepared to make notes of color, style,

size, etc.

An arrangement-implies the artis tic.. us.e of
fresh cut plant material, a container and
a base, if used.

A composition, is an arrangement with one or
more accessaries, such As lid of container,
figurine, books or additional plant material
or dried material.

Any exhibitor assigned a mantel may use her
own discretion as to whether one or two ar-

rangements best fill the class requirements.

All entries must be in place between 8 a.m.
and 10 a.m. and removed by 9:15 p.m. Speci-
mens not removed by this time will be donated
to the YW3A. Members only may make entries
the nigjit before from 8:30 to 9:00 p.m.

Exhibitors are limited to one entry in each -
class, but may enter each subdivision of a
class. -

All hous e plants must have been in possession
of exhibitor for at least three months prior
to the show, except for Junior entries. Junior
entries should have been in the possosssion

of the exhibitor for at least one month prior
to the show.
