Nancy Smith’s Garden
518 Tremont Avenue
Westfield, NJ

When we moved to this house 19 years ago, we found a neglected overgrown yard.
What you see today is 19 years into what we like to call our “30 year plan.” Our original
landscape plan was developed by Craig Stock. Over the years we have modified and
adjusted for changes in light caused by several big trees dying, despite valiant efforts to
save them, and the desire to incorporate new plants. We have tried for a variety of
blooms and textures. Our gardens provide a restful place to enjoy a sunny afternoon as
well as a venue for some of our favorite yard games. Weeding always takes a back seat
to a good game of bocee ball or croquet!

Ray Roberts’ Garden
514 Fairmont Avenue
Westfield, NJ

My garden, though still young (four years), reflects my love for roses and peonies and
for deep billowy perennial borders. The blooming season begins in early February when
two Hamamelis bushes sited to brighten the view from inside the house send forth bright
yellow crepe. These are joined by Hellebores at the back of the still dormant beds and an
assortment of narcissus. Sixteen tree peonies, generally planted at the back of the
borders, provide early bloom and, as they gain size, should fill the backs of the borders
the rest of the season. The first roses bloom with the herbaceous peonies and are pretty
amazing. Daylilies, a stand of Kirengeshoma and a swath of Caryopteris “Longwood
Blue” keep color in the garden into the fall. The Sambucus nigra “Black Lace” behind
the pool is designed to set off the white marble fountain. I’ve allowed pink foxgloves, a
columbine, Astrantia and a hardy geranium to seed and fill in the garden with some
whimsy.



Pat Frawley’s Garden
522 Elm Street
Westfield, NJ

Welcome to the garden at 522 Elm Street!

As you approach the front walk, note the hellebores on the right side..there are several
different varieties..some quite unusual. While walking up the front steps, be sure to look
at the small garden on the left which has dianthus, aquilegia, achillea and some primula.

There is an extensive collection of primula along the front walk and in the back
garden. Still on the left are several tree peonies, some of which might still be in bloom.
There are also some hellebores close to the house on the left above which is a very
crabby mother robin. She will stop clucking at you eventually. On the right as you turn
the corner, there are more hellebores and the fern garden in addition to some heuchera.

There are several varieties of pelagarium scattered about in addition to bleeding heart
and coral bells. As you proceed to the back garden through the gate, there is a
beautybush..not doing too well but it might recover. Along that walk before the gate are
several daylilies and a few irises.

In the back garden on your left are several rose bushes under which are more primula
and achillea. Rounding the corner, astilbe and hellebores are doing quite nicely thanks to
all the rain.

The vine in the middle of the garden on the trellis is dutchmen’s pipe which is also
doing well thanks to all the water. There are several varieties of hydrangeas about the
garden with lace cap, a favorite. Along the left fence is a contorted fig tree, several
grasses, and, of course, more hellebores. There are also two climbing hydrangeas: one in
front along the porch and the other on the side.

The left side garden is best seen from the deck to geta perspective. There is a pink
camellia bush there, several astilbe, hosta, solomon’s seal, asian wild ginger and ground
covers.

There are several varieties of butterfly bushes in the backyard along with assorted
vines. Achilla, dianthus, primula and hellebores can be found all through the garden as
they are my favorite.

The garden ends with the potting shed which is a great place to start seeds and winter
over the containers you see about. Actually, beyond the back gate there are some hosta,
ground cover and geraniums.

1 probably forgot to name a few important plants, but do enjoy! And yes, bunnies are
everywhere, for if you can’t find a plant you like, there is always a bunny to admire!



Inge Bossert’s Garden
104 Forest Road
Fanwood, NJ

Welcome to my garden! As is the case with most gardeners, mine is a work in progress —
much has changed, yet much remains the same since you last visited...... as in life, some
plants have grown and matured and have earned their rightful place in the garden (e.g. the
front hosta beds including the mini’s by the driveway under the mountain laurel),
whereas others have ‘passed on’ to greener pastures (e.g. Harry Lauder’s Walking Stick
was hit by a blight; the beautiful star magnolia, along with a once-lush lawn and other
notable plants met the undiscriminating hands of a team of irrigation installers and brick
masons.

As the saying goes, “change is opportunity” ....in the area that was once heavily shaded
by ‘Harry’ and the star magnolia, plants are beginning to thrive, and new sun-loving ones
have been planted....there is a new hosta/fern garden along the left side of the house
which now enjoys easy access from the new steps up from the driveway....the bed behind
the retaining wall there hopes to one day become a bold display of interesting hydrangea
and daylily specimens....work on the adjoining rock garden is still at its early stages and
will hopefully complement the opposing mini-hosta bed...... the front foundation bed
(victim to both irrigation and gas line installers, AND masons) hosts a variety of shrubs
with differing textures and green-blue-gold tones that will hopefully provide an

i and inviting as they mature.

Well, enough background and theory.....some general comments about the garden. After
many years and false starts, it is truly a perennial garden, with 4-seasonal interest; 3-
seasonal color. Annuals (in containers only!) help to brighten things up, especially as the
garden transitions through its seasons. You might have noticed a wide diversity of hostas
— all shapes, sizes, and colors. I gain more and more respect from them each year — they
are low maintenance plants that tolerate sun and shade, and are rarely afflicted with any
diseases. Although by now I have lost count from the original few specimen plants that
the previous owners left behind, a conservative estimate today is probably more than 150
cultivars! Take a look around and see how many varieties you can find!

Most plantings in the garden now fall into the low-maintenance category, as this
gardener’s knees and back are not what they once were. Another important feature and
criterion in designing the garden was to provide a bird- and nature- friendly environment.
Fruit- and berry- bearing trees and shrubs are located around the back periphery, as are a
number of water sources. Carrying this theme a bit further, a number of inanimate
animals and other forest denizens provide a whimsical touch to the garden. If you happen
to notice the lack of poppy blooms and coneflower plants (once abundant due to their self
—seeding), as well as cropped-off Asiatic lilies, phlox, solidago, and feverfew, that is due
to 3 resident groundhogs remaining from a 6-groundhog family last year! I guess the
good news is that the bunnies only nibble, and that this year there are no deer.....Enjoy
the garden and come back to visit!
