FLOWERS THAT GROW
IN THE SHADE—AND LIKE IT!

Occasionally you hear some-
one complain because they have
a shady spot where nothing will
grow—and this is certainly not
true, because among our shrubs
and plants there are many which
love shade. The secret of using
the right plants is to secure the
advice of the man who knows
plants and their preferences—
your local FNGA Nurseryman—
acording to President Richard C.
Johnson of Florida Nurserymen
and Growers Association.

First of all your nurseryman
will check the location and deter-
mine just how shaded it really is .
If it is truly a dense shade, and
it can not be lightened by trim-
ming, demossing and removing
some branches from the over-
hanging trees, then he will prob-
ably help you create a woodland
scene.

A small pool, bordered with
moisture and shade loving plant,
can make a real beauty spot of
what was considered a problem
area. There are many plants that
do well in the shade. For ex-
ample, most Azaleas prefer
shaded locations, particularly the
pastel shades. Some of the native
plants including violets, lilies,
hollies, Dogwood, redbud, etc.
love shaded locations. Some of
our shrubs include Viburnum
suspensum, Hamelia, Gardenias,
Serissa, Coffea, Beloperone, So-
landra, Clerodendron, Calli-
carpa, Trachelospermum, Ar-
disia, Ivy, Tetrapanax, Aralia,
Feijoa, Iilex Crenata and Cor-
nuta, Ilex Vomitoria, Ilex Dahoon,
Malpighia, Murrya, Triphasia,
etc.

There are also perennials and
annuals which may be used in
shaded areas, along with bulbs,
to make your garden in the shade
as beautiful as you want it to be.
There are not too many grasses
that like shaded areas, but for
ground coverings you can use Op-
hiopogon or Ivy, and vary it with
pebbles, stepping stones, etc. In
dense shade you might use a
mulch of pine straw or of a
shredded bark instead of grass.

Your garden in the shade can
be as beautiful and colorful as
you like. However, like any other
garden, it is going to take some
special planning, and the use of
plants suitable for the location.
Too many gardeners purchase
plants because they like them in
the nursery, or have seen them
growing somewhere effectively—
and a plant in the wrong place
definitely never achieves the
beauty it would have had it been
planted in the location preferred.
Plants, like people, have prefer
ences. If you are not a horticul-
turist, be sure to consult someone
who knows— your FNGA nurs-
eryman!
