ANCHORS
PLAN THAT CRUISE NOW

Planning a cruise is one of
those games usually played while
bumper-to-bumper on the ex-
on the 5:20 commuter special.
For most, it's primarily a winter
and spring diversion, but the
winners aren't known until that
cruise becomes, hopefully, a
pleasant memory.

The key to a successful cruise
is, in a word, planning. Whether
it be a day-long run around the
lake or a year-long run around
the world, a little advance thought
and common sense given to the
what-where-why-how of the
cruise is the best insurance

. available for trouble-free fun on
*J the water.

First, recommends Green
Keltner, Johnson Dealer at San
Carlos Marina, be certain your
boating rig is shipshape. Have
the motor checked out by a rep-
utable service expert and make
sure the boat meets Coast Guard
safety standards.

Don't forget to stock a few
key extra parts (spark plugs,
prop and the like,) and make
sure you have plenty of line and
anchors onboard.

There is much else to con-
sider, though, besides the boat.
Where are you going? What will
the waters be like? What about
the weather?

After you select your route,
get nautical charts of the water-
ways you'll be cruising. Don't
rely on roadmaps, which often
fail to note such boating con-
siderations as dams and water
depths. (But some oil companies
offer maps specifically designed
for the cruising boatman. These
are excellent.)

Work out a leisurely, flexible
cruise schedule. You aren't out
to set any endurance records, so

don't be overly ambitious.
If you happen on some good

fishing or an exceptionally beau-
tiful area (and you will,) you may
want to stay around there an ex-
tra day or two. On the o t h e r
hand, if you encounter a dull
stretch of water, you'll probably
want to open the throttle a bit and
speed on to the next pleasant area.

There isn't an abundance of
restaurants and hotels along
many of our nation's waterways,
so don't plan on finding the same
travelers8 accommodations that
are available along a highway.
Even if your itinerary includes
overnight stays in shoreside mot-
els, bring along some b a s i c
camping gear just in case.

Experienced boatmen always
bring along extra fuel, drinking
water and food on extended voy-
ages; and they make sure some-
one left behind knows where
they're going and how long they'll
be gone.

And if you're a beginner plan-
ning an extended voyage, a short
weekend-long cruise will give a
pretty accurate idea of what's in-
volved.

Cruising by boat is outdoors
family fun at its best. All that's
needed for an unforgettable va-
cation is a good boat and motor,
cation is a good boat and motor, a
little camping skill — and just a
touch of the adventurer's spirit.
