SCOTCH PLAINS — The
state mediator assigned to the
Board of Education and the
Scotch Plains-Fanwood
Education Association contract
negotiations has thrown in the
towel after two meetings.

27 meeting at which the media-
tor walked out. "Health benefits
are the sticking point."

Union members rallied before
a meeting of the Board of
Education on Nov. 20 and cast a
vote of no confidence against
board President Dr. Donald E.
Sheldon.

"The frustration level is very
high," said Leonard, who added
that the union's action committee
was considering "...stepping up

job actions."
"We've been working a regular

day and picketing (board) meet-
ings," said Leonard, "It's not
enough."

Sheldon indicated that a third
meeting with the mediator would
have occurred if there were some
sign of progress.

Sheldon said that a fact-finder
has been requested, though he
couldn't say when one would be
available. It could take six to

eight weeks.
Sheldon said "It was interest-

ing that they make derogatory
remarks against the board .., yet
there are no negntive comments
by the board about the SPFEA."

Sheldon noted that teachers
had done nothing beyond their
daytime teaching. There was no
teacher participation in curricu-
lum and professional develop-
ment, for which teachers would
have been paid, and teachers

Gasoline prices dip below $1 a gallon

FANWOOD — Gasoline prices dropped to
$99 a gallon at stations along South Avenue
late last week, but, in at least one case, they
didn't stay there long.

The Exxon Car Care Center at Terrill
Road and South Avenue dropped the price of
regular gas from $1.05 a gallon to $ 99 on
Thursday and Friday, causing a surge of
business.

"People were very happy," said one Exxon
attendant, who noted business was, "...bet-
ter than usual, very busy."

But what gasoline companies giveth, they
also take away. By Saturday, prices were
back up to $1.03 a gallon. On Wednesday,
they were back to $1.02.

But the odds that they would go lower
cjain were good.

"The chances are good they will go back
again to $.99 a gallon next week," said the
attendant.

Independent gas stations along the South
Avenue corridor also cut prices.

At Fanwood Gas on South Avenue, the
cost of regular gas was $.97 a gallon.

Across the street, the Getty station at
South Avenue and Third Street dropped its
price from a $1.03 to $.99 last Thursday and
the price was holding.

"The gas companies call and set the lower
price," said an attendant, who withheld his
name. "The station has no control over
price."

Thomas Mndaras has wanted
to donate a Nativity scene to the
town for more than 18 months,
but has sought a commitment
from the town that it would
accept the gift before he arranged .
to purchase one. "If you found a
way to accept the menorah you
must have found a way to accept
a gift," he said.

But Robert Ratner of
Lamberts Mill Road saw a differ-
ence between a menorah and a
Nativity scene. "The menorah is a
secular symbol of freedom," said
Ratner, "A Nativity is inherently
religious, the birth of a deity."

McDermott sent a letter to
town religious leaders two weeks
ago stating that "religious sym-
bols that reflect the beliefs of var-
ious different religions during
the holiday season should be on
property owned by each religious
institution, rather than involving
government in this process."

It was noted that the decision
was consistent with recent court
rulings to restrict the display of
religious symbols on public land.

McDermott's original decision
would have applied to the meno-
rah on display at the north-side
station as well as the wooden
painted facade of the
Presbyterian Church that has
been placed on the island in the
middle of Mindowaskin Park for
years.

McDermott wanted the town
to make arrangements for a secu-
lar display at the Mindowaakin
site, which might also include an
American flag to commemorate
those lost on Sept, 11.

But the muyor announced at
the start of the council meeting
Tuesday that he misjudged the
issue find had created a "divisive'
ness in town."Theban"...wasnot
what the people of Westfield
wanted," McDermott said.

Ward commissioners
to be paid stipend

WESTFIELD—The Town
Council agreed Tuesday to pay
the ward commissioners despite
opposition from three council
members.

The commiBsioners are
appointed every 10 years follow-
ing release of the U.S. Census
numbers. Their job is to ensure
fair representation in the town's
four wards.

The three council members,
Cnrl Salisbury, Claire Lazarowitz
and Lawrence Goldman, objected
to the commission's plan to divide
the Cacciola Place neighborhood
into two wards.

Salisbury proposed Nov. 27
that the council pnss a resolution
disagreeing with the new align-
ment, which in only slightly dif-
ferent from the boundaries set 10
years ago.

"A disservice was done,"
Salisbury said. "The council
should be on record that we dis-
agree,"

Goldman said that the new
ward lines split a Democratic vot-
ing block.

"A Democratic voting block
has been taken and diluted," he
said. "That neighborhood was
diluted by moving it into another
ward, that'B why it looks bad."

Councilman Matt Albano did
not see a practical point to the
resolution opposing the new
ward lines.

In the end, the resolution was
not introduced. The three council
members chose to go on the
record opposing the alignment by
voting not to pay the commission-
ers.

Pnynient for the ward commis-
sioners is $350 per commissioner
and $450 for the chairman, said
Town Clerk Bernard Heeney,

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Board changes grading system
for students at Westfield High

WES1TIELD — A new grad-
ing system will be in place for
freshman at Westfield High in
September 2002.
- The current grading system at

the high school assigns grades to
number ranges as follows: A (90-
100), B (80-89), C (70-79), D (65-
69), and F (64 and below).

The following grading system
was adopted by a 5-3 vote

Tuesday night: A (90100),
B+(86-89), B (80-85), C+ (76-79),
C (70-75), D (65-69), P (0-64).

"It's an improvement over
what we have, it makes the grad-
ing system more competitive,"
said Dr. William J. Foley, super-
intendent of schools.

The high school faculty had
recommended moving to a plus
and minus system in 1989 and in
1998, Principal Dr. Robert Petix
told the school board at its meet-
ing last week.

"We should strive for a grad-
ing syBtem that reflects student
achievement, has integrity and
is fair to students, parents,
employers and colleges," Petix
said.

The addition of plus, but not
minus, to grades still works for
Petix.

"Either one is fine," Petix said.
"It allows teachers to make a dis-
tinction at the top or bottom of a
grade and there is no adverse
affect on the kids."

Pool membership fee to rise by 15%

WESTFIELD — Except for
senior citizens, membership fees at
Memorial Pool will increase by 15
percent in 2002 to pay for pool
improvements.

A resident family membership
will go from $210 in 2001 to $242
in 2002, a difference of $32; a hus-
band and wife membership would
go from $170 in 2001 to $196 in
2002 , a difference of $26; a family

with child care would go from $265
in 2001 to $305 in 2002: and an
individual membership would go
from $125 for 2001 to $144 for
2002. Resident senior citizen
memberships will stay at $60. Fees
for nonresidents will increase 15
percent.

The pool which is run as a utili-
ty, relies on funds generated
through memberships for exjiens-
es. Construction and additional
costs are paid from a combination
of surplus and fee increases,

Recreation commissioners will
review pre-construction plans on
Friday night.

Contracts for the construction
could be signed Tuesday. Weather
permitting, work on the additions
which include an eight-lane pool, a
dive tank and a slide pool, will be
finished toward the end of July
2002.

The main pool, the kiddie pool
and wading pool will be opened as
scheduled on June 8, recreation
Director Bruce Kaufmann said.

Governor drives
home his lesson

CRANFORD — By the end of
Wednesday morning, Greta
Tate's fourth-grade class at
Orange Avenue School had pro-
posed a bill to change the legal
driving age to 14, argued its pros
and cons, and took it to the gov-
ernor for his signature.

It was a surprisingly easy feat
because he was right in their
classroom.

Acting Gov. Donald
DiFrancesco visited Tate'a class
and gave the 9- and 10-year-olds
an hour lesson in state govern-
ment. In front of a large paper
American flag tacked to a bul-
letin board, the governor dis-
cussed his role and how laws are
made.

"Let's make a bill,"1 he told
the class, and then asked for
some suggestions.

One girl, Casey Bolinski,
suggested the driving age be low-
ered to 14.

"Does anyone agree with
that?" DiFrancesco asked. "It's
18, and you are asking me to
lower it to 14. Why?"

"Because then you can get

out and do stuff on your own,"
said Jay Chropa.

Nick Romano disagreed
with the bill. "What if they are
14, and they can't see over the
wheel?"

Another student argued the
age should be 15, which
DiFrancesco explained would be
an "amended bill." If the bill is
passed by a majority of the state
Senate and Assembly,
DiFrancesco said, it then heads
to his desk for a signature, which
means he agrees, or is vetoed,
which means he disagrees.

They learn a little bit about
government, and they get to
interact with somebody who is a
person and is not in a textbook,"
DiFrancesco said after his visit.
"You hope to leave them with a
little bit of education, but you
want them to know what they
think is important to me."

In the long run, he said, it
nurtures respect for government.

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Students
get taste
of life
after school

WESTFIELD — Knowing
what you don't want to do in life
can be just as valuable as know-
ing what you do.

That was one of the lessons
delivered Nov. 20 to Cranford
High School and Union County
College students who participat-
ed in the second annual "Focus on
the Future" day.

During the course of the day,
71 students, 26 of them from
Cranford High School, had the
opportunity to "shadow" profes-
sionals in a variety of fields,
including public safety, education,
sales, and veterinary care.

"I think it's a great opportuni-
ty for the students to learn some-
thing about a potential career,"
said Charlie Kiamie, who helped
organize the day along with fel-
low teacher Carolyn LaCorte. At
the Westfield law firm of
Lindabury, McCormick, &
Estabrook, three Cranford High
students spent the day learning
what it takes to be a lawyer.

The students — sophomores
Carlo Rosa lea and Hayley
Robinson and junior Emily
Michaels — set about researching
a case in which a rock concert
patron had been hit on the head,
apparently with a guitar, after
the lights at the venue went dark,
The facts of the case were identi-
cal to one currently being handled
by the firm, though with a com-
plainant named Mickey French
Toast, the names had clearly been
changed to protect the innocent.

The experience of poring
through civil case law for prece-
dent was an eye-opening one, the
students said.

"I thought lawyers just went to
court and talked, but you have to
do all this research," said Carlo.
"It's really hard work."

"I found out how much
research is involved, and (being a
lawyer) is not as cool as I
thought," agreed Emily. "But it'fc
still a good experience to find out
about it now."

But if the students were
daunted by the research, they

were deeply engaged in a conver-
sation with the firm's associates
about how the case could develop.

At first, the students were cau-
tious. "I don't think (the client) is
very reliable," said Hayley. "You
don't have real secure evidence."

"You want to defend the
Meadowlands (not the actual
venue)? The Meadowlands has
deep pockets. We've got to eat."

Before long, the students had
adopted a more aggressive
approach. "A whole lot of people
are at fault," Emily snid.

"Sue everybody!" Carlo con-
cluded.

"All the possibly responsible
people," cautioned Bruce McCoy,

another associate for the firm.
The interaction with the

lawyers was the highlight of the
day — and may have provided a
long-term resource for the stu-
dents.

"I always wanted to be an
attorney and didn't know any-
body in the field," said associate
Isabel Machado, who organized
the day for the firm and encour-
aged the teenagers to keep in

touch. "I didn't have that opportu-
nity. We have a community inter-
est to give something back."

And at least one student may
seize that opportunity, despite the
rigors of law school and case
research. "I found out today I
want to be a lawyer," said Hayley.
"You have to do a lot of research,
and I'm good at that. I'm interest-
ed in being a lawyer because I
want to help people."

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A bleak holiday

The holiday season is not going to be very cheerful in
Trenton.

The squeeze on the state finances is becoming more and
more apparent. Acting Governor Donald DiFrancesco has
frozen state hiring and has transferred some appropria-
tions into the state's reserve accounts.

But Governor-elect Jim McGreevey wants the
DiFrancesco administration to do more. Members of the
McGrevey transition team want a new certification of the
state's finances so they know the size of the budget gap
they have to fill in the new year. However, the DiFrancesco
administration is claiming it cannot conduct a certification
of the budget because more economic data is needed.

No matter how you look at it, next year is going to be
tough for the state. And that means it's going to be tough
for municipalities as well. Belts are going to be tightened
all over the state. Members of local governing bodies and
school boards, who are starting to formulate their budgets
now, should remember that austerity will be the theme for
2002. That's going to be difficult, especially for those school
districts with contracts calling for salary increases that
may be greater than increases in state aid.

This is not the time to play political gumes. In the wake
of the events of Sept. 11, Americans have lost their taste
for partisan bickering. DiFrancesco and McGreevey should
work together as much as possible to ensure a smooth
transition in a difficult time.

Resident helped solve the crime
To The Record-Press:

On Friday, night, Nov. 2, our son, Nicholas
McDermott, was struck by a car ns he crossed the
street near 65 Burnside Ave. in Cranford.

The car's driver stopped farther down the block,
appeared to check her car for damage, and then
pulled away, eVten though witnesses were running
after her to ask her to stay.

An officer from C ran ford police came and mude a
preliminary report, and our son was taken to
Overlook Hospital for treatment. He needed stitch-
es on his face and still cannot walk without crutch-
es as he apparently has some fairly serious prob-
lems with his leg, but otherwise seems essentially
okay, My wife and 1 wish to publicly thank the
Cranford police and Cranford ambulance for their
excellent emergency care.

We also wish to extend our thanks to Detective
Marino of the Cranford Police Department and to

Mr. Alfred Hawkins of 55 Burnside Ave. for their
assistance in identifying the person who drove the
car which hit my son. Mr. Hawkins, who I later
found out retired as a lieutenant after years of ser-
vice in the Newark Police Department, found the
car's mirror in the street. He collected the mirror
and turned it over to Detective Marino who traced
the type of car from information on the mirror. A car
fitting this information and description of witness-
es was located at a home n few blocks away, and
through follow up and interviews, the driver and
car were identified.

We truly appreciate the diligence of Mr. Hawkins
as a concerned citizen who protected the evidence
and cooperated with the police, and of Detective
Marino, who continued working until the case was
solved.

The origin of Toys for Tots can be traced to a

handmade doll and the desire of a Marine Corps
officer to brighten the life of a child nearly 50 years
ago. The seed WUH then planted when the late Col.
Bill Hendricks decided to give a doll his wife had
made to an underprivileged child for Christmas.

What seemed a simple gesture grow complicat-
ed when he found that there were no agencies
organized to distribute toys to needy children. This
was n gap he felt needed to be filled, and so wns
born the Marine Corps Toys for Tots program.

That was the 1947, and since that first year, in
which only 5,000 toys were collected in the Los
Angeles area, Toys for Tots has grown into a huge-
ly successful nationwide Christmas charity. Each
year nearly 200 Marine Corps Reserve units ncross
the United States collect approximately 8 million
toys for our nation's neediest children. To date
some 100 million children have had their
Christmas dreams come true through the hard
work and dedication of the Marine Corps Reserve
and Marine Corps League.

Traditionally, the medium of exchange for Toys
for Tots has been toys only. By law. Marines are not
permit ted to solicit ensh donations. In 1991, how-
ever, a new dimension was added when the
Secretary of Defense approved the creation of a

not-for-profit foundation, which raises funds to buy
toys to supplement local toy collections. This foun-
dation is the Toys for Tots Foundation under the
direction of Maj. Gen. (Retired) Cooper.

The Marine Corps League across the country is
the right hand of the Marine Corps Reserves. They
are able to solicit cash donations that then are
used to purchase additional toys for the drive.

Now the BIG question: How can you help?
You can support Toys for Tots by donating a new

unwrapped toy or by making a monetary contribu-
tion. Collection sites are located in every commu-
nity.

The reason that we ask that all toys, games, etc.
be unwrapped is that some people have a sick
sense of humor and have caused problems in the
past.

We also ask for new, or near new if in good con-
dition, as some try to use this program as a vehicle
to unload dirty, broken toys from their homes.

Deadline for toys and monetary contributions is
noon on Dec. 18, 2001.

Again, I can't thank you enough for your help in
making this Christmas a good one for some very
special kids. God bless you all.

Holiday Trees
Do not place your tree close

to a heat source, including fire-
place or heat vent. The heat
will dry the tree, causing it to
be easily ignited by heat, flame
or sparks.

When a tree becomes dry,
discard it promptly. The best
way to dispose of your tree is
by taking it to a recycling cen-
ter or having it picked up by a
community pick-up service.

Never put holiday tree
branches or needles in a fire-
place or woodstove.

Holiday Lights
Inspect holiday lights each

year for frayed wires, bare
spots, gaps in the insulation,
broken or cracked sockets and

excessive kinking or wearing
before putting them up.

Only use UL approved light-
ing.

Do not overload outlets,
Connect strings of lights to an
extension cord before plugging
the cord into the outlet.

Do not leave holiday lights
unattended.

Heating Safety
Unsafe heating practices

can lead to fires and these fires
are the second leading cause of
residential fires and fire
deaths in the United States..

Never leave fireplaces or
space heaters unattended.

Keep a large screen in front
of your fireplace to catch
sparks and rolling logs.

Candles
Avoid using lit candles. If

you do use them, make sure
they are in stable holders and
place them where they cannot
be easily knocked down.

Never leave the house with
candles burning.

Install a smoke alarm on
every level of your home. Test
the batteries every month and
change them at least once u
year.

Having n working smoke
alarm more than doubles your
chances of surviving a fire.

The
more branch tips on the tree, the
more ornaments you can hang. If
you want an informal louk,
choose a tree with long needles
and upswept branches, For a for-
mal appearance, select a tree
with short needles and horizontal

or downswept branches. If you
are purchasing an artificial tree
you should take storage into con-
sideration and choose a tree that
allows you to store it. with the
lights attached.

2. Lighting the Tree
A general rule of thumb is to

u«e one strand of lights per foot
of tree. Of course the simplest
way is to purchase a pre-Iit tree
that is hinged for easy .storage.
But if you are starting from
scratch, remember the lights
should be strung throughout the
tree, not stretched over the tips of
the branches. Tuck your lights
around tin: trunk, weave them in
and out of the length of the
branches to give the tree depth.
Keeping the amount of lights
uniform throughout the tree is
important.

3. Adding Garland
There are several ways to

place garland on a tree. The most
traditional is to swag your gar-
land, beginning on the bottom, at
the back of the tree. Swag the
garland from tip to tip, using 12"
to 20" swags, depending on the
width of th«* tree and then twist
the garland on each tip. The
swags should become smaller as
you go up the tree. Other styles
are to double swag the garland
with one row falling lower than
the other or to spiral the garland
nt. an angle on the tree. There are
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also many types of garland to
choose from. Midwest of Cannon

toys of Santa and Friends or the
elegant old world sporting look of
Stag's Head Inn and Pine Tree
Ijodge. The key is to keep your
theme in a basic motif- outdoors
and nature, angelic and roman-
tic, folk art and handcrafted,
Western and Southwest, antique
glass and heirlooms, nostalgic
and family, etc.

7. Hanging Ornaments
First you must determine how

Remember the lights should be strung throughout the
tree, not stretched over the tips of the branches. Tuck
your lights around the trunk, weave them in and out of
the length of the branches to give the tree depth.

Filling inside spaces adds inter-
est and compliments the overall
mood of the tree. You can use
ornaments, ribbon, garland, fruit,
toys, mirrors, small gifts, cards or
pinecones, whatever fits your
theme.

5. Theming your Tree
To make a Htrong statement, it

in important to choo.se a domi-
nant subject or color for your
tree. Most trees look best with a
balance of texture, shupe, Hize
and color but this should be tied
together with one element being
dominant. For example, if your
existing ornament collection has
no theme, you can create one by
introducing a significant quanti-
ty of one color or shape.

6. Design
Repetition establishes design

ami can help create tho theme of
your tree, Using different shapes
in the same color or repenting the
same texture in different colors
also works. Midwest of Cannon
FIIIIH makes choosing ornaments
easy by categorizing their prod-
ucts into themes that can mix

many ornaments you will need
for the size of your tree. Chris
Tkachuck, viauul manager for
Midwest of Cnnnon Falls nays it's
not an exact science, but she uses
a rough formula to achieve the
look she likes for her displays
which is approximately 40 orna-
ments per foot of tree For exam-
ple if you are decorating a 7 foot
tree you will need about 280
ornaments. She also notes that
you will establish symmetry to
your tree by hanging the largest
quantity of ornaments first, then
the next largest and so forth. Be
sure ornaments are suspended
and hang freely so they are not
touching other branches. Shiny
finishes should be hung before
matte or soft finishes, and bright
colors before muted colors. Each
size, shape, texture und color
should be distributed over the
entire tree. Lnrger ornaments
should be placed on the lower
part of the tree for balance. For
dramatic effects you can cluster
several ornaments, combining
different colors, sizes or shapes in
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one bunch, bound together with
ribbon or a bow. These can be
placed symmetrically throughout
the tree or joined and placed as a
swag spiraling the tree.

Tkachuck candidly offers
another of her important tree
decorating hints. "A faithful deco-
rating staple I always use, espe-
cially with glass ornaments, is
our green coated ornament
hooks. We have two different
lengths so I get an assortment of
height when placing ornaments
which adds dimension. I prefer
the green coating because the
wire seems invisible against
green tree branches. The best
thing about these hooks is that
you can pinch and lock them so
your ornaments won't fall off the
tree."

8. Dare to be Different
One reason display trees grab

our attention is because they
dare to be different. Midwest of
Cannon Falls has used actual
wood chairs, footballs and sports
equipment, garden rakes with
vegetables, bouquets of dried
flowers and fancy hats blended
into the branches of their trees.
Adding bold new ideas makes the
tree fun and it is certain to create
conversation. If you want to deco-
rate your tree with ornaments
your children have made
throughout the year, be imagina-
tive by adding stuffed animals
with Christmas ribbon, train
sets, favorite storybooks and
rocking horses.

i ARA> - Every holiday season,
j curious children sidle up to
their parents with a look of
youthful concern in their wide
eyes and ask the age-old ques-

' tion, "Is there a Santa Claus?."
scared that the wrong answer
might bring an end to tree deco-
rating, present giving or leaving
cookies by the fireplace.

More than 100 years ago, a
very real little girl wrote to her
local newspaper because she
was plagued by this same nag-
ging doubt.

"Some of my little friends say
there is no Santa Claus," wrote
8-year-old Virginia O'Hanlon.
"Papa says, 'If you see it in The
Sun, it's so.' Please tell me the
truth, is there a Santa Claus?"

A century later, the words of
the editor who responded to this
ijuery somehow manage to
rekindle the Christmas spirit in
even the most world-weary
adults. "Yes, Virginia, there is a
Santa Claus. He exists as cer-
tainly as love and generosity
and devotion exist, and you
know that they abound and give

to your life its highest beauty
and joy," wrote France;; P.

The club, located since 1972 in a
county-owned building at 295
Jefferson Ave. just iicro.-.- the
Kenilworth Iwnler, recently com-
pleted a $250,000 addition that
will eventually triple the ~ize of the
railroad. Tlie expansion was fun<l-
ed entirely through private
sources, and built over .seven years
through the lalxjr of the dubs 111
members.

Monday, dub members turned
the key to the expanded premises
over "to Freeholder Deborah
Scanlon. who also took a tour of tin-
current facility

"It's fabulous. Its one of the
things every little kid dreams of.'
said Scanlon, as miniature models
of World War Il-era trains on the
the famed B&O railroad motored

through the 40 ft.-by-40 ft. layout.
"It'ti like being a little kid again."

Enthusiasts also focus on recre-
ating the scenes tlirough which the
tniins run — which include wood-
en railror'id ties, treehouses, work-
ing stre*rtiights, policemen stop-
ping traffic, even a bakery with
bags of flour inside. "I think of it as
a play where the trains are the
principal actors," said Vice
President Bob Nalbone.

The current display, Nallionn
said, is the product of 27 years of
work, It should take about that
long to complete the display in the
expansion, he said.

1. Cut two 1/2-inch-thick

slices from middle of orange.
Insert 6 cloves into skin of each
orange slice, spacing cloves
evenly. Cut remaining orange
into thin slices for garnish. With
vegetable peeler, remove 1" wide
continuous strip of peel.
(Refrigerate lemon for another
use.)

2. In nonreactive 5-quart
saucepot, combine clove-studded

orange slices with cloves, lemon
peel, cinnamon sticks, and apple
cider; heat to boiling over high
heat. Reduce heat; cover and
simmer IS minutes.

3. Pour hot cider into 5-quart
heatproof punch bowl. Float
remaining orange slices in cider.

Makes about 16 cups, or 20
servings.

Most of the pieces were in place
from the get-go and the coaching
staff of the Weatfield High football
knew they had a good squad.

Westfield knew it had the skill

Reavis was the second leading
scorer, with live touchdowns, and
carried for 337 yards and a 4.9
average.

Fullback Matt Daly was second
on the team in yards, carrying 107
times for 551 yards, a 5,1 average.

Daly was also the leader on
defense, the backbone of the squad.
He and fellow inside linebacker
Andzell led the squad in tackles
and were aggressive defenders who
could get to the ball quickly. Daly
finished with 121 tackles and
Andzell had 76.

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How to carry a load with your SUV

- A major problem in our afflu-
ent society is figuring out some

•way to haul all our toys: things
relating to outdoor recreation,
physical fitness and social activi-

ties.
••'•An aftermarket rack-mount-
•itig system might not help with
' either of the latter two, but it can
!do wonders in organizing the
first three on that list.

Most vehicles - even SUVa
and trucks - are ill-equipped to
transport heavy, cumbersome,
awkward (not to mention expen-
sive) lifestyle devices like Hurf-
boards, skis, sailboardu, kayaks
and bicycles.

Sure, you can stick your skis a
window, trunk or sunroof - but
the same doesn't really work for
a canoe, does it? Besides, some-
body might be giving out style
points. So it's best to try and do

•things right.
i ,r If your vehicle has a roof rack,
! check the manufacturer's load
;rating before using it. You might
find it's little more than a deco-
ration.

Many, with the notable excep-
tion of, say, the Nissan Xterra,
are designed to handle less than
100 pounds. That's barely
enough capacity to strap on a
couple of unruly teens.

. - Aftermarket rack systems,
feadiiy available from such man-
ufacturers as Thule and Yukima,

can handle two ;md three times
that weight (any more than that,
and you need to start thinking
about reinforcing the vehicle's
roof).

Check with a dealer or contact
tho companies directly to get
information about what kinds of
paraphernalia they make for
your specific needs.

For the purpose of this evalu-
ation, we picked a Yakima sys-
tem, to gauge factors such as
cost, ease of use, capacity, versa-
tility and the coolness quotient.

Yakima also had Home com-
pelling choices, becau.se many of
its mounting brackets are also
designed to be compatible with
Thule racks.

We generally liked what we
found, although we can never
resist the urge to tinker a bit
with the system.

Yakima systems are grouped
according to where they arc
attached to the vehicle: trailer
hitch, trunk, pickup bed, bumper,
drip rail or roof.

Hitch, trunk and bumper
mounted systems usually are
limited to carrying bicycles; fig-
ure on being able to carry up to
four bikes with the most sophis-
ticated setups.

Up on the rooftop is where the
diversity of choices is most evi-
dent.

Drip rail mountings are good
for coupes and sedans, especially
if you're looking for something
temporary that requires no hole-

drilling, gluing, welding or
gnashing of teeth to install.

They're perfect for things like
carrying gear on a trip, skis dur-
ing the winter season, or small
farm animals to market.

Roof-mounted systems, upon
which we focused, are the Bturdi-
est, most versatile, permanent
and macho-looking.

Yakima's Kailrider system
relies on factory-installed
mounting holes and track rails.
Risers and cross members from
the factory system aren't needed;
it's possible to buy just the track
rails from a dealer.

The Railrider mounts - they
come with handy locks - screwed
right into the factory track rail
on our Toyota 4Runner. Two
sturdy one-inch steel bars
slipped through eyeholes on the
Railrider mounts and were tight-
ened down by hex wrenches.

The steel bars, about four feet
in length, stuck out nearly six
inches on each side of the
mounts - so we sawed six inches
off each. We thought that gave
the system a more integrated
and polished look. The shorter
length also gave more clearance
for the hex wrench to tighten or
loosen the risers.

An unexpected benefit was a
significant reduction in wind
noise. The full-length bars had
made "singing" noises above 70
mph.

Know this: Anything you put
on the roof of your car is going to

mess with its aerodynamics,
make noise and affect fuel econo-
my.

Fortunately, the Yakima sys-
tem we tested can easily be
stowed when not in use, leaving
only an unobtrusive inch or so of
track rail and riser base behind.

Once the base system is set
up, you can just bungee your toys
to the steel rails.

Or you can get fancy. Yakima
makes very specific attachments
for boats: kayak stackers, gun-
wale brackets and hull boots.

For bikes, it has fork-style car-
riers, tire- and frame-grabbers to
carry bikes with or without both
wheels. (Some nifty pickup bed
carriers mount securely, with
gravity-based, no-drill technolo-
gy-)

The base system of risers and
steel bars also allows gear and
utility haulers to be easily
attached. Yakima makes cargo
and luggage baskets, as well as
enclosed cases that mount right
on the steel bars.

Bicycles, in turn, can also be
attached to the metal basket
cases, creating a stacking system
of attachments.

Using the right mounting sys-
tem can make transporting your
California lifestyle choices safe,
secure and just about worry-free.

All you have to do is remem-
ber to take everything off before
driving under that low-hanging
Holiday Inn portico, or pulling
into your garage. You won't get tortured on this rack.

Consider the handling of your vehicle
Taefore you bolt on a rack or loud up a trail-

heap things on top or behind. Changing
tho center of gravity can cause surprising
and unsettling results, including greater
sensitivity to rollover in certain situations.

If your ute has rear leaf springs, I found
a bolt-on suspension stabilizer that any
half-handy truck owner can install in a
couple of hours.

SuperSprings International of Santa
Barbara, Calif., manufactures n heavy-

duty leaf-spring-like blade than enhances
load support and helps prevent the sus-
pension from twisting in turns.
SuperSprings are a set of 2 springs, one
for each side of the rear axle, and mount
to the factory springs - over-axle or under-
axle.

Tho endH of the SuperSpringB blade are
tapered and add resistance only under
Btress, They add control, but it's not like

adding another leaf of stiffness. Under
light stress, the attachment shackles can
roll to keep the SupcrSprings unflexod for
a compliant ride. As turning force increas-
es, the shackles adjust to strengthen sup-
port,

The result ia sharper turn-in response
from the steering wheel and cornering is
flatter. With a loaded roof rack or not, the
suspension is supported but not hardened

and a tall vehicle's tendency to lean is
noticeably trimmed.

Most pickups or SUVs can be outfitted
for $350, plus shipping. Tools required are
a jack, two three-quarter-inch wrenches
and an extra-large C-cIamp to pull down
the end of the SuperSprings to the mount-
ing bracked.
